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University Administration ¢ Old Dominion President

JOHN R. BRODERICK

John R. Broderick, Old Dominion University’s eighth president, doesn’t mind rolling up his sleeves and serving hot dogs at a
university picnic.

A constant presence on campus, whether it's to escort a visitor, walk his dog or attend athletic and cultural events, he has
developed a reputation as a friendly, approachable president.

But he's all business when it comes to his insistence on forging progress at Old Dominion, solving real-world problems and
building on the region’s strengths.

Under his leadership since 2008, Old Dominion has emerged as an innovative research powerhouse in fields from cybersecurity to
bioelectrics. The establishment of the Center for the Study of Sea Level Rise elevated Old Dominion to the top tier in addressing
one of the most pressing environmental and economic dilemmas in Hampton Roads - and the world. lllustrating the University’s
belief in the value of collaboration, Old Dominion recently opened the Commonwealth Center for Recurrent Flooding Resiliency,
a joint effort with the College of William and Mary and the college’s Virginia Institute of Marine Science to expand research.
President Broderick has presided over an increase in public and private funding to the University. During his tenure, Old Dominion
has received more than $660 million in new resources. From 2010 to 2017, the value of the University’s endowment rose nearly
50 percent to $214 million.

But bucking the “bigger is better” movement, President Broderick has held Old Dominion’s enrollment to approximately 25,000
to maximize the quality of the student experience.

Toimprove academic achievement, the University constructed a $10 million Student Success Center and Learning Commons, which
has led to historic highs in retention and graduation rates. Old Dominion has the second-largest percentage of degrees awarded in STEM-H (science, technology, engineering,
math and health care) fields among Virginia's major universities.

The University gives students from any discipline the resources to turn their passion into an enterprise.

In 2013, Old Dominion received an $11 million gift from alumnus Mark Strome and his wife, Tammy, to create the Strome Entrepreneurial Center, realizing President Broderick’s
vision to expand entrepreneurial initiatives for students inside and outside the classroom.

In 2016, President Broderick announced the largest gift in the University’s history, a $35 million donation from Richard and Carolyn Barry to create the Barry Art Museum. The
museum will open in 2018 with more than 200 glass sculptures, paintings and other artwork. It will be the crown jewel in the Arts in the Village complex, which opened in 2015
with the Barry Arts Building, the James A. Hixon Art Studio Building and the Brock Commons amphitheater.

Old Dominion's state-of-the-art dining facility, which opened in the fall of 2016, is named the Kate and John R. Broderick Dining Commons at the request of student leaders to
honor the President and First Lady for spearheading inclusion initiatives and to recognize their commitment to student success.

The Board of Visitors also renamed the University’s Diversity Champion Award for the president in 2013 to recognize his commitment to diversity and inclusion, which helped
create a vibrant, multicultural campus. Last fall, Old Dominion enrolled nearly 6,200 African-Americans, more than any other public four-year school in Virginia, as well as students
from more than 100 countries.

President Broderick has transformed his belief in community service into a centerpiece of University life. In 2011, he and his wife, along with their relatives, endowed the Evon-
Broderick Award for Community Engagement and Service to recognize students who devote themselves to service. During the 2015-16 school year, Old Dominion students,
faculty and staff performed more than 534,000 hours of service.

In athletics, President Broderick oversaw the return of football to Old Dominion in 2009 after a 69-year absence, adding a rush of excitement and a burst of spirit to campus. He
serves as chairman of Conference USA's Board of Directors and a member of the NCAA Division | Presidents Forum and Committee on Institutional Performance.

President Broderick has been clear that the University's priority is academics. And Old Dominion’s students are triumphing in the classroom, too. The University had more students
on the Conference USA Commissioner’s Honor Roll in the spring than any other school. About 286 athletes, or nearly 63 percent, earned GPAs of 3.0 and higher.

President Broderick’s honors have included the Virginia Center for Inclusive Communities’"Humanitarian Award, the Urban League of Hampton Roads'Marian Palmer Capps Award,
the New Journal & Guide's Impacting Lives award and a Visionary Award
from the Hampton Roads Chamber of Commerce. Inside Business journal
ranked President Broderick No.4 on its 2017 Power List of Hampton Roads.

He is past chairman of the Virginia Council of Presidents of colleges and
universities and the Virginia Space Grant Consortium. He is the only college
president to serve asa member of the Virginia Space Flight Authority board.
President Broderick also is a board member of organizations including the
Urban League of Hampton Roads, Hampton Roads Chamber of Commerce
and General Douglas MacArthur Foundation.

He was a faculty member in the University of Pittsburgh system and an
administrator at St. Bonaventure University in New York. His previous jobs
atOld Dominion have included vice president of institutional advancement
and admissions and chief of staff to the president.

President Broderick regularly teaches courses in the University’s Darden
College of Education. He also is a proud Monarch parent.

President Broderick and First Lady Kate Broderick have three sons. All are
graduates of Old Dominion.

DR. CAMDEN WOOD SELIG

Dr. Camden Wood Selig is in his eighth year as Director of Athletics at Old Dominion University, where his “Championship
Effort” philosophy has helped to guide the department as one of the most respected and successful intercollegiate programs
in the nation.

During his tenure, Selig has directed the University’s move to Conference USA, overseen the transition of the football program
to the FBS level, and led major athletic facility expansion and enhancement for virtually all 18 programs.

One of the most dramatic and gratifying accomplishments for Selig has been the academic success of the 18 intercollegiate
teams. Highlights from 2016-17 include:

+125 student athletes (28%) earned Dean’s List honors with a 3.4 or higher GPA.

+ ODU led all C-USA schools, for the fourth straight year, with 286 student athletes on the league’s honor roll with a 3.0 or higher.
« Women'’s lacrosse and men’s basketball finished in the top 10 percent in their respective sports in APR scores, while six
teams earned one-year scores of 1000, and all teams scored above 950.

Monarch teams have performed well on the playing fields under Selig, highlighted by:

+Seven Conference Championships since 2010, including men's soccer earning ODU’s first C-USA title in 2014 and football’s
CAA regular season title in 2012. Women's lacrosse won its first Atlantic Sun Championship in 2016, while women’s golf won
its first conference championship and made their first appearance in the NCAA Championships in 2017.

+60 Post Season Appearances, led by two consecutive FCS championships appearances by football in 2011 and 2012, a
Final Four appearance by field hockey in 2011, four straight NCAA appearances by men's soccer, the men'’s basketball team’s
semifinal appearance in the NIT at Madison Square Garden in 2015 and 30 wrestlers qualifying for the NCAA championships
since 2010.

+The football Monarchs finished the 2016 season 10-3 and won the Popeyes Bahamas Bowl, the first bowl game in school history.

In Selig’s tenure there have also been many firsts, or achievements that haven’t been done in a number of years, including:
. First ever regular season Top 25 national men'’s basketball ranking (Jan. 5, 2015).
. Baseball ranked in the Top 25 nationally for first time since 2007 (May, 2017).
. Football Bowl Game first one ever with win in the Bahamas Bowl (Dec. 23, 2016).
. First ever NCAA Women'’s Lacrosse appearance & Conference championship (2016).
. First ever NCAA Women'’s Golf appearance & Conference championship (2017).
. First in C-USA with number of 3.0 or greater student-athletes for 4 consecutive years with 286 in 2016-17 (2017).
. Jennie Simms (2017) WBB, first AP All-American since Shareese Grant in 2005 and Jennie Simms first conference player of the year since Lucienne Berthieu in 2002.
. Rachel Eckert became the first ODU diver to qualify for the NCAA Championships (2015).
. Adam Moundir is the first men’s tennis player to qualify for the NCAA Singles men’s tennis championship since Alex Seleznev in 2006 (May, 2017).
. Chris Mecate and Alexander Richardson both earn wrestling All-American honors in 2015, first time ODU had two All-Americans since 1991.
. Chris Mecate was the first wrestler to earn NCAA All-American honors in back-to-back years since Mike McCarthy in 1976 (2016).

One needs only to visit the ODU campus to see Selig’s contributions to the growth and improvement of Monarch athletic venues. Projects completed and initiated under
Selig include:
. The Bernett & Blanche Mitchum Basketball Performance Center, a privately funded $8.4 million state-of-the-art facility, is complete and is the new home of the ODU
men'’s and women'’s basketball teams.
. A $3.5 million expansion of the L. R. Hill support facility for football.
The addition of a $2.3 million video replay scoreboard, LED ribbon panels, and digital tables for the Ted Constant Convocation Center for the 2015-16 season.
. The $500,000 Paul A. Keyes Indoor Hitting Complex, which opened in the fall of 2014.

As collegiate athletic costs continue to rise, Selig has placed a high priority on increasing revenue, with a goal of 10 percent annual growth. Since his arrival in 2010,

athletics has exceeded those goals every year:

. Donations to support the Old Dominion Athletic Foundation annual fund have jumped from $2.73 million in 2010 to $9.35 million in 2016-17.

. Total philanthropic gifts to athletics have surpassed $62.73 million since 2010-11.

. Corporate sponsorship revenue facilitated by ODU Sports Properties has generated $18.26 million in gross revenue since 2010-11, including 2.6 million in 2016-17.
Annual athletic ticket revenue has increased from $1.5 million to $4.3 million during the past five years.

Hampton Roads Community outreach and support has been a staple under Selig’s leadership:
. Selig spearheaded the return of the annual Khedive Shriners’ Oyster Bowl game to Foreman Field at S.B. Ballard Stadium in 2011 and helped raise over $100,000 for
the Shriners’ Children’s Burn Hospital since that time.

. Monarch student athletes, coaches and staff members have donated countless hours to
the Hampton Roads community. ODU has made a constant effort to make the area a better
place.

Selig spent 11 years directing the Western Kentucky University Hilltopper athletic program,
which won 70 Sun Belt Conference championships from 2000-2010 and a national record 19
crowns in two seasons, 2008-2010.

Prior to his stint at WKU, Selig served as the Senior Associate Athletic Director at the University
of Virginia from 1988-1999, overseeing external operations his last five years. He began his
athletic career as the Director of Ticketing at VCU, where he served from 1985-1988.

Selig was a four year member (2006-2010) of the NCAA Women'’s Basketball Committee
and served as chair for both the Sun Belt Conference Athletic Directors and the Men’s
Basketball Committees during his tenure at WKU. He has served on the prestigious Division
| Championships/Sports Management Cabinet and locally is a Board of Trustees member for
the Norfolk Collegiate School and serves on the board of the Norfolk Forum.

BRUCE STEWART

Bruce Stewart enters his 11th year as Senior Associate Athletics Director at Old Dominion University
where he spearheaded the Monarchs revival of the football program which has become the model for
start-up football programs across the country. In addition to his responsibilities with the Monarch football
program, Stewart also serves as the primary administrator for women's lacrosse, men’s & women'’s tennis,
men’s & women'’s golf, as well as overseeing the functional areas of Strength & Conditioning, Equipment
Operations, Events and Facilities.

The Monarchs’ Senior Associate Athletic Director has guided the football program from FCS and the
Colonial Athletic Association to FBS and Conference USA.

Stewart has helped Old Dominion reach new heights with the return of its football program, including
a pair of FCS playoff appearances and a No. 6 national ranking to conclude the 2012 season. ODU has
sold out all 54 home games, has hosted Power-five NC State and will host fellow Power-five and ACC
school North Carolina in 2017. The Monarchs finished 2016 with a 10-3 overall record and victory in the
Popeyes Bahamas Bowl, the program’s first bowl appearance and victory.

The Monarchs burst out of the gates in 2009 with a 9-2 record and finished 8-3 in 2010. ODU holds the
distinction as the best startup FCS program. Old Dominion has continued its upward trajectory with a
pair of FCS playoff appearancesin 2011 and 2012, including the 2012 CAA Championship. Old Dominion
finished 8-4 in 2013, the first transition season to FBS before playing its first full Conference USA schedule in 2014.

In addition to the upgrades to Foreman Field at S.B. Ballard Stadium, Stewart has also directed the building of the $17 million dollar L.R. Hill Sports
Complex, the state-of-the-art home for ODU’s football program as well as the women'’s lacrosse program, and nine-time national champion
field hockey program. The Powhatan Sports Complex has attracted much attention as it hosted the US Field Hockey Team’s match-up with
international powerhouse Argentina during the summer of 2012 as well as the NCAA Division | Field Hockey Championship in November of
2012 and 2013. The L.R. Hill Complex completed an expansion in the winter of 2017, adding a brand new state of the art weight room, new
meeting rooms and an updated coaches locker room.

Other Old Dominion athletic facilities have been added and upgraded during Stewart’s tenure including new home homes for the Monarchs’
wrestling and academic advising programs in the Jim Jarrett Athletic Administration Building as well as expanded Strength and Conditioning
and Athletic Training Facilities. The construction of the 74,00 square foot Folkes-Stevens Tennis Center and the 9,400 two-story ODU Rowing
Center as well as the new sailing pier at the ODU Sailing Center. Upgrades have been made to the Monarchs’ Soccer Complex with brand new
coaches’ offices, locker rooms, and meetings spaces, and a new video board, enhanced signage, and addition of “Rally Alley” have helped add
to the fan experience at the Bud Metheny Baseball Complex. Stewart and his staff completed the Mitchum Basketball Performance Center, a
stand alone facility next to the Ted Constant Center that will be used exclusively by ODU men’s and women's basketball teams. . Under Stewart’s
direction, ODU has also showcased its facilities and staff in the hosting of numerous events on campus including the Division | NCAA Women'’s
Basketball First and Second Rounds and Regionals, the Big East Field Hockey Championship, NCAA Field Hockey semifinals and finals, the
Conference USA Men'’s Soccer Championship, the Conference USA Men’s & Women'’s Tennis Championships and high school championships
from the Hampton Roads area.

Stewart joined Old Dominion after a nine-year stint at Coastal Carolina University, in which he served as the Senior Associate Athletics Director.
Prior to his promotion, he was the Associate Athletic Director of Finance. He played a key role in helping the Chanticleers add football as a
varsity sport at the university as the Assistant Athletic Director for Internal Operations. The Chanticleers started football in 2003 going 6-5
before reeling off three-straight nine win seasons, highlighted by a 10-1 season in 2004.

A native of Columbus, Ohio, Stewart held numerous other responsibilities in his first four years at Coastal Carolina. During his tenure, he was
the administrator for several of the school’s athletic fund-raising events and was an integral part of the game management and promotions
for the department. He also served as an adjunct professor in the Wall College of Business, teaching a business law course.

Stewart attended Morehouse College in Atlanta, earning his bachelor of arts in psychology in 1994. He furthered his educational training at The
Ohio State University by completing a J.D./M.A. degree program, a four-year program that combined studies in law with sport management.
While completing his law and master’s degree, he was published in The Journal of Sport Management and The Journal of Legal Aspects of
Sport. He was a three-sport standout in high school at the Columbus Academy, competing in football, basketball and track.

L.R. Hill Sports Complex

On September 13, 2008, Old Dominion University officially opened the L.R. Hill Sports Complex, a 75,000
square foot, two story facility that houses the Monarch football program.

The first level of the LR Hill Sports Complex houses a 6,000 square foot space dedicated to academic
excellence. In addition, there is a 3,000 square foot athletic training room, and the Monarchs players’locker
rooms which holds 122 lockers. The players’ locker room features the most efficient lockers available, a
players lounge and six flat screen high definition televisions.

The second level of the LR Hill Sports Complex houses the coaches’ offices, staff meeting rooms including
newly renovated office space completed in the summer of 2017. The video room as well as coaches’
offices feature a state-of-the-art editing system for game and practice film. Adjacent to the facility is the
AstroTurf GameDay Grass 3D fields that the Monarchs use for practice. GameDay Grass 3D is one of the
most advanced synthetic turf products, featuring best-in-class performance and safety benefits, and
characteristics that closely mimic the look and feel of natural grass.

The complex began expansion in 2015 to include a 17,000 square foot weight room along with sports
performance offices. The weight room area features two levels. The top mezzanine level has the same
surface as the main floor below to provide a dynamic warmup and cardio, the bottom level features 12
squat racks and free weights.

oreman Field was named after Norfolk attorney A.H. Foreman, a
member of William and Mary’s board of visitors and one of the found-
ers of the Norfolk Division of William & Mary, which later became Old
Dominion University.

Originally intended as the home of the Norfolk Division football program,
it found new life as the home to other college and community sports
programs when football was originally dropped in 1941. Built in 1936, with
state and federal funds provided during the Great Depression, Foreman Field
had a $24.8 million dollar renovation with the help of SB Ballard Construction
Company and Clark Nexsen Architecture and Engineering.

The renovation to the game day home of the football Monarchs includes
a new state-of-the-art game day building, field surface, scoreboard, sound
system, field enclosure and a contiguous parking garage.

The Gameday Football Complex features 28 luxury suites and 400 loge
seats in 100 mini boxes, in addition to recruiting and hospitality facilities and

game day locker rooms for Monarch student-athletes and coaches. Twelve of

the suites have their own patio overlooking the plaza south of the complex,
while the loge seating area also includes an 8,000 square foot covered patio

on the second level of the facility. Another 7,500 square foot enclosed
terrace looks directly out over the south end zone. The playing surface at
Foreman Field is Astroturf GameDay Grass 3D.

The stadium is named Foreman Field at S.B. Ballard Stadium in honor
of Stephen and B.J. Ballard and SB Construction, the company responsible
for many on-campus construction projects, including Foreman Field. The
Alcaraz-Weinstein Family Plaza, the plaza entrance for the Monarch football
team and fans, is in honor of the Gary Alcaraz (‘84) and the Lee Weinstein
families.

The conference’s current footprint is concentrated with 14 members in 10 states and a combined area population of more than 30 million.
With a commitment to community involvement, the conference developed several initiatives to maintain strong ties in C-USA cities, as
well as with fans and alumni across the country. C-USA schools also place a priority on giving back to their communities through volunteer
service with local and national organizations. Individually, student-athletes are recognized each season through the Spirit of Service award.

GOVERNANCE
Conference USA has significant representation in the NCAA governance structure. The presidents of the member institutions serve as the
league’s Board of Directors.

A PROUD HISTORY

Conference USA was formed in 1995 and quickly emerged as one of the nation’s top conferences. The conference unveiled its name,

logo and commissioner April 24, 1995, in Chicago. The league’s charter members were Charlotte, Cincinnati, DePaul, Houston, Louisville,
Marquette, Memphis, Saint Louis, Southern Miss, Tulane, UAB and USF. Eleven of the institutions began athletic participation in 1995, while
Houston joined competition in the fall of 1996.

The league’s headquarters were established in Chicago and, after nine years, relocated to the current office in Irving, Texas. Britton
Banowsky was named Commissioner in October 2002, succeeding Mike Slive, the league’s first Commissioner. In October 2015, Judy
MacLeod became the league’s third Commissioner.

C-USA added East Carolina (September, 1996) and the United States Military Academy (March, 1997) as football members. ECU began
league competition in 1997; Army in 1998 and UAB began football play in 1999. The league brought in TCU and ECU (1999) for all sports and
they began competition in 2001. USF started C-USA football in 2003. Marshall, Rice, SMU, Tulsa, UCF and UTEP became full-time Conference
USA members for all sports in 2005.

In 2013, charter member Charlotte returned to C-USA and was joined by new members FIU, Florida Atlantic, Louisiana Tech, Middle
Tennessee, North Texas, Old Dominion and UTSA. WKU joined the league on July 1, 2014.

Bobby Wilder begins his 11th season as head coach at Old Dominion
and is coming off an historic 2016 season that saw the Monarchs earn
their first bowl bid and win the Popeyes Bahamas Bowl. Wilder, the only
coach in program history, grew the football program from the best FCS
start-up to an FBS program in just six years and a FBS bowl| champion in
eight years. Hired on February 13, 2007, Wilder led the Monarchs to a
17-5 record in the first two seasons in program history, a 2012 Colonial
Athletic Association Championship, and a .500 season in ODU’s first
season playing a Conference USA Schedule, and now a bowl champion
in just the Monarchs'third season of FBS.

Wilder led the Monarchs to a 10-3 record and a 24-20 win over Eastern
Michigan in the Popeyes Bahamas Bowl. ODU landed a bowl game in
their eighth season of football and just second season of bowl eligibility.
ODU was one of 26 FBS programs to total 10 or more wins in the 2016-17
season. The Monarchs won nine of their last 10 games and finished the
season on a six-game winning streak, tied for the fourth longest winning
streak in the country.

ODU had 12 players featured on the Conference USA all-conference
teams, while senior’s TJ Ricks, Rashaad Coward and Zach Pascal played
in all-star games.

The Monarchs finished in the top-10 in the country in six categories,
including second only to Western Michigan in fewest turnovers with just
10. ODU tied for fourth in FBS with a +13 turnover margin. Wilder helped
guide quarterback David Washington to one of just two FBS quarterbacks
to throw 30 or more touchdown passes and five or less interceptions
(Zach Terrell/Western Michigan).

Wilder won the Tom Fergusson Award as the Metropolitan Sports Person

of the year given out by the Norfolk Sports Club. He is the
first two-time winner of the award.

Wilder has a 67-30 record in eight years with the Monarchs.

Former ODU quarterback Taylor Heinicke became the first
former Monarchs to make an NFL roster out of training
camp, as he made the Minnesota Vikings 53 man roster. Also
in 2015, long snapper Rick Lovato became the first former
Monarch to play in an NFL regular season and playoff game,
playing in four games for the Green Bay Packers. Pascal and
Coward have now joined the NFL ranks, with the Redskins
and Bears, respectively, while former ODU wide receiver
Larry Pinkard is currently with the Jacksonville Jaguars.

With just 10 seniors, the fourth fewest in the country, Wilder
led the Monarchs to a 5-7 season and just one win away
from bowl eligibility in 2015. Running back Ray Lawry, just
a sophomore, led Conference USA in rushing and became
ODUr’s first 1,000 yard rusher and the Monarchs’ all-time
leading rusher after just 17 career games. Junior wide
receiver Zach Pascal was on a torrid pace the last seven
games of the season catching 54 passes for 846 yards and
eight touchdowns to earn Conference USA second-team
honors. Former walk-on linebacker TJ Ricks continued his
improvement leading Conference USA with 123 tackles and
receiving C-USA accolades. Ricks was one of several walk-ons
and former walk-ons to earn playing time for the Monarchs.
Senior safety Fellonte Misher was named Conference USA
honorable mention with 99 tackles and a league high four
interceptions and also became ODU’s second all-time
leading tackler with 288 tackles.

The Monarchs made an immediate splash in their first
season in Conference USA, defeating the defending C-USA
Champions Rice in the first conference game in school
history. Wilder led ODU to a 6-6 overall record and went 4-4
in league play, including winning three-straight games to
end the season.

In their first season of C-USA play, the Monarchs had seven
players earn all-conference accolades, including Antonio
Vaughan and Josh Mann with first-team honors. Five
freshman earned league all-freshmen honors including Ray
Lawry, Darius Garcia, Bunmi Rotimi, Christian Byrum and
Jarrett Cervi, while Lawry was named C-USA Freshman of the
Year.

The six wins in 2014 is tied for the seventh most for a first-
year FBS member school in the last 20 years and the second
most for a start-up program, behind only the eight wins that
UTSA registered in 2012.

In 2013, the Monarchs began their transition to FBS and
Conference USA, playing five FBS opponents, the first five in

Top honors were not just awarded to Wilder’s players, as Wilder was
named American Football Monthly Coach of the Year and CaptainU
Coach of the Year.

The Monarchs also continued to be the hot ticket in town finishing
fourth nationally in attendance with capacity crowds at all eight
home contests and extending its streak to 35 consecutive sellouts
at Foreman Field at S.B. Ballard Stadium, which is currently at
48-straight.

With ODU’s move to the Football Bowl Subdivision (FBS) and
Conference USA, Wilder challenged the Monarchs to raise the bar.
Wilder and the Monarchs added 35 student-athletes in the 2013
recruiting class, including 24 that signed National Letters of Intent
in February.

In 2011, the Monarchs concluded the year at 10-3 overall and ranked
No. 10 in The Sports Network/Fathead.com and FCS Coaches Final
Polls, the fastest climb to the top-10 of any start-up program. In the
first season of conference play in the Colonial Athletic Association,
considered by many the toughest FCS conference in the nation,
ODU went 6-2 against league opponents. Picked to finish 10th in the
CAA Preseason Poll, ODU ended the year in a tie for second place
in the CAA, a conference which sent five teams to the post-season.
The Monarchs were among those five teams advancing to the FCS
playoffs where they defeated MEAC Champions Norfolk State in
first round action and advanced to the second round of the playoffs
against Georgia Southern in one of the most thrilling games of the
Division | Football Championships.

The 2011 season also brought a host of accolades for the program.
In addition to 11 Monarchs being honored as All-CAA student-
athletes, senior defensive lineman Ronnie Cameron was named the
CAA Defensive Player of the Year. Cameron and punter Jonathan
Plisco brought home numerous All-America honors and freshman
quarterback Taylor Heinicke was the runner-up for “The Sport
Network’s” Jerry Rice Award as the FCS’ top freshman and was
honored as the “College Football Performance Awards” National
Performer of the Year.

Additionally, Wilder was named “College Sports Madness” National

Coach of the Year and finished third in voting for the Eddie Robinson
National Coach of the Year Award.

Among all the FCS programs, Old Dominion finished in the top-10in
total offense, scoring offense, and net punting, while concluding the
2011 campaign in the top-20 in passing offense, turnover margin,
passing efficiency and sacks. Plisco continued to shine as one the
country’s top punters ranking second in the nation and redshirt
freshman Eriq Lewis tied for ninth among FCS defenders with five
interceptions.

The success of the 2011 campaign was due in large part to the
foundation Wilder, the coaching staff, and the Monarchs laid in the
second season in 2010. The Monarchs, who upgraded their schedule
in year two in preparation for joining the CAA, added a pair of ranked
opponents in #12/13 William & Mary and #14/16 Cal Poly, and played
their way to a 8-3 mark.

Statistically speaking, the Monarchs finished their second season
of gridiron action fourth in kickoff returns, ranked eighth in scoring
offense, eighth in sacks allowed, and 15th in passing offense. Under
Wilder’s tutelage, punter Jonathan Plisco ranked second nationally
in punting, quarterback Thomas DeMarco continued to rank among
the top 10 in total offense, newcomer Colby Goodwyn ran his way to
third nationally in punt returns and Ronnie Cameron pushed his way
into eighth overall among FCS defenders in tackles for loss.

Wilder and his staff’s inaugural season of play at the Football
Championship Subdivision level went well beyond expectations.
From the celebrated kickoff versus Chowan, to the heart pounding
first FCS road victory against Jacksonville, to ensuring a winning
season at Savannah State, to extending the win-streak to six in the
season finale at VMI, history was made every step of the way. The
Monarchs concluded the 2009 season at 9-2 overall.

The Monarchs finished the year ranked in the top-10 in five statistical
categories as a team, including second in sacks allowed, third in
scoring offense, turnover margin, net punting and ninth in rushing
offense. Individually, ODU had its first football All-Americans named
in punter Jonathan Plisco and long snapper Dustin Phillips, with
Plisco leading the nation in punt yardage averaging 44.84 yards per
contest. Quarterback Thomas DeMarco was also ranked in the top-10
in scoring and was the second leading FCS signal caller in rushing.
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Wilder meanwhile received the Tom Fergusson Memorial Award at
the 65th Norfolk Sports Club Jamboree named as the Metropolitan
Person of the Year in Sports.

Wilder has also been instrumental in getting his team active in the
Hampton Roads Community. In what has become an annual event,
the ODU Football Monarchs host a bone marrow registry drive
which has helped register over 900 members of the ODU student

body, faculty/staff and the Hampton Roads community to the
national bone marrow registry. The Monarchs have also been
active volunteering with Special Olympics, hosting youth clinics
and participating at reading and career days at many of the area’s
elementary and middle schools.

Prior to his arrival at ODU, Wilder served on the Maine staff for 17
years and was promoted to assistant head coach and offensive
coordinator in 2000, before moving to associate head coach in 2001.

As coordinator, Wilder orchestrated a balanced attack. The Black
Bears averaged 29.1 points per game in 2004, and scored 29 or
more in seven of 11 games. Wilder helped tutor running back
Marcus Williams, who rushed for 1,077 yards during his senior
season, which moved him into first place in school history for career
rushing yards. Maine also threw the ball a lot during the campaign
as eight different receivers each had double-digit receptions. Ron
Whitcomb was at the head of the passing attack as his completions
(213) and attempts (350) were the fourth most in a single season
since 1950. His 22 touchdown tosses were tied for third most since
1950. Overall, the offense averaged an impressive 5.2 yards per play.

Wilder was named the Assistant Coach of the Year by the Gridiron

Club of Greater Boston in 2004, which is presented annually to the
top assistant coach in New England.

In 2003, the Black Bears had over 2,000 yards rushing and passing
with 4,142 total yards. The ground game was anchored by Williams
and the passing game was in the hands of then-freshman Ron
Whitcomb, who was named the Atlantic 10 Rookie of the Year as he
posted 2,428 yards - the fifth most in a season at Maine.

The 2002 Black Bears finished the season with 4,702 yards in total
offense, the most since a school-record 4,861 yards in 1989. In 2001,
for the first time in school history, the offense boasted a 2,000-yard
passer in Jake Eaton, a 1,000-yard rusher in Royston English, and a
1,000-yard receiver in Stefan Gomes.

Prior to moving to the coordinator post, Wilder served as
quarterbacks coach during one of the most explosive eras in Maine
history for Black Bear quarterbacks. Wilder guided four-year starter
Mickey Fein to 17 University marks, including the two highest
season totals for touchdown passes. Fein ended his career as Maine’s
second all-time leading passer.

In 2000, Wilder’s first full season as offensive coordinator, the Black
Bears ranked third in the Atlantic 10 with 29.0 points per game. The
rushing game increased its output by 41 yards per game from the
previous season and Eaton garnered All-New England honors.

A 1987 graduate of Maine with a degree in physical education,
Wilder captained the Black Bears to the Yankee Conference
Championship his senior year. An All-New England quarterback in
1985, he left Maine as the school’s all-time leading passer with 4,493
yards, and is currently sixth behind Mike Buck, Emilio Colon, Fein,
Eaton and Whitcomb on the career passing list. Wilder coached four
of those former players and played with the fifth. A 1982 graduate
of Madison High School in Madison, Maine, Wilder was a highly
recruited quarterback his senior year. He went to Maine and in his
sophomore year led the Black Bears to their first of five consecutive
winning seasons.

Upon graduation, Wilder served as a graduate assistant coach for
two seasons under Jack Bicknell at Boston College, where he earned
his master’s degree in educational administration in 1990.

Wilder and his wife, Pam, have two sons, Derek (21), who is a redshirt
sophomore on the ODU football squad, and Drew (16).

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Brian Scott has been with Old Dominion football since the beginning in
2009 and begins his 11th season as the offensive coordinator.

Scott led the ODU offensive attack to its best offensive rankings in its first
three years in Conference USA, leading the league in rushing and setting
a school record with 2,559 yards, and finishing fourth in scoring offense at
35.1 points per game.

Running back Ray Lawry led the team with 1,255 rushing yards, breaking
his old record, while Zach Pascal caught 65 passes for 946 yards and nine
touchdowns. Quarterback David Washington, in his first full season as the
starter, completed 202-of-340 passes for 2,836 yards and 31 touchdown
passes and finished second in the country in touchdown to interception
ratio.

Ray Lawry led the way for the 2015 Monarchs on offense becoming ODU'’s
first 1,000 yard rusher as he led C-USA with 1,136 yards. Lawry also became
ODU’s all-time leading rusher with 2,083 yards. Zach Pascal registered 68
catches, second most in a single-season and set a program record with
1,549 all-purpose yards. Both Pascal and Lawry were named to the All-
Conference USA team.

Scott’s offense finished second in Conference USA in passing offense and
third in total offense. Quarterback Taylor Heinicke finished in the top-10
in the FBS in passing yards and touchdown passes while running back
Ray Lawry was named Conference USA Freshman of the Year, and led all
freshman with 7.1 yards per carry. Wide receiver Antonio Vaughan led the
league with 1,019 receiving yards and was named first-Team All-Conference,
while center Josh Mann received First-Team accloades.

The 2013 version of the ODU offense was just as action packed as past
groups, as the Monarchs offense finished ranked in the top-10 in the FBS
in scoring offense, total offense and passing offense. ODU averaged 42.3
points per game which was seventh in the country and 519 yards per game
which was also seventh in the nation. The passing offense averaged 359.4
yards per game and rounded out the year in sixth.

In 2012 the Monarchs took off, leading the FCS in scoring offense with 45.15
points per game, passing offense at 393.85 and total offense with 548.23
yards per game. ODU quarterback Taylor Heinicke led the nation in passing
yards, passing yards per game, touchdown passes, total touchdowns, total
offense and points responsible for. Wide receiver Nick Mayers finished the
year with 16 touchdown catches, which tied him for second in the country.

The ODU offense led by Scott had six players on the CAA All-Conference
team while Heinicke, Nick Mayers and Jack Lowney earned numerous All-
America honors. Left guard David Born and Lowney at left tackle earned All-
CAA honors. Heinicke, Mayers and Lowney also earned All-America honors.
Scott was a finalist for Footballscoop.com Coordinator of the Year.

Scott was elevated to Associate Head Coach following the Monarchs’ 2011
campaign that saw ODU reach new heights with a 10-3 overall mark, a No. 10
national ranking, and a berth to the NCAA Division | Football Championships.
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In 2011, Scott’s offense not only was among the top of the highly competitive
Colonial Athletic Association, but the nation yet again. The Monarch offensive
line helped pave the way for ODU to rank fifth nationally and lead the CAA in
scoring offense at 36.69 points per game as well as 10th nationally among FCS
schools and top the league in total offense averaging 439.08 yards per contest.
ODU averaged 168.15 yards of rushing offense, third in the league, and 270.92
yards of passing offense, second in the league and 18th in the country. Four
Monarchs from the offense earned All-CAA honors in ODU’s first season in the
league.

The second season of Old Dominion football in 2010 saw the Monarchs collect
an 8-3 mark in its final season of playing independent football before moving
to the CAA. The Monarchs ranked eighth in the country in scoring offense
fueled by quarterback and Walter Payton Award Watch List member Thomas
DeMarco who finished seventh in the nation in total offense. The Monarch
offense averaged 33.55 points per game.

After helping head coach Bobby Wilder and his team to a 9-2 overall mark in
the inaugural campaign for Old Dominion in 2009, Scott was among the four
finalists for FootballScoop.com’s D-1AA Coordinator of the Year.

Under Scott’s leadership in the inaugural campaign, the ODU offense finished
third nationally in scoring offense averaging 35 points per contest and
18th nationally in total offense averaging just under 400 yards per game.
Additionally, the Monarchs ranked second nationally in sacks allowed and
ninth among all FCS schools in fewest turnovers on the year with 14. ODU'’s
offensive efforts saw the Monarchs score 28 touchdowns in 39 red zone
opportunities.

Prior to joining the Monarch coaching staff, Scott had served as recruiting
coordinator, offensive line, running back and tight ends coach at Maine from
2003-08.

Scott coached the wide receivers, tight ends, and kickoff return team during
the 2001 season at the University of Tennessee-Martin.

Before Tennessee-Martin, Scott served as the quarterback coach in 2002 at the
University of Massachusetts-Lowell.

After a brilliant high school career as a quarterback at Waterville High School,
Scott joined the Maine football team in 1995. He won the Maine Sports Hall of
Fame Special Achievement Award, and is the tenth all-time leading passer at the
school.

Scott earned a B.S. in communications from the University of Maine in 2000.

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Rich Nagy begins his fifth season as defensive coordinator as well as
working primarily with the linebackers.

The fourth year proved to be the best thus far for Nagy and the Monarch
defense, as the group finished second in Conference USA in scoring
defense and tied for second with 34 sacks.

Senior linebackers TJ Ricks and Anthony Wilson teamed up for a
combined 201 tackles, while Ricks became the first ODU defensive player
to earn first-team all conference honors.

Sophomore defensive end Oshane Ximines broke the school record for
sacks in a single season (7.5), while Bunmi Rotimi tied Craig Wilkins' career
mark for sacks with 13.5.

The group featured five former walk-ons that developed into solid
starters; Rotimi, Ricks, Wilson, Sean Carter and Brandon Addison.

In his third year overseeing the defense, overall points per game and
rushing yards totals were down while sacks and interceptions were up.
Linebacker TJ Ricks led Conference USA and set an ODU single season
record with 123 tackles while safety Fellonte Misher was sixth in the
league with 99 tackles and tied the C-USA lead with four interceptions.
Ricks was also named a semi-finalist for the Brandon Burlsworth Trophy
given to the best player who
started his career as a walk-
on.

Redshirt freshman Oshane
Ximines led the Monarchs
with five sacks and was
named to the C-USA All-
Freshmen team. As a team,
ODU produced 26 sacks,
eight more than last year’s
total.

In 2015, Nagy helped senior
linebacker D.J. Simon earn
All-Conference USA honors
after leading the Monarchs
with 89 tackles and 12
tackles for loss.

The 2014 season ODU
defense finished tied for
ninth in the country with 14
fumbles recovered as they
forced 18 fumbles. TJ Ricks led Conference USA with four forced fumbles.

The ODU defense had 19 sacks and 78 tackles for loss in 2013. The defense
undertook a youth movement, as seven freshmen or sophomores started
multiple games, while sophomores Fellonte Misher and Andrew Everett
and juniors Andre Simmons and Reggie Owens were the only defensive
players to start all 12 contests.

Nagy joined ODU after three seasons at Western Michigan (2010-12). He
was promoted to defensive coordinator in 2012, and under his guidance,
WMU'’s defense improved to fifth in the MAC, following a 12th place rank
in2011.

A native of Fairfield, Conn., Nagy landed at WMU after one season as
defensive coordinator at Hofstra in 2009. His defense finished fourth
overall in the CAA.

Before his stint at Hofstra, Nagy coached at Murray State University in
Kentucky, where he served as defensive coordinator and linebackers
coach for the Racers from December 2005 through the 2008 season. His
2008 defense allowed just 328.4 yards per game and linebacker Nate
Williams was named to both the Walter Camp and Associated Press All-

RICHNAGY,
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America first teams. Williams was also a finalist for the Buck Buchanan Award,
voted All-Ohio Valley Conference’s (OVC) first team and selected the OVC
Defensive Player of the Year.

Prior to Murray State, Nagy spent five seasons (2001-2005) at CAA-member
Maine, as defensive coordinator, linebackers and secondary coach. During
his tenure the Black Bears ranked among the top four teams in defense in
four of his five seasons, captured back-to-back Atlantic 10 co-championships
and advanced to the NCAA FCS Playoff quarterfinals in both 2001 and 2002.
The team recorded a school record 11 victories in 2002, posted the first two
playoff wins in school history and tallied the first victory over an FBS opponent,
downing Mississippi State, 9-7, in 2004. In 2002, Maine led the Atlantic 10 in
defense, allowing just 267.6 yards per game and 15.4 points per outing, with
both ranking ninth in the country. American Football Monthly named Nagy the
FCS Defensive Coordinator of the Year in 2002.

A standout running back at Trinity College in Hartford, Conn. from 1983
through 1987 and most valuable player in 1986, Nagy began his coaching
career as assistant secondary coach at Trinity. In 1988 he coached the inside
linebackers at Allegheny College before moving on to Union College in 1989,
working with the outside linebackers.

Nagy spent the next two seasons as outside linebackers coach and assisted
with the special teams units at Maine. In the spring of 1992 he began a five-year
tenure at Allegheny as special teams coordinator and linebackers coach, and
was promoted to associate head coach in his final year there. During that time
the Gators captured three North Coast Athletic Conference titles and made
three Division Il Playoff appearances. In February 1997, Nagy moved on to the
University of South Dakota as special teams coordinator and secondary coach
for one season before coming back east to start a three-year stint at Fordham
University in the Bronx, N.Y. He served as defensive coordinator and secondary
coach during the 1998 season, secondary coach and recruiting coordinator the
following two years before moving back to Maine in the spring of 2001.

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Kermit Buggs begins his fourth season at Old Dominion coaching the
safeties and also holding the title of assistant defensive coordinator.

ODU featured two safeties in the top-five of the team in tackles, Sean
Carter and Justice Davila, with both returning for the 2017 season. Carter,
aformer walk-on, started all 13 games on the season and is ODU’s leading
returning tackler with 60 stops in 2016.

Monarch safeties combined for five of the defense’s 11 interceptions, as
Carter and Denzel Williams hauled in two, and Rob Thompson had one.
Williams recorded a big interception in the end zone in the Popeyes
Bahamas Bowl.

Buggs led the safeties for a second-straight season, as Fellonte Misher and
Justice Davila formed one of Conference USA's top tandems. Combining
for 188 tackles, Misher and Davila finished second and third respectively,
on the team in tackles. Misher was sixth in C-USA with 99 tackles and tied
for the league lead with four interceptions and forced two fumbles. He
received C-USA honorable mentions honors. Davila recorded 89 tackles
on the year, finishing third on the team despite missing one game with
an injury.

The ODU safeties were involved in 10 turnover plays on the year, led
by Misher’s four interceptions and two forced fumbles. Sean Carter
recovered two fumbles while Davila forced a fumble and C.J. Bradshaw
registered his first career interception.

In his first season at ODU in 2014, Buggs' safeties intercepted four passes
and forced or recovered four fumbles. Fellonte Misher and Christian
Byrum had two interceptions apiece while Byrum was named to the
Conference USA All-Freshman Team.

Byrum and Davila, both true freshman, saw a lot of action for the
Monarchs, gaining valuable Conference USA experience while Rob
Thompson, the starter heading into the season, redshirted after suffering
an injury during fall camp.

Buggs helped Misher develop following his solid sophomore season,
finishing third on the team with 79 tackles along with two tackles for loss,
two interceptions and two fumble recoveries.

Buggs coached the running backs and was the special teams coordinator
in 2013 at Connecticut. Prior to his UConn stint, he was the defensive
coordinator at Lock Haven University in 2012, and also spent nine seasons
at Penn State.

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Buggs started his career at Penn State as an offensive graduate assistant,
working with the tight ends and running backs.

In his lone season coaching the Nittany Lions’ tight ends in 2003, two of his
players, Matt Kranchick and Sean McHugh, were taken in the NFL Draft.

Buggs was in charge of the running backs from 2004-06, mentoring Tony Hunt
to one of the best careers ever by a Penn State running back. Hunt rushed
for 3,320 career yards ranking him third in school-history behind Evan Royster
and Curt Warner. Hunt rushed for more than 1,000 yards twice in his career and
was a third round draft pick of the Philadelphia Eagles in the 2007 NFL Draft.

Penn State went 11-1 in 2005 and defeated Florida State in the Orange Bowl|
and was 9-4 the following season, capping the year with a 20-10 win over
Tennessee in the Outback Bowl.

He was hired as the coordinator of player personnel development at PSU in
2006 and moved to coaching the secondary 2007.

He coached safeties Drew Astorino, Anthony Scirotto and Nick Sukay to All-Big
10 honors as well as returner Derrick Williams, when he oversaw the punt and
kick return units.

Buggs was part of two 11-win teams while coaching the secondary and helped
the Nittany Lions win a pair of bowl games, including a 19-17 win over LSU in
the Capital One Bowl. In all, he coached in seven bowl games at Penn State.

Buggs began his career as a high school coach, leading Surry County High
School (VA) to a 14-0 record and state championship in his first season and
was named the Region A Coach and VHSCA Coach of the Year. He led Surry to
the Region A Division | Championship in 2000 and to the semifinals in 2002.
He produced a 34-14 record in his five-year tenure from 1999-03 and was also
the school’s head basketball coach during that time.

A product of Hampton, Va., Buggs is a 1995 graduate of Norfolk State
University where he played football. He was the University’s 1992-93 recipient
of the Vince Lombardi Award for Leadership and Academic Achievement and
graduated as the Spartans’all-time leading passer.

He holds a master’s degree in educational administration from Penn State.

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Arick Forrest begins his third season as wide receivers coach
at ODU and his sixth season on the
coaching staff.

In his second season coaching receivers, Zach Pascal became
the ODU all-time leader in career receptions and earned sec-
ond-team All-C-USA honors, while Jonathan Duhart caught
48 passes, tied Pascal for a team-best nine TD catches, and
earned honorable mention C-USA accolades. Travis Fulgham
broke through with eight touchdown catches as the receiv-
ing group combined for 27 touchdowns.

Pascal became the first Monarch to be invited to the NFL
Combine.

Forrest guided Zach Pascal to second-team All-Conference
USA honors at wide receiver and helped the receiver to a 68
catch, 970 yard season with eight touchdown grabs. The 68
catches is tied for the second most in school history.

Pascal set a school-record with 1,549 all-purpose yards. Soph-
omore Jonathan Duhart enjoyed a breakout season. After
recording just seven catches as a freshman, Duhart caught
47 passes for 636 yards and tied Pascal for a team-best eight
touchdown catches.

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Of the 235 recpetions last year, 170 (72.3 %) of them were
caught by wide receivers that are returning for the 2016
season.

The previous two seasons Forrest worked with the wide
receivers and his first season he worked with the Monarch
quarterbacks. He was responsible for breaking down film,
opponent personnel and scouting reports.

Prior to joining ODU, Forrest worked as a student coach at
Ohio State for four years. He worked with the quarterbacks
and had daily responsibilities working on scouting reports,
breaking down film and

playbook handouts.

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Jeff Comissiong begins his fifth season as the assistant head coach and defensive
line coach at Old Dominion.

The ODU defense registered 34 sacks in 2016, the most since the Monarchs joined
FBS and tied for second in Conference USA. Of the 34 sacks, 27 came from the
defensive front. Defensive ends Oshane Ximines and Bunmi Rotimi combined
for 14.5 sacks, with Ximines setting the school single-season record with 7.5, and
Rotimi tying Craig Wilkins for the career record with 13.5.

Defensive tackle Rashaad Coward finished fourth on the squad with 60 tackles,
and had 7.5 tackles for loss, more TFL's than he had in his first three seasons at ODU.

The 2017 defensive line returns six of its top seven players from a season ago, with
the only loss Coward, who is currently with the Chicago Bears.

Comissiong led a defensive line that featured one senior while the top two sacks
leaders both return up front. Junior Rashaad Coward registered a single-season
career-high 47 tackles and 1.5 sacks while sophomore Bunmi Rotimi also notched
a career-best with 36 tackles and 4.5 sacks. Redshirt freshman Oshane Ximines led
the team with 5.0 sacks and 7.5 tackles for loss and was named to the C-USA All-
Freshmen team.

The 26 sacks by the defense was the most in a single-season since the Monarchs
transition year of 2013 with 17 of the 26 sacks coming from the defensive line.
Terrell Reid’s sack of Southern Miss quarterback Nick Mullens forced a fumble that
linebacker Martez Simpson recovered for a touchdown.

Junior defensive end Andrew Everett started all 12 games for the second-straight
season while senior Malik Gumbs started all 12 games while playing just seven
games the year before.

In 2013, Senior Chris Smith led all defensive lineman with 39 tackles while junior
college transfer Poncho Barnwell led ODU with 3.5 sacks and all defensive lineman
with 6.5 tackles for loss.

Barnwell scored ODU’s first defensive touchdown since 2010 when he recovered
afumble in the end zone.

Comissiong's defensive line group had just one senior in 2013, captain Nate
Barnes, and was led in tackles by sophomore defensive end Andrew Everett
and redshirt freshman Terrell Reid.

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The Monarchs had 19 sacks on the year and 78 tackles for loss, 34 of
which came from defensive linemen.

The ODU defensive line was a young group in 2013, as four true freshmen
played a lot of minutes, including Scott Wiggins, Jude Brenya, Rashaad
Coward and Kanyia Anderson.

Comissiong spent six years as defensive line coach at Boston College as
well as having an integral part in special teams. During his tenure at BC, the
Eagles led the ACC in rush defense three times and led the country in rush
defense in 2010 and finished second in 2007. Comissiong and the Eagles
ranked fifth in the country in defense in 2008 and finished 13th in 2010.

While at Boston College, Comissiong placed a pair of defensive linemen
on the ACC All-Conference team in 2007 and 2008 and defensive linemen
B.J. Raji (Green Bay Packers) and Ron Brace (New England Patriots) were
taken in the first two rounds of the 2009 NFL Draft. Damik Scafe, another
defensive tackle coached by Comissiong at BC, is currently on the roster
for the San Diego Chargers.

Before joining BC, Comissiong spent two years at Harvard, helping the
Crimson to the No. 1 ranked defense in the lvy league and also finishing
first in sacks, while leading the country in tackles for loss and sacks and
coming in second in the country in run defense. Prior to his time at
Harvard, he rejoined the staff at Maine, coaching the defensive line for
five years.

He started his collegiate coaching career at Maine in 1996 and was in
charge of the defensive ends for three seasons, helping the defense set a
school record 51 sacks in a season. Following his stint at Maine, he joined
the staff at Bates College for three years, where he was the defensive line
coach as well as the strength and conditioning coach.

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Chris Malone begins his second season in charge of the ODU
offensive line.

In his first season, Malone helped an ODU offensive line that
featured one senior starter, as ODU led Conference USA in
rushing with 2,559 yards. The Monarchs finished second in
Conference USA in fewest sacks allowed.

Senior offensive lineman Troy Butler earned second-team All-
Conference USA honors, while Devin Hannan was named to the
Conference USA All-Freshman Team.

“Coach Malone is known for having outstanding offensive Line
play wherever he has coached. His players are tough, physical,
and play with technique. | coached against him when he was
at UMass and JMU and always respected the way he coached,”
Head Coach Bobby Wilder said. “He is also an outstanding
recruiter that has a great reputation with the Virginia high
school coaches.

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Sam Perryman begins histhird season as coach of the Old

Brandon Addison and Aaron Young combined to start 25
games in 2016 for ODU at cornerback, while redshirt freshman
Jamez Brickhouse had a breakout Popeyes Bahamas Bowl with
11 tackles in his first career start.

Young led ODU with three interceptions, while Addison nabbed
the first two of his career. Addison set ODU records for most
pass breakups in a game with five, and already owns the career
pass breakups record with 21, and one season left to play.

Perryman helped develop first year starting cornerbacks Aaron
Young and Brandon Addison to help solidfy the pass defense
in 2015. With a combined one start between the two before
the season, Addison and Young each started all 12 games for
the Monarchs with Devon Brown, Aquante Thornton and Rob
Thompson backing them up. Young was fifth on the team with
59 tackles and added 1.5 sacks and his first career interception.
A walk-on, Addison notched 38 tackles and a team-high 11
pass breakups, tied for the single-season school record.

Perryman joined the Monarchs after two seasons at Division
Il Lenoir-Rhyne. Perryman coached the corners and was the
recruiting coordinator in 2014 and helped the Bears to an
undefeated regular season before falling to Valdosta State in
the playoffs.

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Ron Whitcomb has been with the Old Dominion football program since the
beginning and starts his 11th season with the Monarchs in 2015.

Whitcomb groomed quarterback David Washington to the second-best
touchdown to interception ratio in the country in 2016 to help ODU to a
10-3 overall record and victory in the Popeyes Bahamas Bowl. Washington
passed for 2,836 yards and 31 touchdowns and just five interceptions in his
first full season as a starter, after playing wide receiver most of the previous
two seasons.

Washington threw a touchdown pass in all but one game in 2016, and tossed
multiple TD passes 11 times. He passed for 188 yards and three scores in the
bowl win.

Whitcomb guided current Minnesota Viking Taylor Heinicke to a tremendous
four year career as 2015 was the first time since 2011 that Heinicke was not
behind center. Shuler Bentley and David Washington split the QB duties,
combining to complete 234-for-432 for 2,2587 yards and 20 touchdowns.
Bentley started the year at quarterback and led a come-from-behind win at
Eastern Michigan in the opener and a win over Norfolk State. Washington
came in vs. Charlotte for the second series, going 25-of-43 for 365 yards and
four touchdowns for a dramatic 37-34 win over the 49ers.

For the seventh straight season in 2015, Old Dominion quarterbacks threw
at least 20 touchdown passes and for the third time in school history threw
less than 10 interceptions.

Whitcomb guided four-year starting quarterback Taylor Heinicke, to one
of the best statistical careers of any Division | quarterback ever. Heinicke
ranks third all-time among FBS quarterbacks in total yards of offense with
16,279 and sixth in career passing yards with 14,959. Heinicke’s 132 career
touchdown tosses is fourth most all-time, just two behind Texas Tech’s
Graham Harrell for third place.

In ODU'’s first full season in Conference USA and FBS in 2014, the ODU offense
finished second in the league in passing offense and third in total offense.
For the third-straight season ODU averaged more than 30 points per game,
putting up 32.7 points per game.

Heinicke completed 289-of-457 passes for 3,476 yards and 30 touchdown
passes, despite working with three true freshman wide receivers, and two
sophomores, including backup quarterback David Washington, who had 47
receptions on the year. Heinicke earned Conference USA honorable mention
honors.

As a junior, Heinicke completed 340-0f-486 passes for 4,022 yards and 33
touchdown passes in 2013. Heinicke finished in the top-10 in the FBS in
passing yards per game, completions per game and passing yards, while
finishing third in the country with a 70.0 percent completion percentage.
Entering the 2014 season, Heinicke was the FBS active career leader in seven
quarterback categories, including passing yards, passing yards per game,
total offense, touchdown passes, completions per game and touchdowns
responsible for.

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In 2012, the Monarchs led the FCS in scoring offense with 45.15 points per game,
passing offense at 393.85 and total offense with 548.23 yards per game. Whitcomb
helped lead Taylor Heinicke to the most prolific season by a quarterback in
FCS history. Heinicke led the nation in passing yards, passing yards per game,
touchdown passes, total TD’s, total offense and points responsible for. Heinicke
set FCS single-season record for passing yards and completions. Heinicke threw
for 5,076 (since passed) passing yards surpassing Steve McNair’s record of 4,863
he set for Alcorn State in 1994. Heinicke's 398 completions broke Brett Gordon's
mark of 385 he set in 2002 for Villanova. Heinicke won the Walter Payton Award
given to the Best Player in the FCS, becoming just the second sophomore ever
to win the award. The 2012 season also saw Heinicke earn CAA Offensive Player
of the Year honors and first-team All-CAA honors. He received First-Team All-
America honors by seven organizations and won the Dudley Award for the best
Division | Player in the state of Virginia.

In the Monarchs’first season of FCS play, Whitcomb tutored quarterback Thomas
DeMarco, who went on to become the second leading quarterback in the FCS
in rushing behind Florida A&M'’s Curtis Pulley and seventh among FCS student-
athletes in scoring, averaging 9.45 points per contest. DeMarco completed 137
of his 255 attempts throwing for 21 touchdown passes and making only four
interceptions as the Monarchs finished at 9-2 as the winningest FCS start-up
program in history.

Success continued for the Monarch signal-callers in 2011 with DeMarco being
named to the Walter Payton Watch list for the second straight season and
Heinicke, as a true freshman, having a breakout year completing 211 of his
307 passes with just one interception. Although Heinicke did not appear in the
minimum 75% of games plays to have his name listed among the national stats,
Heinicke would have ranked 18th nationally in passing yards, fifth nationally
in pass efficiency rating, and 10th among all FCS athletes in total offense per
contest.

Before joining the Old Dominion staff, Whitcomb was a four-year starter at the
University of Maine where he played under Coach Wilder from 2003-2006.

Whitcomb departed as the Black Bears’ all-time leader in completions (755),
total offense (8,801) and touchdown passes (68). His 8,183 passing yards ranked
second, as did his .592 completion percentage. One of three senior captains
at Maine in 2006, Whitcomb was named the Atlantic-10 and Eastern College
Athletic Conference (ECAC) Rookie of the Year as a redshirt freshman after
passing for 2,428 yards and 21 touchdowns. The passing yardage was the most
by a freshman in Atlantic-10 history and he also established a new school record
with touchdown passes in 11 straight games.

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Charles Bankins begins his second season at Old Dominion as
running backs coach and special teams coordinator.

Bankins helped running back Ray Lawry break his own
single-season rushing record with 1,255 yards, while Jeremy
Cox rushed for a career-best 732 yards and a team-best 14
touchdowns. ODU set the single-season rushing record with
2,559 yards, with 2,225 of that coming from the running backs.
Lawry and Cox also combined to catch 22 passes out of the
backfield for 252 yards and a pair of touchdowns. Lawry caught
a 59-yard touchdown pass on the first play of the season,
while Cox had ODU’s longest play of the season, an 84-yard
touchdown catch at Florida Atlantic.

Bankins’ special teams units were much improved from a
season before, as ODU finished fourth in Conference USA in
punt and kickoff return average, and finished in the top-10 in
the country in kick return defense.

Kicker Brad Davis, punter Bailey Cate and punt returner Darrell
Brown all earned C-USA All Freshman Team honors.

“We are excited to have Charles Bankins join our football
family. He is an outstanding coach and recruiter that has a
great reputation with the Virginia high school coaches. Having
played at JMU and coached at Hampton and Richmond, he is
familiar with the area and the coaches in Virginia,” Head Coach
Bobby Wilder said.

Bankins was the special teams coach at Vanderbilt the last five
seasons and coached the running backs the last two seasons
while coaching tight ends the previous three years. Bankins’

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kickoff coverage units ranked in the top-15 nationally twice while
three of his specialists earned All-SEC accolades.

Prior to his tenure at Vanderbilt, Bankins spent two years at
Maryland as the tight ends and special teams coordinator. The
Terps’ punt returner Tony Logan earned first-team All-ACC
accolades and finished third in the country in punt return average
while former NFL second round draft pink Torrey Smith earned
All-ACC honors as a kick returner. Bankins helped the University
of Richmond to an FCS National Championship in 2008 and a
CAA Championship in 2007 while coaching the special teams and
running backs. Before that he was the offensive coordinator at
Hampton for the 2006 season, his second time with the school
and was the assistant special teams coach for the St. Louis Rams
under Mike Martz in 2005.

Bankins was at Hampton the five prior seasons, helping the
Pirates to a MEAC Championship in 2004. He also worked with
the Jacksonville Jaguars and Green Bay Packers as a special
teams intern. He began his coaching career as a wide receivers
coach at Eastern Kentucky and helping them to an Ohio Valley
Conference Championship before heading to Indiana University of
Pennsylvania (IUP) and helping them to the Division Il semifinals.

Bankins played running back at James Madison from 1990-92 and
helped the Dukes to the 1991 I-AA playoffs.

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SEASON PREVIEW

Old Dominion finished an historic 2016 season with a 24-20
victory over Eastern Michigan in the Popeyes Bahamas
Bowl. It was the first bowl appearance and win in program
history, along with the first 10-win FBS season in program
history. ODU became the youngest program since Division |
formed in 1978, to win 10 games.

The Monarchs return 16 starters from last season and 46 let-
terwinners, as well as 30 players that redshirted last season.

ODU begins the season against FCS Albany, who had a

win last season over Buffalo, before traveling to UMass the
second week of the season. The Monarchs face back-to-
back ACC foes, starting at home on Sept. 16 against North
Carolina before traveling to Virginia Tech on Sept. 23. The
Silver and Blue host Florida Atlantic in the C-USA opener.
Other C-USA home games include WKU, Rice and Charlotte.
Conference road games include Marshall, North Texas, FIU
and Middle Tennessee.

Offense
The ODU offense returns eight starters from last seasons
squad that went 10-3, but loses quarterback David
Washington, wide receiver Zach Pascal (Washington
Redskins) and right guard Troy Butler. The squad does re-
turn a plethora of talent in the backfield, nine of 10 leading
receivers, and four starting offensive linemen.

Quarterback
Redshirt sophomore Blake LaRussa is the only quarterback
on the roster that has thrown a pass in an FBS game, albeit
just 24 passes in mostly backup duty in 2016. However, that

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experience and a solid spring gives LaRussa a slight edge
over the other three quarterbacks on the ODU roster. A
native of Virginia Beach and former walk-on, LaRussa
completed 14-of-24 passes for 140 yards with one intercep-
tion, while rushing for one touchdown. His most extensive
action was at the end of the first half of the FIU game when
Washington was sidelined briefly with an injury. LaRussa led
the offense on a two-minute drill, lofting a hail mary to Isa-
iah Harper that was caught at the one-yard line. He finished
the game 6-for-8 for 68 yards.

Redshirt freshman Drayton Arnold traveled to every game as
a true freshman while redshirting. He passed for more than
8,500 yards at Myrtle Beach High School and led them to a
state championship as a sophomore.

Junior college transfer Jordan Hoy has three years of eligibil-
ity after transferring from Fullerton CC in California. In 2016,
Hoy passed for more than 3,400 yards and contributed more
than 4,100 yards of total offense and 46 total touchdowns en
route to player of the year honors.

True freshman Steven Williams Jr. was the No. 14 recruit out
of Woodrow Wilson High School in Washington, D.C. He
passed for 2,400 yards and 31 touchdowns as a senior and
rushed for 300 yards and nine touchdowns.

Running Back
The good news: Old Dominion University led Conference
USA in rushing and set a single-season school record with
2,595 yards in 2017. Even better news: The Monarchs return
every running back that touched the ball last season,
including ODU all-time leading rusher Ray Lawry and Jeremy
Cox, who led ODU in scoring last season. The bad news:
There is only one ball.

For the third-straight year, Lawry led the Monarchs in rush-
ing. He totaled 1,255 yards, an ODU single-season record,
along with 11 rushing touchdowns and also caught 11
passes for 134 yards and a touchdown. He enters 2017 as
the seventh active rusher in FBS.

Cox had a solid freshman season, but burst onto the scene
as a sophomore, rushing for 732 yards and a team-best 13
rushing TD’s. He also had 11 catches for 118 yards, including
an 84-yard touchdown catch at Flordia Atlantic, the longest
pass in ODU FBS history.

The duo of Lawry and Cox combined for 1,987 yards and 24
rushing touchdowns last season.

Lawry and Cox also succeeded on something head coach
Bobby Wilder stresses; hanging onto the football. Lawry has
gone 304-straight touches without fumbling, while Cox’s
streak has reached 232-straight touches. Cox has never
fumbled in his ODU career. ODU backs did not fumble in
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2017, as ODU fumbled just 10 times, losing four.

Redshirt sophomore Gemonta Jackson played rushed

23 times for 103 yards and a touchdown before an injury
ended his season after six games. Jackson is also a quality
special teams player, as is senior Josh Marriner.

Marriner played in all 13 games, carrying the ball 23 times
for 84 yards. He was also a stalwart on special teams,
playing on nearly every team and finishing second on the
squad with 10 special teams tackles.

A former walk-on, senior Brandon Simmons has done
everything asked of him in his first three years at ODU,
including foregoing a redshirt with four games left in 2015,
being a top scout player and perform admirably on special
teams. Simmons carried the ball of the first time in his
career in 2017, toting 11 carries for 45 yards.

Junior Kesean Strong returns to running back after a
switch to wide receiver as a sophomore. As a true
freshman in 2015, Strong rushed 27 times for 75 yards
and a touchdown. He has also returned kicks and been a
strong presence on special teams.

Walk-ons Justin Cooper and Malik Fuller saw their first
action in 2016, Fuller played in two games before
suffering a season-ending injury, while Cooper played in
nine games, mostly on special teams, but also registered
two carries for six yards.

Redshirt freshman Brandon Sinclair, a high school team-
mate of quarterback Drayton Arnold, redshirted in 2016.

True freshman Casey Perkins joins ODU from Smyrna High

School in Tennessee. Perkins was ranked the No. 70
running back coming out of high school.

Wide Receiver/Tight End
ODU graduated their all-time leader in receptions in Zach
Pascal, who is currently a member of the Washington Red-
skins, but returns virtually every other member of the 2016
receiving corps, as well as a few key additions.

With the departure of Pascal, senior Jonathan Duhart will take
over as the top receiver after finishing second on the squad

in 2016 with 48 catches for 735 yards and tying Pascal with a
team-high nine touchdowns.

Junior Travis Fulgham had a breakout 2016, as he caught 29
passes for 478 yards and eight touchdowns, including seven-
straight games with a touchdown grab at one pointin the
season.

Melvin Vaughn returns for his senior season as a quality secu-
rity blanket for whomever is at quarterback. Vaughn caught 22
passes for 233 yards and a touchdown in 11 games last season,
and was often a check down option for David Washington.

Junior Isaiah Harper contributed with 14 catches for 174 yards
and a touchdown. Harper’s speed and versatility can make it
difficult for defenses.

Senior Marques Little and junior Er'Reon Hayes have both
played integral parts during their ODU careers but were over-
shadowed by Pascal, Duhart and Fulgham last season. Little
has caught 38 career passes and played in 37 games, while
Hayes has played in 19 career games. Despite not bringing in a
lot of receptions, the pair played a key role on special teams.
Redshirt sophomore Hasaan Patterson caught one pass last
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season and saw action on special teams in seven games last year
and will look for a bigger role this season.

Sophomore Darrell Brown earned Conference USA All-Freshman
team accolades as a punt returner, and will look to make his mark
on the offense in 2017.

Noah Ellison, Jake Herslow, Scott McCluney and Kevin Todd red-
shirted in 2016. Ellison was a three-star recruit out of New Jersey.

ODU signed one wider receiver in the 2017 recruiting class, Amari
Colbert, a 6-3, 195 pounder from Warner Robins High School in
Georgia.

In addition to Vaughn at tight end, ODU returns sophomore Nijee
Cox. Cox played in 10 games, playing a key role on special teams
and as a blocker out of the tight end position.

Marcus Joyner, a 6-2, 250 pounder from Camden County High
School in North Carolina, redshirted last season.

The Monarchs added a pair of tight ends in the 2017 recruiting
class, including DeAndre Woods, a grad transfer from Vanderbilt.
Woods battled injuries in his time with the Commodores, but has
two years of eligibility remaining.

ODU also brought in true freshman Keion White. White is from
Garner High School in North Carolina.

Offensive Line
The ODU offensive line returns five players that started games from

the record-setting 2016 season, while the Monarchs have a host of
young players looking to step in as well.

Darius Garcia

A young group that featured just one senior starter a year ago,
this year’s version is once again a young group that has just one
senior. Despite being a young group, the unit has combined for
77 career starts.

Darius Garcia is that lone senior. Garcia started the first six games
of 2016 at right tackle before suffering a season-ending injury.
Garcia will be ready for camp this fall and is penciled in as the
starter at right guard.

Junior Nick Clarke has the longest streak of games started on

the offensive line with 19-consecutive starts at center. A calm
presence in the middle, Clarke handles the offensive line calls
and is flawless in his shotgun snaps to the quarterback. He has
twice been on the Rimington Trophy Watch List given to the best
center in the country.

Junior Chad Hendricks played in all 13 games, starting the final
10 at left tackle. A former walk-on that is also a member of the
ODU ROTC, Hendricks is expected to slide over to right tackle this
season.

Redshirt sophomore Tony Barnett started six games last season
at left guard and played in all 13 games.

Behind the returning starters from last year is a group short on
experience, but high on talent. Redshirt freshman Isaac Weaver
is the leader of that group. A native of Marietta, Georgia, the 6-6,
280 pounder is expected to take over at left tackle this season.

Junior AJ. Davison redshirted last season, but is expected to
compete for time at either guard position, while Andrew Lawson
and Jace Mallory will also compete for positions at guard and
center. Another redshirt freshman, TJ. Storment, will look com-
pete for playing time at tackle.
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A transfer from West Virginia State, Eric Magwood had to sit out
last season but is eligible this season and will compete for a spot at
tackle.
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Freshman Elijah Rivers joined the Monarchs in January from Fork
Union Military Academy. He joins a laundry list of offensive
lineman form Fork Union, including current starters, Tony Barnett
and Darius Garcia.

True freshman Jack Miller and Cameron Muller also join the
Monarchs and will give added depth to the group.

Defense
The defense has steadily improved since ODU transitioned to
FBS in 2013, and last season ODU stamped itself as one of the
top defenses in Conference USA. The Monarchs finished sec-
ond in scoring defense, second in sacks, third in total defense,
and first in turnover margin.

This year’s defense returns six starters and a host of players
with experience both on the defesive line and defensive back-
field. The linebackers are short on experience but not talent.

Defensive Line
The 2016 defensive line had the most depth of any ODU posi-
tion and depsite the loss of Rashaad Coward (Chicago Bears),
the 2017 group has just has much depth.

The unit begins with a strong pair of bookends in Bunmi
Rotimi and Oshane Ximines. Rotimi is tied with Craig Wilkins
for the ODU career record in sacks (13.5), while Ximines edged
him out last season by half a sack (7.5) for the ODU single-
season school record.

Junior’s Daniel Appouh and Tim Ward are starting caliber
defensive ends relegated to backup duty due to Ximines and
Rotimi. Appouh battled injuries last season to play in eight
games and notch 17 tackles and two sacks, while Ward added

five sacks and 25 tackles. The ability of Appouh and Ward
allows the coaching staff to sub players throughout the
game so they are fresh in the fourth quarter.

Redshirt sophomore Casey Bernard saw the first action of his
career last season, while Sam White redshirted.

Freshman Marcus Haynes joined ODU from Fork Union in
January and adds depth to the unit.

The Monarchs also added true freshman James Valle on
National Signing Day.

The defensive tackle position is also in good shape even with
the loss of Coward. Miles Fox started nine games last season
and registered 27 tackles, while Pat Toal and Ryan Londree
will likely compete for the second starting position.

Toal played in 11 games, recording 12 tackles, while Londree
played in 10 games, notching five tackles.

Mufu Taiwo is another big body with playing experience after
appearing in six games last season, while Brandon Tyson
returns after missing all of 2016 with an injury.

Ty-Kee McCullers and Juwan Ross add depth after redshirting
last season, while Janaz Jordan, Jeremy Meiser and Cameron
Washington will compete for playing time as true freshmen.

Linebackers
A year after having a pair of seniors combine to start 26
games at linebacker, ODU will head into 2017 with zero com-
bined starts. However, the group is talented and competition
for playing time will be at an all-time high.

Marvin Branch is the only linebacker on the team with play-
ing experience on defense. In 23 games, Branch has 44 career
tackles. He had a solid spring and has a hold on one starting
position.

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The other starting position or two, depending on the
defense, will be from a group consisting of redshirt
freshmen Lawrence Garner, Tyler Darr, Zach Lackman, Brent
Priester, Anthony Resek, Demetrius Stitmon or Jordan
Young. Young and Stitmon have the inside edge heading
into camp, but competition is wide open.

Sophomore Terez Dickerson saw his first action last season,
playing in five games on special teams, registering three
tackles.

Head Coach Bobby Wilder prefers to redshirt freshmen, but
if any true freshmen could play, it could be either Estefano
Feliciano or Keisean Wilson.

Defensive Backs
Like the defensive line, the defensive backs have a number
of players not only with playing experience, but starting
experience, especially at safety.

Former walk-on Sean Carter is the Monarchs'leading return-
ing tackler with 60 stops and is a vocal leader for the back
end of the defense. Carter started all 13 games last season,
while senior Justice Davila played in 10 games, finishing
fifth on team with 47 tackles. Davila has started 22 games in
his career, including seven last season. A third player, Rob
Thompson, started the final six games at safety last year
following an injury to Davila. Thompson recorded 28 tackles
and his first career interception.

And those are just the players that started. Andre Bernhard,
Christian Byrum, Kane Miskel and Justin Noye all saw play-
ing time in 2016.

Bernhard played in 10 games before an injury ended his
season. He had 24 tackles and led ODU in special teams
tackles.

Byrum played in eight games on the year and heading into
the Popeyes Bahamas Bowl had just one tackle. In the bowl
game he notched a career-high 11 tackles to help solidify

the defense in the four point win. Noye played in all 13 games,
making eight tackles and two tackles for loss. Like Bernhard, he
was also a valuable special teams player.

When C.J. Bradshaw got hurt early in the year, Kane Miskel
stepped up and started a pair of games. He played in 12
games, making 33 tackles. Miskel was injured late in the year
and his status for fall camp is questionable.

Sophomore Denzel Williams suffered an injury in the sixth
game of the year at WKU and missed the final six regular
season games, but came back to play in the bowl game and
had a game-changing interception in the end zone to stop an
Eastern Michigan drive.

Prince Ajegwu and Parrish Gordon redshirted last season, while
ODU added Virginia Beach product, Austin Wood, on National
Signing Day.

At cornerback, ODU is locked down on one side with returning
all-conference player, Brandon Addison. After two years, Ad-
dison owns the single-season, game and career record for pass
breakups at ODU.

Opposite of Addison is a battle between Jamez Brickhouse
and Joe Joe Headen. Brickhouse played in 12 games last year
and earned his first career start in the bowl game, notching 11
tackles. Headen redshirted in the fall and had a tremendous
spring, seemingly intercepting a pass or making a play every
spring practice.

Lawrence Holley missed all of last season with an injury but has
experience, while Jelani Carter, Jordan Glover, Akim Bundu-Fitz
and Jamshyer McUmber all made their first appearances on
the field last season.

Norfolk native Elijah Blue also redshirted this season and adds
depth to a solid group, while Geronda Hall and Tracy White
were added with the recruiting class.

Special Teams
First year special teams coach Charles Bankins helped lead an
improved unit that saw ODU finish in the top-10 in kick return
defense, while Brad Davis was one of the top kickers in Conference
USA.

Davis, fellow freshmen Bailey Cate and Darrell Brown earned Con-
ference USA All-Freshmen Team accolades after stellar seasons.

Davis finished the year 10-of-12 on field goals with a long of 43,
and was 45-of-46 on extra points.

Cate averaged 37.8 yards per punt, but had just eight punts
returned against him. He had 23 kicks fair caught and 25 inside the
20.

Senior long snapper Reed Buce has handled all punt and kicks
snap flawlessly the past two seasons.

Freshman Nick Rice has joined the Monarchs from Plant High
School in Tampa, Florida.

Game One: ODU vs. Hampton

Monarchs Top Hampton, 54-21, in
Season Opener

NORFOLK, Va. - Old Dominion University football scored 23-straight
second half points to run away from Hampton 54-21 in the 2016 season
opener for both schools.

Old Dominion (1-0) led 31-14 at halftime, but Hampton (0-1) received
the opening kick of the second half and cut the lead to 31-21 on a two-
yard run from Dwayne Garrett.

After an ODU punt, the Monarchs forced a three and out by Hampton,
and on the attempted punt, the snap went throug Hampton’s punter
Christian Faber-Kinney’s hands. Faber-Kinney recovered the ball and
punted it out of the back of the end zone for a safety.

The Monarchs received the ensuing free kick and drove to the Hampton
48 before the drive stalled and Bailey Cate knocked a punt to the HU
five-yard line. Three plays later Aaron Young intercepted a J.J.
Williamson pass and returned it for a touchdown for a 40-21 ODU lead.

ODU added a 32-yard David Washington to Joey Verhaegh touchdown
pass early in the fourth quarter, while Jeremy Cox capped the scoring
with a 12-yard run to give the Monarchs a 54-21 victory.

The Monarchs scored on the first offensive play from scrimmage with
a 59-yard touchdown pass from David Washington to Ray Lawry for a
7-0 lead.

Hampton came right back with a 71-yard drive capped by a two-yard
run by Yahkee Johnson.

ODU came right back with a three play, 59-yard drive as Lawry took an
option pitch and ran for a 31-yard touchdown, his second of the day.

The Monarchs went up 21-7 early in the second quarter as David
Washington found Zach Pascal for a 10-yard touchdown pass to cap a
six play, 60-yard drive.

David Washington tossed his third touchdown pass of the day, a
26-yarder to Jonathan Duhart to cap a 10 play, 53-yard drive to give
ODU a 28-7 edge late in the second quarter.

Lawry led the way for ODU with 110 yards rushing and two receptions
for 62 yards and two touchdowns. Washington finished the day 10-of-
18 for 187 yards and tied his career-best with four touchdown passes
and ran for another 36 yards.

Zach Pascal had five catches for 63 yards and a touchdown.

TJ Ricks led the ODU defense with nine tackles while Anthony Wilson
had a career-high six tackles. Daniel Appouh registered the first two

sacks of his career.

Game Two: ODU at Appalachian State

Monarchs Fall at Appalachian State,
31-7

BOONE, N.C. -- Old Dominion suffered its first loss of the season, falling at
Appalachian State, 31-7, on Saturday afternoon at Kidd Brewer Stadium in
Boone, North Carolina.

Old Dominion (1-1) was led by Ray Lawry, who finished the game with 119
rushing yards and a touchdown. The 100-yard game was Lawry’s second
of the season and the 13th of his career.

Defensively, Anthony Wilson notched a career-high 11 tackles, including
an ODU single game record three sacks, while Denzel Williams recorded
his first career interception. Justice Davila totaled 10 tackles and Miles Fox
added a career-high eight.

Marcus Cox got the Mountaineers on the board first with a one yard
touchdown run for a 7-0 App State lead.

ODU followed with a drive to the App 16, highlighted by a 42-yard run by
Ray Lawry, but a fourth down pass from David Washington to Zach Pascal
was knocked away at the last second.

The Mountaineers followed with an 84-yard drive culminated with a two
yard run by Cox for a 14-0 lead.

Michael Rubinio added a 24-yard field goal for App to go up 17-0 early in
the second quarter.

App State tried a field goal, and the Monarchs stuffed it and took over at
their own eight. The Monarchs drove 92 yards in seven plays capped by
a 27-yard touchdown run from Ray Lawry. Washington hit Pascal for a 26-
yard pass for a key first down on the drive.

Cox added his third touchdown run of the first half with a 10-yard score
with just over one minute remaining in the first half for a 24-7 halftime
lead.

In the second half, the Monarch defense held App State to just seven
points, a touchdown in the final minute, and less than 100 yards of total
offense. ODU outgained the Mountaineers, 144-97, in the second half.

ODVU Cruises to 52-17 Win at Charlotte

CHARLOTTE, N.C. - Old Dominion University Football jumped
out to a 28-3 lead in the first half at Charlotte and cruised to

a 52-17 win over the 49ers Saturday night at Jerry Richardson
Stadium.

Old Dominion’s (3-2, 2-0) 52 points are the most the Monarchs
have scored against a Conference USA opponent, and the 17
points are the fewest it has given up against a C-USA foe. The
margin of victory is also the biggest against a conference team.

Game Eight: ODU at UTEP

Strong Second Half Propels ODU to 31-
21 Win at UTEP

EL PASO, TEXAS - Ray Lawry rushed for 131 yards and two
touchdowns in the second half as Old Dominion University
Football grinded out 261 yards of offense in the second half to
defeat UTEP 31-21 Saturday night in El Paso.

UTEP (2-6, 1-4) took the opening kickoff of the second half and
drove 75 yards in nearly nine minutes and scored on an Aaron
Jones five-yard touchdown run to take a 13-7 lead. Rashaad
Coward blocked the extra point.

Old Dominion (5-3, 3-1) followed with a seven play, 75-yard drive
capped by a 15-yard touchdown pass from David Washington

to Melvin Vaughn. On the play, Washington scrambled left and
flipped a pass to Vaughn who broke two tackles and dove into
the end zone to give ODU a 17-13 lead.

The Monarchs added to their lead as Lawry broke free for a
40-yard touchdown run. Lawry’s run gave him his 31st career
rushing touchdown, the ODU career record.

Early in the fourth quarter ODU padded its lead with another
Lawry score, this from a yard out. The score was set up by a 77-
yard catch and run from Washington to Jonathan Duhart, the
longest play so far this season for ODU.

UTEP added a late Ryan Metz to Cole Freytag touchdown for the
final margin.

ODU kicked off the scoring with an efficient 12 play, 75-yard drive
capped by a David Washington to Travis Fulgham seven-yard
touchdown reception. Washington hit Zach Pascal for a 22-yard
first down on third and seven and Jeremy Cox converted a fourth
and one a play before the touchdown.

Following a Sean Carter interception, ODU failed to pick up a first
down but Brad Davis drilled a career long 43-yard field goal for a
10-0 ODU lead midway through the first quarter

UTEP closed the gap to 10-7 right before halftime, driving

Monarchs Topple Southern Miss, 51-35

NORFOLK, Va. - Old Dominion University Football jumped out
to a 42-7 lead over Southern Miss and finished off a 51-35 victory
over the Golden Eagles Saturday evening at Foreman Field at S.B.

Anthony Wilson finished with a game-high 17 tackles and a
sack, one off of TJ Ricks' record of 18, while Ricks finished with 11
tackles, 2.5 tackles for loss, two forced fumbles and two fumble
recoveries.

Old Dominion (7-3, 5-1) tied school records with five forced
fumbles, four fumble recoveries and five takeaways, as well as six
sacks.

Trailing 42-7, Southern Miss (5-5, 3-3) pulled within 42-28 with
three-straight Ito Smith touchdowns.

Howard on first down and Rashaad Coward sacked Howard in the
end zone for a safety on third down to make the score 44-28.

The following Southern Miss possession, Bunmi Rotimi sacked
and forced a fumble by Howard that Rashaad Coward recovered
and ran in for a seven-yard touchdown to make the score 51-28.

Howard hit Marquise Ricard for a 55-yard touchdown pass under
four minutes remaining to make the final score 51-35.

On Southern Miss's opening drive, Sean Carter forced a Keon
Howard fumble that TJ Ricks recovered and took to the Southern
Miss five-yard line. Three plays later, Ray Lawry bowled in from
two yards out for a 7-0 ODU lead.

On the first play of the next Southern Miss drive, Ricks forced and
recovered a Howard fumble at the Southern Miss 28.

ODU Outscores FAU 29-3 in Second
Half, Beats Owls 42-24

BOCA RATON, Fla. - Old Dominion University Football
outscored Florida Atlantic 29-3 in the second half on their way
to a 42-24 victory in Boca Raton Saturday night.

David Washington passed for a career-high 416 yards and five
touchdowns, while Zach Pascal had nine catches for 178 yards
and a touchdown as Old Dominion (8-3, 6-1) racked up 623
yards of total offense, 360 coming in the second half.

Duhart started the second half with a six-yard TD grab, followed
by an acrobatic 45-yard grab from Pascal and another one-yard
score from Duhart.

2012 Walter Payton Award Winner: Taylor Heinicke

Old Dominion sophomore quarterback
Taylor Heinicke capped his remarkable 2012
season by winning the Walter Payton Award,
given to the top player in the FCS.

Heinicke won in a landslide, receiving 72
first place votes and 531 points to outdis-
tance second place finisher, running back
Miguel Maysonet of Stony Brook.

Heinicke became the ninth straight quar-
terback to win the award and joined former
Georgia Southern running back Adrian
Peterson as just the second sophomore to
ever win the award.

The sophomore signal caller led the FCS
with his 5,076 passing yards, 390.5 passing
yards per game, 44 touchdown passes, 55
total touchdowns, 26.00 points responsible
for and 426.6 yards of total offense per
game.

He also had 126 carries for 470 yards and

11 rushing touchdowns. Heinicke’s record-
setting season included breaking Steve Mc-
Nair’s (Alcorn State, 1994) FCS single-season
passing yards record with 5,076 yards and
also surpassing the single-season record for
completions with 398, breaking Brett Gor-
don’s record of 386 for Villanova in 2002.

Heinicke tied the FCS record by throwing for
200 yards in 13 games while passing for 300
yards nine times and going for 400 yards
five times. He tossed three TD passes nine
times and four or more scores on six occa-
sions, including a season-best seven in the
win over Campbell.

«The first ODU football team played in 1930, when Old Dominion was known as the Norfolk Division of William and Mary.

« The first team was coached by Tommy Scott, a Norfolk native and football All-American at VMI. Scott coached a team comprised of
local players, many of whom had not played football at the high school level.

« From 1930-35, ODU played its home games at Bain Field but opened Foreman Field in 1936. The first game played at the newly
constructed Foreman Field was in 1936 between Virginia and William and Mary.

+In 1941, the team was disbanded for several reasons:
« A ruling that did not allow the team to use freshman players since it was part of a branch campus.
- There was a $10,000 debt as well as poor attendance at games.
« Many of the players left school to fight in World War II.
