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The Seattle Seahawks and Houston Texans combined for 988 yards of offense, as both Russell Wilson and Deshaun
Watson passed for over 400 yards and 4 TDs, and Wilson completed his 23rd career 4th-quarter or OT comeback,
leading the Seahawks to a 41-38 victory when he hit Jimmy Graham for the go-ahead touchdown with 21 seconds
remaining. Wilson set a franchise record with a career-high 452 passing yards, while both Tyler Lockett and Paul
Richardson had over 100 yards receiving. Richardson and Jimmy Graham each caught two TDs. Deshaun Watson

threw for 402 yards, but threw three interceptions – two to Richard Sherman and one that Earl Thomas returned 78 yards for a TD in the first
quarter. Deandre Hopkins caught 8 balls for 224 yards and one TD while Will Fuller caught 5 for 125 and two TDs. Tied at 14 after the first
quarter, the teams traded passing touchdowns in the second quarter to leave the game tied at 21 at the half. Seattle took its first lead of the
game in the third quarter after Blair Walsh’s second field goal made it 27-24. Watson hit Lamar Miller to take a 31-27 lead early in the fourth
quarter, but Seattle responded when Wilson found Jimmy Graham on a 1-yard TD, retaking the 34-31 lead. Hopkins split the defense and
scored on a 72-yard WR screen, taking a 38-34 lead with 4:49 remaining. Marcus Williams intercepted Wilson on the Seahawks’ next drive,
but a quick three and out returned the ball to Seattle with 1:39 remaining. Wilson drove Seattle 80 yards in three plays and found Graham for
the winning touchdown with :21 remaining in the game and the 41-38 victory.
