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GOING BACKTO CALI

For the first time in 22 years, the Falcons will
make their first trip to Los Angeles in Week 14 to
take on the Rams. The Falcons came away with an
8-5 win the last time Atlanta traveled to the City of
Angels. The Rams lead the all-time series 47-27-2.

The Rams are coming off a 26-10 loss to the
New England Patriots. That loss was the Rams third
straight loss and their seventh loss in eight games.
Rookie QB Jared Goff went 14-0f-32 for 161 yards
and one touchdown. RB Todd Gurley has 679 yards
on the season and four touchdowns. The Rams enter
week 14 with the 10th best overall defense, only al-
lowing 345.0 yards a game.

The Falcons let one slip away to the Chiefs in
week 13, as they turned the ball over on the two
point conversion after taking the lead, allowing the
Chiefs to score and regain the lead and hold on for
the win, 29-28.

The Falcons offense recorded 418 total yards on
the day. That is the fifth time this season the offense
has surpassed the 400-yard mark. The team also
recorded 32 total first downs, which is the second
most ever recorded in a game in franchise history.

QB Matt Ryan went 22-of-34 for 297 yards and
one touchdown. Ryan keep his streak of having at
least 200+ passing yards alive, moving it to 51
games.

WR Julio Jones passed former Falcons receiver
Terance Mathis and moved to second on the fran-
chise’s all-time receiving yards list on the first play
of the game. He now has 7,454 receiving yards for
his career, and he finished the game with seven re-
ceptions for 113 yards.

RB Devonta Freeman became the first running
back since Michael Turner (2010-11) to have at least
1,000 scrimmage yards in back-to-back seasons.
Freeman also recorded rushing touchdowns number
six and seven, for his nine total touchdowns on the
season.

OLB Vic Beasley Jr. now 10.5 sacks and five
forced fumbles on the year. He’s the first Falcon with
double-digit sacks since Johnathan Abraham (10 —
2012). Also, his five forced fumbles on the season
are tied for the second most in franchise history Les-
ter Archambeau (5 — 1998).

K Matt Bryant kicked a 59-yard field to end the
first half. That field goal tied the franchise record for
the longest made field goal.
