WEEK 14 - MINNESOTA VIKINGS AT JACKSONVILLE JAGUARS
SUNDAY, DECEMBER 11, 2016 - EVERBANK FIELD - NOON CT - FOX

	 The Minnesota Vikings (6-6) travel to play the Jacksonville Jaguars (2-10) 
at EverBank Field with kickoff scheduled for noon CT. The matchup will mark the 
6th game between the franchises with Minnesota currently holding the edge 4-1  
in the series. Both clubs are coming off losses - Minnesota lost, 17-15, vs. Dallas 

at home last Thursday, while Jacksonville dropped a home game vs. Denver, 20-10. Minnesota is 
powered by the NFL's 4th-ranked defense in points allowed, giving up 17.4 points per game, and 
an offensive unit that has commited a turnover in only 5 of the 12 games this season, helping the 
team rank 2nd in the NFL with a +13 turnover margin.
		  The Vikings defense, which ranks 3rd in the NFL allowing 303.4 yards per game, has 22 
takeaways (12 INTs, 10 FRs), tied for the 4th most in the NFL. The Vikings defense has held opponents 
to a 75.7 passer rating, the 2nd-best mark in the league. 2nd-year DE Danielle Hunter leads the team 
with 9.5 sacks while veteran DEs Brian Robison and Everson Griffen each have 6.0 on the season.
		  QB Sam Bradford, who is 12th in the NFL with a career-high 97.5 passer rating, has 
thrown 13 TDs and 3 INTs on 280-of-393 passing (71.2%, 2nd in NFL). WR Adam Thielen, WR 
Stefon Diggs and TE Kyle Rudolph have all had career years, setting new career bests in 
receptions and receiving yards this season.

•	 Vikings WR Cordarrelle Patterson tied Percy Harvin for the Vikings all-time kick return TD record 
after scoring on his 5th career kick return vs. Arizona (11/20). Patterson, who returned the kick 104 
yards for a TD, also became the 1st player in the history of the NFL to score 4 TDs of 100+ yards.

•	 In 11 starts in 2016, QB Sam Bradford has 5 games with a passer rating over 100, setting a 
new career high. Bradford had 4 such games in 2012 with St. Louis and 2015 with Philadelphia. 

•	 Vikings DEs have combined for 21.5 sacks this season, the 2nd-highest total in the NFL, 
trailing only Seattle's DEs who have totaled 23.0 sacks in 2016. The Vikings are the only 
team in the NFL to have 3 DEs with 6.0+ sacks this season - Danielle Hunter (9.5), Everson 
Griffen (6.0) and Brian Robison (6.0).

•	 Danielle Hunter, who is the 2nd-youngest player on the Vikings roster behind Laquon 
Treadwell, is 1st in the NFL in sacks among players under the age of 24 with 9.5 in his 2nd season. 
Hunter also has the most sacks among all 2nd-year players since entering the league with 15.5.

•	 Through just 12 games this season, TE Kyle Rudolph has a career high in receptions (54) 
and receiving yards (513). Rudolph, who has a team-best 5 receiving TDs, is 4 away from his 
career best of 9 in 2012 when he was selected to his lone Pro Bowl appearance.

•	 The Vikings have thrown 3 INTs on 428 passing attempts (0.7%) in 2016, trailing only the 
Patriots, who have thrown 1 INT on 417 passing attempts (0.2%) and the Cowboys, who 
have thrown 2 INTs on 360 attempts (0.6%) this season.

•	 On passing attempts over 20 yards, the Vikings defense has allowed a league-low 29.9 
passer rating, holding opponents to 12-of-46 (26.1%) passing for 388 yards, 1 TD and 5 INTs. 

•	 With 4 games remaining, WR Stefon Diggs is 194 receiving yards shy of the 1,000-yard mark. 
Sindey Rice (1,312 in 2009) was the last Viking to surpass 1,000 receiving yards in a season.

•	 S Harrison Smith, the Vikings leading tackler with 97, is 3 tackles away from totaling 100 in a 
season for the 3rd time in his 5 seasons.

Despite being dealt significant injury blows early in 
the 2016 season, Mike Zimmer is in his 3rd season as 
Vikings Head Coach in 2016 with a team gaining confi-
dence and a roster full of young talent hungry to build on 
the foundation that begun in 2014. The team moves into 

state-of-the-art U.S. Bank Stadium poised for sustained success. 
Zimmer was hired as the 9th head coach in Vikings history on Jan. 15, 2014. A veteran 

defensive coordinator, Zimmer enters his 23rd season on an NFL sideline in 2016.  
In his 2nd season leading the Vikings in 2015, Zimmer piloted the club to an NFC North 

title and a Wild Card Playoff berth. The team played clean, smart football down the stretch 
and won 3 in a row to end the regular season, capturing the division crown at Green Bay 
and taking the title from the 4-time defending NFC North champs. The Vikings 11-5 mark 
tied for the 2nd-best record since 2000, gave the Vikings their 1st North crown since 2009, 
and the club gained valuable playoff experience. Minnesota was the least-penalized team 
in the NFL with 88 and lowest penalized offense in the NFL, with only 30 on the season. 

The 2015 Vikings earned their success with a strong running game and stingy defense. 
Adrian Peterson led the NFL in rushing for the 3rd time in his career en route to 1st-Team 
All-Pro and Pro Bowl honors. Teddy Bridgewater continued to grow in his role as a play-
maker and engineering the offense, improving throughout his 2nd pro season. The de-
fense improved to #13 in total defense, jumping from the #25 rush defense to #17. The Vi-
kings defense ranked 5th in the NFL by allowing only 18.9 points per game.  It marked the 
4th time in the past 5 seasons a Zimmer defense ranked in the top 5 in NFL points allowed. 

The Vikings rookies made strong contributions for the 2nd straight season. The club 
was led in tackles by rookie LB Eric Kendricks and in receiving by WR Stefon Diggs. Rookie 
DE Danielle Hunter ranked 2nd on the team in sacks, and the team tied a franchise record 
by having 6 rookies start in a game, at Arizona. 

The 2014 Vikings turned to Bridgewater to start 12 games of his rookie season, and he 
responded with a 6-6 record, going 3-2 in his final 5 starts, and set virtually every frachise 
record for a rookie QB. Defensively, the 2014 Vikings improved from #31 in total defense to 
#14 in the NFL with a new lineup. The Vikings #7 ranking in the NFL in passing defense was 
the highest finish since the 1993 season when the club was #6. The Vikings had a 113-point 
improvement in offensive points allowed from 2013 to 2014, the biggest improvement in 
the NFL in that span. 

In his NFL tenure, Zimmer has been a part of 12 playoff teams and teams that have 
won 8 Division titles. He coached the Cowboys DBs when Dallas won Super Bowl XXX over 
Pittsburgh after the 1995 season. From 2009-13, Zimmer’s Bengals defenses ranked in the 
NFL’s top 10 in total defense 4 times, climbing to #3 in 2013. From 2011-13, the Bengals 
ranked #2 in the NFL with 139 sacks (46.3 per season) and allowed 18.8 points per game, 
ranking #4 in the NFL in points allowed. The 2013 Bengals posted 20 INTs, the 5th-best 
mark in the NFL. 

Zimmer’s arrival in Cincinnati for the 2008 season signaled a franchise turnaround on 

the defensive side of the ball. The Bengals notched top-10 defensive rankings in 2009, ’11, 
’12 and ’13 after only cracking the NFL’s top 10 once in 18 seasons prior to Zimmer joining 
the team. During his tenure, Zimmer coached Geno Atkins as he became one of the top 
DTs in the NFL, earning consensus All-Pro honors in 2012 and Pro Bowl berths in 2011 and 
2012. In 2013, LB Vontaze Burfict continued his rise from an undrafted rookie free agent in 
2012 to a Pro Bowler in 2013. Atkins became the 1st Bengals defensive lineman since Tim 
Krumrie in 1988 to earn a Pro Bowl trip, and Burfict was the 1st Bengals LB to be honored 
since Jim LeClair in 1976. Over the 2012 and 2013 seasons, the Bengals had 4 different 
players earn AFC Defensive Player of the Week honors - Michael Johnson, Carlos Dunlap, 
Atkins and Burfict. 

Zimmer led top-10 defenses for Dallas in both a 4-3 and 3-4 scheme. The 2003 Cowboys 
defense ranked #1 in the NFL with only 253.3 yards per game allowed. During Zimmer’s 
tenure in Dallas as DBs coach (1994-99) and defensive coordinator (2000-06) the team 
ranked in the top 5 of NFL scoring defense a total of 6 times. The 1995 Cowboys hoisted 
the Lombardi Trophy in Super Bowl XXX with a win over Pittsburgh, and one of Zimmer’s 
pupils, CB Larry Brown, won the Super Bowl MVP award with a pair of INTs in the game.  
Brown is 1 of only 3 DBs to earn Super Bowl MVP honors in the history of the game. 

Before moving to the NFL ranks, Zimmer spent 15 seasons coaching at the collegiate 
level. He spent his final 5 seasons in the college ranks as defensive coordinator at Washing-
ton State from 1989-93. Zimmer was at Weber State from 1981-88, serving as defensive co-
ordinator from ‘83-88. He entered the profession at Missouri as an assistant from 1979-80. 

Zimmer played QB and later LB at Illinois State, earning a degree in physical educa-
tion. He has 3 children - son, Adam, and daughters, Corri and Marki. Adam is coaching the 
Vikings LBs after having spent time with Kansas City, New Orleans and Cincinnati as an 
assistant LBs and DBs coach. The father and son have each both earned Super Bowl titles 
with Adam’s coming after the 2009 season when the Saints won Super Bowl XLIV over 
Indianapolis. Coaching is a family tradition with the Zimmers as Mike’s father, Bill, earned 
Illinois Hall of Fame honors as a prep football and wrestling coach. Zimmer played football, 
baseball and wrestled at Lockport Township High School in suburban Chicago. Both Bill 
and Mike Zimmer have been inducted into the Lockport Hall of Fame, and Bill is also in the 
Bradley University (Peoria, IL) and Illinois High School Halls of Fame. 

Vikki Zimmer, Mike’s wife of 27 years, passed away in Cincinnati on Oct. 8, 2009. The Pro 
Football Writers of America recognized Zimmer overcoming the tragedy and the Bengals 
#4 ranked defense playing a key role in winning the AFC North title by voting him the win-
ner of the Halas Award for the season, an annual award presented to the individual in the 
NFL that overcame the most adversity to succeed.

Vikings Special Teams Cooridnator Mike Priefer - Post Game
Obviously, a very difficult loss for our team and for our fans. I told the team how proud I was of them. They fought to the bitter end and I know Coach 
Zimmer would have been very, very proud of them. Obviously, my thoughts and prayers go out to him and a speedy recovery. I know as tough as he is, 
he’ll be back before long. We’ll get this thing righted and keep fighting, try everything we can to win that next game and keep plugging away from there. 

Q: When did you find out you would be handling the coaching duties tonight and how did you feel about it?
A: I found out last night that Coach [Zimmer] had to have an emergency surgery and that he may not be able to coach today. My thoughts immediately went to 
preparing for that.  

Q: How do you prepare for this kind of role?
A: I think you kind of, hopefully, have been preparing your whole career. Learning, understanding the game. I appreciate what Rick [Spielman] and Coach Zimmer 
did, giving me this opportunity to help our football team win tonight. Obviously, I didn’t do my part and we didn’t get it done. I think you listen, you learn, you 
pay attention. I think the key is, at the end of the day, we have a great staff. Coach Edwards did a great job with the defense tonight. Coach Shurmur did a great 
job with the offense tonight. Ryan Ficken [Assistant Special Teams Coach], who helps me with special teams, kept guys together on the sideline and made all our 
corrections. So when you have a bunch of guys that work hard, when you’ve got a great locker room with great leadership, it makes my job a little bit easier to 
prepare for this type of game. 

Q: What did you observe on the two-point conversion attempt? Did it look like hands to the face on Sam Bradford?
A: I saw it, it was a quick replay. I guess I’d have to see it on tape.        

Q: What did you see on the challenge?
A: I got help from upstairs, they said we should challenge it because he started to slide prior to the yard-to-gain mark for the first down. I got a lot of help from 
upstairs, obviously. It was a good call by them.  

Q: How frustrating was it that both punt units struggled tonight?
A: I wouldn’t even call it the whole unit. I don’t think our punter punted very well. He’s been having a great year. Very disappointing performance and he knows 
that. We’ll talk about it and we’ll hopefully learn and get better. I didn’t do a good enough job preparing the two returners back there. Cordarrelle [Patterson] 
looked uncomfortable and that’s part of preparation. Adam [Thielen] took a chance on that one because we felt like we had to get some good field position for 
our offense. He did that a couple weeks ago, putting his arm out like that, we thought we had it corrected and it reared its ugly head again. The great thing about 
those guys is they want to win. Adam has been a fantastic special teams player over the years and, obviously, he’s having a good year on offense. I feel bad for 
them, my heart goes out to those guys. But we can’t have those type of mistakes against a team that is coming in here at 10-1, you just can’t. Because if we don’t 
have those mistakes I really think we have an opportunity to win that game. 

Q: What kind of communication did you have with Coach Zimmer today?
A: He has an imprint on everything that we do, offense, defense, and special teams. I just spoke with him briefly this morning because he came in and talked to 
the team. It was tough for him. It was really tough to see his emotion knowing that he wouldn’t be there with the team tonight. It would have been hard for me, 
because he’s such a competitor, that’s why I love working for him. He’s a tough guy, he’s a competitor and it would have been awesome to have him here tonight. 
But I had a brief conversation with him this morning about some game logistics, inactives and that sort of thing. Then talking to the other coaches, they all gave 
me encouragement. Pat Shurmur’s been a former head coach, he doesn’t have any ego at all, he’s over there this morning and we’re going over different situations 
and scenarios. George Edwards, I was doing the same thing with him. These guys have coached a lot of football over the years. At the end of the day, I got a lot of 
help from the staff. The players were phenomenal, they treated me great. It was a great opportunity for me, I’m just sorry we didn’t get it done. 

Q. How do you think the defense played with George Edwards calling the plays?
A. I thought our defense played fantastic. I think we gave up the one play to Dez Bryant, I think we gave up a pretty long run to Ezekiel [Elliott]; two obviously very 
good football players. Other than that our defense they buckled down, they played their tails off. When we turned the ball over at the 11 yard line we gave our 
defense phenomenally horrible position, field position, and we can’t do that. Not against a team like that. 

Q. What was Coach Zimmer’s message to the team this morning?
A. You know, that he wanted to be there. Obviously it was tough for him not to be there. He let the team know that and the team already knew that but I think it 
was important for Coach to be there to let them know that. That’s what I got out of it. He did a great job with the team this morning, he really did. It was very, like 
I said difficult for him to do but I’m proud of him that he stood up there and told the team what he had to tell them. I think he did the right thing. He’s stubborn 
and tough but at the end of the day your eye, you could lose the use of your eye, that’s crazy. I’m glad he stayed home and again I wish we could of done more to 
get him the victory. 

Q. When do you expect to see him again?
A. I don’t know the prognosis. I know he has an appointment tomorrow, a doctor’s appointment tomorrow and then we’ll go from there. Hopefully we get good 
news tomorrow. 

Q. What can you say about Sam Bradford’s play and toughness tonight?
A. I thought Sam did a great job tonight, I really do. He proved once again how tough he is. I thought he did a great job scrambling for us and getting a huge first 
down for us, I think it was the third quarter maybe. And then driving us down at the end of the game, giving us a chance to at least tie the game at the end. Like 
I said, we can’t have those self-inflicted fouls. We had another, we moved again up front and we did that several times and you just can’t do that against a good 
team. You keep shooting yourself in the foot when you have an opportunity to be in the redzone to score touchdowns, we shoot ourselves in the foot and we have 
to settle for field goals. The points for field goals are great, they’re important but at the end of the day we have to score touchdowns to win games. I think we’re 
getting close and with the leadership that Sam [Bradford] provides on the offense, like I said the more I see him play the tougher I know he is.   
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FROM SPECIAL TEAMS COORDINATOR MIKE PRIEFER
Q. Do you expect Sam Bradford to get an MRI on his ribs?
A. I don’t know. I think we came out pretty clean tonight so hopefully we’ll be okay. 

Q. Have you allowed yourself any time to think about what this opportunity means for you as a coach?
A. No. I haven’t thought about that at all. I just wanted to win tonight and give Coach Zimmer another win but that didn’t materialize. I don’t, it doesn’t matter for 
me. I want to help our team. 

Q. Are you prepared to be the Head Coach again next week?
A. I hope so. I hope I’m not needed in that capacity. Looks to me I have my work cut out for us for special teams. If Rick [Spielman] and Coach Zimmer think that 
we need another week for him to keep healing then I would obviously love to do it. I would be honored to do it. 

Q. Lots of the guys are frustrated with the referees in the locker room. How do you keep that in check?
A. I think when you lose a close game like this and a game that we had some opportunities to win the game or at least tie it there at the end of course, there’s go-
ing to be a lot of frustration. When you have that thing happen, that sort of thing happen, the veterans are all looking around hey we started 5-0 now we’re sitting 
at 6-6 obviously there’s going to be frustration with everybody. But I think with the leadership we have, from Coach Zimmer on down with the staff and then the 
leadership we have in our locker room, we just have to go back to the drawing board. We have to keep working we have to keep fighting because that’s the only 
thing I know how to do and I know how the other coaches feel as well. You know we have good kids, we have good players, we have good people in there that 
want to win that it’s important to them and that’s why it’s so tough. If we would of cashed in when we were down what, 17-9, like some teams would of, I’ve seen 
some teams cash it in in that scenario. When you’re backed up and you don’t have a chance to, you know you haven’t really sustained a big drive yet, to go out and 
do what we did there at the end just shows me what the true character of this football is. So that’s very encouraging going forward.

Gus Bradley was named the fifth head coach in Jacksonville Jaguars history 
on Jan. 17, 2013, and has led the Jaguars to a 14-45 (.237) record in his four 
seasons at the helm. Bradley improved the offense from 31st in the NFL in 
2014 to 18th in 2015, when the team finished 5-11 (0.313). The 24-year 
coaching veteran (10th NFL season) oversaw the NFL’s youngest roster in 
2014, (Jacksonville rookies combined for an NFL-leading 82 starts) finishing
third in the AFC South at 3-13 (.188).

In 2013, Bradley’s debut as head coach, the Jaguars posted a 4-12 (.250) 
record, also finishing third in the division standings. That season, Jacksonville 
saw 31 newcomers and rookies combine to make 44 starts, with 20 rookies or 
first-year players listed on the final 53-man roster. Six of the Jaguars’ first eight 
games were against 2013 playoff teams and the club played seven games 
overall against postseason contenders, including both Super Bowl XLVIII 
participants (Denver and Seattle).

WITH THE SEAHAWKS (2009-12): Bradley spent four seasons (2009-12) with 
the Seattle Seahawks as defensive coordinator and played a vital role in the 
club advancing to the postseason twice. The Seahawks posted an 11-5 mark 
in 2012, the third-best in franchise history, and advanced to the divisional 
round of the playoffs.
• Bradley developed the Seattle defense into one of the NFL’s top units during 
his tenure. The Seahawks ranked sixth in the NFL in total defense (319.2 yards 
per game) from 2011-12, third in points per game (17.5), fifth in takeaways 
(62), first in opponents passer rating (73.2) and fifth in interceptions (40).
• Under Bradley’s direction in 2012, the Seahawks led the NFL by allowing
a franchise-record low 15.3 points per game despite playing with the third-
youngest (25 years, 195 days) defensive starting unit in the league. The 
Seahawks allowed a franchise-low 306.2 yards per game which ranked fourth 
in the NFL, finishing 10th against the run (103.1) and sixth against the pass 
(203.1).
• Also in 2012, Seattle ranked in the top 10 in multiple categories. They were 
second in fewest TDs allowed in the second half (11), third in second half 
points allowed (119), fourth in opponent yards per rush attempt (3.79), fifth in 
turnover differential (+8), fifth in most takeaways (31) and seventh in points 
allowed per game (19.7).
• Bradley’s group sent three players to the 2012 Pro Bowl, with S Earl Thomas 
voted as a starter. He was joined in Hawaii by fellow secondary mates, S 
Kam Chancellor and CB Brandon Browner. In Bradley’s first year as defensive 
coordinator, the Seahawks posted two shutouts at home, their first time 
doing so since 1986.

WITH THE BUCCANEERS (2006-08): Bradley spent three years (2006-08) 
with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers under Defensive Coordinator Monte Kiffin, 
serving the last two as linebackers coach after joining the Bucs in 2006 as 
their defensive quality control coach. LB Derrick Brooks earned Pro Bowl 
appearances in 2007 and 2008 under Bradley’s guidance.

2016 VIKINGS COACHING STAFF
PAT SHURMUR
Interim Offensive Coordinator

Pat Shurmur is in his 18th season of NFL coaching in 2016 and 
his 1st season with the Vikings. Of his 18 seasons in the NFL, Shur-
mur has 2 full seasons of head coaching experience and 5 as an of-
fensive coordinator. During his NFL coaching career, Shurmur has 
been a part of teams that have qualified for the playoffs 8 times, 
won 6 division crowns and posted 1 Super Bowl appearance. 

Prior to his arrival in Minnesota, Shurmur spent the previous 3 seasons as the offensive co-
ordinator of the Philadelphia Eagles, his second stint with the club. He arrived in 2013 when he 
was hired by then 1st-year head coach Chip Kelly. In their 1st season together, the 2 orchestrated 
one of the most efficient offenses in the NFL, setting team records in points (442), total net yards 
(6,676), touchdowns (53), passing yards (4,406) and fewest turnovers (19) en route to an NFC 
East title. The Eagles also set an NFL record with 99 plays of 20+ yards and became the 1st team 
since the 1991 Buffalo Bills to lead the league in rushing while ranking last in time of possession.

Widely respected around the league for his craft in developing young quarterbacks, Shurmur 
guided QB Nick Foles to a breakout season in 2013, throwing for 27 touchdowns and only 2 
interceptions while posting the 3rd-best QB rating (119.2) and 3rd-lowest interception percent-
age (0.63%) in NFL history. Foles also became just the 7th player in league history to throw for 7 
touchdowns in a game during a matchup against the Oakland Raiders. 

In 2014, Shurmur oversaw an offense that broke a team record by scoring 474 points, break-
ing the prior mark of 442 set in 2013. The 2014 Eagles also set team records with 54 TDs, 390 
completions, 4,581 gross passing yards, 8 300-yard passing games and 356 first downs. Shurmur 
served as the interim head coach for the 2015 regular season finale after the dismissal of Chip 
Kelly the previous week. He helped guide the Eagles to a 35-30 victory over the New York Giants 
to help the Eagles solidify second place in the NFC East. 

Before joining the Eagles, Shurmur served as the head coach of the Cleveland Browns from 
2011-12, the first head coaching opportunity in his NFL career. He was the 13th head coach in 
franchise history, and the 6th since the franchise’s revival in 1999. In his 1st year as the Browns 
head coach, he helped develop a draft class in which all 8 members saw action in the regular 
season, 3 of whom started all 16 games. He also mentored QB Colt McCoy, who in his 2nd season, 
posted a career-best 2,733 yards and 14 touchdown passes in 2011. 

A 4-year letterman at Michigan State, Shurmur earned All-Big Ten conference honors and All-
America honorable mention accolades as a senior in 1987. He played G and LB as a freshman and 
started at C the next 3 seasons. He served as co-captain as a senior when the Spartans defeated 
USC in the Rose Bowl. Shurmur earned a master’s degree in financial administration and was the 
1st graduate student football player at the University. 

A native of Dearborn Heights, MI, who attended Divine Child High School, Shurmur comes 
from a football background. His uncle, the late Fritz Shurmur, coached in the NFL for 24 years 
and served as the Green Bay Packers defensive coordinator from 1994-98, helping that club win 
two NFC Championships and Super Bowl XXXI. Shurmur and his wife, Jennifer, have 4 children - 
daughters Allyson, Erica and Claire, and a son, Kyle. 
 

GEORGE EDWARDS
Defensive Coordinator

The Vikings defense under George Edwards has made steady 
improvements in the past 2-plus seasons. His ability to get pro-
duction out of young players and pair schemes to play to the 
strengths of his personnel has the Vikings poised for a top-10 
defense. 

Edwards’ stint with the Vikings marks his 3rd as an NFL de-
fensive coordinator: Washington (2003) and Buffalo (2010-2011). The 2016 season will be 
Edwards’ 19th in the NFL and 27th as a coach, all spent on defense.

The 2015 Vikings won the NFC North and hosted a Wild Card Playoff game, highlighted 
by a stingy defense that  jumped  to #5 in the NFL in points allowed at 18.9, after ranking #11 
in 2014. For the 1st time since the inaugural season in 1961, the team was led in tackles by a 
rookie when LB Eric Kendricks posted 105 stops. A fellow rookie, DE Danielle Hunter, ranked 
2nd on the team with 6.0 sacks, the 2nd-highest total among 2015 NFL rookies and the most 
by a rookie defensive lineman. The Vikings defense was honored with 3 NFC Defensive Play-
ers of the Week - DT Linval Joseph vs. St. Louis, CB Terence Newman at Oakland and Everson 
Griffen at Green Bay. Kendricks and Hunter were each named to the PFWA All-Rookie Team.  

Inheriting the defense that allowed the most points per game and 2nd-most yards per 
game in 2013, Edwards helped turn the Vikings defense around in 2014, his 1st season as 
defensive coordinator. With the help of rookie LB Anthony Barr, 1st-year starter Griffen and S 
Harrison Smith, the Vikings had the NFL’s most-improved defense in 2014, allowing 7.1 few-
er offensive points per game in 2014 than in 2013. With a revamped defense that included 
8 new starters, Edwards helped numerous Vikings have breakout seasons. Griffen recorded 
a career-best 12.0 sacks and was named NFC Defensive Player of the Month in October after 
recording 6.0 sacks and a forced fumble in a 4-game span. Smith led the Vikings defense 
with 5 interceptions and was the only player in the NFL with 3+ interceptions and 3.0+ sacks. 
Edwards played an instrumental role in the development of Barr, a rookie 1st-round pick (#9 
overall). Barr was named NFC Defensive Player of the Week in Week 8 after forcing and recov-
ering a fumble in OT and returning it for a TD. Free agent pickup DT Tom Johnson notched 
a career-high 6.5 sacks as he found a home on the Vikings line after a journeyman career. 

Edwards entered the NFL with the Dallas Cowboys and remained there from 1998-2001. Serv-
ing as the LBs coach, Edwards worked under Defensive Coordinator Mike Zimmer, who led the 
Cowboys’ defensive attack. Under Edwards’ guidance, Dexter Coakley, a 3rd-round draft choice in 
1997, was selected to the Pro Bowl twice over the 4-year span (1999, 2001).

Before making the leap to the NFL ranks, Edwards held collegiate assistant posts at Florida 
(1991), Appalachian State (1992-95), Duke (1996) and Georgia (1997). A 4-year letterman at Duke 
University, Edwards was twice named the special teams captain and an honorable mention All-ACC 
selection at linebacker in 1989. A native of Siler City, N.C., Edwards and his wife, Jami, have a son, B.J. 

MIKE PRIEFER
Special Teams Coordinator

Mike Priefer is in his 6th year with the Vikings as the special teams 
coordinator. The 15-year NFL coaching veteran has held the same title 
with the Denver Broncos and Kansas City Chiefs in years past.

Priefer’s special teams units are known for creating big-play 
opportunities. Since entering the NFL, Priefer has seen his units account 
for 23 scores (11 KOR, 7 PR, 3 blocked punts, 1 botched fake FG and 1 

safety). He has also seen his squads block 23 kicks (9 punts, 9 FGs and 5 PATs) since 2002. Since Priefer 
joined the Vikings in 2011, Minnesota is tied with the Eagles for the most special teams TDs with 11 (6 
KOR, 3 PR and 2 blocked punts) over that 5-year span.

Priefer has helped David Tyree (ST), Chris Hanson (P), Blair Walsh (K) and Cordarrelle Patterson (RS) 
earn Pro Bowl nods.  Both Walsh and Patterson were named 1st-team All Pro as rookies in 2012 and 
2013, respectively. Priefer went to the playoffs with the Giants in 2005 (NFC East Champions), 2006 
with Kansas City (Wild Card), 2012 with the Vikings (Wild Card) and 2015 (NFC North Champions). In 
2012, Priefer was named Special Teams Coach of the Year as voted on by his NFL counterparts, and his 
units ranked #1 in the NFL by the acclaimed Dallas Morning News special teams rankings.

In 2015, the Vikings ST special teams units were again among the NFL’s best. For the 2nd time in the 
last 3 years, the Vikings led the NFL in kick return average. Patterson led the way with a 31.8 kick return 
average and tied for the NFL lead with 2 KR TDs. Patterson was selected as an All-Pro by the PFWA. PR 
Marcus Sherels continued to be one of the most reliable and elusive return men in the league. Sherels 
took back his franchise-best 3rd PR for a TD at Chicago (11/1/15), earning NFC Special Teams Player of 
the Week honors for his performance against the Bears. Since 2013, Sherels leads the NFL in PR average 
with an 11.4 clip. The former Gopher has the most 50+ yard punt returns in team history with 5. P Jeff 
Locke continues to hold the career-best net punting average for Minnesota at 38.7. Locke stopped 23 
punts inside the 20 in 2015. K Blair Walsh led the NFL with 34 FGs (2nd most in team history), including 
2 game-winners: at Chicago (11/1/15) and vs. St. Louis (11/8/15). Walsh connected on 6 FGs of 50+ 
yards, 2nd-best in the NFL (Robbie Gould, 7). Since 2012, Walsh leads the NFL with 23 FGs of 50+ yards 
and has the 3rd-most FGs (121). Walsh earned NFC Special Teams Player of the Week Honors vs NYG 
(12/27/15) for his 5-FG performance.

In 2013, the Vikings showcased the #1 KR man in the NFL, Cordarrelle Patterson, and the 
#2 PR man in Marcus Sherels. Patterson was named 1st-Team All-Pro and selected to the Pro 
Bowl after his record-breaking season. Patterson was also named NFC Special Teams Player 
of the Month for September and NFC Special Teams Player of the Week for his performance 
vs. Green Bay (Week 8). The rookie broke the Vikings’ single-season record with 1,393 KR 
yards on 43 returns (32.4 average) with 2 KR TDs, leading the NFL in all categories. The 32.4 
KR average is 4th-highest in the NFL since the 1970 merger and highest since 1985. Not to 
be outdone, PR Marcus Sherels set the team record with a 15.2 PR average (2nd in the NFL). 

The 2012 Vikings’ special teams units reached new heights. Priefer’s KOR unit ranked 2nd 
in the NFL with a 24.6 average start following kickoffs. Rookie K Blair Walsh made NFL history 
going 10-10 on FGs of 50+ yards, earning Pro Bowl and 1st-Team All-Pro by the AP.

Prior to joining the Vikings in 2011, Priefer served as an NFL special teams coach for 9 
seasons: Jacksonville (2002), New York Giants (2003-05), Kansas City (2006-08) and Denver 
(2009-10). From 1994-2001, Priefer coached special teams at the collegiate level, working 
for Navy (1994-96), Youngstown State (1997-98), VMI (1999) and Northern Illinois (2000-01).

Priefer owns a bachelor’s degree from Navy and a master’s degree from the University 
of Maryland. His father, Chuck, was a long-time coach who worked in the NFL (Detroit, 
Green Bay and San Diego) for 17 seasons and college ranks for 12 years. Priefer was born in 
Cleveland and moved frequently as a coach’s son, graduating high school in Green Bay. He 
is married to Debbie, with whom he has 4 children: Samantha, Michael Jr., Wilson and Katie.

The Vikings lost their 2nd straight road game falling to the Bears, 20-10, on Halloween night. The Vikings finished 1-1 on 
Monday Night Football in 2016 after dropping the game at Soldier Field. WR Stefon Diggs caught his 2nd TD of the season 
and totaled 76 yards on 8 receptions. QB Sam Bradford threw for 228 yards, 1 TD and 0 INTs, his 6th game without a turnover 
this season.

The Vikings look to dropped their Thanksgiving Day record to 5-2 all-time after being defeated by the Lions on a last second 
FG, 13-16. WR Adam Thielen set a new career high with 8 receptions and TE Kyle Rudolph tied his career high with 9 catches. 
DE Danielle Hunter and S Andrew Senejo split a QB takedown, giving Hunter a team-leading 7.5 sacks on the season. RB 
Matt Asiata scored the Vikings only TD, his 3rd consecutive game with a rushing score. 

In the 2015 season finale at Lambeau Field, Minnesota won its 1st contest in Green Bay since 2009 in QB Brett Favre’s return 
to Lambeau. The Vikings 20-13 victory a season ago earned Minnesota the NFC North crown breaking a 4-year run by Green 
Bay. The win also gave 2nd-year head coach Mike Zimmer his 1st playoff appearance as a head coach and was the 1st time 
since 2012 Minnesota earned a playoff berth. 

In the 1st of three wins to end the 2015 campaign and capture the NFC North the Vikings downed the Bears 38-17 in the 
3rd meeting between the franchises at TCF Bank Stadium. In the win, 2nd-year QB Teddy Bridgewater accounted for 5 TDs 
(4 passing, 1 rushing) in his most productive day as a pro. 

The Detroit Lions defeated the Minnesota Vikings, 22-16, in OT, giving the Vikings their 1st loss at their new home, U.S. Bank 
Stadium. Despite a career-high 13 receptions for WR Stefon Diggs and QB Sam Bradford registering his 4th game with a 
100+ passer rating, the Vikings came up just shy in their 1st OT contest on the season. 

QB Sam Bradford led the Vikings to a 17-14 victory in his 1st game with Minnesota. Bradford threw for 286 yards, 2 TDs and 0 
INTs on 22-of-31 passing. WR Stefon Diggs had a career night hauling in 9 passes for 182 yards and 1 TD. Diggs' 182 yards is 
the 8th most in Vikings history in a single game. The Vikings defense got to Aaron Rodgers for 5 sacks and forced 4 fumbles, 
recovering 2 of them. For the 1st time since 2009, the Vikings secured back-to-back wins over the Packers.

The Vikings secured their 10th straight win over the Cardinals in Minnesota after a 30-24 victory at U.S. Bank Stadium. CB 
Xavier Rhodes had his 1st career game with multiple INTs and returned his 1st pick 100 yards for his 1st career TD. WR Cor-
darrelle Patterson returned a kick 104 yards for a score, tying the Vikings franchise record for career kick return TDs with 5. 

The Dallas Cowboys handed the Minnesota Vikings their 6th loss in 7 games with a 17-15 win in a Thursday night matchup. 
The Vikings defense limited the Cowboys high-powered offense to their lowest yardage total (264) and point total (17) all 
season. Vikings DE Danielle Hunter had his 3rd career multi-sack game bringing down Dak Prescott 2 times. 

The Vikings extended their regular season win streak to 7 after defeating the New York Giants, 24-10, on Monday Night 
Football in Week 4. QB Sam Bradford threw for 262 yards, 1 TD, 0 INTs and compiled a passer rating of 101.9. TE Kyle Rudolph 
caught a TD for the 3rd consecutive game and CB Xavier Rhodes secured his 3rd career INT to help power the Vikings to a 
4-0 record.

Vikings QB Sam Bradford threw for 271 yards on 22-of-30 passing against the NFL's top ranked passing defense en route 
to a 31-13 victory over the Houston Texans. The Vikings defense held the Texans to 214 total yards and didn't allow a TD 
until late in the game. WR Adam Thielen had a career game hauling in 7 passes for 127 yards (both career highs) and 1 TD.

The Vikings look to snap a 4-game skid against the Indianapolis Colts dating back to Dec. 24, 2000, a 31-10 Colts win. In the 
most recent matchup, Minnesota fell to Indianapolis 23-20 in Indianapolis on Sept. 16, 2012. The Vikings hold a 7-5-1 record 
at home against the Colts despite an 0-11 record on the road.

In the team's first trip to Carolina since Oct. 30, 2011, the Vikings brought home their 6th-straight regular season win with 
a 22-10 victory over the defending NFC Champions. The Vikings totaled 8 sacks, 1 shy of tying the team record, had 3 INTs 
and registered the 1st safety since 2011. DE Everson Griffen tied his career high with 3.0 sacks in the game. QB Sam Bradford 
and TE Kyle Rudolph connected for a TD for the 2nd consecutive game.

The Philadelphia Eagles handed the Minnesota Vikings their 1st loss of the 2016 season. The Eagles forced the Vikings of-
fensive to turn the ball over for the 1st time all season and returned a kick 98 yards for a TD to power Philadelphia to a 21-10 
win. Vikings WR Cordarrelle Patterson caught a TD for the 2nd straight game and had 7 receptions for 67 yards. CB Xavier 
Rhodes and S Andrew Sendejo each snagged  their 2nd INT of the season. 

The Vikings lost their 4th consecutive game after dropping a 26-20 contest to the Redskins. QB Sam Bradford threw for a 
season-high 307 yards and recorded his 5th game with at least a 100 passer rating. WR Stefon Diggs became the 1st player 
in NFL history to have at least 13 receptions in back to back weeks after totaling 13 receptions for 164 yards. TE Kyle Rudolph 
added his 5th TD on the season, tying him for the most among TEs in 2016 through Week 10.

Minnesota returns to Jacksonville for only the 2nd time in franchise history, looking to remain perfect against the Jaguars 
in their stadium. In the last meeting between the two teams, it took overtime to decide the outcome. The Vikings won the 
2012 regular season opener 26-23 to start their 2012 playoff campaign. Jaguars head coach Gus Bradley will coach in his 1st 
game against his home state Minnesota Vikings since becoming a head coach.

The Vikings captured their 1st victory of the season thanks to suffocating defense. LB Eric Kendricks scored on a 77-yard 
INT return and DE Danielle Hunter returned a fumble 24 yards for a TD, carrying the Vikings to a 25-16 win. QB Shaun Hill, 
who made  his 1st start as a Viking, threw for 236 yards and helped lead an offense that did not turn the ball over once. 
Defensively, the Vikings created 3 turnovers and held the Titans to only 64 yards rushing in the Kickoff Weekend contest. WR 
Stefon Diggs recorded his 3rd career 100+ yard receiving effort with a 7-catch 103-yard peformance.
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The Minnesota Vikings named LB Chad Greenway, DE Everson Griffen, RB 
Adrian Peterson, DE Brian Robison and TE Kyle Rudolph the team cap-
tains for the entire 2016 season. In addition to the season captains another 
Viking will be selected to join on a game-by-game basis.

Sam Bradford was acquired on September 3 in a trade with Philadelphia 
that sent the Vikings 1st-round pick in 2017 and a 4th-round pick in 2018 to 
the Eagles. The former #1 overall pick in 2010, Bradford joins the Vikings with 
some key friendships already in place. He was college teammates with Adrian 
Peterson, played with fellow QB Shaun Hill in St. Louis (2014) and was tutored 
by Vikings coach Pat Shurmur in both St. Louis (2010) and Philadelphia (2015) 
when Shurmur was the offensive coordinator for both clubs. Bradford had 
a career-high 3,725 yards and career-best 65.0 completion % for the Eagles 
in 2015. In his 70 career starts, Bradford has had a 100-yard rusher in the 
backfield with him 10 times, he has notched a 6-3-1 record in those games. 
Bradford started his 1st game as a Viking in the home opener against 
Green Bay (9/18), opening U.S. Bank Stadium with a strong performance- 
throwing for 286 yards and 2 TDs in the win. Bradford won his 2nd start 
as a Viking at defending NFC champion Carolina (9/25), leading a 2nd-
half surge that keyed a 22-10 Vikings win. Bradford did not thow an in-
terception and was not sacked vs. NY Giants (10/3) as the club won its 1st 
game on Monday Night Football since 2009.

Following more than a dozen years of discussion at the State 
Capitol and four years of design and construction, the Vikings and 
the Minnesota Sports Facilities Authority officially opened U.S. 
Bank Stadium on July 22, 2016, marking the completion of the larg-
est construction project in state history and the celebration of a true 
public-private partnership that has helped reshape the East Town 
neighborhood in Minneapolis. 

In total, the design and construction of U.S. Bank Stadium involved 
more than 300 Minnesota businesses, with approximately 90% 
of the $1.1 billion construction dollars, or more than $700 million 
flowing back to Minnesotans. Approximately 8,000 construction 
workers spent nearly four million hours on the project, peaking at 
1,500 workers on site daily. Even prior to opening the world’s largest 
pivoting glass doors, more than $1 billion in surrounding develop-
ment has been generated, further creating and enhancing a vibrant 
and robust downtown. 

In conjunction with the workforce and development impacts, U.S. 
Bank Stadium immediately began securing national and interna-
tional events that will bring immeasurable exposure and significant 
return for Minnesota, including the 2016 International Champions 
Cup, the 2018 Super Bowl, and the 2019 NCAA Final Four.

From a design perspective, the innovative stadium boasts unique 
features to any venue in the country, including the largest transpar-
ent ETFE roof of a sports facility in the nation, as well as five of the 
world’s largest glass doors, ranging from 75 to 95 feet high and each 
55 feet wide. The ETFE roof, combined with nearly 200,000 square 
feet of glass, gives fans the best of both worlds: an outdoor feel with 
protection from the elements. 

Despite its 1.75 million square foot imprint and 66,655 capacity, the 
stadium’s interior offers an intimate feel, putting fans closer to the 
action with some of the closest seats and suites in the NFL. Seven 
levels, including two concourses with 360-degree circulation and 
views into the bowl, are connected with escalators, elevators, stairs 
and a continuous ramp. Two of the highest quality video boards in 
the NFL anchor the east and west end zones and are set low to the 
field, making it easy for all fans to shift their eyes from the action on 
the field to the content on the boards.  

With each design element the Vikings philosophy was clear: ensure 
that every fan touchpoint is a memorable one. Local food and bever-
age favorites, robust technology to keep fans connected, and special 
projects like the Vikings Voyage, the Legacy Ship and an extensive 
art collection will all enhance the game experience and further unify 
the team and its fans. 

U.S. BANK STADIUM SETS PUBLIC-PRIVATE BLUEPRINT 
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U.S. BANK STADIUM FEATURES UNIQUE DESIGN
Evoking images of ice floes colliding on frozen lakes or the jagged geology that once defined nearby St. Anthony Falls, the 
authentic design of U.S. Bank Stadium responds to the climate rather than works against it. While the ability to shed snow was 
of the utmost importance, the stadium’s sharp angles and expansive amounts of glass also continue the Minneapolis-St. Paul 
community’s trend toward progressive and modern expression.

The architects behind the design are Dallas-based HKS, who also designed Lucas Oil Stadium, home of the Indianapolis Colts, 
and AT&T Stadium, home of the Dallas Cowboys. Together with the Vikings and the Minnesota Sports Facilities Authority, 
HKS focused on three critical points: showcasing local and team heritage through state-of-the-art technology and amenities, 
creating an outdoor experience with protection from the Minnesota elements, and providing fans with an intimate connection 
to the team.

Rather than pursue a retractable roof, the design team developed a solution that gives fans the best of both worlds with the only 
ETFE (ethylene-tetra-fluoro-ethylene) roof on a sports facility in the United States. Comprising more than 240,000 square feet, 
or 60% of the roof, the transparent ETFE is designed to let light in like glass but is lighter, more economical and self-cleaning. 

Adding to the outdoor feel is the 200,000 square feet of glass throughout the building, including the stadium’s entire west 
wall. Within the 27 stories of glass are five of the world’s largest doors ranging from 75 to 95 feet high and each measuring 55 
feet wide. With the ability to pivot open in less than 10 minutes, the doors contribute to the overall outdoor environment by 
creating natural air flow. 

U.S. Bank Stadium also features a strong connection to 
downtown Minneapolis. The stadium is integrated into 
the city’s complex skyway system, allowing fans to access 
the stadium’s northwest corner via the enclosed, climate-
controlled walkways from nearly any point in the downtown 
core. A light rail station directly outside the stadium’s west 
side serves as the connecting point for the City’s Green 
Line and Blue Line, and a 30-foot wide pedestrian walkway 
extends from the light rail platform over the tracks directly 
to Medtronic Plaza, allowing large groups of fans to move 
safely to the stadium. Those connections and the stadium’s 
urban location were major factors in the state securing Super 
Bowl LII in 2018 and the 2019 NCAA Final Four even prior to 
the building’s opening.

MYSTIC LAKE’S CLUB PURPLE HIGHLIGHTS CLUB SEATING
The most unique and dynamic club at U.S. Bank Stadium, Mystic Lake’s Club Purple offers not only some of the best seats in the house, 
but also serves as a fantasy football player’s dream. Located in the northwest corner of the stadium, the club features an outdoor 
balcony on the exterior of the stadium that features firepits and showcases an incredible view of The Commons park and the downtown 
Minneapolis skyline. On the inside of the club, lounge couches, loge boxes and club seats allow fans to stay on top of the action. During 
breaks in the game action, fans sitting in Club Purple can receive updates on fantasy football stats and scores from around the NFL 
from hots located in the space. Club Purple includes all-inclusive food and beverage options from the club’s open display kitchen where 
they can witness “celebrity chef”-style cooking. There are five other club areas throughout the stadium in addition to six different suite 
options for fans.

Hyundai Club - Boasting 2,800 seats, the Hyundai Club is situated between the 30-yard lines on the stadium’s north side. Included in 
the Hyundai Club are the closest seats from the sidelines in the NFL, just 41 feet away from the game action. The club itself is located 
directly above the seating area. Aside from the close seats, the key feature of the Hyundai Club are the 25 high-definition televisions 
providing fans an unparalleled viewing experience. 

Delta Sky360 Club - Located on the field level directly next to the Vikings locker room, fans sitting in the Delta Sky360 Club will have 
an up-close-and-personal experience with Vikings players before and after games as they will have exclusive access to the Vikings tun-
nel. Located between the 20-yard lines on the stadium’s south side, fans will watch the game in an energetic setting behind the Vikings 
bench, having access to a field-level patio. 

Medtronic Club - Perched in the upper half of the lower con-
course, the Medtronic Club offers fans incredible views of the 
fields as its located between the 30-yard lines. The Medtronic Club 
is the most exclusive of the six club areas at U.S. Bank Stadium 
with only 1,100 seats. 

Buffalo Wild Wings Club and FMP Club - Located across 
from each other on the stadium’s north and south sides, the 
Buffalo Wild Wings Club and FMP Club feature state of the art 
media that provide the image of fire and ice. The nearly 3,000 seats 
between the two club spaces provide fans with incredible views of 
the entire building.

Suites - The six suite areas that fans can choose from include 
Turf, Loft, Touchdown, Norseman, Valhalla and Norseman Lounge. 
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U.S. BANK STADIUM AWARDED MAJOR EVENTS
Prior to opening its doors, U.S. Bank Stadium was awarded two of the largest sporting  events held annually in the United States - 
Super Bowl LII on February 4, 2018 and the 2019 NCAA Men’s Final Four.

After being selected as one of three finalists to host Super Bowl LII In February 2018, the Minnesota Super Bowl Bid Committee 
delivered a successful presentation to all 32 NFL owners during the NFL’s Spring League Meetings in Atlanta and was awarded the 
game on May 20, 2014. Centered on the theme, “Built for the Bold,” the presentation highlighted the new, iconic and bold stadium as 
a centerpiece and included the many bold moves Minnesotans have made in creating a destination that is ready to host the world’s 
biggest game.
 
“We are thrilled to bring the Super Bowl back to Minnesota,” said Richard Davis, 
chief executive officer of U.S. Bank and bid committee co-chair. “We succeeded 
in making the best case to the NFL owners by pointing out the many strengths 
our region offers – a tremendous entertainment and hospitality industry, 17 
Fortune 500 companies, great airports and strong connectivity with both our 
light rail and skyway systems, and perhaps most important, a new, iconic sta-
dium that will be among the best in the country.” 

“We appreciate the collaborative effort from Minnesota’s business and com-
munity leadership in putting together this winning bid,” said Vikings Owner/
President Mark Wilf. “It was evident to me and my brother Zygi that NFL owners 
were extremely impressed with everything Minnesota has to offer, and we have 
no doubt they will be even more excited with what the community will deliver 
in February 2018.” 
 
In addition to Super Bowl LII, the NCAA awarded the new stadium the 2019 
Men’s Final Four on November 14, 2015. This will mark the third time that the 
NCAA Final Four has taken place in the state of Minnesota with the Hubert H. 
Humphrey Metrodome hosting the event in 1992 and 2001. ESPN annouced the 
X Games will be held in the stadium in 2017 and 2018.

“Strong public-private collaboration, along with an outstanding stadium design, 
has allowed Minnesota to already secure two of the world’s largest sporting events, both of which will offer unique opportunities to 
showcase this region on a national and international stage,” Wilf said. 

The first sporting event at U.S. Bank Stadium, an international soccer match held on August 3, featured Italian power AC Milan against 
Premier League’s Chelsea FC in the International Champions Cup. 

VIKINGS EMPHASIZE STADIUM TECHNOLOGY
In order to ensure the best possible game day experience for every fan who walks through the doors of U.S. Bank Stadium, the Vikings 
placed an emphasis on building a wealth of technological innovations, including a mobile app that seamlessly integrates team and sta-
dium content and makes the stadium technology easily accessible and user friendly.

“Technology was considered from the start to be a key part of the stadium design,” said Vikings Vice President of Corporate and 
Technology Partnerships John Penhollow. “Our core premise was to make technology relevant and useful for our passionate fan base, as 
well as for our football and game day operations groups. We wanted to build a system that would be flexible enough to accommodate 
constantly changing technology for years to come.” 

The core of the unmatched technology begins with the local area network created and built by CenturyLink that connects the stadium’s 
key infrastructure. The stadium also features a neutral host distributed antenna system built by Verizon, which allows all fans regardless 
of their carrier to have cellular access. 

In addition to cell service, fans can easily connect to the stadi-
um’s Wi-Fi system with 1,300 access points distributed through-
out the stadium. Designed and installed by CenturyLink and 
AmpThink, the Wi-Fi system includes access points built into 
the handrails of the lower bowl seating sections to allow for 
enhanced connectivity for fans sitting close to the field. 

Vikings fans stay connected to the action with content distrib-
uted to 2,000 high-definition televisions located throughout the 
stadium, including 16 video walls. With a full state-of-the-art 4k 
production room, U.S. Bank Stadium features 4k technology that 
brings sharp images to all video boards and televisions, making 
U.S. Bank Stadium the first NFL facility to implement a full 4k, 
IP-based video production system. 

Two video boards located just above the main concourse anchor 
the east and west end zones and are purposely situated closer to 
the field than most stadiums to allow fans to see replays and in-
game entertainment by simply shifting their eyes. Totaling more 
than 12,500 square feet combined, the new boards immediately 
stand out to fans.  At 8,160 square feet, the west video board is 
the 10th largest in the NFL and 13 times larger than its predeces-
sor at the Metrodome, while on the opposite end of the field, 
the east end zone board measures 50 feet high by 88 feet wide.  

New Vikings Mobile App Brings Stadium Technology  
Into The Palm of Your Hand

To help elevate the new technology at U.S. Bank Stadium, the 
Vikings looked to VenueNext to develop a new mobile app that 
brings the stadium technology directly into fans’ hands. 

Designed to take fans from their home to the stadium and back, 
the app gives fans the ability to find their seats, as well as rest-
rooms and concessions through turn-by-turn navigation when 
connected to stadium Wi-Fi. Nearly 2,000 beacons installed 
throughout the stadium enhance the app’s wayfinding features, 
while the digital ticketing feature allows easier access into the 
building as well as complete control of tickets from anywhere. In 
addition to in-game Vikings content, the app connects fans with 
the rest of the NFL for fantasy football tracking, real-time stats 
and scores from other games. 

Making the app unique compared to other venues is the combina-
tion of team content and stadium utility features, eliminating the 
need to toggle between apps. In year one, the team is exploring 
express pick-up, as well as in-seat ordering, from the stadium app 
in select areas of the stadium with the eventual goal of expanding 
those services to all fans.
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LEGACY SHIP WELCOMES FANS TO U.S. BANK STADIUM
Even before fans step inside U.S. Bank Stadium, there will be no mistaking which NFL team plays in the building, thanks to a dramatic 
160-foot long Legacy Ship that sits as a cornerstone of the three-acre Medtronic Plaza on the stadium’s west side. 
 
Inspired by legendary Viking longboats, the Legacy Ship is composed of contemporary metals, stone, concrete and wood and includes 
landscaping and theatrical lighting. The ship’s figurehead is an abstract dragon that stands 43 feet above the ground.

The highlight feature of the Legacy Ship is a 2,000-square foot curved LED video board that serves as the ship’s sail and the stadium’s 
marquee. Measuring 40 feet tall by 50 feet wide, the mast’s curved shape emulates a strong wind pushing the ship forward.  The ship 
also includes seating and stainless steel railings, along with a timeline exhibit of historical Vikings moments. Eight shields featured on 
the hull and measuring five feet in diameter recognize U.S. Bank Stadium’s Founding Partners. 

Making the Legacy Ship even more unique is the incorporation of thousands of commemorative fan bricks that occupy approximately 
3,500 square feet of the ship’s deck. Established in 2014, the Legacy Brick program allowed Vikings fans a chance to etch their name in 
history with a personalized paver, and helped fund the construc-
tion of the stadium plaza and features. The 14,400 fans who 
purchased one of three designs also received a replica brick and a 
map displaying the location of their paver on the plaza. 

“The Legacy Bricks were a perfect opportunity to recognize the 
passionate fans who have supported this team for more than 50 
years,” said Vikings Owner/President Mark Wilf. 

Complementing the Legacy Ship and further emphasizing the 
Vikings tradition on Medtronic Plaza is The Horn, an aestheti-
cally striking sculpture consisting of two gold and purple flowing 
ribbons that intertwine to resemble the Gjallarhorn sounded prior 
to Vikings games. Paid for privately by Medtronic and located just 
85 feet from the world’s largest pivoting glass doors, the sculp-
ture is more than 100 feet long, 25 feet high and 30 feet wide 
and weighs over 38 tons. The Horn is constructed of structural 
tube steel and plate steel framing, and painted metal panels; 
the inside surfaces of both ribbons are polished and seamless 
stainless steel mirrors. Embedded LED lighting will ensure the 
sculpture remains visible at night. 

To honor and celebrate Minnesota’s talented artists and craftsmen within U.S. Bank Stadium, the Vikings commissioned 
nearly 40 local artists to contribute to an extensive art collection throughout the building. Funded privately by the Vikings and 
the Wilf family, the collection includes 350 pieces of original work and 250 oversized photographs that reflect Vikings history 
and Minnesota culture. 

“The team is always focused on ways to celebrate the community and our fans,” said Vikings Owner/Chairman Zygi Wilf. 
“Soliciting and funding this collection of art from Minnesotans is another way to connect with the community in a very 
unique way that not only Vikings fans, but all stadium users, can enjoy. The partnership also continues the theme of utilizing 
Minnesotans throughout the design and construction of U.S. Bank Stadium.”

Three prominent Vikings alumni – Matt Blair, Carl Eller and Jim Marshall – along with Hall of Fame Head Coach Bud Grant, 
contributed to the art collection. 

Known as an avid photographer during and after his playing days, Blair’s behind-the-scenes access and keen photographic eye 
led to his capturing a rare glimpse of Vikings history. His photos provide fans with a unique and poignant view into one man’s 

career and the team for which he played. Eller’s ceramic 
bowl sculpture representing Minnesota lakes and molded 
to give the effect of water and motion, pay homage to the 
Land of 10,000 Lakes, while Marshall’s recreation of the 
“Silver Eagle,” which he consistently drew on his playing 
gear during his 17-year Vikings career, brings fans back to 
the time he dominated Vikings opponents.

Along with photographs and sculptures, two wall murals 
span the north and south concourses of U.S. Bank Stadium. 
Minnesota artist Greg Gossel’s pop-inspired mural on the 
stadium’s south side represents the rich and storied history 
of the Vikings franchise. Titled “The Vikings are Coming!” 
the piece measures 17 feet tall by 85 feet high and incor-
porates vintage ticket stubs, game programs and other 
team artifacts. 

The selection process of U.S. Bank Stadium’s art collection 
began in January 2015 when nearly 1,100 artists submitted 
their portfolios and previous works. California-based Sports 
& the Arts assisted in the curation and placement process.

Entering his 15th season in 2016 as the Vikings radio play-by-play voice is 
KFAN radio mid-day personality Paul Allen. Joining Allen as the color com-
mentator is former Vikings LB and coach Pete Bercich.

Allen’s run started as the Vikings Internet webcast play-by-play voice during 
the 2000 season and called one Vikings game during the 2001 season. He has 
become the “Voice of the Vikings.”

Bercich returns for his 11th season with the broadcasts in 2016 and brings a 
decade of NFL experience from the field and sideline. A 7th-round draft pick 
by the Vikings in 1994, Bercich overcame the odds and played for the team 
from 1995-2000. A standout special teamer, Bercich parlayed his knowledge 
of the game into a coaching job with the team from 2002-05.

Joining Allen and Bercich from the sidelines will be former Vikings punter 
Greg Coleman. Coleman punted for the Vikings from 1978-87 and is the team’s 
all-time leader in punts (721) and punting yards (29,391). He also ranks 2nd in 
punts inside the 20-yard line (154).

Entering his first season as part of the Vikings Radio Network broadcast, for-
mer Vikings LB Ben Leber will bring a new perspective to the team as he joins 
Coleman on the sidelines in 2016. Leber played for the Vikings from 2006-10 
and has been a regular contributor to KFAN and VEN.

located directly inside the media entrance. 

*	 Seating charts and booth locations are located in the press box along with wireless internet information.

*	 Vikings PR representatives will be located in seats 9-12 in row 2 of the main press box.

*	 The visiting team PR staff is located in seats 41-44 in row 2 of the main press box.

*	 Play-by-play account, statistics and quotes will be distributed in the press box during and after the game.

*	 For field/locker room access, take the elevators to -2 and follow the signage to your respective area. 

STILL PHOTO/TV CAMERA/PRE-POST

*	 There are three photo workrooms located inside the stadium. The main photo workroom is located by the broadcast compound on level -2. 
All seats will be assigned in this area. The 2nd area is the postgame press conference room for the Vikings that is located on level -2. Tables 
will be placed along the wall to serve as work stations. All seats along the tables will be assigned. The 3rd, and largest, area is the broadcast 
dining room. We will have access to this space 2 hours prior to kickoff after the Network TV meal has been served. This room is located next 
to the main photo workroom. This room will be open seating and is best for media that have pre/post area and that are not taking still pho-
tographs during the game. 

*	 All media members with a pre/post credential will be staged in either the Vikings press conference room of the broadcast dining room during 
the game. Media with a pre/post credential will not have access to the press box but will have access to both locker rooms and press confer-
ence rooms following the game. 

*	 Prior to going on the field, photographers must sign a liability waiver upon entering the Sid Hartman media entrance. If you need to check 
out a photo vest or register your wireless frequency this must also be done at the media entrance prior to entering the field.

The players who started the upset win over Chicago in the 
1961 opener were a mix of future stars and aging veterans who were embarking on a new adventure with the NFL’s fledgling 
franchise. The team started veteran signal-caller George Shaw instead of rookie phenom Fran Tarkenton, a footnote in history 
to Tarkenton’s Hall of Fame career. Tarkenton came off the bench late in the 1st quarter to spearhead the Vikings to a win over 
the same Bears club that posted a dominating 30-7 win only two weeks prior in a preseason game played in Cedar Rapids, IA.  
     Tarkenton thew 4 TD passes and hit on 17-of-23 for 250 yards. The Vikings opened the scoring in the game with a Mike Mercer 
FG. Tarkenton connected with Bob Schnelker on the 1st TD pass of his career on a 14-yard toss. Tarkenton went on to throw TDs 
to Jerry Reichow from 29 yards, Hugh McElhenny from a yard out and ran for a 3-yard TD himself on a QB keeper. He rounded out 
the day with a 2-yard TD pass to Dave Middleton, and the upstart Vikings notched a 37-13 win.

On Tuesday, August 30, Vikings QB Teddy Bridgewater  
suffered a season-ending knee injury during a non-contact 
drill in practice. Four days later (9/3), the Vikings acquired 
Sam Bradford via trade with the Philadelphia Eagles.

After Shaun Hill led Minnesota to a 25-16 Week 1 victory at 
Tennessee (9/11), Bradford got the start in the 1st ever regular 
season game played in U.S. Bank Stadium against division-
rival Green Bay (9/18).

Against the Packers, Bradford set a team record for most 
passing yards in the 1st game played as the Vikings QB and 
registered the 5th-best passer rating (121.2) in such contests.

The Vikings selected 3 players from the Southeastern 
Conference in 2016: Laquon Treadwell, Kentrell Brothers and 
Stephen Weatherly. The Vikings trio marked 3 of the 51 SEC 
players drafted in 2016, marking the 10th consecutive season 
that the SEC has led all conferences in the number of draft 
picks. SEC power Alabama has won 4 of the past 7 college 
football national championships, in 2015 edging Clemson in a 
tight game featuring 2 Vikings draftees.

Captain Munnerlyn, who was born 3 months premature and spent the 1st full year of his life in the hospital, hosted a family impacted by premature birth at the 
team’s facility during the 2016 offseason. Becca Hillstead introduced Munnerlyn to her twin daughters, Olivia and Layla, then 22 months old. At the time of their 
birth, Layla weighed 2.2 pounds and Olivia weighed just 13 ounces, about the size of a smart phone. Because of his personal experience, Munnerlyn said pre-
mature babies have a special place in his heart, which is why he’s active with March of Dimes, a leading nonprofit organization for pregnancy and baby health.

   A pair of 2016 Pro Football Hall of Fame inductees have 
strong Vikings ties and earn their busts in the hallowed 
ground of Canton, Ohio on August 6. The following night, the 
2016 NFL season will kick off with the Hall of Fame game 
between the clubs that Dungy and Favre are most recognized 
with- Indianapolis and Green Bay. 
   Tony Dungy has a long history with Minnesota, beginning 
as a QB for the Golden Gophers from 1973-76 and eventually 
on to serving as Defensive Coordinator for the Vikings from 
1992-95. The 1993 Vikings ranked #1 in total defense and the 
1994 squad finished #1 in rush defense during Dungy’s tenure. 
Dungy was tabbed by Tampa Bay to take over as head coach 
in 1996 after he had solidified his reputation as an innovative 
coach with great leadership skills during his 4 seasons with 
the Vikings. Dungy would go on to lead the Buccaneers out of 
decades of futility to make them a contender and later lead 
Indianapolis to the Super Bowl XLI crown. Dungy inherited a 
Tampa Bay club that had suffered 10+ losses in 12 of the previ-
ous 13 seasons before his arrival in 1996. In his 6 seasons with 
the Bucs he took the club to the playoffs 4 times. He went 
on to coach Indianapolis from 2002-08, winning 12+ games 
in each of his final 6 seasons and became the 1st African-
American head coach to win a Super Bowl. His combined 
regular season and playoff record as a head coach was 148-79. 
   Brett Favre built his Hall of Fame career with the Vikings 
fierce Division rival Packers from 1992-2007 but played one of 
his finest seasons with the Vikings in 2009. The ironman of 
QBs, Favre played in 299 consecutive games and re-wrote the 
NFL record book during his career. He was a 3-time NFL MVP 
(1995, ‘96, ‘97), played in a pair of Super Bowls and won the 
title in Super Bowl XXXI to cap the 1996 campaign. An 11-time 
Pro Bowler, he played 20 seasons in the NFL with Atlanta, 
Green Bay, NY Jets and Vikings. Favre had 71,838 yards, 508 
TDs, had 62 games over 300 yards and had a 186-112 record 
as a starter in the regular season. Favre’s 107.2 passer rating 
in 2009 with the Vikings was the highest of his career and 
he threw his 500th career TD pass with the Vikings in 2010.
