 The San Diego Chargers return to the road to take on the defending NFC Cham-
pion Carolina Panthers on Sunday, Dec. 11 at Bank of America Stadium in Char-
lotte, North Carolina. Kickoff is 10 a.m. PT.
 FOX Sports (Fox 5 in San Diego) will televise the game with veteran 
play-by-play man Sam Rosen and former NFL quarterback Brady 

Quinn calling the game from the booth, while Jennifer Hale reports 
from the fi eld.
 Carolina comes into Sunday’s game at 4-8. The Panthers have lost two straight 
and are 3-3 in their last six. They are 3-3 at home this season.

CHARGERS POSTGAME NOTES FROM WEEK 13 VS. TAMPA BAY
• Antonio Gates played in his 200th career game, tying Junior Seau and Russ 

Washington for the most games played by a full-time position player in franchise 
history. The only player to appear in more games is former long snapper David 

Binn, who played in 256 career games.

•  Center Matt Slauson also hit a milestone, playing in his 100th career game.

•  Philip Rivers passed for 225 yards to raise his career total to 44,800 and move 
past Drew Bledsoe (44,611) into 12th all-time. Rivers is the Chargers’ all-time 
leading passer.

•  Rivers’ longest pass of the day was a 40-yard touchdown to Tyrell Williams. It 
was Rivers’ 13th completion this season of 40 yards or longer, leaving him one 
shy of his career high (14) that he set in 2010. 

• Rivers threw two touchdowns against the Buccaneers to raise his season total 
to 25. It marked his ninth-straight season with 25 or more, the third-longest 
streak in NFL history. 

•  Williams caught a touchdown pass in his fourth straight game.
•  Melvin Gordon scored his 10th rushing touchdown of the season. It marked the 

16th time in franchise history and the fi rst since time 2010 (Mike Tolbert) that a 
Chargers player has achieved the feat.

•  Gordon fi nished the game with 138 yards from scrimmage to raise his season 
total to 1,411. It’s just the 17th time in franchise history that a player has topped 
1,400 yards in a season.

•  Casey Hayward recorded his League-leading seventh interception, a new career 
high. It equals the most by a Chargers defender since 2011 (seven). Hayward has 
a pick in four of the Chargers’ last fi ve games.

•  The Chargers are the only team in the NFL with a takeaway in every game this 
season. Dating back to last season, the Chargers have at least one takeaway in 18 
straight games. It’s the longest active streak in the NFL.

•  The Chargers held the Buccaneers to 81 yards rushing and now have held nine of 
their 12 opponents this season to less than 100 yards on the ground. 

•  Joey Bosa had the Chargers’ only sack to raise his season total to 5.5. He is sec-
ond on the team behind Melvin Ingram (six).

WHAT TO WATCH FOR VS. THE PANTHERS
• Antonio Gates is expected to play in his 201st career game on Sunday. It will set 

a new franchise record for the most games played by a full-time position player. 
The only player to appear in more games is former long snapper David Binn, who 
played in 256 career games.

• Gates has 109 career touchdown catches, second all-time among tight ends. He 
needs two to tie Tony Gonzalez (111) for most all-time at the position.

• Gates has a touchdown catch in three of the Chargers’ last fi ve games.

• The Chargers are the only team in the NFL with a takeaway in every game this 
season. Dating back to last season, the Chargers have at least one takeaway in 
18 straight games. It’s the longest active streak in the NFL.

• The Chargers have 24 total takeaways this season, second in the NFL behind 
Kansas City’s 25. The Bolts’ 15 interceptions lead the league, while the Char-
gers’ nine fumble recoveries are tied for seventh. The Chargers have scored 65 
points following takeaways this season, seventh in the NFL.

• The Chargers have scored defensive touchdowns in three games this season. 
All-time, the Chargers are 88-39 in games when they score a defensive touch-
down and 25-17 since 2000. 

• The Chargers are tied with New England for the NFL lead with seven touch-
downs on their fi rst offensive possession this season, including fi ve of the last 
seven games. 

• For the season, Philip Rivers has the highest passer rating (148.9) on game-
opening drives. He’s completed 33 of 39 for 450 yards with four touchdowns 
and no interceptions on opening drives this season.

• The Chargers also rank near the top of the league on their fi rst offensive pos-
session of the second half, tying for fourth in the NFL with 37 points. The 
Chargers have fi ve TDs and one FG on their opening drive of the third quarter.

• The Chargers own the NFL’s fourth-leading rush defense (89.1 yards per 
game) and have held nine of their 12 opponents this season to less than 100 
yards on the ground. 

• The Bolts have held three of the NFL’s top seven rushers this season in check. 
In Week 9, the Chargers held Tennessee’s DeMarco Murray, the League’s 
second-leading rusher, to 51 yards on 14 carries. In Week 10, the Chargers 
held Miami’s Jay Ajayi, the League’s seventh-leading rusher, to 79 yards on 
19 carries. And in Week 12, the Chargers held Houston’s Lamar Miller, the 
League’s eighth-leading rusher, to 57 yards on 19 carries. 

• Joey Bosa ranks second on the team behind Melvin Ingram (six) with 5.5 
sacks. Bosa’s 5.5 are tied for third in the NFL among all rookies. Bosa is tied 
for third with Tampa Bay’s Noah Spence. He and Spence were college team-
mates at Ohio State. 

• Josh Lambo has hit 47 career fi eld goals, seventh in franchise history. Lambo 
needs three more to reach 50 and move into a tie for sixth on the franchise’s 
all-time list with George Blair (1961-64). Lambo has hit 21 fi eld goals this 
season and 35 of 38 point after tries. His 98 total points are tied for 10th in 
the NFL. 

• Lambo’s had 59 of his 73 kickoffs go for touchbacks, most in the NFL.

FAMILIAR FACES
 Chargers outside linebacker Melvin Ingram was born in Hamlet, North Caro-
lina and prepped at Richmond County High School in Rockingham. Inside line-
backer Denzel Perryman’s older brother, Desmond Jr., played at North Caro-
lina Methodist. Quarterback Philip Rivers played collegiately at North Carolina 
State. A fi ve-time MVP in bowl games, Rivers is still the Wolfpack’s all-time 
leader for career passing yards, attempts, completions, touchdowns, comple-
tion percentage, and 300 and 400-yard games.
 Chargers General Manager Tom Telesco was a scouting assistant in Carolina 
from 1995-96 and an area scout in 1997. Head Coach Mike McCoy began 
coaching in 2000, joining Carolina as an offensive assistant. Just four weeks 
into his fi rst season with the Panthers, he was elevated to quarterbacks coach 
after the team’s position coach stepped down. McCoy would go on to spend 
nine seasons in Carolina, serving as wide receivers coach (2001), quarterbacks 
coach (2002-08) and passing game coordinator (2007-08). Carolina made three 
playoff appearances, won two division titles, went to two NFC Championship 
Games and played in Super Bowl XXXVIII (2003) while McCoy was on staff.
 Linebackers Coach Bob Babich coached at East Carolina from 1992-93. Of-
fensive Line Coach Jeff Davidson was Carolina’s offensive coordinator from 
2007-10. During his fi rst two seasons, (2007-08), McCoy was the Panthers’ 
quarterbacks coach and passing-game coordinator. Senior Offensive Assistant 
Fred Graves coached wide receivers in Carolina from 2011-12. Defensive Backs 
Coach Ron Milus was Carolina’s secondary coach from 2009-10. Assistant De-
fensive Backs Coach Chris Harris played for Carolina from 2007-09.

• Philip Rivers is expected to play in his 174th consecutive game on Sunday, 
which would tie Mike Scifres (2003-14) for the third in team history.

• Rivers has completed 13 passes this season of 40 yards or longer, second in 
the NFL to Atlanta’s Matt Ryan (15). Rivers needs just two more 40-plus yard 
completions to set a new career high. In 2010, he led the NFL with 14.

• Rivers next 300-yard passing game will be the 51st of his career, which would 
tie Dan Fouts’ franchise record.

• Melvin Gordon is the NFL’s fourth-leading rusher with 992 yards this season. 
He needs just eight more for the 20th 1,000-yard rushing season in franchise 
history and fi rst since Ryan Mathews had 1,255 in 2013.

• Gordon leads the Chargers and ranks fourth in the NFL with 12 touchdowns 
this season: 10 rushing and two receiving. Should Gordon score three more, 
it would mark the ninth time that a player in franchise history has scored 15 
or more touchdowns in a season. LaDainian Tomlinson did it six times, while 
Chuck Muncie and Lance Alworth each did it once. Tomlinson scored a fran-
chise-record 31 touchdowns in 2006.

• When Gordon reaches 1,000 rushing yards, he’ll become just the 11th player 
in franchise history and fi rst since LaDainian Tomlinson in 2008 to rush for 
1,000 yards and 10 touchdowns in a season.

• Gordon has three 40-plus yard rushes this season, tied for most in the NFL.

• Gordon has 1,411 total yards from scrimmage this season (992 rushing and 
419 receiving), to rank third in the NFL. With 89 more yards, Gordon would 
record just the 15th 1,500-yard season in franchise history. At his current rate 
of 117.6 yards per game, Gordon would fi nish the year with 1,811 scrimmage 
yards, which would be the fi fth highest for a season in franchise history.

• Tyrell Williams leads the Chargers with six touchdown catches, including a 
touchdown catch in the Chargers’ last four games. He’s the fi rst Chargers 
wide receiver since Vincent Jackson (2009) to catch a TD pass in four straight 
games. Should he catch one on Sunday in Carolina, he’d become the fi rst 
wide receiver since John Jefferson in 1980 with touchdown catches in fi ve 
straight. Jefferson caught TD passes in six straight during that ‘80 season.

• Williams leads the Chargers with 837 receiving yards. He’s 163 away from a 
1,000-yard season. Should he get there, it would mark the 36th 1,000-yard 
season in franchise history.

• Should Williams reach 1,000 yards receiving and catch 10 touchdown passes, 
it would mark just the 16th time in franchise history and the fi rst time since 
2005 (Gates) that a Chargers player reached both totals in a season.

• Williams leads the Chargers with a 15.8-yard receiving average (min. 10 rec.). 
He has 11 catches this season of 25 yards or longer, tied for second in the 
League.

• Hunter Henry has fi ve touchdown catches, tied for third in the NFL among all 
rookies. All fi ve have come in the Chargers’ last eight games.

• The Chargers are the only team in the NFL this season with 10 touchdowns 
scored by its running backs, wide receivers and tight ends. San Diego’s 10 TDs 
by it’s tight ends are most among any team in the League.

• The Chargers are averaging 27.8 points per game in 2016, fourth in the NFL. 
If the season were to end today, it would mark the ninth-highest average in 
franchise history. The all-time mark (32.0) was set by the 1982 squad during 
the nine-game strike-shortened season. The team mark for a full 16-game 
season is 30.8, set in 2006. Those are the only two times the Chargers have 
averaged more than 30.0 points per game. 

• The Chargers have scored 30 or more points fi ve times this season, tied with 
Carolina, Dallas and New England for fourth in the NFL. Only Atlanta and Oak-
land (seven) and New Orleans (six) have more 30-point games.

• Casey Hayward has set a new career high and he leads the NFL with seven 
interceptions. They are the most by a Chargers defender since 2011. Should 
he record one more, it would tie for the third-most in a season in franchise his-
tory and it will mark the most in a season by a player since Antonio Cromartie 

recorded a franchise-record 10 in 2007. Hayward has a pick in two straight 
and four of the Chargers’ last fi ve games.

• Eleven of the Chargers’ 12 games this season have been decided by eight 
points or less, tied with Detroit for most in the NFL.



 Panthers Head Coach Ron Rivera worked with the Chargers from 2007-10. He 
coached inside linebackers before taking over as the team’s defensive coordina-
tor midway through the 2008 season. Running game coordinator John Matsko 
coached at USC from 1987-91. Assistant Head Coach and Secondary Coach 
Steve Wilks oversaw the Chargers’ secondary from 2009-11. He added the 
title of assistant head coach in 2011. Director of Player Personnel Don Gregory 
worked as an area scout with the Chargers from 1995-99. College Scout Jeff 

Beathard, son of former Chargers General Manager Bobby Beathard, worked in 
the Chargers’ scouting department from 1994-02. Pro Scout Don Warren went 
to San Diego State. 
 Tackle Mike Remmers spent time with the Chargers in 2013. Mike Tolbert 

was a running back and special teams standout for the Chargers from 2008-11. 
Fozzy Whittaker played for San Diego in 2013. 
 Other Panthers with ties to Southern California include tight end Ed Dickson 
(Bellfl ower), defensive end Wes Horton (Sherman Oaks, Notre Dame HS and 
USC), linebacker Jared Norris (Bakersfi eld) and center Ryan Wendell (Diamond 
Bar). Practice squad tight end Pearce Slater attended San Diego State and is 
from Woodland Hills, Calif.

HEAD COACHES
 Mike McCoy is in his fourth season as head coach of the Char-
gers. He has won 28 games, including playoffs, in his fi rst three-
plus seasons with the team. He led the Chargers to the playoffs 
in his fi rst season in 2013 as the Bolts went 9-7 and won four 
straight and fi ve of their last six to close out the regular season, 
including a thrilling season-ending overtime win against Kansas City that 
vaulted the Chargers into the postseason. During that stretch, the Chargers 
defeated Kansas City twice, and Denver and Oakland once each to fi nish 4-2 
in the AFC West. McCoy then led the Chargers to a Wild Card Playoff win in 
Cincinnati for the franchise’s fi rst playoff victory since 2008. McCoy led the 
Chargers to a similar 9-7 mark in 2014.
 Prior to joining the Chargers, McCoy was the offensive coordinator in Den-
ver from 2010-12; the offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach in 2009; 
the quarterbacks and passing game coordinator in Carolina from 2007-08; 
the quarterbacks coach in Carolina from 2002-06; the wide receivers coach 
in Carolina in 2001, and the offensive assistant and quarterbacks coach in 
Carolina in 2000.
 Hired in 2011, Ron Rivera has guided Carolina to a Super Bowl appearance, 

an NFC Championship and three NFC South titles. He is a two-time
(2013 and 2015) Associated Press NFL Coach of the Year. In 2015, 
Rivera led the Panthers to the second Super Bowl appearance in 
team history following a franchise-best 15-1 record and their third 
consecutive NFC South championship. In the process, Carolina be-
came the fourth team in the Super Bowl era to start a season 14-0.

 Before joining the Panthers, Rivera coached the San Diego Chargers (2007-
10), Chicago Bears (2004-06, 1997-98) and Philadelphia Eagles (1999-03). In 
2006, the Bears appeared in Super Bowl XLI. 
 Rivera is just the third Latino head coach in NFL history, joining Tom Flores 
and Tom Fears. 
 A second-round draft choice in 1984 by Chicago, Rivera played nine seasons 
with the Bears. Primarily an outside linebacker, he was a member of the Bears’ 
1985 Super Bowl XX champion team.

NEVER A DOUBT
 On Oct. 23 in Atlanta, the Chargers overcame a 17-point second-quarter 
defi cit to defeat the Falcons 33-30 in overtime. It marked the third year in a 
row under Mike McCoy that the Chargers have overcome a 17-point defi cit 
to win a game. Only four other teams in NFL history have accomplished the 
feat. Among them, McCoy is only the fourth head coach to win games when 
trailing by 17 or more with the same team in three straight seasons. The oth-
ers are the New York Giants’ Steve Owens (1949-51), New Orleans’ Jim Has-

lett (2001-03) and Green Bay’s Mike McCarthy (2013-15).

 On Nov. 6 against Tennessee, the Chargers possessed the ball 
for a season-high 36:29 in handing the Titans a 43-35 defeat. 
The Chargers are now 3-1 this season and have won three 
straight and are 18-4 under Mike McCoy (since 2013) in which 
their time of possession is at least 34:00.

 Every team in the National Football League deals with inju-
ries, but the Chargers have been hit particularly hard by season-
ending injuries in 2016. Ten games into the season, the Chargers 
have already lost their only Pro Bowl player from 2015, their 
second and fourth-leading rushers from 2015, three of their top 
four pass catchers from 2015 and the team’s leading special teams tackler 
from 2015.

The Chargers had the ball last in regula-
tion but they were unable to score and the game went into overtime.
 Kansas City won the coin toss and took the football to start the extra pe-
riod. They drove 10 plays in 70 yards with quarterback Alex Smith scoring the 
game winner on a two-yard run 5:07 into overtime.

 The Chargers faced a hostile crowd on the road for a late-afternoon kickoff 
at Lucas Oil Stadium and it faced some early adversity, but the Bolts clawed 
their way back into the game. The Colts led 13-6 heading toward halftime 
when Jatavis Brown, subbing for an injured Manti Te’o, made a great play 
with a sack and forced fumble against Andrew Luck, which was recovered 
by Caraun Reid and returned 61 yards for a score to tie the game at 13-13. It 
was the eighth longest fumble return in franchise history and it was caused 
by Brown’s fi rst NFL sack and forced fumble.
 The Chargers then took their fi rst lead of the game early in the third quarter 
when Melvin Gordon capped a 12-play, 80-yard drive with a one-yard touch-

down run. The Colts’ Antonio Cromartie blocked the PAT, but the Bolts still 
led 19-13. Indianapolis answered with a touchdown to go back up 20-19, but 
the Bolts reclaimed the lead with a 27-yard Josh Lambo fi eld goal midway 
thru the fi nal quarter. After an exchange of punts, the Colts got the ball back 
down by two (22-20) with 2:29 left in the game. Down to potentially their 
fi nal play just before the two minute warning, Luck completed an eight-yard 
pass to Hilton on a 4th-and-7, and two plays later, he and Hilton hooked up 
again for a 63-yard score that gave the Colts the 26-22 lead.
 The Chargers re-took possession with 1:17 to play, but on the third play of 
their series, Hunter Henry was stripped by the Colts’ Clayton Geathers and 
the Colts went on to close out the victory.

 The Chargers lost a 13-point fourth quarter lead and fell to New Orleans, 35-
34, after the Saints converted two late turnovers into 14 fourth-quarter points.

The Chargers got the ball back one fi nal time with 
1:57 remaining, but facing a 4th-and-22, the Saints intercepted Philip Rivers 
and in turn ran out the clock to close out the come-from-behind victory.

 The Chargers lost yet another heartbreaker, falling to the Oakland Raiders, 34-
31 at the Oakland-Alameda Coliseum. It was a mistake-fi lled game for the Char-
gers, who lost four turnovers - two fumbles and two interceptions - and had a 
potential 36-yard game-tying fi eld goal with 2:07 remaining in the game go awry.
  Despite two interceptions and a lost fumble in the fi rst half, the Chargers 
took a 10-9 lead into the locker room at halftime, their touchdown courtesy of 
a 29-yard catch by Tyrell Williams. Oakland also turned over the ball once with 
nose tackle Brandon Mebane snagging his fi rst NFL interception on the game’s 
opening series. In the fi rst half, the Chargers’ defense held the Raiders out of 
the end zone, forcing four fi eld goal tries, one of which sailed wide right.
 The fl oodgates opened in the third quarter as the teams combined for 32 
points. The Chargers scored touchdowns on their fi rst two possessions of the 
quarter - the fi rst by Melvin Gordon and the second by Hunter Henry. Late in 

the third quarter, the Chargers held a 24-19 lead but all the momentum turned 
following a Gordon fumble. Oakland capitalized on the turnover and took a 27-
24 lead when Michael Crabtree reeled in a 21-yard touchdown catch on a 4th-
and-2 play. Oakland’s defense then forced a three-and-out which was followed 
by a 16-yard punt from rookie Drew Kaser that gave the Raiders excellent fi eld 
position. They took advantage of the miscue and scored another touchdown 
to go up 34-24. San Diego regained its footing and answered right back with a 
12-play touchdown drive to get back within three (34-31) on a four-yard touch-
down catch by Antonio Gates, which was followed by a three-and-out by San 
Diego’s defense.

 The Chargers won an overtime thriller in Atlanta, 33-30, as the team erased a 
second-quarter 17-point defi cit to win on a 42-yard fi eld goal by Josh Lambo.
 The Chargers got off to a fast start, taking the opening kickoff after win-
ning the coin toss and driving 75 yards for a two-yard touchdown run by 
Melvin Gordon, the fi rst of a career-high three scores on the day.
 The Chargers held the Falcons to a pair of fi eld goals in the fi rst quarter, but 
Atlanta exploded for 21 second-quarter points as they jumped out to a 27-10 
lead.

 The Chargers rode a career performance from Melvin Gordon and two de-
fensive touchdowns to the tune of a 43-35 win over the Tennessee Titans on 
Alumni Weekend at Qualcomm Stadium. 
 Gordon rushed for 196 of the Chargers’ 208 yards as he racked up 261 yards 
of total offense and scored a touchdown as the Bolts led early, fell behind and 
then outscored Tennessee 24-21 in the second half to win the game. San Di-
ego’s defense meanwhile held the NFL’s third-leading rushing attack to just 80 
yards, while Dwight Lowery and Brandon Flowers each scored touchdowns.
 The Chargers scored the game’s fi rst 16 points on a fi eld goal and a pair of 
touchdown passes from Philip Rivers to Antonio Gates and Tyrell Williams. 
Tennessee though got rolling in the second quarter with a couple touchdowns 
of their own that cut San Diego’s lead to 19-14 at the half.
 The Titans took the opening kickoff of the third quarter and put together a 
nine-play, 75-yard drive for their fi rst and only lead of the game. It was a lead 

the Chargers quickly erased on their ensuing possession when Gordon scored 
from a yard out to put the Bolts up 26-21. Then on Tennessee’s next posses-
sion, Korey Toomer forced a fumble that Lowery returned 36 yards for a score 
that put the Chargers up, 33-21. After an exchange of punts, the Titans closed 
the gap to fi ve early in the fourth quarter when Delanie Walker caught an 
eight-yard touchdown pass from Marcus Mariota that made the score 33-38.
 Aided by a 35-yard Gordon catch-and-run on their ensuing possession, the 
Chargers stretched the lead back out to eight (36-28) on Josh Lambo’s third 
fi eld goal of the game. Then three plays later on a 3rd-and-6 with just over fi ve 
minutes left in the game, Flowers undercut an out route and took the intercep-
tion 33 yards for a touchdown that gave the Bolts a 43-28 lead. Tennessee 
scored a late touchdown to get back within eight, but Gordon converted two 
huge third downs with runs of 47 and two yards lae in the fi nal quarter, and the 
Chargers took two kneeldowns to win the game, 43-35.

 The Chargers lost a heartbreaker, falling to the Miami Dolphins, 31-24, in a 
game that turned on a 60-yard interception return for a touchdown with 1:01 
left in the fourth quarter. It was one of an NFL record-tying four fourth-quarter 
interceptions by the Dolphins’ defense.
 The game was a see-saw battle that saw six different lead changes. The Char-
gers scored fi rst before the team’s traded touchdowns in the second quarter, 
including the 109th of Antonio Gates’ career, and San Diego led 10-7 at half.
 The Dolphins took a 14-10 lead to open the third quarter, but the Chargers 
came right back and Philip Rivers’ 300th career touchdown pass, a seven-yard-
er to Hunter Henry on 3rd-and-goal, gave the lead back to San Diego, 17-14.
 Miami re-took the lead, 21-17 on their next possession on an 18-yard touch-
down catch by Damien Williams. During the drive, the Chargers nearly sacked 
Ryan Tannehill on a 3rd-and-11, but he escaped and scrambled 18 yards for 
a fi rst down to keep the drive alive. The Chargers were forced to punt on their 
next drive, but the punt was muffed by Miami’s Jakeem Grant and recovered at 
the fi ve by Darrell Stuckey. The Chargers were unable to take advantage of the 

takeaway however as Rivers was intercepted by Tony Lippett on a 2nd-and-goal 
play from the two and Miami maintained the 21-17 lead.
 Still down four, the Chargers got the ball again after a three-and-out by the de-
fense, but again Rivers was picked off, this time by Byron Maxwell. The Chargers 
did capitalize on another three-and-out by their defense, this time re-claiming 
the lead when Rivers hit a wide open Tyrell Williams for a 51-yard catch-and-run 
to put the Bolts up 24-21 with 4:04 left in the game.
 Unfortunately, Miami answered right back once again with a fi eld goal drive 
that was aided by a 56-yard completion and a roughing the passer penalty. Rook-
ie Trevor Williams made a key play to break up a pass in the end zone on third 
down, but the Dolphins still kicked a fi eld goal to tie the game, 24-24. 
 The Chargers got the ball back with 2:47 remaining and they advanced to Mi-
ami’s 42, but on a 1st-and-10, Kiko Alonso intercepted a pass intended for Wil-
liams and returned it 60 yards for the go-ahead touchdown. San Diego had one 
last gasp with 1:01 remaining and no timeouts, but Lippett intercepted Rivers for 
the second time in the quarter and Miami ran out the clock for the 31-24 win.

 The Chargers came away with a key post-Thanksgiving win, handing the Hous-
ton Texans a 21-13 defeat at NRG Stadium. Philip Rivers keyed the offense with 
three touchdown passes, while San Diego’s defense recorded four takeaways, 
including three picks off Houston’s Brock Osweiler.
 The game got off to a slow start with a scoreless fi rst quarter before the teams 
combined for 21 points in the second. Houston scored fi rst on a one-yard leap by 
Osweiler, but the Bolts answered right back with Dontrelle Inman getting open 
on a double-move and catching a 52-yard bomb from Rivers to tie the game 
at 7-7.

 The Chargers’ two fi rst-half touchdowns came courtesy of a 35-yard catch by 
Dontrelle Inman on the game’s opening possession and a two-yard run by Mel-

vin Gordon. Tampa Bay’s lone score came on a two-yard run by Doug Martin.
 Philip Rivers passed for 225 yards to move into 12th place on the NFL’s all-
time list and he threw a pair of touchdown passes, but Tampa Bay recorded two 

key interceptions in the second half that proved decisive. In the third quarter, 
linebacker Lavonte David returned a tipped pass 15 yards for a touchdown that 
gave Tampa Bay their fi rst lead of the game, 17-14.

 Since taking over as general manager in 2013, Tom Telesco has 
almost completely turned over the Chargers’ roster. Forty-eight of 
the 54 players on the team’s Week 1 roster (the team received a 
roster exemption for Joey Bosa) joined the Chargers since Telesco 
took over.
