Giving back to Northeast Ohio is a core value of the Cleveland Browns organization, and Browns Give 

Back creates a measurable, thoughtful and impactful approach to enrich the communities in which we 

live, work and play through financial contributions and service projects.

The Browns’ philanthropic efforts through the Cleveland Browns Foundation, Community  

Relations and personal giving from Dee and Jimmy Haslam, coaches, players and the rest of the Browns  

organization are now unified together under the Browns Give Back platform. The target of these  

endeavors is devoted to three focus areas: EDUCATION, YOUTH FOOTBALL and the team’s  

signature FIRST AND TEN volunteer initiative. 

BROWNS GIVE BACK
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Education is a core focus area of Browns Give Back and the organization identified three areas  
of impact—school attendance, early learning and college and career readiness. Browns Give Back  
strategically provides grants and other resources to local non-profits to help identify opportunities, remove 
barriers and provide supports for students to empower them for a lifetime of independence and success.

SCHOOL ATTENDANCE:

Research confirms that  school attendance matters! Chronically absent students substantially lowers the nation’s 
educational outcomes on test scores and graduation rates.

However, The Cleveland Metropolitan School District (CMSD) examined its own student data and identified the crit-
ical threshold for Cleveland students’ academic success as missing 10 days of school a year—which is only one day 
a month! This analysis prompted CMSD to team up with the Cleveland Browns in 2015 to launch the first city-wide 
campaign promoting the importance of school attendance. 

The first year of the campaign was focused on raising awareness about this important issue, and getting families 
and communities to act towards making education a priority for their children. This included billboards, yard 
signs, home visits, radio spots and incentives for students. However, year two of the campaign is shifting its focus 
on the structural barriers of school attendance, such as clothing, transportation, and health.

As part of the Browns’ dedication to  
education, youth and high school 
football and Cleveland, Dee and Jim-
my Haslam and the Browns organi-
zation announced in May 2016 the 
commitment to provide five Cleveland 
Metropolitan School District (CMSD) 
fields with high-quality synthetic turf 
during the next two years. During the 
community impact project’s plan-
ning stages, CMSD identified five 
fields that would provide the most  
significant results throughout the city.  
Three fields – Roye Kidd Field, James F. 
Rhodes Field and Bump Taylor – were  
completed for the start of the 2016 
high school football season, while John 
Adams Field and John Marshall Field are 
set to complete construction, Fall 2017.

The Senate League fields, available to 
all CMSD schools, are lined to accom-
modate multiple sports to offer more 
students opportunities to benefit 
from the upgraded playing surfac-
es. Through the project, the Cleve-
land Muny League, CMSD physical  
education classes and local community 
members will now receive additional 
access to the fields, given many time 
limitations related to grass field main-
tenance have been eliminated with the 
implementation of synthetic turf.

Launching in 2017, the Browns and lo-
cal youth football organizations across 
the country will host USA Football 
Rookie Tackle pilot programs this fall 
to further introduce and evaluate the 
new education and skills- 
progression focused version of the 
sport.

USA Football’s Rookie Tackle was creat-
ed to provide a playing structure and 
format to serve as a youth football de-
velopment bridge between flag football 
and 11-player tackle. In line with other 
sports’ models, Rookie Tackle will offer 
young participants an opportunity to 
be introduced to or progressively learn 
more about football fundamentals, 
strategy and the game itself prior to 
advancing to full 11-on-11, 100-yard 
competition that is equivalent to the 
high school, collegiate and profession-
al ranks.

The Cleveland Browns are the first NFL 
team to help coordinate USA Football’s 
“modified tackle” football scrimmages 
and a Rookie Tackle pilot league within 
their home market  
as the two organizations continue 
their partnership and dedication to 
advance youth players’ enjoyment of 
playing the country’s most popular 
sport.

BROWNS GIVE BACK
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Designed for 7-on-7 competition but 
may also accommodate six to eight 
players per team

A smaller playing field of 40 yards-
by-35 yards, allowing for two games 
to be played at the same time

Each team is allowed one coach in 
the huddle at all times to help in-
struct players

Each individual player learns of-
fensive and defensive positions, 
as well as at least one position 
inside and outside of the tackles  
(i.e., a line position and a skill posi-
tion, no matter player’s individual 
size)

Players required to rotate positions 
to help gain a comprehensive un-
derstanding of the sport’s funda-
mentals

All players, including linemen, begin 
each play in a two-point stance

No special teams plays, including 
punts, kickoffs or field goals

HIGH SCHOOL GAME OF THE WEEK

HELMETS, in association with Ohio Lottery, University Hospitals and Xenith aims to advance player safety by awarding an 
eligible Ohio area high school football program with $25,000 in new Xenith football helmets. As a prerequisite, programs must 
commit to enhancing player health and safety by enrolling in USA Football’s medically endorsed Heads Up Football® program, 
which offers certification clinics to educate coaches about concussion recognition and response protocols, proper equip-
ment fitting, shoulder tackling, heads up blocking, heat emergency preparedness and hydration, and sudden cardiac arrest.

The Cleveland Browns High School Game of the Week (HSGOTW) returns this fall for the eighth consec-
utive year, with Lake Erie College of Osteopathic Medicine (LECOM) returning as the program’s associ-
ate partner. Since the program began, more than 7 million votes have been submitted for weekly match-
ups posted on ClevelandBrowns.com, making the Game of the Week page one of the most visited pages on  
ClevelandBrowns.com. Last season, 10 programs won $2,500, while Lorain’s Dave McFarland received an additional $5,000 
for the Titans football program after being named the Cleveland Browns High School Coach of the Year.

Each November, Browns players, alumni and staff, as well as the Browns Women Organization, #give10 
at the Greater Cleveland Food Bank by preparing Thanksgiving meals and packaging food items to be 
sent to local shelters, food pantries and food sites throughout Northeast Ohio. The gathering is one 
of many jointly hosted events by the Browns and Greater Cleveland Food Bank as the groups fight 
hunger and help ensure families have access to nutritious meals throughout the year, particularly 
during high times of need like the winter holidays. The Browns and Greater Cleveland Food Bank 
also host Taste of the Browns each year, a tasting with Cleveland’s top chefs that raises money and 
awareness about hunger in the local community.

BROWNS GIVE BACK AT GREATER CLEVELAND FOOD BANK

TICKET SALES & SERVICE
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On Aug. 2, 2012, Dee, Jimmy and the Haslam family 
agreed to purchase the Cleveland Browns. The sale 
was unanimously approved by NFL owners on Oct. 16, 
2012, and the closing took place on Oct. 25.

While leading the Browns, the Haslams created three 
primary focuses to set the team’s culture in Cleveland 
and help direct all important processes and decisions 
for the organization. The club’s standard is centered 
on providing a consistently winning team on the foot-
ball field; taking exceptional care of the team’s fans 
by providing a premier experience throughout the 
year; and striving to make a positive impact in the 
Northeast Ohio community with an emphasis on edu-
cation, youth football and community engagement 
through volunteerism. 

The Haslams are committed to restoring champion-
ship football in Cleveland. Following the 2015 season, 
Jimmy spoke about the importance of getting the 
right people in the right place and making sure they 
work extremely well together. The Haslams appointed 
Sashi Brown executive vice president of football oper-
ations and hired Paul DePodesta as chief strategy of-
ficer as they began a search for the next head coach 
of the Cleveland Browns. Ten days later, the Haslams 
announced the hiring of Hue Jackson as the team’s 
16th full-time head coach. 

To best position the team for success, Dee and Jimmy 
have consistently invested in the organization and 
its facilities to provide the best resources available, 
while working diligently and responsibly in partner-
ship with the City of Cleveland and the City of Berea. 

Prior to the 2016 season, the Haslams and the City 
of Berea agreed to invest nearly $15 million in the 
team’s training facility. The development resulted 
in first-class amenities throughout the building, to 
create a best-in- class environment not only for the 
team’s coaches and players but for every member of 
the organization. Through the construction, the team 
renovated 25,000 square feet of space, added 25,000 
square feet to the facility and redesigned the locker 
room, player meeting rooms, player lounge, cafeteria 
and training room and installed a lap pool and new hot 

and cold tubs. The renovation also included the addi-
tion of a 4,600 square-foot, fully-staffed wellness cen-
ter to ensure the optimal social, mental and physical 
health of every Browns employee. 

From 2014-2015, FirstEnergy Stadium, in partnership 
with the City of Cleveland, received $125 million of up-
grades to modernize the interior and exterior of the 
stadium. All facets of the project – which included new 
videoboards, additional lower bowl seating, new and 
refurbished club and premium spaces, upgraded food 
and beverage selections and more – were incorporated 
with the mission to provide Browns fans an enhanced 
in-game experience, while also improving the team’s 
home-field advantage.

MAKING A DIFFERENCE
Dee and Jimmy are immersed in numerous philanthrop-
ic endeavors. Upon becoming owners of the Browns, 
they quickly engaged themselves in the Northeast Ohio 
community. 

In 2017, the Browns’ philanthropic efforts through 
the Cleveland Browns Foundation, Community Rela-
tions and personal giving from owners Dee and Jimmy 
Haslam, coaches, players and the rest of the Browns 
organization were unified with the launch of “Browns 
Give Back.”

The Haslams established a focus and direction for the 
Browns Give Back initiative, to make a continuing im-
pact in education, youth football and community en-
gagement through volunteerism. They have invested 
$10 million in Breakthrough Charter Schools, which 
helps provide equal educational opportunities for lo-
cal youths throughout greater Cleveland. The couple 
has also made a substantial gift to Cleveland’s public 
schools, helping to refurbish many of the city’s athletic 
fields.

In 2016 as part of the their dedication to education, 
youth and high school football and Cleveland, Dee and 
Jimmy announced a commitment to provide five Cleve-
land Metropolitan School District (CMSD) fields with 
high-quality synthetic turf during the next two years. 
Three fields — Roye Kidd Field, James F. Rhodes Field

and Bump Taylor Field — were renovated before the 
start of the 2016 high school football season while the 
Browns broke ground on John Adams Field and John 
Marshall Field this spring. The fields will be available 
to all CMSD schools and will be lined to accommodate 
multiple sports to offer more students opportunities to 
benefit from the upgraded playing surfaces.

Dee is also committed to the betterment of the North-
east Ohio community through her active involvement 
as a member of the board of directors for the United 
Way of Greater Cleveland (Executive Council); University 
Hospitals Systems; and the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame. 
She also serves on the boards of the University of Ten-
nessee Foundation; University of Tennessee College of 
Business; the Emerald Youth Foundation; State Collab-
orative on Reforming Education (SCORE) in Tennessee; 
and is the acting chair of Lakeshore Park. 

In May of 2017, Dee was appointed by Governor Jeb 
Bush to ExcelinEd’s Board of Directors, which is a foun-
dation that has become a national leader in the educa-
tion reform movement. She was also awarded an hon-
orary doctorate after delivering the commencement 
speech at Baldwin Wallace University.

Dee’s professional association memberships include: 
Academy of Television Arts and Sciences; Women in 
Council Cleveland; Women in Cable Telecommunica-
tions; International Women’s Forum; C200; and the So-
ciety of International Business Fellows.

Dee and Jimmy also helped co-found the Haslam Schol-
ars Program in 2008. The program offers unique in-
depth academic enrichment for top students at the 
University of Tennessee. 

Jimmy also serves on the boards of the National As-
sociation of Truckstop Operators and Anderson Media 
Corporation. In 2006, he served as Tennessee state-
wide campaign chair for Bob Corker, now a United 
States Senator. Jimmy was also the 2010 Tennessee 
statewide campaign chair for Governor Bill Haslam. In 
2010, he was named a recipient of the Ernst & Young 
Entrepreneur of the Year award for the Southeast 
region. In October 2011, Jimmy was recognized as a 
“Significant Sig” by the Sigma Chi Foundation. He also 
received the University of Tennessee Distinguished 
Alumni Award.	

This past June, Jimmy was honored by the Cleveland 
branch of the NAACP at its 105th Anniversary Celebra-
tion Freedom Fund Dinner.

To help further advance the NFL, Jimmy is a member 
of the league’s business ventures, media, and Hall of 
Fame committees, while Dee serves on the legislative 
and conduct committees.

The Haslams’ received their first award as members of 
the NFL in 2014 when they were recognized by the Fritz 
Pollard Alliance with the Paul ‘Tank” Younger Award for 
promoting diversity within NFL front offices. 

BEYOND SPORTS
A native a Knoxville, Tenn., Jimmy also serves as CEO of 
Pilot Flying J, a position he has held since 1996. In 1976, 
he joined Pilot Corporation, a company his family found-
ed in 1958. In those 41 years, Pilot Travel Centers has 
grown annual gallon sales from approximately 125 mil-
lion to 8 billion. Today, Pilot Flying J has grown its net-
work from seven states in the Southeast to 43 states 
in the U.S., and six Canadian provinces, with more than 
750 travel centers and travel plazas.	

Dee, an Emmy-nominated TV producer, is also execu-
tive producer and CEO of RIVR Media Companies. Since 
launching RIVR Media in 1999, Dee has been the ex-
ecutive producer for ground breaking series such as 
“Trading Spaces,” “Whale Wars,” “World Series of Poker,” 
“Renovation Realities,” “Fat Guys in the Woods,” and 
“Escaping Polygamy.” Recently, RIVR was named a Re-
alscreen’s Global 100 TV production company. In June 
of 2012, Dee started Nest Features, an independent 
film company that produces films in and about the 
American South. Prior to RIVR’s launch, she worked in 
various production roles with Bagwell Communications 
and Cinetel Productions.

In 2008, the Haslams’ became part owner of the Pitts-
burgh Steelers, marking the first time ownership of the 
franchise expanded beyond the Rooney and McGinley 
families. The Haslams kept that stake until taking con-
trol of the Browns.

The Haslams have three adult children and five grand-
children.
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Sashi Brown was named executive vice president, foot-
ball operations of the Cleveland Browns on January 3, 
2016. Brown, who leads Cleveland’s football operations, 
is responsible for implementing the football team’s 
short- and long-term visions and strategies, oversight 
of scouting functions and management of the roster 
and salary cap. Brown is in his 13th NFL season. He pre-
viously served as Cleveland’s executive vice president/
general counsel for three seasons (2013-15), when he 
served the franchise in both football and business ca-
pacities.

While overseeing Cleveland’s roster and salary cap, 
Brown also works closely with Chief Strategy Officer 
Paul DePodesta, Head Coach Hue Jackson and Vice 
Presidents of Player Personnel Andrew Berry and Ken 
Kovash. 

Since assuming his current role, Brown worked along-
side Dee and Jimmy Haslam to recruit and hire Head 
Coach Hue Jackson. Under Brown’s leadership, Cleve-
land added 10 players during the 2017 NFL Draft, includ-
ing three first round picks. In 2016, the Browns bol-
stered their roster with 14 selections – the most among 
all teams and the most by the Browns since 1979. The 
Browns have also acquired significant resources to 
continue to improve the team in future years with an 
additional first-round pick and two extra second-round 
picks in 2018. 

This past offseason, Brown directed the team’s efforts 
to retain several core players, including OL Joel Bitonio, 
LB Jamie Collins Sr. and LB Christian Kirksey, as well 
as adding veteran talent through free agency with the 
signings of WR Kenny Britt, OL JC Tretter and OL Kevin 
Zeitler.  

Prior to being elevated to his current role, Brown di-
rected Cleveland’s football administration function, 
including management of the salary cap, negotiations 
of player contracts and various strategic initiatives. He 
also led negotiations to extend Pro Bowl DB Joe Haden 
and played a key role in acquiring free agents.
            

On the business side, Brown’s duties included contract 
negotiation, government affairs, employment matters, 
insurance and risk management, licensing and intellec-
tual property issues and litigation management. In his 
first two years with the club, Brown negotiated several 
notable deals, including the team’s agreement with the 
City of Cleveland, facilitating a $125 million renovation 
of FirstEnergy Stadium; a first-of-its kind broadcast 
rights agreement with radio partners CBS and ESPN/
Good Karma Radio; cornerstone corporate partnerships 
with Anheuser Busch and Pepsi; and the club’s agree-
ment with University Hospitals to establish a world-
class medical services program for Browns players. 

Before joining Cleveland, Brown spent eight seasons 
(2005-2012) with the Jacksonville Jaguars. During his 
tenure with Jacksonville, Brown worked on both the 
football and business sides of the franchise’s opera-
tions. He most recently served as senior vice president 
and general counsel. 

Prior to his tenure at Jacksonville, Brown served as 
an attorney in the Business Transactions group of the 
Washington D.C.-based law firm, Wilmer, Cutler, Picker-
ing, Hale and Dorr. In his private practice, Brown rep-
resented clients in a variety of transactions, including 
venture capital and private equity deals, financings and 
mergers and acquisitions.  
            
Throughout his career, Brown has a long history of civic 
involvement. Since joining Cleveland, Brown has served 
on the boards of directors for the Cleveland Browns 
Foundation and Cleveland Development Advisors. He is 
also on the Board of Trustees of Hampton University. 

In 2015, the Sports Business Journal named Brown 
to their “Forty Under 40” list. He joins Browns execu-
tive vice president/chief revenue officer Brent Stehlik 
(2013) as one of two members of the club’s executive 
team to be named to the prestigious list. 

Brown resides in Shaker Heights with his wife, Paige, 
and two sons, Robeson and Ellison, and daughter, Zora.

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Paul DePodesta was named the Browns’ Chief Strategy 
Officer on January 5, 2015. DePodesta came to Cleve-
land after spending 20 seasons in Major League Base-
ball. During his time in MLB, DePodesta was the only 
executive in the league to win divisional titles with five 
different organizations.

DePodesta is tasked with implementing systems and 
processes to strengthen the Browns organization and 
decision making. In this role, he works closely with EVP 
of Football Operations Sashi Brown, Head Coach Hue 
Jackson and members of the player development, high 
performance and analytics departments to maximize 
efforts.

DePodesta joined the Browns from the New York Mets, 
where he served as the vice president of player devel-
opment and amateur scouting for five seasons (2011-
15). In his time in New York, DePodesta was part of a 
front office that took the Mets from a 79-83 record 
and fourth-place divisional finish in 2010 to a Divisional 
title, National League Championship and World Series 
appearance in 2015. 

Prior to the Mets, DePodesta spent five seasons (2006-
10) with the San Diego Padres, first as a special assis-

tant for baseball operations and then executive vice 
president. Before San Diego, he served as the General 
Manager for the Los Angeles Dodgers from 2004-05. In 
his first season with the Dodgers, the team had its first 
playoff victory in 15 years.

Before his time as a general manager, DePodesta spent 
five years (1999-03) as the Assistant General Manager 
with the Oakland Athletics, where the A’s won three Di-
visional titles and one wild card. 

DePodesta began his MLB career as an intern in player 
development in 1996 for the Cleveland Indians before 
becoming the Major League advance scout for the 
1997-98 seasons and later the special assistant to the 
GM.

He served as an intern for the Canadian Football 
League’s Baltimore Stallions in 1995.

In 2003, DePodesta was recognized by Fortune on its 
“40 under 40” list as a top-10 innovator. 

A native of Alexandria, Va., DePodesta graduated cum 
laude from Harvard in 1995. He played football and 
baseball for the Crimson.

The NFL selected the Cleveland Browns to host the Minnesota Vikings at Twickenham Stadium in 
Week 8 for one of league’s  2017 London Games. The Browns-Vikings matchup is one of four regular 
season games scheduled in London next year, the most in league history, and Cleveland’s first-ever 
regular season game outside of the United States. Including 2017 contests, the NFL will have held 21 
games in the UK since 2007 with 27 of the league’s 32 teams playing at least once in either London 
or Mexico during that time. Through the league’s commitment to growing the game internationally, 
all 32 teams are expected to participate in the NFL’s International Series. From 2007-2017, 12 differ-
ent clubs will have hosted a game outside of the United States. Since the league first held multiple 
games in London in 2013, 22 teams have been scheduled for at least one game in London or Mexico, 
including all four AFC North clubs. 

BROWNS IN LONDON
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David Jenkins is in his 14th season with the Browns, 
third as executive vice president and fifth as chief fi-
nancial officer. Jenkins oversees all finance-related 
components of the organization, including budgeting 
and strategic planning, financial reporting, audit and 
risk management. In 2016, Jenkins’ responsibilities 
were expanded to oversee all stadium, business ana-
lytics, information technology, legal and operations ef-
forts. He also oversees government relations, working 
closely with the City of Cleveland and City of Berea on 
club related matters.
  
Jenkins initially joined the Browns in October 2004 as 
a financial and business analyst. He has also served as 
the club’s director of finance (2006), vice president of 
finance (2007-10) and senior vice president of finance 
& administration (2010-12). In 2007, he was the team’s 
representative at the National Football League’s man-
agement training program at Stanford University and 
was a participant in the Leadership Cleveland Class of 
2009.

A Certified Public Accountant in the State of Ohio, Jen-
kins began his professional career at Arthur Andersen 
LLP, where he served as a senior auditor from 1997-
2002. He also worked in business development and au-
diting at KPMG LLP, Proviti Inc. and STERIS Corporation 
prior to joining the Browns.

Jenkins is a member of the board of directors for the 
Cleveland Browns Foundation, the Downtown Cleveland 
Alliance, the Greater Cleveland Food Bank and Lake-
wood Catholic Academy, and previously served on the 
boards of the MetroHealth Foundation, Cuyahoga Com-
munity College Foundation, Achievement Centers for 
Children and the Berea Chamber of Commerce. He also 
previously served as an adjunct professor at his alma 
mater, Baldwin-Wallace University, where he taught a 
class on finance in the sports industry.

Jenkins earned his B.S. in Business Administration from 
Baldwin-Wallace in 1997. He now resides in Westlake 
with his wife, Ada, and sons, Tony and Sonny.

In May 2016, the Browns named St. Ignatius Head 
Football Coach Chuck Kyle youth football advi-
sor. The Browns have further incorporated the 
renowned coach’s experience and expertise into 
the team’s long-standing dedication to youth and 
high school football in Ohio. Kyle also remains on 
the St. Ignatius faculty and continues to lead the 
Wildcats football team and students. 

In addition to coaching at many Browns youth and 
high school football clinics and leading multiple 
Moms Clinics at the team facility, Kyle serves as 
a member of the National USA Football Advisory 
Committee and USA Football Heads Up Football’s 
inaugural class of Master Trainers. A member 
of the National Federation of State High School 
Association Hall of Fame Class of 2016, Kyle 
became head coach at St. Ignatius in 1983 and has led his alma mater to three national champi-
onships, an Ohio-best 11 state football championships and a state-record 22 consecutive playoff 
appearances from 1988-2009. He was USA Today’s High School Coach of the year in 1989 and 
1993 and was honored with Lifetime Achievement Awards from the Greater Cleveland Sports 
Commission and Ohio High School Football Coaches Association Hall of Fame.

BROWNS YOUTH FOOTBALL ADVISOR CHUCK KYLE
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Brent Stehlik is in his fifth year with the Cleveland 
Browns after joining the organization as executive vice 
president/chief revenue officer in January 2013. He cur-
rently oversees all aspects of revenue generation for 
the franchise, including ticket operations, sales and 
retention, suite and premium sales, corporate partner-
ship sales and activation, concessions and merchan-
dising and the booking of special events.

Under Stehlik’s leadership, the Browns established or-
ganizational sales records for new season ticket, club 
seat and suite sales in three consecutive years and has 
surpassed revenue goals in every single season since 
he joined the team. The team implemented new premier 
club areas in 2015, as well as fully modernized all suites 
and existing clubs, during the final phase of FirstEnergy 
Stadium’s two-year renovation project. Additionally, the 
Browns have expanded the team’s corporate partner-
ship efforts to now include more diverse categories 
and prominent new partners while continually strength-
ening relationships with long-term core partners. 

In 2013, Stehlik was named a recipient of the presti-
gious Sports Business Journal “Forty Under 40” Award.

Prior to joining the Browns, Stehlik was senior vice 
president of business operations for the San Diego 
Padres (2010-12), where he managed all aspects of 
revenue generation and marketing. With Stehlik at the 
helm, the Padres saw dramatic growth in ticket, suite 
and corporate partnership sales that resulted in a 
number of milestones for the organization. During his 
first two seasons with the Padres, Stehlik also oversaw 
ballpark operations, as well as the acquisition of the 
Tucson Padres (Triple-A) in 2010. 

Stehlik has held additional roles as director of business 
development for the Dallas Cowboys, vice president of 
ticket sales and service for the Arizona Diamondbacks, 
chief operating officer of the Frisco RoughRiders (MiLB/
Texas League) and director of group sales for the Tam-
pa Bay Lightning. 

A native of Lakewood, Ohio, Stehlik graduated from the 
University of Mount Union in 1999 with a bachelor of 
arts degree in sport business and a double minor in 
business administration and computer information 
systems.

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Chris Cooper is in his fourth season with the Browns as 
director of football administration and his 10th season 
in the NFL. 

In his role, Cooper works closely with EVP Sashi Brown, 
as well as the coaching and player personnel depart-
ments, to reach and execute player contracts, manage 
the team’s salary cap and oversee areas related to the 
Browns’ relationship with the NFL and NFLPA. 

Cooper has played a key role in the team’s efforts to 
build its roster, including negotiating contracts with 
players and their representatives for rookies, free 
agents and members of the active roster. This past 
season, he was highly involved in the Browns’ ability 
to reach long-term contracts with OL Joel Bitonio, LB 
Jamie Collins Sr. and LB Christian Kirksey, in addition to

Hue Jackson was named the 16th full-time head coach 
in Cleveland Browns history by Dee and Jimmy Haslam 
on January 13, 2016. He has 30 years of coaching 
experience, including the last 16 in the NFL. He has 
spent 10 seasons coaching in the AFC North, during 
which time he helped his team advance to the post-
season seven times. Jackson was head coach of the 
Oakland Raiders in 2011 and guided the team to an 
8-8 record. He has also served as offensive coordi-
nator in Washington (2003), Atlanta (2007), Oakland 
(2010) and Cincinnati (2014-15). 

In his first year with Cleveland, he helped the Browns 
finish second in the NFL with a 4.89 rushing average, 
the team’s best mark since 1966. Linebacker Chris-
tian Kirksey finished third in the NFL with 148 tackles, 
while left tackle Joe Thomas was selected to his 10th 
career Pro Bowl. 

Jackson helped develop one of the youngest teams 
in NFL history. The Browns opened the 2016 season 
with 17 rookies on their 53-man roster, the most by an 
NFL team in a season opener since 2002. First-round 
pick wide receiver Corey Coleman was named NFL 
Rookie of the Week after a 104-yard, two touchdown 
performance in Week 2. Second-round pick defensive 
lineman Emmanuel Ogbah recorded a team-best 5.5 
sacks, tied for the fourth-most by a Browns rookie. 
Third-round pick quarterback Cody Kessler registered 
the second-highest single-game passing yardage to-
tal by a Browns rookie with 336 in Week 6. 

Prior to joining the Browns, Jackson spent the previ-
ous four seasons (2012-15) with the Cincinnati Ben-
gals. During that time, he helped the Bengals to two 
division titles and a trip to the postseason all four 
years. In 2012, he served as secondary/assistant spe-
cial teams coach before coaching the running backs 
in 2013. Jackson spent 2014-15 as offensive coordi-
nator. 

With Jackson as coordinator in 2015, the Bengals of-
fense finished third in the AFC in yards per play (5.7) 
and points per game (26.2). He was voted by the Pro-
fessional Football Writers of America (PFWA) as the 

Co-Assistant Coach of the Year as quarterback Andy 
Dalton set a career high and franchise record with a 
106.3 rating, which led the AFC and was second in the 
NFL. After losing Dalton to injury in Week 14, Jackson 
guided quarterback A.J. McCarron to a 2-1 record in 
the final three games of the season as the Bengals 
clinched the AFC North title. The Cincinnati running 
game produced two 700-yard rushers in Jeremy Hill 
(794) and Giovani Bernard (730) for the first time since 
1988. Tight end Tyler Eifert experienced a breakout 
season after hauling in 13 touchdown receptions, the 
most by a Bengals tight end in franchise history and 
the most by a Cincinnati player since 2001. Wide re-
ceiver A.J. Green added 10 receiving touchdowns on 86 
receptions for 1,297 yards. Eifert, Green and left tackle 
Andrew Whitworth were selected to the Pro Bowl. 

In Jackson’s first year as offensive coordinator for Cin-
cinnati in 2014, the run game posted its highest yards 
per game average (134.1) since 2000. Dalton passed for 
3,398 yards and Green totaled 1,041 receiving yards. 
Hill led all NFL rookies with 1,124 rushing yards, the 
second-most by a Bengals rookie in team history.

After spending the 2010 season as the Raiders of-
fensive coordinator, Jackson was promoted to head 
coach in 2011. Oakland finished the year 8-8 and tied 
for first in the AFC West but missed the postseason 
via tiebreaker. The 8-8 mark was the best record by 
any Raiders team since 2002. The Raiders finished 
ninth in the NFL in total offense (379.5 yards per 
game) and seventh in rushing offense (131.9).

Before joining the Raiders, Jackson spent two sea-
sons (2008-09) as quarterbacks coach for Baltimore, 
helping the Ravens advance to the playoffs both 
years. He was vital in the development of Joe Flacco, 
who was named NFL Rookie of the Year in 2008 and 
became the first rookie quarterback to win two play-
off games as the Ravens advanced to the AFC Cham-
pionship game. 

From 2004-06, Jackson served as the Bengals wide 
receivers coach, helping develop one of the best wide 
receiver tandems in NFL history with Chad Johnson 
and T.J. Houshmandzadeh. During that span, the two 
combined to average 173.3 catches, 2,363.3 receiving 
yards and 15 touchdowns per season. In 2005, John-
son led the AFC with 1,432 receiving yards. In 2006, 
Johnson and Houshmandzadeh became the first 
Bengals duo to each top 1,000 receiving yards in the 
same season. 

Jackson gained his first fulltime NFL experience with 
Washington, where he served as the running backs 
coach from 2001-02, before being promoted to offen-
sive coordinator in 2003. Under Jackson’s tutelage, run-
ning back Stephen Davis led the NFC with 1,432 rushing 
yards in 2001.  

Jackson spent 14 years coaching on the college level, 
going from a graduate assistant at Pacific all the way to 
offensive coordinator at Southern California. He spent 
four seasons (1997-2000) as USC’s offensive coordina-
tor, where he also helped to recruit and develop players, 
including quarterback Carson Palmer, who went on to 
win the Heisman Trophy and be selected No. 1 overall 
in the NFL draft. 

He was a minority coaching fellowship intern with the 
Los Angeles Rams in 1990, Arizona Cardinals in 1992 
and Washington Redskins in 1995. He also served as 
the running backs/wide receivers/special teams coach 
for the London Monarchs of the World League in 1991. 

Born Oct. 22, 1965, Jackson was a quarterback at Pa-
cific from 1985-86 and threw for 2,544 yards and 19 
touchdowns. The Los Angeles native also lettered in 
basketball and earned his degree in physical education. 

Jackson and his wife, Michelle, have three daughters, 
Jordyn, Baylee and Haydyn.

Gregg Williams was named the Browns defensive 
coordinator on Jan. 7, 2017. Williams has coached in 
the NFL for 26 years, including three as a head coach 
and 15 as a defensive coordinator. His defenses have 
finished in the top five in total defense five times, in-
cluding the top defense in the NFL in 2000. Williams 
also oversaw a Saints defensive unit that won Super 
Bowl XLVI and a Titans defense that advanced to Su-
per Bowl XXXIV. 

Williams spent the past three seasons (2014-16) as 
the defensive coordinator for the St. Louis/Los An-
geles Rams. In 2016, the Rams defense finished in 
the top 10 in the NFL in total defense and passing 
defense. During his three seasons with the Rams, 
the team recorded 281 tackles for a loss, the second-
most in the NFL during that span. 

Williams also helped oversee the development of 
2014 first-round pick DT Aaron Donald. Donald was 
voted the NFL Defensive Rookie of the Year and was 
selected to the Pro Bowl all three seasons under Wil-
liams. 

Prior to his time with the Rams, Williams served as 
senior assistant defensive coach in Tennessee in 
2013 and helped the team make significant improve-
ments in nearly every defensive category. The Titans 
improved in points per game (16th from 32nd), total 
defense (14th from 27th), pass defense (11th from 
26th) and third down defense (7th from 21st). 

Williams served as defensive coordinator in New Or-
leans from 2009-11. He helped the Saints advance to 
the postseason all three years, capture two division 
titles (2009 and 2011) and win Super Bowl XLIV. Dur-
ing his three seasons in New Orleans, the Saints post-
ed a 37-11 regular season record, tied for the best in 
the NFL during that span. In 2010, the Saints allowed 
the fewest touchdown passes (13) in the league. In 
his first season with the Saints, he was in charge of 
a unit that recorded 35 defensive takeaways and re-
turned seven for touchdowns. 
 

He spent one season (2008) with Jacksonville as defen-
sive coordinator/assistant head coach following four 
seasons (2004-07) as assistant head coach/defense 
with Washington. The Redskins had one of the NFL’s top 
defenses over that span, allowing just 19.4 points per 
game and ranking sixth overall in defense during the 
four-season stretch. In 2005, the Redskins’ defense 
was a key factor in the club making its first postseason 
appearance since 1999. 

Prior to joining the Redskins, Williams spent three 
seasons (2001-03) as head coach of the Buffalo Bills, 
where the defense improved each season. The defense 
improved from 21st in the NFL in 2001 to 15th in 2002 
to second in 2003.  

Williams joined the NFL ranks in 1990 and spent 11 sea-
sons with the Houston Oilers/Tennessee Titans work-
ing his way up from defensive quality control coach 
(1990-92) to defensive coordinator (1997-00). He also 
served as special teams coach (1993) and linebackers 
coach (1994-96). In 1999, he helped the Titans advance 
to Super Bowl XXXIV. In 2000, Tennessee led the NFL 
in total defense for the first time in franchise history 
and allowed 191 points, the third-fewest in league his-
tory since the adoption of a 16-game schedule in 1978. 
The Titans also set club records for sacks (55), fewest 
passing yards allowed (2,424) and fewest touchdowns 
allowed (17). 

Prior to arriving in the NFL, Williams was a graduate 
assistant at the University of Houston from 1988-89. 
From 1984-87, Williams was the head coach at Belton 
(Mo.) High School after opening his coaching career at 
his alma mater Excelsior Springs (Mo.) High School. 

Williams graduated from Truman State University, 
where he played quarterback and also played baseball. 
He later earned a master’s degree from Central Mis-
souri.

Williams is passionate about giving back to the youth. 
Since 2004, Williams has helped raise almost $2 mil-
lion for Excelsior Springs young people through the 
Gregg Williams Foundation. The money raised annually 
provides two scholarships for Excelsior Springs High 
School graduates and funds both school and local 
youth athletics.

In January of 2016, Williams was inducted into the Mis-
souri Sports Hall of Fame. The induction celebrated his 
decorated NFL coaching career, as well his unwavering 
commitment to his home state of Missouri and the 
mentorship of young men.

In 2004, Gregg Williams established the “Gregg Williams Foundation” to support young people in his 
hometown of Excelsior Springs, Mo. Since its creation, Williams’ foundation has raised almost $2 mil-
lion to aid youth and local organizations in an effort to bolster the 11,000-person community, located 
approximately 30 miles outside of Kansas City. 

“The Foundation means an awful lot to me because I was a kid that wasn’t supposed to get out of 
that hometown. I’m a kid that somebody wrapped their arms around. I have a great family that still 
lives there in the community, that have returned into the community, brothers, sisters, sisters-in-
laws, aunts, uncles, cousins, everybody,” Williams shared with ClevelandBrowns.com. “People helped 
me along the way and so it is important for those young kids in that town to know anything they 
want to do, they ought to be able to do if they want to work hard enough. We’re going to provide 
funding, we’re going to provide education and we’re going to provide anything that these kids  want 
to become as long as they’re willing to work hard.”

THE GREGG WILLIAMS FOUNDATION

Chris Tabor was named Browns special teams coordi-
nator on Jan. 25, 2011. Tabor, pronounced TAY-ber, has 
24 years of coaching experience between the high 
school, collegiate and professional levels.

Since Tabor’s arrival in 2011, the Browns are second 
in the NFL in punt return average (10.6), fourth in kick-
off return average against (21.7), eighth in total kick 
return yards (7,963), tied for eighth in punt return 
touchdowns (four) and ninth in total return yards al-
lowed (6,674). 

The Browns are the only team to have earned at least 
one AFC Special Teams Player of the Week award each 
season since 2011. In total, the Browns have won 
seven AFC Special Teams Player of the Week awards 
from 2011-16. 

During his six seasons with the Browns, Tabor has 
helped numerous players set NFL and franchise re-
cords. Last season, punter Britton Colquitt set a 
Browns net punting average record with 40.3. Tabor’s 
punters rank first (Colquitt), second (Andy Lee 40.1 in 
2015) and fourth (Spencer Lanning 39.2 in 2014) in the 
team record book. 

In 2015, kicker Travis Coons set an NFL record with 
18 consecutive field goals to start his career. Andy 
Lee set a franchise record in punt average (46.71) 
and punt returner Travis Benjamin finished third in 
the league in punt return average (11.6). As a team, 
the special teams unit finished fourth in the NFL in 
punt return average (11.2), fifth in kickoff return yards 
(1,041) and fifth in total kick return yards (1,366).

In 2014, the special teams unit finished second in 
the NFL in opposing field position on kickoffs, includ-
ing 16 stops inside the 20. The Browns turned away 
four kicks (two punts and two field goals) and finished 
eighth in the NFL in punt coverage. The Browns also 
registered their first blocked punt since 2003, which 
resulted in a safety and helped lift the team to a re-
cord-setting comeback at Tennessee on Oct. 5. 

In 2013, Tabor helped kicker Billy Cundiff set a fran-
chise record with 62 touchbacks on kickoffs. In addi-
tion, Travis Benjamin set a team record with 179 punt-
return yards against Buffalo on Oct. 3. 

In 2012, kicker Phil Dawson and returner Joshua Cribbs 
were both selected to the Pro Bowl, marking just the 
second time in team history that two specialists made 
the annual all-star game in the same year (2008, Cribbs 
and long snapper Ryan Pontbriand). The Pro Bowl selec-
tion was the first of Dawson’s 14-year career.  His 93.5 
(29 of 31) field goal percentage clip led the AFC and was 
a career best. Dawson’s seven field goals from 50 yards 
or longer tied for the second-most in the NFL in 2012. 
Cribbs finished fourth in the NFL in kickoff return av-
erage (27.4) and sixth in punt-return average (12.0). In 
addition, Johnson Bademosi led all rookies and finished 
tied for third in the NFL with 18 special-teams tackles 
en route to being named the PFW/PFWA All-Rookie spe-
cial teams player.  

As a team, the Browns led the NFL with nine punt re-
turns of 20 yards or longer in 2012, including rookie 
Travis Benjamin’s team record 93-yard return against 
Kansas City (12/9/12). The Browns also led the league 
in opponents’ average starting position after kickoffs 
(19.9) and were second in the NFL in opponents’ kickoff 
return average (19.8). 

In Tabor’s first season as special teams coordinator, 
the Browns finished second in the league with an av-
erage starting position of 24.5 after kickoffs. Dawson 
converted on seven field goals of 50 yards or longer, 
which tied for the most in the NFL in 2011. Punter Brad 
Maynard tied the Browns’ single-season record with 32 
punts inside the 20. Cribbs finished sixth in the league 
in punt return average (11.4) and 12th in kickoff return 
average (25.0).

Prior to joining the Browns, Tabor spent three seasons 
(2008-10) as assistant special teams coach with Chica-
go. During Tabor’s tenure with the Bears, Chicago con-
sistently ranked among the league leaders in numer-

ous departments. The Bears ranked in the top five in 
no less than nine different special teams categories 
combined over that three-year period. Chicago led the 
NFL in total return yards (6,570) and kickoff return 
yards (5,415), posted the second-best kickoff return 
average (25.1), ranked third in punt return defense 
(7.1) and produced the fifth-best punt return average 
(10.4). The Bears also registered six total kick returns 
for touchdowns in that time, which tied for second-
most in the league.

Also during Tabor’s stint in Chicago, the Bears tied for 
fifth in the league in punts inside the 20-yard line (90) 
and tied for seventh in field goal percentage (86.2). 
From 2008-10, Chicago was one of only six teams in 
the NFL to allow one or fewer kick return touchdowns 
as that total tied for second in the league over that 
three-year span. 

Tabor also helped shape some of the NFL’s top return 
specialists. In 2008, Danieal Manning led the NFL in 
kickoff return average (29.7). In 2009, Johnny Knox 
finished second in the league in kickoff return aver-
age (29.0) and earned a Pro Bowl selection as a kick 
returner. In 2010, Devin Hester led the NFL in punt 
return average (17.1) and punt return touchdowns (3) 
en route to earning a Pro Bowl nod as a kick returner.  

In 2010, the Bears ranked first in the league in punt 
return average (17.1), second in kickoff return average 
(25.4), second in average drive start after kickoffs 
(31.5) and ninth in punt return defense (7.8). The Bears’ 

special teams unit also ranked fourth in the NFL, based 
on a composite formula devised by Rick Gosselin of the 
Dallas Morning News.  

Prior to Chicago, Tabor spent two seasons at Western 
Michigan University (2006-07) as the running backs 
and special teams coach. He also spent four seasons at 
Utah State University, where he was the running backs 
and special teams coach in 2005 after being the Ag-
gies’ assistant head coach in charge of wide receivers 
from 2002-04.

Tabor coached at Central Methodist College (1995-
96) in Fayette, Mo., before spending four seasons 
at the University of Missouri. He spent his first three 
years with the Tigers as an offensive graduate assis-
tant (1997-99) before moving into the role of running 
backs and special teams coach in 2000. He was also 
the head coach at Culver-Stockton College in Canton, 
Mo., in 2001. 

From 1993-1994, Tabor built experience at the commu-
nity college and high school levels, coaching at Hutchin-
son (Kansas) Community College (1994) and Benton 
High School (1993) in St. Joseph, Mo.

Tabor graduated from Benedictine College in Atchison, 
Kansas, where he played four seasons at quarterback.

Kirby Wilson was named the Browns running backs 
coach/run game coordinator on Jan. 22, 2016.  He has 
19 years of experience coaching running backs in the 
NFL, during which time he has coached five running 
backs who rank in the top 25 for career rushing yards 
(Emmitt Smith #1, Curtis Martin #4, Edgerrin James 
#12, Adrian Peterson #16 and Thomas Jones #25) and 
two of the top four all-time reception leaders among 
running backs (Larry Centers #1 and Keith Byers #4).

Wilson has helped seven different running backs 
break the 1,000-yard plateau a total of eight times. 
He has mentored four players to the Pro Bowl and has 
been to the playoffs with four different franchises, 
highlighted by the 2002 Buccaneers and 2008 Steel-
ers Super Bowl victories. Wilson’s teams have won six 
division titles and advanced to the postseason eight 
times. 

In Wilson’s first season in Cleveland, the Browns fin-
ished second in the NFL with a 4.89 rushing average. 
The average was the seventh-best in team history 
and the team’s best mark since 1966.  The Browns 
eclipsed 160 rushing yards in five games, including a 
season-high 231 yards in the finale at Pittsburgh, their 
fourth-most in a game since 1999.

Isaiah Crowell finished the year with a career-high 
952 rushing yards, the most by a Brown since 2010. 
He rushed for a career-high 152 yards at Pittsburgh 
and was voted FedEx Ground NFL Player of the Week 
for Week 17. Crowell also had the longest run in the 
NFL in 2016 season, an 85-yard touchdown run 
against the Ravens on Sept. 18, the second-longest in 
Browns history. In addition, Duke Johnson Jr. finished 
with 514 receiving yards and became the first Browns 
running back to record 500 receiving yards in each of 
his first two NFL seasons. 

Wilson spent two seasons (2014-15) with the Minne-
sota Vikings, where he helped Adrian Peterson capture 
the NFL rushing title with 1,485 yards in 2015. With 
Peterson missing the final 15 games in 2014, Wilson 
helped Matt Asiata record nine rushing touchdowns, 

tied for third-most in the NFL, after totaling only three 
rushing scores his first three seasons in the league. 

Prior to Minnesota, Wilson served as Pittsburgh’s run-
ning backs coach for seven seasons. In 2013, rookie 
Le’Veon Bell missed the first three games of the sea-
son and still broke the Steelers rookie record for most 
yards from scrimmage (1,259). During the 2009-10 
seasons, Wilson coached Rashard Mendenhall to back-
to-back 1,000-yard campaigns. In his first season with 
the Steelers, Wilson helped Willie Parker lead the NFL in 
rushing yards (1,316) through Week 16 before missing 
the final game of the season due to a leg injury.

Prior to joining the Steelers, Wilson coached the run-
ning backs in Arizona (2004-06) and Tampa Bay (2002-
03). In 2004, Cardinals running back Edgerrin James 
finished fourth in the NFL in rushing yards with 1,548 
and earned Pro Bowl honors in 2004 and 2005. In his 
first season with the Buccaneers, Wilson led a trio of 
backs to collectively gain more than 1,400 rushing 
yards en route to helping the Buccaneers to a victory 
in Super Bowl XXXVII. Buccaneers fullback Mike Alstott 
earned Pro Bowl accolades in 2002 after rushing for 
548 yards and five touchdowns.

Wilson spent the 2001 season in the collegiate ranks 
serving as the wide receivers coach under Pete Carroll 
at Southern California. 

Prior to USC, Wilson coached the running backs in 
Washington (2000) and New England (1997-99), where 
he worked with a trio of 1,000-yard rushers (Stephen 
Davis in 2000, Robert Edwards in 1998 and Curtis Mar-
tin in 1997). In 2000, Redskins fullback Larry Centers 
led the team in receptions (80).

Wilson previously spent nine seasons coaching on the 
college level where he had stops at Iowa State (1995-
96), Wyoming (1993-94), Southern Illinois (1991-92), 
Los Angeles Southwest Community College (1989-90) 
and Pasadena Community College (1985). Under Wil-
son’s guidance at Iowa State, running back Troy Davis 
earned All-American honors after becoming the first

Prior to joining the Browns, Hutson spent the 2015 
season as associate head coach and offensive line 
coach at Eastern Illinois University, where he previ-
ously coached for four seasons (2003-06). He served 
as the Panthers interim head coach in 2006, where 
he led EIU to an Ohio Valley Conference Championship 
and NCAA FCS playoff appearance. During his tenure 
at Eastern Illinois, the team captured two OVC titles 
and made the playoffs twice. 

Hutson coached the tight ends for the Oakland Raid-
ers for three seasons (2012-14) after spending five 
years coaching at Tulane (2007-11), including taking 
over as interim head coach in 2011. During his first 
season with the Green Wave, Hutson’s offensive line 

paved the way for running back Matt Forte, who rushed 
for a school-record 2,127 yards, the seventh-highest fig-
ure in NCAA history.

The largest home comeback in Cleveland Browns history was completed on Sunday, Dec. 4, 1966 at 
Cleveland Municipal Stadium. 

Hosting the New York Giants, the Browns overcame a 20-point deficit and outscored the Giants 35-9 
in the second half en route to a 49-40 victory. Browns QB Frank Ryan led the offense by completing 
16-of-27 passes for 326 yards with three touchdowns, while RB Leroy Kelly recorded 126 rushing 
yards on 13 carries and three rushing touchdowns. WR Gary Collins posted five receptions for 120 
yards and one touchdown to lead all receivers.

LARGEST HOME COMEBACKS IN TEAM HISTORY

David Lee was named the Browns quarterbacks coach 
on Feb. 8, 2017.  Lee has coached 42 years on the col-
lege level (30) and in the NFL (12), including 10 sea-
sons as the quarterbacks coach with the Bills (2012, 
2015-16), Jets (2013-14), Dolphins (2008-10) and Cow-
boys (2005-06). 

In the NFL, Lee has helped eight quarterbacks sur-
pass the 3,000 passing yard plateau nine times, in-
cluding Tyrod Taylor (3,023 in 2016 and 3,025 in 2015), 
Geno Smith (3,046 in 2014), Ryan Fitzpatrick (3,400 in 
2012), Chad Henne (3,301 in 2010), Chad Pennington 
(3,653 in 2008), Drew Bledsoe (3,639 in 2005), Vinny 
Testaverde (3,532 in 2004) and Quincy Carter (3,302 
in 2003). In 2008 with the Jets, Lee helped Penning-
ton earn AFC Comeback Player of the Year, while fin-
ishing runner up for NFL MVP to Peyton Manning. 

Lee broke into the NFL as an offensive quality control 
coach with Dallas in 2003 and added quarterback re-
sponsibilities from 2005-06. He helped develop Tony 
Romo who went from an undrafted free agent in 2003 
to a Pro Bowl selection in 2006. 

Lee spent the past two seasons as the quarterbacks 

coach in Buffalo, where he helped Tyrod Taylor become 
the first Bills quarterback to earn Pro Bowl honors 
(2015-16) since 2002. Taylor recorded the second-high-
est passer rating in Bills history (99.4) in 2015 and set a 
team record for rushing yards by a quarterback (580) in 
2016. During his two years under Lee, Taylor ranked fifth 
in the league with an interception percentage of 1.5. 

During his 30 years on the collegiate level, Lee served 
as head coach at the University of Texas El-Paso from 
1989-93. He also had stops at Mississippi (2011, 1978-
82), Arkansas (2007, 2001-02 and 1984-88), Rice (1994-
00), New Mexico (1983), Vanderbilt (1977) and Tennes-
see-Martin (1975-76). 

Lee was captain and quarterback at Vanderbilt and led 
the SEC in passing in 1974. He was voted the team’s 
Most Valuable Player in 1974.

A native of Dexter, Mo. and Pensacola, Fla., Lee and his 
wife, Lynne, have four children.

Shawn Mennenga, pronounced MEN-in-guh, enters his 
seventh season as Browns special teams assistant 
coach after being named to the position on Feb. 14, 
2011.

Since Mennenga’s and special teams coordinator 
Chris Tabor’s arrival in 2011, the Browns are second 
in the NFL in punt return average (10.6), fourth in kick-
off return average against (21.7), eighth in total kick 
return yards (7,963), tied for eighth in punt return 
touchdowns (four) and ninth in total return yards al-
lowed (6,674). 

The Browns are the only team to have earned at least 
one AFC Special Teams Player of the Week award each 
season since 2011. In total, the Browns have won 
seven AFC Special Teams Player of the Week awards 
from 2011-16. 

During their six seasons with the Browns, Mennenga 
and Tabor have helped numerous players set NFL 
and franchise records. Last season, punter Britton 
Colquitt set a Browns net punting average record with 
40.3. Their punters rank first (Colquitt), second (Andy 
Lee 40.1 in 2015) and fourth (Spencer Lanning 39.2 in 
2014) in the team record book. 

In 2015, kicker Travis Coons set an NFL record with 
18 consecutive field goals to start his career. Andy 
Lee set a franchise record in punt average (46.71) 
and punt returner Travis Benjamin finished third in 
the league in punt return average (11.6). As a team, 
the special teams unit finished fourth in the NFL in 
punt return average (11.2), fifth in kickoff return yards 
(1,041) and fifth in total kick return yards (1,366). 

In 2014, Mennenga assisted a special teams unit 
that finished second in the NFL in opposing field posi-
tion on kickoffs, including 16 stops inside the 20. The 

Browns turned away four kicks (two punts and two field 
goals) and finished eighth in the NFL in punt coverage. 
The Browns also registered their first blocked punt 
since 2003, which resulted in a safety and helped lift 
the team to a record-setting comeback at Tennessee 
on Oct. 5.

In 2013, kicker Billy Cundiff set a franchise record with 
62 touchbacks on kickoffs. In addition, Travis Benjamin 
set a team record with 179 punt-return yards against 
Buffalo on Oct. 3.  

In 2012, kicker Phil Dawson and returner Joshua Cribbs 
were both selected to the Pro Bowl, marking just the 
second time in team history that two specialists made 
the annual all-star game in the same year (2008, Cribbs 
and long snapper Ryan Pontbriand). The Pro Bowl selec-
tion was the first of Dawson’s 14-year career.  His 93.5 
(29 of 31) field goal percentage clip led the AFC and was 
a career best. Dawson’s seven field goals from 50 yards 
or longer tied for the second-most in the NFL in 2012. 
Cribbs finished fourth in the NFL in kickoff return av-
erage (27.4) and sixth in punt-return average (12.0). In 
addition, Johnson Bademosi led all rookies and finished 
tied for third in the NFL with 18 special-teams tackles 
en route to being named the PFW/PFWA All-Rookie spe-
cial teams player.  

As a team, the Browns led the NFL with nine punt re-
turns of 20 yards or longer in 2012, including rookie 
Travis Benjamin’s team record 93-yard return against 
Kansas City (12/9/12). The Browns also led the league 
in the league in opponents’ average starting position 
after kickoffs (19.9) and were second in the NFL in op-
ponents’ kickoff return average (19.8). 

Prior to joining the Browns, Mennenga spent the 2009-
10 seasons as the linebackers coach at South Dakota 
State University. In 2009, the Jackrabbits’ defense

Before joining South Dakota State’s staff, Mennenga 
spent four seasons (2005-08) as the defensive coor-
dinator at Fort Hays State University in Hays, Kansas.

Rookie Emmanuel Ogbah 
recorded a team-best 5.5 sacks, tied for the fourth-
most by a Browns rookie.

Sanders spent 2015 as a defensive assistant at Stan-
ford. He helped the school to a 12-2 record, including a 
45-16 victory in the Rose Bowl. 

Prior to Stanford, Sanders spent five seasons (2010-14) 
with the Raiders as a quality control coach, initially with 
the offense for two seasons and later the defense. He 
worked primarily with the tight ends before the defen-
sive line. In 2010, tight end Zach Miller was selected to 
his first career Pro Bowl.

On Jan. 28, 2017, Head Coach Hue Jackson and the Cleveland Browns coaching staff led the South 
Team to a 16-15 victory over the North Team during the Reese’s Senior Bowl in Mobile, Ala. During 
the week, the group had the opportunity to coach many of the nation’s top prospects, including RB 
Matthew Dayes who rushed for 66 yards and a 2-yard TD and Cleveland selected in the 7th round of 
the 2017 NFL Draft. The Browns also drafted two additional players who participated in the game – 
Charlotte DL Larry Ogunjobi and Arizona State K Zane Gonzalez. 

SENIOR BOWL BROWNS

Al Saunders joined the Browns as senior offensive as-
sistant on Jan. 22, 2016. He works primarily with the 
wide receivers. Saunders has more than 40 years of 
coaching experience, including the past 34 in the NFL. 
He has been part of 15 playoff teams, five division 
titles and one Super Bowl championship as an NFL 
coach. His offensive units have ranked first in the NFL 
in total offense, passing, rushing or scoring 20 times.

He has been named NFL Offensive Coach of the Year 
(2005) and credited with the development of the two 
greatest receiving corps in NFL history (as document-
ed by NFL Films) the St. Louis Rams “Greatest Show on 
Turf” and the San Diego Chargers “Air Coryell”.

Last season, he helped Terrelle Pryor make a success-
ful transition from quarterback to wide receiver. In 
his first season at the position, Pryor led the team in 
receptions (77), receiving yards (1,007) and receiving 
touchdowns (four). His reception total was the fourth-
most by a Browns wide receiver and his yardage total 
was seventh-most by a Browns wide receiver. Pryor 
also became just the second player in NFL history to 
record seasons with 1,000 passing yards and 1,000 
receiving yards, joining Marlin Briscoe (1968 and 
1970). Saunders also helped develop 2016 first-round 
pick Corey Coleman, who was named NFL Rookie of 
the Week after a 104-yard, two touchdown perfor-
mance in Week 2.   

In 2015, Saunders served as senior offensive assis-
tant for the Miami Dolphins. Working primarily with 
the wide receivers, Jarvis Landry set a franchise re-
cord with 110 receptions and became the most pro-
ductive receiver in NFL history during his first two 
seasons with a total of 194 receptions. 

Prior to Miami, Saunders spent four seasons (2011-14) 
with the Oakland Raiders. In 2011, he served as offen-
sive coordinator for Head Coach Hue Jackson. During 
that season, Oakland’s offense finished with the sec-
ond-highest yardage total in franchise history (6,072) 
and ranked among the NFL leaders in rushing, total 
offense and passing. In addition, the Raiders ranked 

second in the league in explosive plays of 20-yards-or-
more with 84, first in two minute scoring offense and 
set a franchise record by allowing just 25 sacks. 

Saunders also spent two seasons (2009-10) with Bal-
timore, serving as senior offensive assistant for Head 
Coach John Harbaugh. Saunders helped the Ravens ad-
vance to the postseason both years. 

Saunders served as offensive coordinator for the St. 
Louis Rams in 2008, returning to the franchise nearly 
a decade after helping the team win Super Bowl XXXIV 
with one of the most explosive offenses in league histo-
ry. Saunders helped create “The Greatest Show on Turf,” 
establishing NFL records in 2000 of 7,075 total yards, 
5,232 passing yards and 540 points (33.8 avg.). In 
1999, the Rams finished atop the NFL with 6,412 yards 
of total offense, 272.1 passing yards per game and 
32.9 points per game. As associate head coach (1999-
2000), his work with future Hall of Fame receivers Torry 
Holt and Isaac Bruce was largely cited as a key factor 
in the Rams innovative and creative offensive success.

Between stints with the Rams, Saunders led Washing-
ton’s offense for two seasons (2006-07), under Hall of 
Fame coach Joe Gibbs. As the associate head coach/
offense, he helped the Redskins to a playoff berth 
in 2007. In 2006, the Redskins produced one of the 
league’s top rushing attacks and quarterback Mark 
Brunell established an NFL record with 22 consecutive 
completions in a single game. 

Saunders served as the assistant head coach/offen-
sive coordinator for Dick Vermeil with Kansas City from 
2001-05, having previously spent 10 years with the 
Chiefs as assistant head coach/receivers for Marty 
Schottenheimer (1989-98). During his second stint 
with the Chiefs, Saunders’ offense set 46 franchise re-
cords and produced 2,157 points, 262 touchdowns and 
30,470 net yards, more than any other NFL team during 
that five-season span. In 2005, he was named USA To-
day’s Offensive Coach of the Year as the Chiefs led the 
NFL in total offense in back-to-back years.

In 2004, the Chiefs led the NFL in total offense for the 
first time in team history, accumulating a franchise-
record 6,695 yards (418.4 avg.) and breaking or tying 
18 single-season records. The Chiefs also broke or 
tied numerous NFL records, establishing a single-sea-
son record with 398 first downs and tying a 42-year 
old mark with 63 rushing touchdowns over two sea-
sons. Kansas City became the first team in NFL history 
to produce three running backs that recorded 150-
yard rushing performances and was the first team 
to post eight rushing touchdowns in one game. Tight 
end Tony Gonzalez also set the NFL single-season re-
ceiving mark for tight ends with 102 receptions and 
quarterback Trent Green became the fourth player in 
NFL history to finish four consecutive seasons with a 
QB rating of more than 90.0. 

In 2003, the Chiefs led the NFL in scoring for the 
second straight season with a franchise-record 484 
points and posted the highest red zone touchdown 
scoring percentage (77.8) in league history. Running 
back Priest Holmes set an NFL single-season record 
with 27 rushing touchdowns and was named NFL Of-
fensive Player of the Year. In 2002, Saunders’ offense 
led the league in scoring with 467 points and broke 
or tied 22 single-season team records, including the 
long-standing NFL record for fewest fumbles (two) 
and the mark for longest touchdown pass in league 
history (99 yards) and the most combined first downs 
in a game (64). In 2001, Kansas City’s offense ranked 
in the NFL top-10 in rushing, passing, scoring and to-
tal offense, and Holmes led the league in rushing with 
1,555 yards.

His first NFL head coaching position came with the 
Chargers as interim head coach in 1986, following the 
resignation of Don Coryell. He spent two full seasons 
as the Chargers head coach after previously filling the 
roles of assistant head coach (1985-86) and receiv-
ers coach (1983-84) for “Air Coryell,” one of the most 
prolific offenses in NFL history. In 1985, the Chargers 
led the NFL in passing and total offense five times in 
six seasons. Saunders tutored Hall of Fame Receivers 
Kellen Winslow and Charlie Joiner, and oversaw the de-
velopment of Pro Bowlers Wes Chandler, Lionel James 
and Gary Anderson.

Prior to entering the NFL, Saunders spent 12 years 
as an assistant on the collegiate level. He began his 
coaching career as a graduate assistant at USC under 

the legendary John McKay from 1970-71 and served as 
receivers coach on Missouri’s 1972 Fiesta Bowl team. 
Following three seasons as play-caller and offensive 
backfield coach at Utah State, where Louie Giammona 
led the nation in all-purpose yardage for two consecu-
tive years (1974-75), Saunders spent six seasons at 
California as assistant head coach/offensive coor-
dinator/quarterbacks coach. Coaching All-American 
quarterbacks Joe Roth and Rich Campbell, he guided 
the Golden Bears to 32 NCAA, conference and school 
records and finished each season ranked in the top 10 
in the nation in passing. His final collegiate stop was 
in 1982 as offensive coordinator/quarterbacks coach 
under head coach Johnny Majors at Tennessee, where 
he tutored an explosive, record-breaking offense fea-
turing NFL first-round pick wide receivers Willie Gault 
and Clyde Duncan. 

A Native of Hendon, England, Saunders earned Academ-
ic All-America honors at San Joe State as a three-year 
starter and team captain at defensive back and wide 
receiver from 1966-68. He was later inducted into the 
school’s Hall of Fame. He is a former All-American swim-
mer and national record holder in the sport and also 
an accomplished distance runner, crowned the Road 
Runners Club of America’s Master 5K National Cham-
pion in 1996. He was the recipient of California’s State 
Graduate Fellowship and earned a master’s degree in 
education from Stanford University in 1970. Recognized 
in “Who’s Who in America”, Saunders was awarded Cali-
fornia’s prestigious Golden State Award in 1989, given 
for community leadership and service. In 2016, he re-
ceived the “Distinguished Achievement Award” for meri-
torious professional and life accomplishments.

Bob Saunders enters his third season with the Browns 
and his second as offensive quality control/assistant 
wide receivers coach. Saunders has coached in the 
NFL for 10 seasons.

Last season, he helped Terrelle Pryor make a success-
ful transition from quarterback to wide receiver. In 
his first season at the position, Pryor led the team in 
receptions (77), receiving yards (1,007) and receiving 
touchdowns (four). His reception total was the fourth-
most by a Browns wide receiver and his yardage total 
was seventh-most by a Browns wide receiver. He also 
helped develop 2016 first-round pick Corey Coleman, 
who was named NFL Rookie of the Week after a 104-
yard, two touchdown performance in Week 2. 

In 2015, Saunders served as a coaching intern, as-
sisting the offensive line. Left tackle Joe Thomas and 
center Alex Mack were each selected to the Pro Bowl 
that season. 

Saunders served as the offensive quality control 
coach with Kansas City (2002-05) and as the assis-

07) and St. Louis (2008). In Washington, Saunders 
coached alongside Hall of Fame Head Coach Joe Gibbs.

Bob Wylie joined the Browns as offensive line coach 
on Jan. 19, 2017. Wylie brings more than 35 years of ex-
perience coaching on the professional and collegiate 
levels. He has coached in the NFL for 24 seasons, CFL 
for six seasons and on the college level for 13 years. 

Wylie spent the past three seasons (2014-16) as the 
offensive line coach for the Winnipeg Blue Bombers. 
He also served as Winnipeg’s offensive line coach 
from 2007-08 and Saskatchewan’s offensive line 
coach in 2009. 

During his stints in the CFL, he helped his teams play 
for the Grey Cup twice—believed to be the only assis-
tant coach in CFL history to do so within his first three 
years in the league—and coached his players to All-
Star appearances at every position on the offensive 
line (tackle, guard and center).

The Raiders also finished 
ninth in the NFL in total offense (379.5 yards per 
game), seventh in rushing offense (131.9), seventh 
in sacks per pass play, sixth in rushes of 10 or more 
yards, second in rushes of 20 or more yards, third in 
rushes of 40 or more yards and eighth in rushes of 50 
yards or more yards.  

He also spent time with the New York Jets (1990-91), 
Tampa Bay (1992-95), Cincinnati (1997-98), Chicago 
(1999-03), Arizona (2004) and Denver (2010). He has 
helped seven players to Pro Bowl selections, including 
Olin Kreutz, who was selected to three Pro Bowls un-
der Wylie and was later named to the NFL’s 2000s All-

Decade Team. Wylie coached Pro Football Hall of Fame 
tackle Anthony Muñoz and his line opened holes for 
the NFL’s all-time leading rusher and Pro Football Hall 
of Fame running back Emmitt Smith. In 2001, his line 
helped the Bears produce an NFL-low 17 sacks, while 
blocking for running back Anthony Thomas, who earned 
NFL Offensive Rookie of the Year honors. Thomas’ 1,183 
yards in 2001 marked the seventh time a player totaled 
at least 1,000 rushing yards in a season with Wylie 
on staff. While on staff in Cincinnati, the Bengals line 
paved the way for back-to-back 1,000-yard rushing sea-
sons from Corey Dillion. In Denver, Wylie’s offensive line 
ranked sixth in the NFL, averaging 4.7 yards per carry in 
the second half of the 2010 season.

Wylie has coached at five different levels of football 
over his career: Pop Warner, junior high school, high 
school, college and professional. On the college level, 
he spent time at Syracuse (2005-06), Cincinnati (1996), 
Colorado State (1988-89), Ohio University (1985-87), 
Holy Cross (1983-84) and Brown (1980-82).

Wylie is a native of West Warwick, R.I. He played line-
backer at the University of Colorado. Wylie has been 
inducted into the Rhode Island Football Coaches Hall 
of Fame, Providence Gridiron Hall of Fame and the Na-
tional Football Foundation Hall of Fame. In addition, Wy-
lie was recently honored at the Governors Cup for being 
a Rhode Island Sport Legend and received the NFL’s 
Extra Effort Award in 2001 for his work with Chicago-
area youth.

In this role, he 
serves in a variety of off-field capacities with the club and in the community.  Brown previously was as an executive 
advisor with the team, a position he held through 2010.	

Cleveland’s No. 1 draft choice in 1957 from Syracuse, Brown starred in both football and lacrosse during his col-
legiate career. He went on to fulfill a storied NFL career, which included leading the NFL in rushing during eight of 
his nine seasons. He appeared in nine consecutive Pro Bowls and was named the NFL’s MVP three times (1957, 1958 
and 1965).  Brown owns team records for most combined net yards (15,459), career rushing yards (12,312), most 
points in one season (126), career TDs (126), rushing TDs (106), most consecutive games scoring a TD (10) and most 
1,000 yard seasons (seven).

Brown’s No. 32 was retired by the club and he was inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame in 1971. A statue of 
his likeness was unveiled outside the southeast corner of FirstEnergy Stadium in 2016. 

Brown is active with his Amer-I-Can Program, which works in schools, prisons and communities across the country. 
Born on Feb. 17, 1936, in St. Simons, Ga., Brown and his wife, Monique, live in California with their two children.

One myth is that the team was named after the popular boxing champion, Joe Louis, “The Brown 
Bomber.” 

However, when owner Arthur McBride brought an AAFC team to Cleveland in 1945, he held a news-
paper contest to name the team and offered a $1,000 war bond to the winner. Most of the entries 
submitted wanted the name Browns because the extremely popular Paul Brown was the team’s 
head coach.

Coach Brown thought it wouldn’t be proper to name the team after him, and the entry “Panthers” was 
selected. A few weeks later, a man approached McBride and said he owned a semi-pro team in the 
1920s called the Cleveland Panthers and he still owned the rights to the name.

McBride could have bought the man off, but Brown vetoed the idea. The coach didn’t want the new 
team to be associated with a losing franchise. Instead of holding a new contest, Brown reluctantly 
agreed on the name “The Browns.”

The Browns have been awarded 13 compensatory draft picks, including a combined seven in the past 
two NFL Drafts (four in 2017; three in 2016). The 2017 NFL Draft marked the first year that compensa-
tory selections could be traded to other teams. 

Under the rules for compensatory draft selections, a team losing more or better compensatory free 
agents than it acquires in the previous year is eligible to receive compensatory draft picks. The 
number of picks a team receives equals the net loss of compensatory free agents up to a maximum 
of four. Compensatory free agents are determined by a formula based on salary, playing time and 
postseason honors.  The formula was developed by the NFL Management Council.  Not every free 
agent lost or signed by a club is covered by this formula.

There are four sets of brothers that have appeared in regular-seaon games for the Browns:

JERRY BALL and ANTHONY MALBROUGH (half-brothers)
Jerry Ball played DT for the Browns in 1993, appearing in all 16 games and making seven starts. Ball 
finished with 43 tackles and and three sacks during his year in Cleveland.

His brother, Lew, played RB 
for the Browns during the 1957 and 1958 seasons, totaling 623 yards rushing and six TDs on 153 
attempts over the two-year span.

JIM AND LIN HOUSTON 
The Houston Brothers, Jim and Lin, both played their entire careers for the Cleveland Browns. Jim 
tallied 177 games played at LB from 1960-72, and racked up 278 return yards and three TDs on 14 
interceptions. His brother, Lin, played offensive line for Cleveland from 1950-53, finishing his four-
year career with 47 games played.

ED AND DICK MODZELEWSKI 
Dick Modzelewski finished his 14-year career in Cleveland, played DT in 42 games for the Browns 
from 1964 to 1966. Dick finished with 180 career games played, and went on to serve as the Browns 
defensive coordinator in 1976 and 1977. His brother, Ed, played RB for the Browns from 1955-1959 (56 
games). Ed totaled 1,097 and eight TDs on 311 carries, while also adding 27 receptions, 168 receiving 
yards and three TD catches as a Brown. In addition Cleveland, the Modzelewski brothers also  both 
played for the University of Maryland.

JOSH AND LUKE MCCOWN
Luke McCown was drafted by the Browns in the fourth round (106th overall) of the 2004 NFL Draft. 
As a rookie, Luke played in five games, starting four and throwing for 608 yards and four TDs. His 
brother, Josh, was signed as a free agent by the Browns in the spring of 2015 and started 11 games 
from 2015-16.

Despite trailing by just three points in the third quarter, the Cleveland Browns fell to the 
Eagles, 29-10, after Philadelphia pulled away late for the season-opening victory at Lincoln 
Financial Field. Eagles’ rookie QB Carson Wentz got out to a fast start as he led a nine-play, 
75-yard TD drive on their first possession of the game. Wentz connected with WR Jordan 
Matthews on a 19-yard TD pass to cap the drive and take a 7-0 lead. Cleveland’s defense 
would bounce back including a sack from LB Christian Kirksey at the end of the first quarter. 
In the opening minutes of the second quarter, Eagles’ K Caleb Sturgis converted a 22-yard 
field goal attempt to give Philadelphia a 10-0 advantage. The Browns responded on the ensu-
ing possession as QB Robert Griffin III found WR Terrelle Pryor Sr. along the sideline on a 
44-yard gain. Four plays later, RB Isaiah Crowell finished off the seven-play, 75-yard drive 
with a 2-yard TD run that left Cleveland trailing 10-7. Sturgis split the uprights once more at 
the end of the second quarter on a 38-yard field goal attempt, giving the Eagles a 13-7 lead 
at the half. In the third quarter, the Browns cut into the lead on their first drive of the half as 
Griffin connected with rookie WR Corey Coleman on a 58-yard pass that would lead to K 
Patrick Murray capping off Cleveland’s drive with a 35-yard field goal and cutting the lead 
to 13-10. However, the Browns’ following possession ended with the Eagles defense forcing 
a safety to take a 15-10 advantage. Philadelphia capitalized and scored once more on their 
next possession when Wentz conducted a nine-play, 73-yard scoring drive that finished with 
a 35-yard TD pass to WR Nelson Agholor. The Browns defense closed the third quarter with 
rookie DL Carl Nassib registering his first NFL sack. The final points of the game came late 
in the fourth quarter as Eagles’ RB Ryan Mathews punched in a 1-yard TD run with just over 
a minute remaining in the game.

Despite a first quarter lead, the Ravens rallied back to defeat the Cleveland Browns, 25-20. 
The Browns started the game fast as QB Josh McCown led a nine-play, 75-yard opening drive 
that culminated in a 31-yard TD pass to rookie WR Corey Coleman, giving Cleveland a 7-0 
advantage. After forcing a Baltimore punt, RB Isaiah Crowell broke free on the first play for an 
85-yard TD rush on the Browns next possession. Cleveland extended its lead after an INT by 
DB Joe Haden – his first of two INTs in the game – gave the Browns the ball back in Ravens 
territory. McCown connected with Coleman once more for a 27-yard TD. The Browns could 
not convert on the ensuing PAT as K Patrick Murray’s attempt was blocked and returned by the 
Ravens for the defensive two-point conversion, leaving Cleveland with a 20-2 advantage with 
just over four minutes remaining in the first quarter. Late in the second quarter, Ravens’ QB 
Joe Flacco marched Baltimore down the field with a six-play, 75-yard scoring drive that ended 
with a 7-yard TD pass to WR Mike Wallace. After an interception by S Eric Weddle, Baltimore 
was able to score before the half as K Justin Tucker converted on a 52-yard field goal attempt 
as time expired, cutting the Cleveland lead to 20-12. The Ravens got out to a fast start in the 
third quarter as Flacco led a six-play, 75-yard TD drive to start the second half, connecting with 
Wallace yet again on a 17-yard TD pass that left Baltimore trailing 19-20. The final points of 
the game came in the fourth quarter as Tucker converted two more field goal attempts – the first 
from 49 yards away, and the second from 41 yards away to give the Ravens a 25-20 advantage. 
Despite a late push from the Browns offense, an INT by Baltimore LB C.J. Mosley with just 
13 seconds remaining in the contest sealed the victory.

DOLPHINS 30

Hard Rock Stadium, Miami Gardens, Fla.

The Dolphins defeated the Browns in overtime, 30-24, in their home opener at Hard Rock 
Stadium. The Browns defense started strong as DB Jamar Taylor intercepted Dolphins’ QB 
Ryan Tannehill on the second play of the game. Miami responded by forcing a turnover of their 
own as DL Cameron Wake strip-sacked Browns’ rookie QB Cody Kessler. On their second 
possession, Tannehill led the Dolphins down the field on a five-play, 61-yard scoring drive 
including a 26-yard TD pass to WR DeVante Parker, giving Miami a 7-0 advantage. To open 
the second quarter, Browns’ K Cody Parkey capped off a 10-play, 58-yard drive by connecting 
on a 46-yard field goal attempt, cutting the lead to 7-3. Later in the second, Cleveland DB 
Briean Boddy-Calhoun intercepted a Tannehill pass and returned it 27 yards for a Browns TD, 
giving Cleveland a 10-7 lead. The Dolphins were able to tie the game at 10 on their ensuing 
possession as K Andrew Franks split the uprights with a 37-yard field goal. Cleveland closed 
out the scoring in the first half as Parkey converted on a 48-yard field goal attempt and sent 
the Browns into halftime with a 13-10 advantage. Miami regained the lead in the third quarter 
as Tannehill connected with WR Jarvis Landry on a 42-yard TD pass. In the fourth quarter, 
the Dolphins stretched their margin when Tannehill found RB Damien Williams on a 10-yard 
TD pass, giving Miami a 24-13 edge. Cleveland responded, as WR Terrelle Pryor Sr. capped 
off a nine-play, 83-yard drive with a 3-yard TD rush. Kessler found TE Gary Barnidge on the 
ensuing two-point conversion attempt, cutting the lead to just three. The Browns were able 
to deadlock the contest at 24 with just over three minutes remaining in the fourth quarter as 
Parkey connected on his third field goal of the game, this time from 38 yards away. After a 
strip-sack by LB Corey Lemonier, Cleveland had a chance to win the game as time expired 
in the fourth quarter but could not convert a 46-yard field goal. In overtime, Landry set up the 
Dolphins’ game-winning TD with a 32-yard reception along the sideline. On the next play, 
Miami RB Jay Ajayi found the endzone on an 11-yard TD rush to secure the Dolphins victory.

The Redskins pulled away from the Browns in the fourth quarter for a 31-20 victory at Fe-
dExField. Washington initiated the game’s scoring as QB Kirk Cousins opened the day with 
a 12-play, 75-yard scoring drive, including an 8-yard TD pass to TE Jordan Reed. On their 
next possession, Cousins led the Redskins down the field again, eventually capping off the 
eight-play, 80-yard drive with a 9-yard TD pass to Reed, giving Washington a 14-0 advantage. 
Cleveland cut into the Redskins’ lead in the second quarter with a 12-play, 81-yard drive cour-
tesy of a 2-yard TD rush by RB Isaiah Crowell. Following an interception by DB Jamar Taylor, 
Cleveland evened the score at 14-14 when rookie QB Cody Kessler connected with WR Ter-
relle Pryor Sr. on a 9-yard TD pass – Pryor’s first career TD reception. Washington regained 
its edge later in the half when Redskins K Dustin Hopkins split the uprights on a 49-yard 
field goal attempt, but K Cody Parkey tied the game up once more with a 51-yard field goal 
as time expired in the second quarter. Cleveland gained its first lead of the day on its opening 
possession of the third quarter when Parkey connected on another field goal – this time from 
45 yards away – to take a 20-17 advantage. Washington stole momentum as the fourth quarter 
began, however, and capitalized following three different Cleveland turnovers. After forcing a 
fumble, Cousins found RB Chris Thompson on a 5-yard TD pass, giving the Redskins a 24-20 
edge. The Browns defense bounced back and managed to keep Washington out of the end zone 
after another fumble, but an interception by Redskins DB Josh Norman set up a 1-yard TD rush 
by Redskins RB Matt Jones, giving Washington a 31-20 lead to seal the game.

The New England Patriots defeated the Cleveland Browns, 33-13, at FirstEnergy Stadium. In 
his return from a four-game suspension, Patriots QB Tom Brady was effective and began his 
day by leading an eight-play, 80-yard TD drive, capped by a 1-yard RB LeGarrette Blount TD 
rush to gain a 7-0 advantage just under five minutes into the first quarter. The Browns answered 
quickly as rookie QB Cody Kessler responded with a nine-play, 75-yard TD drive of his own, 
including an 11-yard TD pass to WR Andrew Hawkins to even the game at 7-7. The Patriots 
soon regained their lead with another first quarter score as Brady orchestrated an eight-play, 
75-yard TD drive, finding TE Martellus Bennett on a 7-yard TD pass. On the Browns’ ensuing 
possession, a Kessler fumble on an incomplete backwards pass trickled out of the end zone 
for a Patriots safety, giving New England a 16-7 advantage. Early in the second quarter, Brady 
found Bennett in the end zone once again on a 5-yard TD pass to push the Patriots’ lead to 23-7. 
The Patriots opened the third quarter with another scoring drive, going 75 yards in just eight 
plays, including a third and final Brady TD pass to Bennett – this time from 37-yards away – to 
garner a 30-7 advantage. In the fourth quarter, QB Charlie Whitehurst, who stepped in for 
Kessler following an injury late in the first quarter, connected with TE Connor Hamlett on a 
17-yard TD strike, marking Hamlett’s first TD reception in his first ever NFL game. Cleveland 
was unsuccessful on its ensuing two-point conversion attempt, leaving the Browns with a 30-
13 deficit. The final points of the game came from the foot of Patriots K Stephen Gostkowski 
as he split the uprights on a 31-yard field goal attempt, stretching New England’s lead to 33-13.

The Titans held on to defeat the Browns, 28-26, at Nissan Stadium.  Titans QB Marcus Mariota 
got Tennessee off to a fast start with a scoring drive on the opening possession of the game, 
including a 41-yard rush by Mariota on the first play from scrimmage and an 11-yard TD pass 
to WR Rishard Matthews to cap the drive just six plays later. The Browns were able to respond 
on their first possession of the day as QB Cody Kessler got the Cleveland offense moving with 
a 43-yard completion to TE Gary Barnidge on Cleveland’s first offensive play. Just four plays 
later, K Cody Parkey put the Browns on the board with a 45-yard field goal, leaving Cleveland 
with a 7-3 deficit midway through the first quarter. Parkey would go on to split the uprights 
once more – this time from 37 yards away – to leave the Browns trailing just 7-6 as the first 
quarter came to a close. Mariota extended the Titans’ lead early in the second quarter when he 
found WR Kendall Wright on a 48-yard TD strike to go up 14-6. Cleveland was once again 
able to pull within one point of the Titans late in the second quarter when Kessler capped an 
impressive nine-play, 94-yard drive with a 7-yard TD pass to WR Terrelle Pryor Sr., which left 
the Browns trailing 14-13 at the half. Titans RB DeMarco Murray scored the only points of the 
third quarter when he finished Tennessee’s seven-play, 70-yard drive with a 3-yard TD rush to 
garner a 21-13 advantage. In the fourth quarter, the Titans furthered the margin when Mariota 
ended a long 12-play, 80-yard drive that took up 6:59 with a 15-yard TD pass to TE Anthony 
Fasano. The Browns chipped away at the Tennessee lead on the ensuing drive, going 75-yards 
in 13 plays, including a Kessler 5-yard TD pass to Pryor. However, Kessler was unable to con-
nect with a receiver on the two-point conversion attempt and the Browns trailed, 28-19. After 
WR Rashard Higgins recovered a Parkey onside kick, Cleveland found the end zone for the 
last time as RB Duke Johnson Jr. completed a nine-play, 62-yard drive with a 1-yard TD rush. 
Trailing 28-26, the Browns were not able to recover Parkey’s second onside kick attempt and 
the Titans held on for the victory.

The Cincinnati Bengals defeated the Cleveland Browns, 31-17, at Paul Brown Stadium. The 
only points in the first quarter came on the game’s opening possession as Bengals RB Jeremy 
Hill and QB Andy Dalton led Cincinnati down the field. RB Giovanni Bernard eventually 
capped the seven-play, 75-yard drive with a 5-yard TD rush to gain an early 7-0 advantage. 
To begin the second quarter, Browns K Cody Parkey got Cleveland on the scoreboard as he 
converted a 28-yard field goal to finish a 10-play, 60-yard drive that left the Browns trailing 
7-3. After the Cleveland defense forced a Bengals three-and-out, the Browns scored on their 
second consecutive possession behind key rushes from rookie QB Kevin Hogan and RB Isaiah 
Crowell. Crowell ultimately found the end zone on a 1-yard TD rush to give Cleveland its 
first lead of the game, 10-7. The Bengals responded, as Dalton connected with WR Brandon 
LaFell on back-to-back plays – the first a 21-yard strike, followed by a 44-yard TD pass and 
reception – to regain the lead, 14-10. The final points of the first half came via a 48-yard Hail 
Mary TD pass from Dalton to WR A.J. Green as time expired, giving Cincinnati a 21-10 
advantage at halftime. In the third quarter, Hogan (who took over for QB Cody Kessler after 
he left the game with a concussion) continued to have success in the run game, capping an 
eight-play, 75-yard drive with his first career TD on a 28-yard rush, the longest by a Browns 
QB in team history. Cincinnati responded just two plays later as Hill broke free on a long rush 
of his own and found the end zone on a 74-yard TD scamper to put the Bengals ahead 28-17. 
The final points of the game came on the Bengals ensuing possession when K Mike Nugent 
split the uprights on a 36-yard field goal attempt and gave Cincinnati a 31-17 advantage with 
just over four minutes remaining in the third quarter. In his first NFL game, Hogan rushed for 
104 yards, the second-most ever by a Browns QB, while fellow rookie LB Emmanuel Ogbah 
recorded two sacks on the day.

The Cleveland Browns established a 20-7 lead at the half, but the New York Jets rallied to 
defeat the Cleveland Browns, 31-28. QB Josh McCown led the Browns down the field on the 
game’s opening possession, eventually finding WR Andrew Hawkins on a 5-yard TD pass 
to cap the eight-play, 75-yard drive and take an early 7-0 lead. Hawkins finished the game 
with a career-best two TDs on five catches for 31 yards. After the Browns defense forced 
two consecutive New York three-and-outs, Cleveland scored once more in the first quarter as 
K Cody Parkey split the uprights on a 41-yard field goal attempt, giving the Browns a 10-0 
advantage in the final minutes of the first quarter. The Jets scored their first points of the day 
in the early stages of the second quarter when Jets RB Bilal Powell finished a 12-play, 87-yard 
drive with a 35-yard TD rush along the sideline. Cleveland’s defense responded nicely and 
the Browns managed to extend their lead, scoring twice after the two-minute warning as RB 
Isaiah Crowell capped a nine-play, 70-yard drive by punching in a 1-yard TD run and Parkey 
converted his second field goal of the game – this time from 27-yards away – to send the 
Browns into halftime up 20-7. New York scored on its first two possessions of the third quarter 
as Jets QB Ryan Fitzpatrick led back-to-back impressive drives. First, Fitzpatrick connected 
with Jets WR Quincy Enunwa on a 24-yard TD pass to complete a 12-play, 78-yard drive, cut-
ting New York’s deficit to six. The Jets then took their first lead of the day when Jets RB Matt 
Forte found the end zone on a 4-yard TD scamper to complete the eight-play, 84-yard drive and 
give New York a 21-20 advantage with just over two minutes remaining in the third quarter. 
Forte scored once more on a 2-yard TD rush to begin the fourth quarter, stretching the Jets lead 
to 28-20. After Jets K Nick Folk’s 24-yard field goal, New York furthered the margin to an 
11-point advantage with just over four minutes left to play. The final points of the game came 
when McCown connected with Hawkins for his second TD of the day and then connected 
with WR Terrelle Pryor Sr. on the ensuing two-point conversion. After an unsuccessful onside 
kick attempt, the Browns were unable to get the ball back and the Jets held on to win, 31-28.

As rookies QB Cody Kessler (concussion) and WR Corey Coleman (hand) returned to the 
lineup from injury, the Browns scored on their opening possession to grab the initial lead but 
ultimately fell to the Dallas Cowboys, 35-10, at FirstEnergy Stadium. Kessler completed 19 of 
27 passes (70.4 percent) for 203 yards with one TD and no interceptions for a 104.4 rating, his 
third game with a rating of 100 or greater in the past four games, while Coleman posted three 
catches for 41 yards. After receiving the game’s opening kickoff, Kessler directed a 62-yard 
FG drive, capped by K Cody Parkey’s 31-yard conversion to provide Cleveland the initial 3-0 
advantage. The drive was sparked by Kessler’s 44-yard completion to RB Isaiah Crowell out 
of a unique formation that split multiple offensive linemen out wide, resulting in the longest 
pass and reception of Kessler’s and Crowell’s careers. Crowell finished the game with career 
bests on four receptions for 63 yards. The Cowboys responded with a 10-play, 75-yard TD 
drive to claim a 7-3 lead as Cowboys QB Dak Prescott found Cowboys TE Jason Witten for 
a 26-yard score. Dallas extended the lead to 21-3 with two TDs – a 10-yard rushing score by 
Cowboys RB Ezekiel Elliott and a 6-yard touchdown reception by Cowboys WR Cole Beasley 
– with 1:50 to play in the first half. In the ensuing two-minute drill, Kessler completed five of 
six passes for 58 yards, including a 12-yard TD to Terrelle Pryor Sr. with 23 seconds remaining 
in half, to set the score at 21-10 at halftime. The Cowboys registered TDs during each of their 
first two possessions of the second half on an 8-yard run by Elliott and a 2-yard reception by 
Cowboys TE Gavin Escobar, respectively, to increase the lead to 35-10.

The Baltimore Ravens defeated the Cleveland Browns, 28-7, on Thursday Night at M&T Bank 
Stadium. Both teams were held scoreless in the first quarter as the Browns defense forced 
consecutive punts on the Ravens first two possessions. On Baltimore’s third drive of the game, 
rookie DB Briean Boddy-Calhoun recorded his second INT of the season on a pass from 
Ravens QB Joe Flacco, bringing Baltimore’s scoring chance to a halt as the first quarter came 
to a close. In the second quarter, the Ravens struck first as K Justin Tucker split the uprights 
on a 25-yard field goal attempt to gain a 3-0 advantage. Cleveland responded on the ensuing 
possession as rookie QB Cody Kessler capped a seven-play, 75-yard drive with a 25-yard TD 
pass to fellow rookie TE Seth DeValve. The TD reception was DeValve’s first in the NFL and 
gave the Browns a 7-3 lead. As time expired in the half, Tucker converted one more field goal 
attempt – this time from 40-yards away – to leave Baltimore trailing just 7-6 at halftime. The 
Ravens also struck first in the third quarter when Flacco connected with TE Darren Waller 
on a 4-yard TD pass, finishing a nine-play, 64-yard Baltimore drive and regaining the lead, 
13-7.

The Cleveland Browns brought the game within one score midway through the fourth quar-
ter, but the Pittsburgh Steelers held on to defeat the Cleveland Browns, 24-9, at FirstEnergy 
Stadium. On the Steelers’ only possession of the first quarter, RB Le’Veon Bell led Pittsburgh 
down the field on a 16-play, 82-yard drive that consumed 9:18 seconds off the clock. Steelers 
K Chris Boswell eventually capped the drive with a 32-yard field goal to give Pittsburgh a 3-0 
advantage with just over two minutes remaining in the first. In the second quarter, Boswell 
converted a 33-yard field goal attempt to finish a 16-play, 68-yard drive that chewed up another 
9:28 seconds. On the final possession of the first half, Pittsburgh QB Ben Roethlisberger drove 
the Steelers down the field and gave them a chance to score as time expired. Following two 
defensive penalties in the end zone against the Browns, Pittsburgh eventually scored on its 
third try when Bell scampered in for a 1-yard TD rush. Roethlisberger connected with TE 
David Johnson on the ensuing two-point conversion attempt, giving the Steelers a 14-0 edge 
at the half. The Browns responded well in the third quarter, first forcing a three-and-out on 
Pittsburgh’s opening drive and then scoring their first points of the day when QB Cody Kessler 
led an 11-play, 48-yard drive that culminated in a 24-yard field goal by K Cody Parkey. The 
Steelers then answered on the ensuing possession as Boswell split the uprights for his third 
field goal of the day – this time from 22 yards away – to give Pittsburgh a 17-3 lead with just 
a few seconds remaining in the third quarter. To begin the fourth quarter, QB Josh McCown, 
who replaced Kessler following a concussion, led Cleveland down the field on an 11-play, 75-
yard drive. McCown found TE Gary Barnidge on a 14-yard TD pass to bring Cleveland within 
striking distance as a missed PAT from Parkey left the Browns trailing only 17-9. The final 
points of the day came via the Steelers defense when LB Ryan Shazier sacked McCown in the 
Browns’ own end zone and knocked the ball free. Steelers DL Javon Hargrave jumped on the 
loose ball for a fumble recovery TD, giving Pittsburgh a 24-9 advantage.

The Cleveland Browns brought the game to within one score with just over eight minutes 
remaining in the fourth quarter, but the New York Giants were able to hold on and defeat the 
Browns, 27-13, at FirstEnergy Stadium.

The Browns and Bills 
exchanged field goals to open the game’s scoring, including a 35-yard conversion by K Cody 
Parkey. Buffalo recorded two touchdowns – a 3-yard rush by Bills RB Mike Gillislee and a 
19-yard reception by TE Charles Clay from QB Tyrod Taylor – in the first half to hold a 17-10 
lead at halftime. Cleveland forced Buffalo to punt on the second half’s opening possession and 
responded with a touchdown drive, capped by an 18-yard run by Griffin. It marked the second 
TD run in as many games for Griffin, who became the first Browns quarterback to rush for 
a touchdown in back-to-back games since Charlie Frye in 2006. Parkey added a 40-yard FG 
in the third quarter, but the Bills registered two touchdowns and one FG three of their final 
four series to earn the win. DL/LB Emmanuel Ogbah posted one sack in the game to total a 
team-best 5.5 sacks on the season, while LB Demario Davis led the Browns with 10 tackles.

The Browns earned their first win of the 2016 season with a 20-17 victory against San Diego. 
San Diego and QB Philip Rivers marched down the field and scored on the first possession of 
the game with an eight-play, 75-yard drive, capped by a 1-yard TD pass to TE Antonio Gates. 
The Browns answered with a 10-play, 72-yard TD drive, finished by an 8-yard RB Isaiah 
Crowell TD rush that tied the game at 7-7 just under 10 minutes into the first quarter. The 
Chargers scored once more in the first quarter as K Josh Lambo culminated the ensuing pos-
session with a 43-yard field goal to gain a 10-7 advantage, but Cleveland answered yet again as 
the Browns opened the scoring in the second quarter behind another 10-play drive as Crowell 
found the end zone on a 4-yard rush for his second TD to give Cleveland a 14-10 advantage. 
DB Jamar Taylor brought the next San Diego drive to a halt when he picked off a Rivers pass, 
and the Browns capitalized as K Cody Parkey capped the ensuing drive with a 49-yard field 
goal to take a 17-10 lead that Cleveland would carry into halftime. To begin the third quarter, 
Parkey finished an eight-play, 57-yard drive with a 27-yard field goal attempt, extending the 
Browns’ lead to 20-10. The Chargers responded as Rivers led them on an 11-play, 75-yard 
drive capped by a 1-yard TD pass to WR Tyrell Williams. San Diego had the first opportunity 
to score in the fourth quarter with just over five minutes remaining in the game, but DL Jamie 
Meder blocked a 32-yard Lambo field goal attempt with 3:45 remaining. The Chargers had 
one last chance to score on their final possession, but Lambo would miss a 45-yard field goal 
attempt wide right as time expired.

The Steelers defeated the Browns in overtime, 27-24, in the 2016 regular season finale. The 
Browns opened the game’s scoring as QB Robert Griffin III led the Browns on an eight-play, 
55-yard drive, capped by a 12-yard TD catch by rookie TE Seth DeValve. On the first posses-
sion of the second quarter, Griffin directed an 11-play, 67-yard drive that ended with a four-
yard TD pass to TE Gary Barnidge to extend Cleveland’s lead to 14-0. The Browns threatened 
again on their following possession, but Steelers LB Ryan Shazier intercepted a Griffin pass 
on Pittsburgh’s 1-yard line. Later in the first half, the Steelers recovered a fumble on their own 
47-yard line and capitalized on the turnover as Steelers QB Landry Jones connected with RB 
DeAngelo Williams for an 11-yard TD to set the score a 14-7 at halftime. After being awarded 
a touchback following DB Briean Boddy-Calhoun’s interception return that was fumbled into 
the end zone, Pittsburgh produced another seven points off of turnovers following a 10-play, 
80-yard drive that culminated in a 1-yard rushing TD by Williams with 13:21 left to play in 
regulation. The Steelers gained their first lead of the game, 21-14, following an 11-yard TD 
pass from Jones to Steelers WR Demarcus Ayers. Cleveland responded as RB Isaiah Crowell 
burst free on a 67-yard rush up the middle and RB George Atkinson III punched in a 5-yard 
TD rush – the first of his NFL career – on the next play to even the score at 21-21 with 3:23 left 
in the fourth quarter. On the first possession in overtime, Griffin led Cleveland on a 17-play, 
63-yard drive that resulted in 34-yard field goal by Parkey, putting the Browns ahead 24-21. 
Jones found Pittsburgh WR Cobi Hamilton on a 26-yard TD strike on the ensuing possession 
to claim the victory. Led by Crowell’s career-high 152 rushing yards, his fourth 100-yard 
rushing game of the year, Cleveland rushed for 231 yards, the team’s fourth-most since 1999.

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TEAM HISTORY

	 The Cleveland Browns have one of the richest tra-
ditions in professional football, boasting eight league 
titles, including four NFL championships.  In addition, 
16 former Browns have been inducted into the Pro 
Football Hall of Fame in Canton, the sixth-most of any 
NFL franchise.  
	 The Browns were founded in 1945 as a charter 
member of the All-America Football Conference 
(AAFC), under businessman Arthur B. “Mickey” 
McBride, who would name Paul Brown the team’s 
general manager and head coach.  The franchise 
conducted a team naming contest, and the No. 1 
choice was “Browns,” highlighting Paul Brown’s popu-
larity in the area.  In addition to Brown, that first team 
consisted of future Hall of Famers in center Frank 
Gatski, quarterback Otto Graham, offensive tackle/
kicker Lou Groza, receiver Dante Lavelli, fullback 
Marion Motley and lineman Bill Willis.
	 In their first season in the AAFC (1946), the Browns 
posted a 12-2 record and went on to defeat the New 
York Yankees in the league’s inaugural championship 
game, 14-9. They were equally successful off the 
field, averaging more than 57,000 fans to their home 
games at Municipal Stadium.  The Browns would 
go on to claim the AAFC title in all four years of the 
league’s existence, including a 15-0 record in 1948.
	 In 1950, the Browns were one of only three AAFC 
teams to merge with the National Football League, 
along with the San Francisco 49ers and Baltimore 
Colts.  Despite joining a more established league, 
Cleveland continued its success as they marched 
through the 1950 regular season with a 10-2 record 
before defeating the New York Giants in the playoffs 
and the Los Angeles Rams in the championship 
game. In fact, the Browns appeared in the NFL 
Championship game in each of their first seven years 
in the league (1950-56), coming away with three titles 
during that time (1950, 1954-55).   
	 Quarterback Otto Graham guided the Browns to 
the championship game in all 10 of his professional 
seasons, helping the team capture seven titles (four 
AAFC and three NFL). Graham led the AAFC in pass-
ing all four years and led the NFL in passing twice 
(1953 and 1955), while totaling 23,584 passing yards 
combined in both leagues. 
	 In 1957, the Browns selected Syracuse running 
back Jim Brown with the sixth overall pick of the 
NFL Draft.  Brown would go on to lead the league in 

rushing that year with 942 yards in just 12 games as 
he was named NFL Rookie of the Year.  He helped 
the Browns back to the NFL title game that season, 
although they dropped a 59-14 decision to the Detroit 
Lions. The following year, Brown again led the league 
in rushing, with 1,527 yards and 27 touchdowns.  It 
marked one of seven times over the next eight years 
in which he rushed for more than 1,100 yards.
	 After going consecutive seasons without making 
the playoffs for the first time in franchise history 
(1961-62), Blanton Collier took over for Paul Brown 
as head coach in 1963, and guided the team to a 
regular season record of 10-4 as they returned to the 
postseason, led by Jim Brown’s career-high 1,863 
rushing yards.  The following year saw the Browns put 
together a record of 10-3-1, capped by a 27-0 victory 
over Baltimore in the NFL Championship game.  The 
1964 season marked the first of three NFL title game 
appearances for the Browns over the next five years.
	 Following the 1965 season, Brown unexpectedly 
announced his retirement to pursue an acting career.   
In his final year, Brown rushed for 1,544 yards, the 
third straight year and eighth time in his nine NFL 
seasons that he topped the league’s rushing chart.
	 Following Brown’s retirement, Cleveland could not 
be derailed as they qualified for the postseason 
in three of the next four years, including two NFL 
Championship game appearances (1968-69).  Future 
Hall of Fame running back Leroy Kelly, an eighth-round 
draft choice of the team in 1964, rushed for more than 
1,000 yards in three of those seasons (1966-68).
	 On Sept. 21, 1970, the Browns became part of 
history as they had the distinction of hosting the New 
York Jets in the first-ever Monday Night Football game, 
emerging with a 31-21 victory.
	 Collier wrapped up his coaching career following the 
1970 season. He registered a 76-34-2 (.688) regular 
season record and guided the Browns to four NFL 
Championship games.
	 The decade of the 1970s started with the Browns 
making two trips to the playoffs in the first three years. 
Then came a stretch in which the Browns missed the 
postseason seven straight seasons (1973-79).  In the 
final year of that span, however, the Browns, under the 
guidance of second-year Head Coach Sam Rutigliano 
put together a record of 9-7 and affectionately earned 
the nickname of the “Kardiac Kids.”  Of the team’s 
nine victories that year, seven came by seven points 
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or less.  Two of those wins occurred in overtime while 
three others were decided within the final two minutes 
of regulation.    
	 This excitement continued into the following sea-
son of 1980.  After starting the year 2-3, the Browns 
reeled off five straight wins and victories in eight of 
their next nine.  Of those eight triumphs, six came by 
six points or less.  On the final week of the season, 
Don Cockroft’s 22-yard field goal with less than two 
minutes to play lifted the Browns to a 27-24 victory 
over the Bengals at Cincinnati’s Riverfront Stadium, 
as Cleveland captured its first AFC Central crown 
since 1971 and its first playoff berth since 1972.
	 In 1985, the franchise underwent a makeover as 
Marty Schottenheimer was named the team’s sixth 
full-time head coach and the club selected University 
of Miami quarterback Bernie Kosar – a Youngstown 
native who grew up in Boardman, Ohio – in the NFL 
Supplemental Draft.  By midseason of his rookie year, 
Kosar had cracked the starting lineup, leading the 
Browns to wins in four of his first six starts.  Cleveland 
went on to post an 8-8 record that year, which was 
good for first place in the AFC Central division.  That 
season, running backs Earnest Byner and Kevin 
Mack both topped the 1,000-yard rushing mark, a 
feat that would not be accomplished again by a pair of 
running backs on the same team in the same season 
until 2008.  
	 The Browns seemed poised for their first playoff win 
since 1969 as they held a 21-3 third-quarter lead over 
the Dolphins at the Orange Bowl before Miami reeled 
off 21 unanswered points to come away with a 24-21 
victory.  With Kosar at the helm, the Browns would 
win three AFC Central division titles over the next 
four years (1986-87, 1989) and qualify for the playoffs 
on each occasion.  Three of those four appearances 
resulted in a spot in the AFC Championship game, 
only to be stopped short of their ultimate destination 
by the Denver Broncos each time.
	 In Aug. of 1991, the Browns moved into a new 
administrative complex in Berea and began holding 
training camp there in July of the following year.
	 On Nov. 6, 1995, it was announced that the Browns 
had signed a deal to relocate to Baltimore for the 
following season.  In Feb. 1996, the NFL announced 
that the Browns would be “deactivated” for three 
years and that a new stadium would be built for a 
new Browns team – either as an expansion team 
or one that would move from another city – that 
would begin play in 1999.  Cleveland NFL Football 

(Cleveland Browns Trust) was formed by the NFL with 
Bill Futterer as President and NFL Commissioner Paul 
Tagliabue as Trustee.  The Trust represented the NFL 
in the stadium design and construction, managed the 
sale of suites and club seats, and sold Permanent Seat 
Licenses and season tickets.  In March 1998, at the 
owners meeting in Orlando, Tagliabue announced that 
the Browns would be an expansion team rather than a 
relocated team.  On Sept. 8, 1998, the NFL awarded 
the new Cleveland Browns franchise to a group led 
by Alfred Lerner, while the NFL formally transferred 
ownership on Oct. 23, 1998.
	 The new Cleveland Browns franchise played their 
first game on Aug. 9, 1999 when they edged the 
Dallas Cowboys, 20-17 in overtime, in the annual 
Hall of Fame Game at Fawcett Stadium in Canton to 
open the preseason.  They played their first regular 
season game on Sept. 12 against their long-time rival 
Pittsburgh Steelers at FirstEnergy Stadium.  Their ini-
tial regular season victory occurred in dramatic fashion 
as a 56-yard Hail Mary from quarterback Tim Couch 
to wide receiver Kevin Johnson as time expired lifted 
the Browns to a 21-16 decision over the Saints at the 
Superdome, in what would be the first of two wins in 
that first season back for Cleveland.
	 On Oct. 23, 2002 owner Alfred Lerner passed away 
and his son, Randy, took over control of the team.  
Later that year, the Browns won their final two regular 
season games to finish with a record of 9-7, earning 
them their first playoff berth since returning to the 
league just four years earlier.
	 The team unveiled a Ring of Honor at FirstEnergy 
Stadium at halftime of the home opener against the 
Kansas City Chiefs on Sept. 19, 2010.  The inaugural 
class consisted of the franchise’s 16 Hall of Famers, as 
the name of each man was permanently displayed on 
the stadium’s upper deck facade. In 2012, the years of 
the team’s eight league championships were added to 
the southeast end of facade.
	 On Aug. 2, 2012, Jimmy Haslam agreed to purchase 
controlling interest of the Cleveland Browns from 
Randy Lerner. The NFL approved Haslam as the 
owner on Oct. 16. 
	 The Browns and FirstEnergy Corp. announced that 
the team’s venue will be called FirstEnergy Stadium, 
Home of the Cleveland Browns on Jan. 15, 2013. 
	 Sashi Brown was promoted to Executive Vice 
President of Football Operations on Jan. 3, 2016. Hue 
Jackson was named the 16th full-time head coach in 
Browns history on Jan. 13, 2016.

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To pay homage to their great history - one of the richest in the NFL - the Browns unveiled the Cleveland Browns Ring of Honor during a special ceremony 
at halftime of the 2010 regular season home opener, against Kansas City on Sept. 19. The initial group of inductees consisted of the 16 former Browns 
enshrined in the Pro Football Hall of Fame. The names of these 16 greats are prominently displayed on the facade of the upper deck of the stadium. In 
2012, the years of the team’s eight league championships were added to the facade at the southeast end of FirstEnergy Stadium.

The Cleveland Browns organization honors the team’s all-time greats through the Cleveland Browns Legends Program. This program honors the men 
who have contributed to the success of the Browns organization. The Legends Program started in 2001 with the automatic induction of the Browns’ then 
Hall of Famers into the Cleveland Browns Legends.

The Active/Inactive List is the principal status for players participating for a club. It consists of all players 
under contract who are eligible for preseason, regular-season, and postseason games. Teams are permit-
ted to open training camp with no more than 90 players under contract and thereafter must one manda-
tory roster reduction prior to the season opener. Teams will be permitted an Active List of 46 players and 
an Inactive List of seven players for each regular-season and postseason game. Teams also are permitted 
to establish Practice Squads of up to 10 players who are eligible to participate in practice, but these play-
ers remain free agents and are eligible to sign with any other team in the league.

In addition to the squad limits described above, the overall roster limit of 90 players remains in effect 
throughout the regular season and postseason. The overall limit is applicable to players on a team’s Active, 
Inactive, and certain Exempt Lists, players on the Practice Squad, and players on the Reserve List as 
Injured, Physically Unable to Perform, Non-Football Illness/Injury, and Suspended by Club.

In its four years of existence, the All-America Football Conference (AAFC) was dominated by the 
Browns as Cleveland won the league’s championship every year and was named lifetime champions. 
In 1949, the final year of the AAFC, the Browns took part in an additional exhibition after being 
crowned league champions. 

Six games after defeating the San Francisco 49ers and winning the league title, Cleveland took on 
the AAFC All-Stars in Houston, Texas. Named the Shamrock Charity Bowl All-Star Game, the contest 
was the creation of “Diamond” Glenn McCarthy, a Houston oil tycoon and huge football fan who hoped 
his city would be able to land an expansion team in the new and improved NFL. 

The Browns all-star opponents featured rookie quarterback sensation Y.A. Tittle, who played for the 
Colts but would later go on to haunt the Browns in the early 1960s with the New York Giants, 49ers 
FB Joe Perry and HBs Buddy Young and Tom Landry of the New York Yankees. All but Young are in the 
Pro Football Hall of Fame. 

Less than a week off of winning the AAFC title, 12,000 fans in attendance watched the Browns fall 
to the league’s All-Stars, 12-7, in cold and rainy conditions. The contest marked the first game in the 
city’s history that featured integrated players and fans as the Browns had the first two African-
American players of the modern era in Hall of Famer FB Marion Motley and OL Bill Willis and later 
added P Horace Gillom. 

In the following year, the Browns, the 49ers and the Baltimore Colts joined the NFL after the AAFC 
disbanded, making the exhibition the final game in the league’s short history. In their first year in the 
NFL, the Browns went on to win their fifth consecutive championship.

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FirstEnergy Stadium is home not only to a storied football franchise but also to a dedicated, passionate group of people who are the world’s greatest 
fans. At FirstEnergy Stadium, fans take pride in supporting their team in a safe, enthusiastic and family-oriented atmosphere. This special combination of 
sportsmanship and exhilaration makes Sunday afternoons with the Browns a memorable experience.

FirstEnergy Stadium was built on the hallowed ground of the old Municipal Stadium. There’s no better place than on the lakefront for the home of the 
Cleveland Browns, where the legendary Coach Paul Brown established Cleveland’s first football dynasty in the 1940s. No other site could have been as 
appropriate as the location where 16 Cleveland Browns established their credentials for induction into the Pro Football Hall of Fame in Canton. In 2010, 
these Hall of Famers were further honored by the unveiling of their names in the Ring of Honor, which recognizes their contributions to the Cleveland 
Browns organization. The names of these 16 greats are now permanently displayed on the facade of the stadium’s upper deck.  

While the location of the stadium honors the glorious history of athletic achievements in Cleveland, FirstEnergy Stadium is a celebration of the city’s 
renaissance, drawing people to the lakefront every day. The crown jewel of the Northcoast Harbor, FirstEnergy Stadium is located next to the Rock and 
Roll Hall of Fame and Museum and the Great Lakes Science Center. While on the south side of the stadium, the fans can grab items to represent their 
favorite team at the Pro Shop. 

FirstEnergy Stadium also plays host to various major events and is available for private functions 
such as wedding receptions, proms, holiday parties and business luncheons. In 2016, the facility 
hosted a U2 concert and an international soccer doubleheader during the 2017 CONCACAF Gold Cup.

On June 5, 2016, the stadium welcomed the U.S. Soccer Women’s National Team for the second leg 
of a two-game friendly series against Japan. With 23,535 fans in attendance, the largest crowd ever 
to watch a WNT game in Ohio supported the 2015 World Cup champion USA during a a 2-0 victory in 
a rematch of the tournament finals. 

In 2015, FirstEnergy Stadium welcomed One Direction and Luke Bryan for top-notch concerts on Aug. 
27 and Sept. 5, respectively. In 2012, “The Brothers of the Sun Tour,” featuring Kenny Chesney and Tim 
McGraw, came to FirstEnergy Stadium. The stadium has also played host to Kenny Chesney concerts 
in 2007 and 2008, as well as The Three Tenors (2000), George Strait (2000) and *NSYNC (2001).  

On May 29, 2013, the U.S. Men’s National Team hosted Belgium for the first international soccer 
match at the stadium since 2006. On six occasions since 2005, the High School Charity Games 
have been staged at FirstEnergy Stadium, showcasing some of the top area high school football 
talent. College football has been a regular on FirstEnergy Stadium’s docket.  On September 21, 2013, 
Tuskegee University and Winston Salem State University squared off in the Third Annual Cleveland 
Classic HBCU football game.  Since 2006, a college game has been played at the stadium each year 
except 2010 and 2014.   

NOT JUST FOR BROWNS GAMES

FIRSTENERGY STADIUM, HOME OF THE CLEVELAND BROWNS
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In 2015, the Browns completed a two-year, $125 million modernization project that was launched by Dee and Jimmy Haslam in 2013. The Browns, with 
the City of Cleveland and Mayor Frank Jackson’s support, now provide the team and its fans a top-tier NFL facility, one with a significant home-field 
advantage charged by the Dawg Pound.  

“This renovation is a result of wanting to create the best fan experience in the NFL, and also to create a venue to attract other world-class events at 
FirstEnergy Stadium,” said Jimmy Haslam. “We realize the transformative opportunity of this investment for the City of Cleveland. We’re excited to reward 
our fans and the community with the experience they deserve.”

All facets of the renovation were incorporated with the mission to provide Browns fans an enhanced in-game experience, while also improving the team’s 
home-field advantage, bolstered by the NFL’s most loyal and passionate fan base. 

In 2015, the modernization revitalized the look and feel of the stadium’s external and internal features, creating a vibrant environment that highlights 
Cleveland and the Browns’ illustrious history. In addition to upgrading lighting, signage and way-finding throughout the concourses, high-definition graphics 
inside and outside the stadium now depict current players, Browns legends, the historic Dawg Pound and the best fans in the league. 

During Phase II, the Browns also increased the availability of Cleveland chef partner options and general concessions for all fans, focusing on Cleveland 
tastes. Renovated dining locations and upgraded food and beverage amenities were added, including new concepts and offerings, in addition to modern-
ized facades, signage, menu boards and way-finding throughout the stadium. All 35 permanent concession stands were remodeled.

Prior to the end of the 2015 season, the team installed and fully optimized a new WiFi system to offer fans increased access through their mobile devices, 
including to track stats and scores across the league and additional team information through the Browns Mobile App. 

In an effort to further highlight the team’s connection to Cleveland and its thriving food scene, celebrity chef concepts including Michael Symon’s B Spot 
and Rocco Whalen’s Great Lakes Cheesesteaks are now featured in the 100 and 500 levels of the stadium.

The Browns began their food and beverage transformation through an expanded partnership with Aramark, which in 2014 became FirstEnergy Stadium’s 
general concessionaire after serving as the facility’s premium dining and catering company since 2012. During Phase I, the team incorporated menu 
items from many of Cleveland’s award-winning chefs that previously were only available in premium areas. The first stage of the renovation created new 
stands in general concession locations, highlighted by Symon’s B Spot in the west end zone and a new concept from Whalen, Great Lakes Cheesesteaks, 
in the east end zone.

In the second phase, the team also modernized premium areas, including upgrading all club seats and suites, while adding more top-level entertainment 
areas. A field-level hospitality location has been constructed opposite of the Browns’ locker room, while the Grille Club, north and south clubs and upper- 
and lower-level suites were restructured and refurbished, with every facet of each area receiving fresh upgrades.

FIRSTENERGY STADIUM RENOVATION, 2014-2015
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During Phase I, the Browns installed two new angled video boards that measure approximately 6,900 square feet, nearly triple the size of the old units. 
The boards, which are equivalent in size to 645 60-inch HD televisions, are 32 feet lower and 56 feet closer to the field, further enhancing their impact 
on all fans’ viewing experience. New LED video boards, which feature stats, scores and information, as well as new and upgraded LED ribbon boards, 
were also installed throughout the stadium. 

The new video elements are complemented by an entirely new audio system, delivering crisper, clearer audio in the facility. The main bowl’s sound system 
was entirely replaced with best-in-class modern audio equipment, and is supported by additional speaker locations throughout the complex that improved 
clarity to previously shadowed areas. With the new video and audio systems, the Browns have incorporated state-of-the-art technologies that impress 
fans with high-level scoreboard programming and concert-quality sound. 

In 2014, the project also increased the lower bowl’s seating capacity while improving sightlines. Many Browns fans are now seated closer to the field and 
observe dramatically better views of the game, fostering a more intimate environment while enhancing the team’s home-field advantage. In addition to 
creating more prime locations for fans, the Browns expanded ADA seating in the project’s first phase. 

Easing in-stadium access for fans was another priority in the renovation’s initial stage. Two new escalators were installed in both the east and west 
end zones to ensure the most fluid, convenient movement in and between stadium levels. There are now 12 escalators that provide access to stadium 
concourses, including direct access to the 300 and 500 levels. 

For the first time in 2014, FirstEnergy Stadium featured fan decks that host unique engagement areas in both end zones. Each deck offers a special in-
stadium viewing experience, with fans gaining access to new locations and activations while still being able to watch the game live.

FIRSTENERGY STADIUM RENOVATION, 2014-2015
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In 2015, the Cleveland Browns introduced new NFL Nike Elite 51 uniforms with nine different possible combinations. Throughout the uniform design 
process with the NFL and Nike, the Browns focused on paying tribute to the team’s long-standing tradition, loyal Browns fans and the City of Cleveland 
while implementing modernizations that match the city’s revitalization in recent years. Respecting the Browns treasured history, the team maintained the 
core elements of the historic Browns uniforms, which have undergone minimal changes since 1947.       
In addition to other elements, notable elements of the Browns’ uniform design include:

•	 “CLEVELAND” emblazoned across the chest of all three jerseys, making the Browns the only NFL club to feature its city on the front of the jersey 
rather than its team name.

•	 “DAWG POUND” inscribed inside of the back collar of all three jerseys to pay tribute to the NFL’s best fans.
•	 Contrast stitching in the uniform construction that depicts attention to detail and craftsmanship.
•	 Larger uniform stripes extending the Browns’ original pattern into a consistent element through the jersey, pants and helmet.. The horizontal sleeve 

stripe on the jersey now also crosses over to the chest panel.
•	 Browns’ bold orange helmets include a brown facemask and also advance the new stripe pattern further with a distinct carbon fiber texture.
•	 Nine available uniform combinations with the introduction of an orange “third” jersey and three pant sets (brown, white and orange). 

1946 – In the team’s inaugural season, the Browns wore plain white helmets and sported white and 
brown jerseys with classy, shadow-boxed numbers. These jerseys were worn for only one season.
1947 – The Browns introduced what is now viewed as the “classic” Browns uniform.
1950 – The Browns introduced solid orange helmets for the first time as part of their uniform.
1953 – Orange uniforms are introduced for the first time when they don them for their home opener 
against the Philadelphia Eagles. They would appear again in exhibition games in 1954 and 1955 
before being shelved for 47 years.
1957 – For three seasons, the Browns added brown jersey numbers to all of their helmets.
1960 – For one season only, the Browns incorporated two brown stripes that flank the existing white 
center striped helmets along with the brown jersey numbers on the side.
1969 – A commemorative patch was added to the uniform to celebrate the 50th Anniversary of the 
NFL. This is the first time that a patch of any kind was worn on the uniform.
1970 – Names were introduced to the back of all jerseys and remained a permanent fixture.
1975 – Orange pants were introduced for the first time and worn regularly. All facemasks on helmets 
were also changed to white in color.
1984 – The jerseys were redesigned as solid orange pants were replaced by white pants that for 
the first time featured an orange center stripe outlined with brown stripes to go with solid orange 
or brown socks. Brown jerseys with orange numbers were worn for the preseason before being 
scrapped because the numbers proved to be too difficult for spotters to recognize during the game.
1985 – The team returned to the “classic” Browns look.
2002 – Orange jerseys made a return to the field for the Browns.
2003 – An orange center stripe returned to the pants for first time since 1984.
2008 – Solid brown pants were introduced for the first time.
2013 – The Browns sported a “brown out” version of their jersey for a Thursday Night Football game 
against the Buffalo Bills at FirstEnergy Stadium, wearing their brown jersey with solid brown pants 
and socks for the first time in team history.
2016 - Browns introduce new uniforms with nine possible combinations.

Pound, the team’s return to Cleveland in 1999 and other anniversaries.

CLEVELAND BROWNS LOGO HISTORY
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The Cleveland Browns Training Facility is located in Berea, Ohio, where it sits 
on 13 acres of land. The building originally opened in August of 1991 and has 
undergone many renovations since then. The 115,000 square foot building has 
two floors, both of which have been renovated over the past few years.   

Prior to the 2016 season, the Browns made significant upgrades to the building’s 
exterior and interior, focusing primarily on improving player areas to provide 
the team’s coaches and players with best-in-class resources, by adding 25,000 
square feet and renovating an additional 25,000 square feet of the facility. In addi-
tion to increasing the size of office and meeting spaces, Cleveland redesigned the 
locker room, player meeting rooms, player lounge, cafeteria and training room, 
including the installation of a lap pool and new hot and cold tubs. 

During the 2013 offseason, the facility’s second floor underwent a 36,000 square 
foot renovation. The new space boasts an open floor plan and was designed to 
create a vibrant, energetic and collaborative space for the club’s football and busi-
ness operations. The new space houses a state-of-the-art media studio where 
radio and television production take place in house.     

Connected to the facility is the team’s 60,000 square foot indoor field house. The 
facility also hosts four regulation-size natural grass practice fields ideal for year-
round football operations, including the club’s training camp.

The Cleveland Browns and City of Berea agreed to a lease amendment that 
guarantees the team’s facility will remain in Berea through at least 2028.

 

The Dino Lucarelli Media Center, opened in December of 2002 at the Browns Training and Administrative Complex in Berea, features an expansive media 
work room and a radio/television interview area. The space was also renovated in 2017 to provide a more vibrant environment for media within the facility. 

Lucarelli, 79, worked with Cleveland media for more than 50 years and has been affiliated with the Cleveland Browns organization since 1975 with 
responsibilities in player relations, media services and alumni relations. Lucarelli called the naming of the media center “one of the biggest thrills of my life.” 

The Cleveland Chapter of the Professional Football Writers of America (PFWA) has named its “Good Guy Award” for Lucarelli. The Good Guy Award is 
given annually for cooperation with the media and for the way a player carries himself in the community and with his teammates. The National Football 
Foundation (Northeast Ohio Chapter) Lifetime Achievement Award is also named for Lucarelli.

The Browns Training and Administrative Complex will host 2017 Browns training camp, which marks the 23rd time (1992-95, 1999-2017) the team will  
have conducted training camp at the facility. Training camp is in association with  Discount Drug Mart.

CBS Radio’s WNCX (98.5 FM) will also carry live game action 
in 2017 as the team has a triplecast of games in the local market. The stations will serve as the flagship stations on the University Hospitals Cleveland 
Browns Radio Network. In addition to game broadcasts, more than 1,000 hours of Browns-related shows will air on the University Hospitals Cleveland 
Browns Radio Network annually. 

The talent lineup for the broadcast team features long-time voice of the Browns Jim Donovan as the play-by-play announcer and former Browns offensive 
tackle Doug Dieken as analyst, with Nathan Zegura serving as the sideline reporter.

Cleveland Browns Daily, brought to Browns fans by JACK, the team’s official entertainment partner, debuted as a one-hour program in 2011 and 
expanded to two hours in July of 2013. The show is hosted by Browns senior media broadcaster Nathan Zegura and Matt Wilhelm, who was a 
member of the Packers’ Super Bowl XLV championship team during his eight-year NFL career and was also on Ohio State’s 2002 BCS National 
Championship team.

The show airs on ESPN 850 WKNR, Monday through Friday from 1-3 p.m., 52 weeks a year. Cleveland Browns Daily offers comprehensive cover-
age and analysis of the team both on and off the field. The show is also streamed live on www.ClevelandBrowns.com, www.espncleveland.com 
and the Browns Mobile App.

Regular contributors to the show include the voice of the Browns, Jim Donovan, and radio analyst Doug Dieken. Guests consist of Browns players, 
coaches, members of the front office and alumni, as well as various personalities from the football industry, including local and national media.
