RAMS VS. Y3ERS

The San Francisco 49ers return home this week as they take on the Los
Angeles Rams on Thursday Night Football. The 49ers lead the all-time se-
ries against the Rams, 68-64-3, and have won each of the past three match-
ups between the two clubs. San Francisco swept the season series in 2016
against the Rams. This week’s game marks the second time the 49ers and
Los Angeles Rams will square off on Thursday Night Football (12/2/82).

Last week, the 49ers fell to the Seattle Seahawks in a defensive battle,
9-12. The 49ers offense rushed for 159 yards on 19 carries (8.37 average).
The team’s 8.37 average yards per carry was the third-highest average all-
time against the Seahawks. In the first half, RB Carlos Hyde rushed seven
times for 102 yards, becoming the first player to rush for 100-or-more yards
in the first half against Seattle since RB Adrian Peterson in 2012. Since 2015,
Hyde is the only player to rush for 100-or-more yards at CenturyLink Field,
and has done so twice.

On defense, the 49ers combined for three sacks on the Seahawks. DL
Aaron Lynch brought down Seahawks QB Russell Wilson and now has 4.5
sacks in his career against the Seahawks, the most against any single op-
ponent during his career. DL Arik Armstead and DL Tank Carradine each
brought down Wilson for eight-yard losses. On special teams, K Robbie
Gould made each of his three field goal attempts (40, 37 & 34 yards). He
has now connected on all four of his field goal attempts on the season.

THE HEAD COACHES

Kyle Shanahan was named the 20th head coach
of the San Francisco 49ers on February 6, 2017,
after spending the previous two seasons as the of-
fensive coordinator of the Atlanta Falcons. Shana-
han has 13 seasons of coaching experience at the
NFL level, including the previous nine as an offen-
sive coordinator for the Atlanta Falcons (2015-16),
Cleveland Browns (2014), Washington Redskins (2010-13) and Hous-
ton Texans (2008-09). In six of his nine seasons as an offensive coor-
dinator (2008-09, 2012-13 and 2015-16), Shanahan directed an offense
that ranked in the top 10 in the NFL in yards gained. Following the
2016 season, Shanahan was named Associated Press Assistant Coach
of the Year, Coordinator of the Year by The Sporting News and As-
sistant Coach of the Year by the Pro Football Writers of America after
a record-setting performance by the Falcons offense en route to cap-
turing the NFC South division title and an appearance in Super Bowl
LI. Under Shanahan, the 2016 Falcons set franchise records in yards
per game (415.8), points scored (540), net passing yards per game
(295.3) and average yards per play (6.7). Atlanta QB Matt Ryan, who
was named Associated Press Most Valuable Player, Associated Press
Offensive Player of the Year, Most Valuable Player/Offensive Player of
the Year by the Pro Football Writers of America and FedEx Air Player
of the Year, threw for a single-season franchise record and career-high
4,944 passing yards and 38 touchdowns, ranking second in the NFL
in both categories. WR Julio Jones recorded 83 receptions for 1,409
yards (17.0 average) and six touchdowns in 14 games played.

Sean McVay is in his first season as head coach
of the Los Angeles Rams. On January 12, 2017,
McVay was hired as the head coach of the Los
Angeles Rams at the age of 30, which made him
the youngest head coach in modern NFL history.
In 2014, McVay was promoted by Redskins head
coach, Jay Gruden, to offensive coordinator. In his
first season as offensive coordinator, he turned the team’s offense
into the 12th ranked pass offense in the NFL, averaging 268.4 pass-
ing yards per game with third year quarterback, Kirk Cousins. McVay
also led the Redskins to the 17th ranked rush offense, with 97.9 rush-
ing yards per game, and the 10th ranked total offense in the NFL, a
year after the team’s offense finished ranked 25th in total offense, av-
eraging 24.3 points per game and 353.8 total yards per game. Prior
to becoming offensive coordinator, McVay spent three seasons as
the Redskins tight ends coach from 2011-13, and one season as an
offensive assistant in 2010. He began his coaching career in the NFL
as an offensive assistant with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers in 2008.

One of the most respected players to
ever play the game of football, and a four-
time finalist for the Pro Football Hall of
Fame, John Lynch is in his first season
as the team’s General Manager follow-
ing a 15-year playing career and more
than eight season as an NFL analyst.

Lynch joined the 49ers in Febru-
ary of 2017 after serving as a color
analyst for FOX Sports from 2009-16.
In his final season of 2016 with FOX,
he manned the number two broad-
cast crew alongside play-by-play an-
nouncer Kevin Burkhardt.

Prior to his time at FOX,
Lynch constructed one of the
all-time great NFL careers
while with the Tampa Bay
Buccaneers (1993-2003)
and the Denver Broncos
(2004-07). A four-time All-
Pro and nine-time Pro Bowl
selection, he played in 224
games (191 starts) and registered
1,277 tackles, 13.0 sacks, 26 inter-
ceptions, 16 forced fumbles, eight
fumble recoveries and 100 passes
defensed. Lynch also started all 12
playoff games in which he appeared
and tallied 71 tackles, two intercep-
tions and 12 passes defensed. He was a
Buccaneers team captain as the squad
achieved the crown jewel of team sports,
avictory in Super Bowl XXXVII, and has been
inducted into the Ring of Honor in both Tam-
pa Bay and Denver.

LYNCH’S GOLDEN NUGGETS

Lynch attended Stanford University
where he excelled in both football and
baseball. On the football field, he earned
Second-Team All-American and First-Team
All-Pac-10 Conference honors as a senior,
while playing for Hall of Fame head coach
Bill Walsh. Lynch was later selected in the
third round (82nd overall) of the 1993
NFL Draft by Tampa Bay. Following his
career on the diamond for the Car-
dinal, he was selected in the second
round (66th overall) of the 1992 Major
League Baseball Draft by the Florida
Marlins.

In addition to his stellar play

on the field, Lynch is also a pillar of

the community. He and his wife,

Linda, formed the John Lynch

Foundation, which is com-

mitted to inspiring young

people to become leaders

through scholarship, sport

participation and communi-

ty involvement. The Foundation is com-

mitted to developing leaders by encour-

aging dreams, providing programs that

assist and motivate, and recognizing
achievement and excellence.

Lynch was the recipient of the 2006
Bart Starr Award, which is voted upon
by players throughout the NFL and
recognizes a player who shows out-
standing character and leadership in

the home, on the field and in the com-
munity. He was also presented with
The Byron “Whizzer” White Award,
which is given annually to the

NFL player who serves his

team, community and country

in the spirit of Bryon Raymond White.

Lynch is a member of the Tampa Bay Buccaneers Ring of Honor (2016) and the Denver Broncos Ring of Fame (2016).

One of seven players in NFL history to make at least four Pro Bowls with multiple teams (Tampa Bay - 5; Denver - 4).

His nine Pro Bowl selections rank t-2nd in NFL history among safeties, behind Pro Football Hall of Fame S Ken Houston (10).

A four-time AP All-Pro selection (1999-2002), Lynch also won Super Bowl XXXVII as a member of the Buccaneers.

Attended Stanford University (1989-92) where he played both football and baseball. He earned Second-Team All-American and
First-Team All-Pac-10 Conference honors as a senior while playing for Hall of Famer and former 49ers head coach Bill Walsh.

Selected in the second round (66th overall) of the 1992 Major League Baseball Draft by the Florida Marlins.

In August of 2000, he and his wife, Linda, formed the “John Lynch Foundation” to provide “encouragement and positive alterna-

tives for young people.”

PARAAG MARATHE - CHIEF STRATEGY OFFICER

& EXECUTIVE VICE PRESIDENT, FOOTBALL OPERATIONS

Paraag Marathe is in his 17th year with the 49ers, and second as
chief strategy officer and executive vice president of football opera-
tions. Marathe is also a managing partner in the investment entity
created by the York Family. On the team side, Marathe reports di-
rectly to 49ers CEO Jed York and has a key role in major strategic
decisions for the club as Chief Strategy Officer. He also continues in
his long-respected role as the team’s chief contract negotiator and
salary cap architect, while overseeing the team’s football analytics
department. While serving as team President for two years (2014-
15) and chief operating officer for four years (2010-13), Marathe also
helped bring to life the vision of an unparalleled fan experience at
Levi’s Stadium.

Prior to joining the 49ers, Marathe spent several years at manage-
ment consulting firm Bain & Company, as a Senior Associate Con-
sultant, where he advised clients in a variety of industries including
private equity, venture capital, software, retail, sports footwear, con-
sumer products, and health clubs. Before that, Marathe worked in
the sports consulting group at the International Management Group
(IMG), where he concentrated primarily on stadium naming rights
deals, corporate sponsorships, and athlete endorsements.

A native of Saratoga, CA, Marathe’s Bay Area roots run deep, hav-
ing received his bachelor’s degree with high honors from the Haas
School of Business at the University of California-Berkeley and his
MBA from Stanford University’s Graduate School of Business.

ADAM PETERS - VICE PRESIDENT OF PLAYER PERSONNELL

Adam Peters is in his 15th season in the NFL and first as vice presi-
dent of player personnel for the 49ers. He joins the 49ers after spend-
ing the previous eight seasons (2009-16) with the Denver Broncos.

In 2016, Peters was named the Broncos director of college scouting
after spending two seasons as the team’s assistant director of college
scouting (2014-15). Peters spent three years as a national scout (2011-
13) after originally joining the Broncos as a regional scout in 2009.

As a member of Denver’s personnel department, Peters helped the
team acquire 27 players through the draft and college free agency
that were vital members of the Super Bowl 50 championship roster.

Peters joined the Broncos after spending six years (2003-08) with
the New England Patriots. In his first two seasons with the Patriots as
a scouting assistant, he was a part of two Super Bowl championship
teams (XXXVIII in 2003 and XXXIX in 2004). In 2005, Peters handled
pro scouting duties for the team before serving as an area scout in his
final three seasons (2006-08) with the Patriots.

Prior to the NFL, Peters spent one season (2002) as a football op-
erations graduate assistant at UCLA after playing defensive end for
the Bruins from 1999-2001. He transferred to UCLA from West Valley
Junior College (Saratoga, CA), where he played tight end for two sea-
sons (1997-98) and earned all-conference honors.

A native of Cupertino, CA, Peters attended Monta Visa High School
where he was a two-sport standout in football and baseball during his
prep career.



THE MEN UPSTAIRS

MARTIN MAYHEW -SENIOR PERSONNEL EXECUTIVE
Martin Mayhew is in his first season as the 49ers senior personnel
executive. He joins the 49ers after spending the 2016 season as the
director of football operations/special projects with the New York Gi-
ants. In his role with the Giants, he worked all aspects of the salary
cap, CBA compliance and player contract negotiations.

Prior to his time in New York, Mayhew spent 15 years (2001-15) in
the Detroit Lions organization, including the final seven as the team’s
general manager. Taking over as general manager following the
team’s winless season in 2008, he aided Detroit’s ascent to a 10-win
season in 2011. Mayhew was responsible for the draft selections of
Pro Bowlers QB Matthew Stafford and DE Ezekiel Ansah, as well as
2010 AP Defensive Rookie of the Year DT Ndamukong Suh, who was
selected to four Pro Bowls as a member of the Lions. He was also
responsible for signing WR Golden Tate and S Glover Quin in free
agency, both of whom went on to earn Pro Bowl honors in Detroit.

Mayhew first joined the Lions organization in 2001 as the senior
director of football administration/staff counsel. In 2003, he was
promoted to senior vice president of football administration/staff
counsel and was appointed senior vice president and assistant gen-
eral manager in 2004. In 2008, Mayhew was promoted to general
manager.

Originally a 10th round selection (262nd overall) by the Buffalo
Bills in the 1988 NFL Draft, Mayhew played nine seasons in the NFL.
During his career with Buffalo (1988), Washington (1989-92) and
Tampa Bay (1993-96), he appeared in 118 games (107 starts) and
registered 473 tackles, 21 interceptions, four forced fumbles and 1.0
sack. In 1991, Mayhew started and was a member of the Super Bowl
XXVI champion Washington Redskins.

A native of Tallahassee, FL, Mayhew graduated from Florida State
University with a degree in business management and earned his
law degree from Georgetown University’s Law Center in 2000. While
at FSU, he was a National Merit and Achievement Scholar and earned
GTE CoSIDA Academic All-America honors. He was also a two-sport
athlete, lettering on both the Seminoles football and track teams.
During the 1999 season while attending law school, Mayhew spent
nine months as an intern in the Redskins personnel department. He
also had two separate internship stints with the NFL league office in
both the labor operations and legal departments before joining the
Lions in 2001. He is a member of The Florida Bar.

RAN CARTHON - DIRECTOR OF PRO PERSONNELL

Ran Carthon is in his 10th season in the NFL and first as director of
pro personnel with San Francisco. He spent the previous five seasons
(2012-16) as director of pro personnel with the St. Louis/Los Angeles
Rams.

In his role with the 49ers, Carthon manages the coordination and
day-to-day operations of the Pro Personnel department, including
assistance with the coordination of free agency, the evaluation of
the unrestricted free agent market and oversight of the evaluations
of NFL players. He also provides input into personnel decisions con-
cerning the team’s acquisition of veteran talent through free agency,
trades and the waiver system. Carthon also oversees creation of ad-
vanced scouting reports for all upcoming 49ers opponents in order to
assist the coaching staff in their preparations.

During his tenure with the Rams, Carthon played a vital role in a per-
sonnel department that drafted consecutive Associated Press Rookie
of the Year Award winners in DT Aaron Donald (Defense - 2014) and
RB Todd Gurley (Offense - 2015). From 2012-16, the Rams organization
also had nine players selected to the Pro Football Writers Association
of America’s All-Rookie team. During free agency this offseason, the
Rams signed sought after free agents such as three-time Pro Bowl T
Andrew Whitworth and WR Robert Woods.

Carthon joined the Rams following four seasons (2008-11) as a pro
scout with the Atlanta Falcons. In Atlanta, he worked closely with cur-
rent Rams general manager Les Snead, who was the Falcons director
of player personnel during that time.

A 36-year-old native of Osceola, AR, Carthon was a running back at
the University of Florida (1999-2003), where he appeared in four bowl
games and was part of the Gators 2000 SEC Championship team. Af-
ter signing with the Indianapolis Colts as an undrafted free agent in
2004, Carthon appeared in nine games and registered 16 carries for
22 yards and two touchdowns with the team. He also had brief stints
with the Green Bay Packers (2005), Seattle Seahawks (2005) and De-
troit Lions (2006).

San Francisco head coach Kyle Shanahan served as
Garcon’s offensive coordinator with the Washington Redskins for the 2012-13 seasons. In his

SALEH AT YOUR BOY

Robert Saleh (SAH-lah) is in his 13th NFL season
and first season as the 49ers defensive coordinator.
He spent the previous three seasons (2014-16) as
the linebackers coach for the Jacksonville Jaguars.

In 2016, Saleh’s linebackers helped the Jacksonville
defense rank fifth in passing yards allowed (215.3)
and sixth in opponent rushing average (3.82). Team captain LB Paul
Posluzny started all 16 games at MLB and led the team in tackles for
the second consecutive season. According to Jaguars team statistics,
LB Telvin Smith registered 118 tackles while starting all 16 games at
outside linebacker for the first time in his career. Smith’s 350 career
tackles are the most ever by a Jaguars player in his first three NFL
seasons.

In 2015, the Jaguars defense allowed 3.68 yards per attempt, the
fifth lowest rushing average allowed in the NFL. Posluszny led the
Jaguars and ranked fifth in the league with 133 tackles, according to
game book statistics, while tying with Smith for the team lead with 13
tackles for loss. According to Jaguars team statistics, Smith registered
a career high 128 tackles in 2015.

Under Saleh’s guidance, Smith stepped in the starting lineup and
ranked third among all rookies with 99 tackles, according to game
book statistics, in 2014. Smith led the team with two fumble recov-
eries while ranking second with nine tackles for loss. After a season-
ending injury to Posluszny midway through the year, LB JT. Thomas
stepped in and set a career high in tackles along with two intercep-
tions, two tackles for loss and five passes defensed.

Prior to Jacksonville, Saleh spent three seasons (2011-13) as a defen-
sive quality control coach for the Seattle Seahawks. During his three
seasons with the Seahawks, he was responsible for assisting the de-
fensive staff with day-to-day duties with a focus on the linebackers.
Working under linebackers coach Ken Norton, Jr., Saleh aided in the
development of LB K.J. Wright, LB Bobby Wagner and Super Bowl| XL-
VIIl MVP Malcolm Smith.

Before joining the Seahawks, Saleh spent six seasons with the
Houston Texans, serving as a coaching intern (2005), defensive as-
sistant (2006-08) and assistant linebackers coach (2009-10). In Hous-
ton, Saleh oversaw the growth of the Texans linebackers, including AP
Defensive Rookie of the Year performances by DeMeco Ryans (2006)
and Brian Cushing (2009). In 2009, the Pro Bowl duo of Ryans and
Cushing were the only teammates to both rank among the league’s
top 10 tacklers, according to game book statistics.

Saleh joined the Texans after three seasons working in the colle-
giate ranks. He began his career as an offensive assistant/tight ends
(2002) and defensive assistant/defensive line (2003) at Michigan
State before spending one season (2004) as a defensive assistant/de-
fensive line at Central Michigan and a brief stint (2005) at Georgia as
a defensive assistant/linebackers coach.

A native of Dearborn, MI, Saleh attended Northern Michigan Uni-
versity where he started at tight end for four years.

SOLID START

The San Francisco 49ers entered the 2017 NFL Draft holding the number two overall selec-
tion. The team used a draft day trade with the Chicago Bears, moving back one spot to the number
three overall pick, to select DL Solomon Thomas out of Stanford University. He joins fellow
defensive lineman DeForest Buckner in San Francisco as the team now has each of the past two
Morris Trophy winners, a prestigious honor voted on by opposing Pac-12 offensive linemen.
Following the trade with Chicago, the 49ers used one of the acquired draft picks to move back
into the first round to select LB Reuben Foster at number 31 overall. Foster was named the
2016 Butkus Award Winner, presented to the nation’s top linebacker at the college level.

HIGHTOWER ON TEAMS

Richard Hightower rejoined the 49ers as the
team’s special teams coordinator in 2017, having
previously served as assistant special teams coach
with the team in 2015. Last season, he worked with
the Chicago Bears as their assistant special teams
coach.

Hightower has 11 years of coaching experience including ten in
the NFL. In 2016, during his stint with the Bears, the kickoff coverage
team finished 7th in the NFL in opponent drive start average. Deonte
Thompson led the NFL in kickoff returns with 35 and ranked second
with 810 yards. Punter returner Eddie Royal scored on a nifty 65-yard
touchdown on Monday Night Football vs. the Eagles. Sherrick McMa-
nis led the Bears in special-teams tackles and finished top 10 in the
NFL, recording 13 stops.

In 2015, Hightower first joined San Francisco as an assistant special
teams coach. That season, Hightower helped the 49ers punt coverage
unit rank eighth in the NFL allowing just 6.4 yards per return, while
working with rookie punter Bradley Pinion. Kicker Phil Dawson was
10th in the NFL with an 88.9 field goal percentage (tied for the fourth
highest percentage of his 17-year career).

Hightower spent the 2014 season working on offense in Cleveland
assisting with the receivers after working as an assistant special teams
coach for four seasons in Washington (2010-13). With Washington,
he worked under longtime special teams coordinator Danny Smith.
Hightower also spent two seasons (2012-13) as the assistant defensive
backs coach with the Redskins. Over his four seasons in Washington,
the Redskins were third in the NFL in kickoff coverage, allowing just
21.2 yards per return, including leading the league in 2010 and 2011.
Hightower’s coaching on special teams helped Lorenzo Alexander
lead the NFL with 21 special-teams tackles en route to being named
the NFC’s special teams player in the Pro Bowl, in 2012. Hightower was
also instrumental in the development of first-year kicker Kai Forbath,
who broke an NFL record by hitting his first 17 field goal attempts,
leading the NFL with a 94.4 field goal percentage.

As assistant defensive back coach, Hightower helped the unit rank
sixth in the NFL in interceptions (37) and tie for second in the NFL in
interception-return touchdowns (7) over the two-year span. DeAnge-
lo Hall led the NFL in defensive touchdowns (3). In 2012, the Redskins
were first in the NFC in passes defensed and had four returned touch-
downs.

From 2006-08, Hightower was on Houston’s coaching staff as a
coaching assistant (2006-07) before being elevated to special teams
assistant (2008). In Houston, he served under widely respected then-
special teams coordinator Joe Marciano, who has more than 30 years
of experience coaching special teams. In 2008, Houston was 11th in
the NFL in kickoff coverage (22.3 ypr). Punt returner Jacoby Jones
finished fifth in the NFL and second in Texans single-season annals
with a 12.1 average, including a franchise single-season record two
punt return touchdowns. Kicker Kris Brown set franchise records for
points (124), field goals made (29) and field goal percentage (.879). In
2007, the kickoff return unit featuring Jerome Mathis and Andre Davis
became only the 4th team in NFL history to score four touchdowns on
kickoff return in a single season.

In between his time in Houston and Washington, Hightower spent
the 2009 season as wide receivers coach at the University of Minne-
sota. Under his tutelage, Eric Decker was named a First-Team All-Big
Ten selection that season before being selected by the Denver Bron-
cos in the third round (87th overall) of the 2010 NFL Draft.

A native of Houston, TX, Hightower earned his BA in Marketing
from the University of Texas where he was a three-year letterman and
special teams standout for the Longhorns. He went to Austin as an
academic scholar and later earned an athletic scholarship after walk-
ing on. Following his senior season, then head coach Mack Brown and
his staff voted Hightower the D. Harold Byrd Leadership Award.

Robbie Gould continues to climb the NFL leaderboard in his first season with the 49ers in
2017. One of the most accurate kickers in NFL history, Gould currently ranks seventh in field
goal percentage (minimum 100 field goals made), making 290 of his 337 career field goal
attempts. He left the Chicago Bears as the team’s franchise leader in scoring (1,207 points),
made field goals (276), 50-or-more yard made field goals (23), consecutive made field goals
(26) and field goal percentage (85.4 percent).

Benton began his coaching ca-
reer at Colorado State as a graduate assistant (1987-90) before serv-
ing as the offensive line coach and recruiting coordinator (1990-94)
at California University (Pa.). He returned to Colorado State in 1995,
where he served as the offensive line coach (1995-99) and co-offen-
sive coordinator (2000-03) for the Rams. A native of Durant, CO,
Benton was a four-year starter as an offensive lineman at Colorado

State (1983-86).
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Bullocks is in his first season as the 49ers assistant
defensive backs coach after spending the 2016
season in the same role with the Jacksonville Jag-
uars. In 2015, he spent one season at Eastern Michigan University as
an assistant coach/cornerbacks. Bullocks initially entered the coach-
ing ranks in 2012 at the University of Northern lowa, where he was
the assistant coach/secondary for three seasons (2012-14). Originally
a 2nd round draft choice (40th overall) of the Detroit Lions in the
2006 NFL Draft, he appeared in 31 games (22 starts) over his four
seasons in Detroit. Bullocks totaled 115 tackles, four passes defensed,
three fumble recoveries, one forced fumble and 1.0 sack during his
NFL career. A native of Chattanooga, TN, he played safety at the Uni-
versity of Nebraska (2001-05), where he earned Second-Team All-Big
12 honors as a junior and senior.
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Embree is in his first season as the 49ers assistant
head coach/tight ends coach after spending the
previous three seasons (2014-16) as tight ends
coach of the Tampa Bay Buccaneers and one season (2013) as tight
ends coach for the Cleveland Browns. Prior to his time with Cleve-
land, Embree spent two seasons (2011-12) as head coach at the Uni-
versity of Colorado. He first entered the NFL coaching ranks with
the Kansas City Chiefs, where he was the team’s tight ends coach
for three seasons (2006-08). He would later spend one season as
the Washington Redskins tight ends coach in 2010. Before his time
in Kansas City, Embree spent 11 seasons in the collegiate ranks. From
1993-94, he coached tight ends at Colorado, followed by four years
(1995-98) coaching defensive ends at the school and would later re-
turn to tight ends for an additional two seasons (1999-2000). From
2001-02, he was Colorado’s wide receivers/kickers coach. In 2003,
Embree went to UCLA as the school’s assistant head coach/wide
receivers coach before moving to assistant head coach/tight ends
coach for two seasons (2004-05). A native of Englewood, CO, Em-
bree played collegiately as a tight end at Colorado. He played two
seasons in the NFL with the Los Angeles Rams (1987-88) and had a
career-ending injury with the Seattle Seahawks in 1989.
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Embree is in his first season with the 49ers as an
offensive quality control coach. In 2016, he en-
tered the NFL coaching ranks as a defensive assis-
tant with the Kansas City Chiefs. Prior to Kansas City, Embree spent
one season (2014) as a graduate assistant/offense with the UCLA
football program. A native of Denver, CO, and the son of 49ers as-
sistant head coach/tight ends coach Jon Embree, he appeared in all
50 games during his four-year career (2008-11) as a wide receiver at
UCLA.

Hafley is in his second season as the 49ers defen-
sive backs coach after spending the previous two
seasons (2014-15) in the same role with the Cleve-
land Browns. Prior to joining the Browns, Hafley spent two years with
the Tampa Bay Buccaneers as the team’s secondary and safeties
coach (2013) and assistant defensive backs coach (2012). Before en-
tering the NFL ranks, Hafley served as the secondary coach at Rut-
gers University in 2011. Prior to Rutgers, Hafley spent five seasons at
the University of Pittsburgh, coaching the secondary (2008-10) and
as a defensive assistant/cornerbacks coach (2006-07). He also spent
four seasons at the University of Albany, where he was the defensive
backs coach (2004-05) and defensive tackles coach (2002-03). Haf-
ley began his coaching career as the running backs coach at Worces-
ter Polytechnic University in 2001.

(2013) and B.C. Lions (2014-15). Holland joined the CFL after spend-
ing one season (2011) as linebackers coach for the United Football
League’s Virginia Destroyers and one year (2012) as linebackers
coach for the Oakland Raiders. Prior to Virginia, Holland spent five
seasons (2006-10) as linebackers coach for the Houston Texans. He
joined the Texans after spending three years with the Detroit Lions,
serving as a defensive assistant coach (2003-04) and linebackers
coach (2005). Prior to Detroit, Holland spent three years with the
Seattle Seahawks as assistant special teams/assistant strength and
conditioning coach (2000) and linebackers coach (2001-02). He re-
ceived his NFL coaching start with the Green Bay Packers in 1995,
where he served as a defensive quality control coach (1995-97), spe-
cial teams coach (1998) and linebackers coach (1999). Originally a
2nd round (41st overall) pick of the Green Bay Packers in the 1987
NFL Draft, Holland appeared in 103 games over seven seasons at
linebacker with Green Bay. During his career, he recorded 476 tack-
les, 15 fumble recoveries, nine interceptions and 3.5 sacks. A native
of Hempstead, TX, Holland was a four-year letterman at Texas A&M
(1984-87).
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Kwan is in his first season with the 49ers as an
assistant special teams coach after spending the
previous four seasons (2013-16) in the same ca-
pacity with the New Orleans Saints. Prior to New Orleans, he spent
three years (2010-12) as an assistant special teams coach with the
Buffalo Bills. Kwan joined the Bills after six seasons with the Detroit
Lions, where he served as an assistant special teams and offensive
assistant (2004-05), assistant special teams coach (2006) and spe-
cial teams coordinator (2007-09). Prior to Detroit, he was with the
Arizona Cardinals as an assistant special teams and defensive qual-
ity control coach for three seasons (2001-03). Kwan joined the Lions
organization in 1997 as an offensive and special teams assistant for
four seasons (1997-2000). He originally entered the NFL coaching
ranks with the San Diego Chargers, where he spent six years as a
coaching staff assistant, offensive and assistant special teams and
offensive assistant. A native of Phoenix, AZ, Kwan played baseball
for three seasons at San Diego State and graduated with a bachelor’s
degree in criminal justice.
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LaFleur is in his first season as the 49ers wide
receivers/passing game specialist coach having
spent the previous two seasons (2015-16) as an of-
fensive assistant with the Atlanta Falcons. He first entered the NFL
in 2014 as an offensive coaching intern with the Cleveland Browns.
Prior to Cleveland, LaFleur was the offensive coordinator, quarter-
backs and wide receivers coach at Davidson College in 2013. Prior to
joining Davidson, he spent three seasons at Saint Joseph’s College
as quarterbacks coach (2010) and offensive coordinator (2011-12).
LaFleur began his coaching career at his alma mater, EImhurst Col-
lege, as an offensive assistant working with quarterbacks. A native
of Mount Pleasant, Ml, he was a team captain and three-time letter

winner as a quarterback and safety at EImhurst.

Armstead bought more
than 100 toys at Target and
gave them away to children at
the UC Davis Medical Center.

Armstead’s brother, Armond,
was forced to retire before
ever playing a down in the
NFL. After playing collegiate-
ly at USC, Armond became
an All-Star for the Toronto Argonauts of the Canadian Football
League, helping the team win the league’s 100th Grey Cup. He
went on to sign with the New England Patriots in 2013, but medi-
cal issues forced him to hang up his cleats. “The biggest thing he
has told me through this process is, ‘at the end of the day, it’s just
football.” Having a brother who played at this level makes every-
thing less overwhelming.”

During Super Bowl 50's Media Day,
Armstead joined Sacramento’s ABC10
sports team as a reporter to learn what
it is like to cover NFL players during
one of the most hectic events of the
year. Held at SAP Center in San Jose,
Armstead interviewed former team-
mates, fans, media members and Miss
Universe. “It’s like a feeding frenzy -
everyone running around, and being
part of that frenzy was a unique experi-
ence,” said Armstead during the event.

If Armstead wasn’t in the NFL, he would

be playing basketball. He was a three-year starter in basketball at
Pleasant Grove High School in Sacramento and played two years
at the University of Oregon before focusing solely on football for
the 2014 season. He entered his high school senior season listed
as the number three prospect in NorCalPrep.com’s Top 40 rank-
ings for the class of 2012. “A big part of the recruiting pitch from
Oregon was they were going to let me play two sports. We only
lost 5 games during my time there. | wanted to go somewhere
with the chance to win and be a part of something special.”

For Armstead, the NFL Draft process was a whirlwind tour. He
went straight from the National Championship Game to San Di-
ego to prepare for the NFL Combine and then to Sacramento for
the Draft itself. However, his favorite part of the process was being
drafted by a team so close to his hometown. “It's a dream come
true. I'm blessed to be in this situation. Not a lot of other people
are that close to home. Being able to play home games in front of
my family is perfect for me.”

In January of 2017, Bowman went to visit one of his biggest fans in
the hospital, Sierra Pita. Pita was headed to her first 49ers game,
wearing her NaVorro Bowman jersey, when she was in a car acci-
dent that left her in the hospital. Once Bowman heard of her story,
he needed to go see her. “If she was coming to cheer me on and
wearing my jersey, the least | could do was go, see her and cheer
her on,” Bowman said. “You could tell that she was sad, but | think
when | walked in the room, it was just tears of joy.” A fresh Bow-
man jersey highlighted a bag chock full of 49ers gear. The gifts
were followed by good conversation. Bowman and Sienna found
common ground talking about their dogs. Coincidentally, Sienna
has a dog named Monster, which is Bowman’s nickname on the
football field. But their connection went well beyond pets. “I let
her know that no matter how far down you are, if you work hard,
you can get back and get over it,” Bowman said. “I think she saw
the connection between the two of us and that there’s a possibil-
ity of her doing things that doctors said she couldn’t do. I'm so
happy that we crossed paths. We have so much in common, and |
just wish the best for her.”

Bowman hosted his 2nd Annual NaVorro Bowman Football Camp,
a free youth camp for local children in his home community of
Forestville, MD in June of 2015. He partnered with the District
Heights Boys and Girls Club, a group of which Bowman was a
member while growing up.

Bowman and other NFL Players joined the Wounded Warriors
Amputee Softball Team (WWAST) for a game of softball at Bowie
Baysox Stadium in Maryland to raise funds for Veterans Ampu-
tee Charities. This marked the third year of the event, but the first
time NFL players participated. Bowman and former teammate DT
Darnell Dockett served as team captains for the game that ended
in a14-14 tie.

Bowman was born and raised just outside of Washington, D.C.ina
high-crime area. It was a tough environment to avoid, but sports
became his outlet from the streets and drugs. “My parents had
been with me since day one. Also, having a support system like
my high school coach. He really let me know early on that | had
something special and | shouldn’t mess it up.”

Two important and influential people in Bowman’s life abruptly
passed away. His father passed away from a blood clot that
reached his heart, while his high school coach died in a car ac-
cident before Penn State’s bowl game in 2009. “Dealing with as
much adversity as | have in a short period of time has made me
the man | am today. It's made me stay on track and strive to do
those things that will possibly help me be successful, not just on
the football field, but off the field also.”

He earned his degree in criminal law and justice and one day
would like to use that to help out his hometown. With all of the
violence and drugs in District Heights, MD, he believes being from
the area will help others listen to him. “That’s one of the reasons |
got into that field - to open doors and possibly be able to get into
a young child’s head from my neighborhood.”

e In June 2015, just a month af-
ter being drafted in the third
round by the Cleveland Browns,
Xavier Cooper returned to the
classroom not as a student,
but to speak with students at
Notre Dame College and teach
them the benefit of hard work,
and never giving up.

He struggled in
the classroom due to a defi-

“We’'d get into heated discussions and he'd say, ‘l can’t
do all this.” But we kept at it.” Cooper often tells his story to chil-
dren, knowing he was in their shoes just a few years prior. Not able
to receive a scholarship due to academics made him work that
much harder to excel in the classroom. After attending Tacoma
Community College, he was able to walk on at Washington State
and four years later Xavier graduated with a degree in Criminal
Justice. When asked how’d he do it, he replied “You have to have
a support system and you have to apply yourself,” he said. “If you
apply yourself in anything, you can be successful.”

He began his college career at Norwich University
in Northfield, VT before transferring to Mount Union University,
where he helped the Purple Raiders win two Division Il National
Championships. Garcon was drafted by the Indianapolis Colts in
the 6th round (205th overall) in the 2008 NFL Draft.

In April of 2016, Garcon donated $10,000 in scholarships to four
graduating seniors from his alma mater, John |.

Hauling in 50 passes for 600 yards and 13 touchdowns is an im-
pressive stat-line for a two-way player, which is exactly what John-
son was in high school. He split time as a receiver and defensive
back during his time at Pennington Prep (NJ) High School. What
made Johnson focus his attention on the defensive side of the ball
moving forward? He credited a defensive mentality. Johnson said,
“I was more of a physical player. Just the fact that | liked playing
defense better. Playing basketball, | had a defensive mindset. So, |
guess it just translated to football. | always had a defensive mind-
set.”

Johnson, a sports management and business administration ma-
jor, spent the summer prior to his senior year as a sports market-
ing intern with French West Vaughan, a marketing/public relations
firm based out of Raleigh, NC. During his internship, he worked
with some high-profile athletes and clients which provided great
experience. “l actually got to do a few things with MoGo, the fla-
vored mouthpiece that [former 49ers QB] Colin [Kaepernick]
wears. | did that and then | did a few things for [Cincinnati Bengals
DT] Geno Atkins, getting him some suits for the ESPY’s.” Johnson
believes if he weren’t a professional football player, that he had
found his calling in sports marketing. He said, “That was definitely
something | would do. Just the interaction with players and busi-
nesses, | felt like that was cool.”

In 2013, Joe was an ambassador for San Francisco’s first Electric
Run, a 5K race that benefits Smile Train, the world’s largest cleft
lip and palate charity. The race, which was held at Candlestick
Park, raised $10,000 for Smile Train and more than 8,000 people
participated in the event.

Prior to Super Bowl 50 at Levi’s Stadium, Staley gave away a pair
of tickets and a signed game-worn jersey to single father Johnel
Spivey and his seven-year-old daughter, Jordan. Spivey, 54, had
been on dialysis three days a week for the previous six years.
Despite surgery, he avoided pain medication so he could stay fo-
cused on his daughter’s needs.

The
49ers defense forced a Panthers turnover a couple of possessions later as S Jaquiski
Tartt leaped up for the one—handed interception of Newton near the goal line, and
returned it 37 yds. The INT by Tartt was the second of his career and first since at Cle.
(12/12/15 — QB Johnny Manziel). The 37—yd. return is the longest by the 49ers de—
fense during Week 1 of the regular season since S Eric Reid vs Dal. [48 yds. (9/7/14)].
The 49ers offense was unable to capitalize on the turnover and trailed at halftime,
13-0, after Panthers K Graham Gano tacked on a couple of field goals before inter—
mission. San Francisco QB Brian Hoyer threw an INT on the team’s first possession
after the half that was returned to the SF 28 yd. line. Capitalizing on the turnover a
few plays later, Panthers RB Jonathan Stewart scored on a 9—yd. TD pass from QB
Cam Newton, increasing the road teams lead to 20—0. The 49ers kept the Panthers
out of the end zone after they drove to the 6 yd. line, forcing a Gano 20—yd. FG. San
Francisco’s offense was able to put some points on the board late in the third quarter
as K Robbie Gould nailed a 44—yd. FG to make the score 23—3. On the Panthers next
possession, 49ers CB Rashard Robinson stripped RB Christian McCaffrey and recov—
ered the forced fumble as well, marking the first FF and FR of his career. Neither team
would score in the fourth quarter as the game came to a close in favor of Carolina.

CENTURYLINK FIELD

San Francisco dropped a hard—fought battle to the Seattle Seahawks on
Sunday at CenturyLink Field,12-9. Despite the loss RB Carlos Hyde rushed
for 124 yds. on 15 carries (8.3 avg.) becoming the first player since Clinton
Portis [143 yds. (11/23/08) and 136 yds. (11/17/02)] to rush for 100—or—
more yds. multiple times at CenturyLink Field since it opened in 2002. On
the first possession of the game, Seattle K Blair Walsh made a 25—yd. FG
to give the Seahawks the lead, 3—0. After a Brian Hoyer interception gave
Seattle the ball in San Francisco territory, Walsh connected on a 27-yd. FG
to extend the first quarter lead for Seattle, 6-0. In the second quarter RB
Carlos Hyde took a stretch play up the left sideline, gashing the defense for
61 yds. The 61-yd. run by Hyde is the longest given up by Seattle since
Adrian Peterson recorded a 74-yd. rush on 11/4/12. Four plays later K Rob—
bie Gould nailed a 40—yd. FG to trim the Seattle lead to 6—3. After a Seattle
three—and—out, Gould made a 37-yd. FG late in the first half to tie the game
at the break, 6—6. After a defensive battle throughout the 3rd quarter, the
49ers took the lead when Gould made a 34—yd. FG putting the 49ers ahead
9-6 early in the fourth quarter. Later in the quarter, Seattle QB Russell Wil—
son escaped a sack and found WR Paul Richardson in the corner of the end
zone on a 9—yd. TD pass to give the Seahawks the lead for good, 12-9.

NOTES: The 49ers offense rushed for 159 yds. on 19 carries (8.37 avg.)
... The team’s 8.37 avg. yds. per carry was the third—highest avg. against
the Seahawks all-time ...The team’s 8.37 rushing avg. was also the
sixth—highest single—game avg. by the team in franchise history ...

Tyrone Wheatley 1999—-2000; Priest Holmes 2001-02; Clinton Portis 2002
and 2008] ... This marked Hyde’s fourth—career game with 100—or—more
rushing yds. and first since 12/11/16 vs. NYJ (193) ...

It marked the longest rushing play against
the Seahawks since 11/4/12 (Adrian Peterson — 74 yds.) ... The 49ers de—
fense combined for three sacks of the Seahawks on the day ...
