QB Jared Goff is off to a hot start in his second professional season. In
the season opener, Goff threw for a career-best 306 yards. In the team’
Week 3 win at San Francisco, the Bay Area native posted a career-high
145.8 QB rating and recorded his second three-touchdown game of his
career. Through three games, Goff leads the NFC in QB rating with a
118.2 mark, the third best in the NFL this season, trailing only Chiefs QB
Alex Smith (132.7) and Patriots QB Tom Brady (121.5).

COACHES’ CORNER

On January 12, 2017, Los Angeles Rams Owner/
Chairman E. Stanley Kroenke named Sean McVay
the 23rd full-time head coach in franchise histo'r:y.
rl\]/.lct\/ay became the youngest coach in modern NFL
istory.

McVay completed his third season as the Redskins’
offensive coordinator in 2016 after initially being
promoted to the position on January 15, 2014. Prior
to his promotion during the 2014 offseason, McVay
spent three seasons as the team’s tight ends coach
and one as an offensive assistant.

The 2016 Redskins’ offensive unit broke many fran-
chise records and ranked in the top three in a number
of statistical categories. The Washington offense
became the first unit in franchise history to aver-
= age over 400 yards per game (403.4) and notched
a franchise record 6,545 total net yards.

Quarterback Kirk Cousins finished the year with single-season team records in
completions (406) and passing yards (4,917) and matched his team record for
300-yard passing games (seven). His 4,917 passing yards ranked third in the NFL
in 2016 and are the 15th-most in a season in NFL history. Cousins closed out the
season ranked second in the NFL in passin;l; yards per game (297.4), passing
yards per play (7.84) and yards per play (6.4), in addition to being the league’s
third ranked offensive team, averaging 403.4 yards per game.

From 2015-16, Cousins threw for 9,0837yards, the fourth highest output by a
((quarte;back trailing only Drew Brees (10,078), Matt Ryan (9,535% and Philip Rivers
9,178).

The Redskins offense had eight plaéers finish the season with at least 500 yards
from scrimmage (DeSean Jackson, Pierre Garcon, Jamison Crowder, Rob Kelley,
Chris Thompson, Jordan Reed, Vernon Davis and Matt Jones), tying the 2011
New Orleans Saints for the most in a single season in NFL history.

McVay’s group posted a breakout campaign in his second year as offensive
coordinator in 2015, including record-setting performances by quarterback Kirk
Cousins and ti%ht end Jordan Reed. McVay's scheme and tutelage helped
Cousins break Redskins records for attempts (543), completions (379), passing
gards (4,166) and 300-yard passing games (seven) in a single season. Reed has

een a direct beneficiary of McVay’s work, spending 2013 as a member of his unit
during McVay'’s time as tight ends coach and being a focal point of the offense in
2015, as Reed recorded 87 receptions for 952 ?/ards (both team records for a tight
end) with 11 receiving touchdowns (one shy of the team record) in 2015.

Collectively, McVay’s 2015 offense recorded top-10 rankings in third down per-
centage (43.5, fifth in the NFL), red zone scoring percentage (61.2, eighth), yards
per play (5.6, 10th) and points per game (24.3, 10th). The Redskins also led the
NFL with a team-record 69.5 completion percentage in 2015, leading the league
in the category for the 11th time in team history and the first time since 1970.

In his first season as offensive coordinator in 2014, McVay helped the offense
to a Top 10 league ranking?1 in yards per play (5.7) despite starting three different
quarterbacks. His work with the three passers was instrumental in setting a team
record for completion percentage (66.5 percent, later broken in 2015) and helping
facilitate the explosive debut season of wide receiver DeSean Jackson. Jackson
averaged a league-best 20.9 yards per reception and became only the fourth
player in team history to lead the NFL in that category.

In 2013, McVay played a crucial role in Reed’s development, as the then-rookie
compiled 45 receptions for 499 yards — both Redskins’ single-season rookie tight
end records — despite Reed playing in only nine games. Under McVay’s tutelage,
Reed joined Chris Cooley (2004) as the only Redskins tight ends named to the
PFWA All-Rookie Team. In addition, McVay helped tight end Logan Paulsen
from an undrafted free agent into a 30-game starter from 2010-13, with Paulsen
increasing his reception total each season.

During Washington’s NFC East championship season in 2012, McVay’s unit was
productive despite losing starting tight end Fred Davis to a torn Achilles tendon in
Week 7. Davis had led the team in both receptions (24) and receiving yards (325)
through seven games before being placed on the Reserve/Injured list. McVay
guided a unit that provided reliable receiving options on top of contributing signifi-
cantly as blockers to the Redskins’ league-leading 2,709 rushing yards.

In 2011, McVay played an integral role in Davis’ emergence, as the then fourth-
year tight end surpassed his previous career highs despite playing in only 12
games. Davis caught 59 passes for 796 yards, the second-highest total on the
team in both categories. Before missing the final four games of the season, Davis
was on pace to set a franchise record in receiving yards by a tight end and was
on pace to post the first 1,000-yard receiving season by a tight end in Redskins’
history.

McVay served as an offensive assistant to the Redskins in 2010 in addition to
working with the tight ends during the final four weeks of the season following
coach Jon Embree’s departure. The Redskins offense ranked eighth in the NFL in
passing yards per game (244.6) and tight end Chris Cooley ranked second among
NFL tight ends in receptions (77) and third in receiving yards (849). The offensive
unit also set a franchise record for completions in a season (349), and registered
a touchdown pass in 15 consecutive games for the first time in team history. The
Redskins’ offense led the NFL with nine completions of at least 50 yards, including
one in four consecutive games for the first time since 1987.

McVay joined the Redskins prior to the 2010 season after an undefeated regular
season with the Florida Tuskers of the United Football League (UFL). The Tuskers
finished a perfect 6-0 before losing in the UFL’s inaugural championship game.
McVay originally entered the National Football League as an offensive assistant
with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers in 2008.

McVa%/ graduated from Miami University %1Ohio) where he played wide receiver

from 2004-07, earning Miami’s Scholar-Athlete Award in 2007. His grandfather,

John, served in various roles — including vice president/director of football opera-

tions from 1983-94 — for the San Francisco 49ers from 1979-95, overseeing five

Euper.B%\gughampionship squads and earning induction into the 49ers Hall of
ame in .

Jason Garrett was named the eighth head coach in
Dallas Cowboys history on January 5, 2011. Garrett,
who played for or worked alongside five of his
predecessors, became the first former Dallas Cowboys
player to become the team’s head coach. In six and a
half years as head coach, Garrett owns a 59-48 overall
record, including playoffs.

Having literally grown up around successful head
coaches in the NFL and in the Dallas Cowboys family,
Garrett was a member of three Super Bowl winning
teams in the 1990s during his seven seasons as a
Cowboys quarterback. His father, Jim, was a personnel
scout for the team for 21 years and served under every
Super Bowl winning head coach and ownership regime
in franchise history.

As a player in Dallas, Garrett learned under
championship coaches Jimmy Johnson and Barry Switzer, while serving as a
backup to Troy Aikman in offenses directed by Norv Turner and Ernie Zampese.
He went on to play for the New York Giants, who reached Super Bowl XXXV, while
playing for offensive coordinator Sean Payton. Garrett finished his playing days
while studying under Jon Gruden in Tampa Bay and started his coaching career
with the Miami Dolphins, where he worked under five-time collegiate national
championship head coach, Nick Saban.

Garrett was elevated to the Cowboys top job after taking over as the team’s interim
head coach at the midpoint of the 2010 season. He went on to guide a Dallas team
that had started the season with a 1-7 record to a 5-3 mark down the stretch. In the
season’s second half, three of the Cowboys five victories were against teams that
posted 10 regular season wins, while the three Dallas defeats were decided by a
combined total of seven points.

The 2015 season was a challenge as injuries sidelined two of Dallas’ top playmakers
- Tony Romo and Dez Bryant - for a majority of the season and the club finished with
a 4-12 record. Romo (collarbone) started only four games and finished the year on
Reserve/Injured and Bryant (foot) was slowed through a majority of his nine starts,
also finishing on IR. Garrett saw four different players start at quarterback for the
club for only the second time in team history. Veterans Brandon Weeden (three) and
Matt Cassel (seven) started the majority of games while Kellen Moore made the
first two starts of his career. The running game saw a burst through the second half
of the season as Darren McFadden posted his second career 1,000-yard season
(1,089) to mark the first time in club history two different running backs each rushed
for 1,000 yards in consecutive seasons. Despite the struggles, Dallas still sent five
players to the Pro Bowl - Tyron Smith (third), Travis Frederick (second), Zack Martin
(second), Dan Bailey (first) and Sean Lee (first).

Garrett guided the 2014 squad to an NFL-best tying 12-4 record, the club’s 22nd
Division title - 18th NFC East title - 31st postseason appearance and 34th playoff
win. Along the way, the team had three players lead the league and establish
single-season club records as DeMarco Murray rushed for 1,845 yards en route to
Offensive Player of the Year honors, Dez Bryant caught 16 touchdown passes and
Tony Romo completed 69.9% of his passes and had a 113.2 quarterback rating.
The Dallas offense as a whole was second in the league in rushing yards (2,354);
its highest finish since placing second in 2008. For the season, the Dallas offense
totaled 6,138 yards for the second-highest figure in franchise history. The club also
had eight players selected to the Pro Bowl, including three first timers (Frederick,
Louis-Philippe Ladouceur and Martin). Perennial Pro Bowler Jason Witten earned
his 10th trip, Romo made his fourth and Bryant, Murray and Smith each made their
second. Martin, the club’s first round pick in 2014, became the first rookie in club
history to start every game at right guard, the fourth offensive line rookie and 14th
overall rookie to notch starts in every game of his first season. He was also the only
offensive rookie in the NFL in 2014 to make the Pro Bowl, the first rookie offensive
lineman in team history to make the game and was named to the AP All-Pro team -
the only rookie in the NFL in 2014 and the third rookie in club history to receive the
honor. Following the season, Garrett was rewarded for the team’s accomplishments
with a five-year contract extension.

In his seven years as a player in Dallas, Garrett started nine of the 23 games in which
he played. Akey reserve player on three Super Bowl teams, he is best remembered
for his Thanksgiving Day heroics in 1994. As the Cowboys third quarterback on
the depth chart, he made his second career start against Green Bay after Aikman
and backup quarterback Rodney Peete were felled with injuries in previous weeks.
Garrett led Dallas to a thrilling 42-31 come-from-behind victory in which he directed
the Cowboys to a club-record 36 second half points with six consecutive second half
scoring drives. He finished the day with 311 passing yards on 15 completions with
two touchdown tosses and was named the NFC’s Offensive Player of the Week.
He went on to start five games in 1998 and two games in 1999 to finish his days in
Dallas with a 6-3 record as a starting quarterback.

Garrett served as the primary backup to Kerry Collins during the New York Giants
run to the Super Bowl in 2000, and played the entire fourth quarter of the NFC
Championship Game that year. He spent the next three seasons with the Giants
(2000-03).

He concluded his career by splitting the 2004 season with Tampa Bay and Miami.
Overall in his 12 NFL seasons, Garrett started nine of the 40 regular seas

As a senior at Princeton University in 1988, Garrett was named the Ivy League’s
Player of the Year and honorable mention All-American. He earned his degree in
history in 1989, and moved on to the NFL as an undrafted rookie free agent with the
New Orleans Saints developmental squad. After being released prior to the 1990
season, he spent the fall of 1990 as an assistant coach at Princeton. In 1991 Garrett
moved on to play in the World League and the Canadian Football League before
joining the Cowboys practice squad in 1992.

Garrett, who prepped at University School in Chagrin Falls, Ohio, followed in his
family footsteps in 2005. His father, Jim, spent more than 30 years in the NFL as
a coach and scout. His brother, John, is now an assistant coach at the University
of Richmond. Another brother, Judd, was a practice squad player for the 1993
Cowboys Super Bowl Championship club and is now with the Cowboys scouting
department as the director of pro scouting.

Ryan recorded
his sixth straight year throwing for at least 4,000 yards.
Currently, Ryan is one of three quarterbacks to accomplish
that feat, joining Drew Brees and Matthew Stafford.

Offensive Coordinator Matt LaFleur

In LaFleur’s first season with Atlanta, Ryan was also third in
the NFL in completions (4078, fifth in yards (4,591), and sixth
in completion percentage (66.3).

LaFleur spent the 2014 season in the same role at the
University Notre Dame. Under LaFleur’s tutelage, in 2014 Irish
QB Everett Golson completed 256-0f-427 passes (60 percent)
for 3,445 |}/ards with 29 touchdowns. Prior to arriving in South
Bend, LaFleur spent four seasons in the same role with the
Washington Redskins. LaFleur worked in Washington with
QB Robert Griffin Ill, who became the first Redskins rookie
quarterback selected to the Pro Bowl and led the team to its
first NFC East title in 13 years.

Under LaFleur, Griffin established Redskins rookie records
in pass completions (258), passing yards (3,200), passing
touchdowns (20) and rushing yards by a quarterback (815).

LaFIeurﬁIa ed quarterback at Saginaw Valley State where he
guided the Cardinals to three-straight NCAA Division Il playoff
appearances.

The Rams have developed a
reputation for delivering
unexpected in the kicking game, [
and special teams coordinator
John Fassel is at the helm of the
trickery that has helped the Rams
become one of the NFL's best
when it comes to special teams.

The 2016 season was another
record-breaking year for Fassel's
special teams unit. P Johnny r
Hekker earned his third trip to
the Pro Bowl after setting an NFL
record for punts downed inside the
20 (51). Hekker also established
a new NFL record for single- o ‘ .
season net puntlng average (460), Special Teams Coordinator John Fassel
breaking the previous record that

Hekker himself set in 2013. Hekker also moved into second
place in Rams history, with 434 career punts. K Greg Zuerlein
moved into eighth-place in Rams history in points scored,
passing WR Torry Holt. LS Jake McQuaide became the first
long snapper in franchise history to earn a Pro Bowl berth.

The 13th-year NFL coach served as the Los Angeles Rams
interim head coach for the final three games of the 2016
season.

Fassel is the son of former NFL coach Jim Fassel, a longtime
NFL coach who guided the New York Giants to the Super
Bowl during the 2000 season. John is a triathlete who has
finished three Ironman distance triathlons.

Wade Phillips, who is in his 48th
year of coaching, enters his first
season with the Rams and will
take on the defensive coordinator
roleffon Head Coach Sean McVay'’s
staff.

In his 40th NFL season, Phillips
owns 35 years of experience as
a defensive coordinator or head
coach. He most recently served
as defensive coordinator for the
Denver Broncos (2015-16), which
was his second stint with the club
after serving the same role from
1989-92, and also as head coach
from 1993-94.

PhiIIips has been a part of 21 Defensive Coordinator Wade Phillips
different top-10 defensive units

during his NFL career and has coached a total of 31 Pro
Bowlers, including Pro Football Hall of Famers Elvin Bethea,
Curley Culp, Rickey Jackson, Bruce Smith and Reggie White.

He is one of three individuals in NFL history to be named
Assistant Coach of the Year multiple times by the Pro Football
Writers of America, being honored with that distinction in 2011
with Houston and in 2015 with Denver. Phillips also received
the Paul “Dr. Z” Zimmerman Award from the PFWA in 2016
(lifetime achievement as an NFL assistant coach).

Denver finished the 2016 season at the top of the league in
several key categories with Phillips at the helm of the defense.
The Broncos ranked first in the NFL in pass defense, yards
per pla¥ and interception return yards, as well as fourth in
total defense and scoring defense. The unit tied for third in the
NFL with 42 sacks and ranked second in the league with 113
quarterback hits in 2016. Several players earned consecutive
Pro Bowl nods in Von Miller, Chris Harris Jr., and Aqib Talib,
while Darian Stewart notched his first such honor.

The veteran coach has made quick work of improving
defenses that he’s inherited in his first season working with
the group. Over those past seven first seasons running a
team’s defense, which included his 2007 stint as the Dallas
Cowboys’ head coach, Phillips has shaved off an average
of 35 yards allowed and 5.1 points scored from the previous
season.

The Los Angeles Rams opened the Sean McVay era with an impressive win against the Indianapolis Colts by a
score of 46-9. The Rams were clicking on all three phases. The offensive unit, led by QB Jared Goff recorded
318 yards through the air Goff completed 21-0f-29 passing attempts for 306 yards and one touchdown. The L.A.
defensive unit scored the first touchdown of the 2017 campaign by way of a pick-six by CB Trumaine Johnson
who intercepted a QB Scott Tolzien pass and returned it 39 yards for a score. S Lamarcus Joyner also recorded
a pick six in the contest and DE Morgan Fox forced a Colts safety, marking the first time a team has recorded
two interceptions returned for touchdowns and a safety in the first game of the season.

The Rams dropped a Week 2 contest against the Washington Redskins by a score of 27-20, falling to 1-1 on
the season. L.A. trailed 20-10 heading into intermission, then proceeded to score 10-straight points to bring the
game to a 20-20 tie with 7:16 remaining in the contest. Redskins QB Kirk Cousins orchestrated a game-winning
drive capped off with an 11-yard pass to Ryan Grant for the go-ahead score with 1:49 left in the contest. Rams
QB Jared Goff threw an interception on the ensuing possession, sealing the victory for the Redskins. Goff com-
pleted 15-0f-25 passing attempts for 224 yards with one touchdown and one interception. Goff completed passes
to nine different receivers, led by rookie TE Gerald Everett, who hauled in three passes for 95 yards (31.7 yards/
reception) and a 69-yard long. RB Todd Gurley registered 16 carries, resulting in 88 yards and one touchdown.
Gurley also added three receptions for 48 yards and one receiving touchdown. In total, the Rams posted 344
total yards of offense. Defensively, L.A. recorded 2.0 sacks with LB Alec Ogletree registering 1.0 sack and OLB
Robert Quinn and DE Morgan Fox splitting a sack. The Redskins offense posted 229 yards rushing and 179
passing, featuring three running backs each posting over 65 yards.

The Rams rebounded after a Week 2 defeat with their second 40-plus point game in the first three games of the
2017 campaign under first year Head Coach Sean McVay. The Rams have 107 points through the first three
weeks of the 2017 season (46, 20, 41). The last time the Rams had at least 100 points in the first three weeks
of the season was in 2000, when they posted 119 points. QB Jared Goff continued his strong start to his second
professional season, he completed 22-0f-28 passing attempts for 292 yards with three touchdowns and a 145.8
QB rating. RB Todd Gurley finished the contest with 113 yards rushing and two touchdowns on the ground and
another 36 yards receiving and one touchdown through the air. For the first time since 2006, the Rams had two
100-plus yard receivers in the same game as WRs Robert Woods and Sammy Watkins finished with 108 and 106
yards, respectively. The offensive line kept Goff clean all night, as they did not surrender a sack, the first time the
team did not allow a sack since 1/3/2016, a Week 17 loss to the 49ers. CB Nickell Robey-Coleman intercepted
his first pass as a member of the Rams defense on the first play from scrimmage. DE Matt Longacre recorded
his second sack of the season, while DT Aaron Donald corralled 49ers QB Brian Hoyer for his first sack of the
2017 season, a game-clinching sack, sealing the Rams 41-39 victory.
