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TEXANS TAKE ON SEAHWAKS FOLLOWING THEIR BYE WEEK

he Houston Texans (3-3) will travel to Seattle and take on the Seahawks
T(4-2) in Week 8. Kickoff at CenturyLink Field is scheduled for 3:05 p.m. CT
on CBS and Westwood One Radio.

Houston is coming off a bye week in Week 7 after a win over the Cleveland
Browns at home in Week 6. The Texans are third in the NFL in points per game
(29.5) and tied for second in touchdowns scored (21) this season. Houston has
scored 30-or-more points in four straight games for the first time in franchise
history and are the only team in the NFL this season to score 30-or-more points in
four straight games this season.

QB Deshaun Watson has led the way on offense, going 107-for-174 passing
(61.5%) for 1,297 yards, 15 touchdowns, five interceptions and a 101.1 passer
rating. Watson also has 202 rushing yards on 28 carries (7.2 avg.) and two rushing
touchdowns. The rookie from Clemson is tied for first among NFL quarterbacks in
total touchdowns with 17 (rushing and passing). Eagles QB Carson Wentz and
Cowboys QB Dak Prescott also have 17 each. Watson is also tied with Patriots
QB Tom Brady and Chiefs QB Alex Smith for second in the NFL in passing
touchdowns with 15 (Wentz is the NFL leader with 17 passing touchdowns).
Watson'’s 15 passing touchdowns are the most by a rookie in his first six games in
NFL history and tied for the most by any quarterback in NFL history through their
first six career games (Mark Rypien and Kurt Warner). Watson is also the first
rookie in NFL history with three-or-more touchdown passes in three consecutive
games and first rookie since Butch Songin of the AFL's Boston Patriots in 1960.

WR DeAndre Hopkins (tied for first in the NFL with six receiving touchdowns)
and WR Will Fuller V (tied for fourth in the NFL with five receiving touchdowns)
have combined for 11 receiving touchdowns, which is tied for the most of any duo
in the NFL this season (Packers WR Jordy Nelson and WR Davante Adams). On
the ground, RB Lamar Miller is one of three players in the NFL to produce 60-or-
more scrimmage yards in each of his team'’s games this season, joining Chiefs RB
Kareem Hunt and Saints RB Mark Ingram, and the Texans are averaging 137.7
rushing yards per game this season, which is third best in the NFL.

Defensively, Houston is tied for the NFL lead in fumbles forced this season with
nine (Jacksonville and New Orleans) and the only team to have forced at least
one fumble in every game this season. OLB/DE Jadeveon Clowney is currently
tied for second in the NFL in defensive fumble recoveries with two and is third in
the NFL in fumble return yards with 71. In Week 6 vs. the Browns, CB Johnathan
Joseph was named the AFC Defensive Player of the Week after finishing with
three total tackles, one tackle for loss, three passes defensed and a single-game
career high two interceptions, including a career-long 82-yard pick-six.

On special teams, K Ka'imi Fairbairn has made 10 straight field goal attempts
this season, the most consecutive field goals made to start a Texans career in
franchise history, and is one of three kickers without a missed field goal in 2017.

Seattle is coming off a 24-7 victory over the N.Y. Giants on the road in Week 7
for their third straight victory this season. The Seahawks have won both of their
home games this season, Week 2 vs. the 49ers and Week 4 vs. the Colts.

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HOUSTON, WE HAVE A TOUCHDOWN

Through the first seven weeks of the season, Texans QB Deshaun
Watson is tied for first among NFL quarterbacks in total touchdowns with
17 (rushing and passing). Eagles QB Carson Wentz and Cowboys QB
Dak Prescott also have 17 each. Watson is also tied with Patriots QB
Tom Brady and Chiefs QB Alex Smith for second in the NFL in passing
touchdowns with 15 (Wentz is first with 17 passing touchdowns). Watson's
15 passing touchdowns are the most by a rookie in his first six games
in NFL history and tied for the most by any quarterback in NFL history
through their first six career games (Mark Rypien and Kurt Warner).

Watson became the first rookie in NFL history with three-or-more
touchdown passes in three consecutive games and first player since
Butch Songin of the AFL's Boston Patriots in 1960. Watson has 12
passing touchdowns in the past three games, the most in league annals
by a rookie in any three-game span and the most touchdowns by a player
in a three-game span in franchise history. He also became first rookie
in NFL history with 225-or-more passing yards and 20-or-more rushing
yards in four consecutive games.

Watson is quickly moving up the franchise’s all-time passing list as
he passed Ryan Mallett (1,170) for the ninth-most passing yards in
Texans history and tied Brock Osweiler (15) for the sixth-most passing
touchdowns in team history despite only starting five games in his NFL
career. The rookie from Clemson also passed Ryan Fitzpatrick (184) for
the third-most rushing yards by a quarterback in franchise history.

Watson has already set the single-season rookie franchise record for
touchdown passes. The previous record was David Carr with nine in
2002. The NFL rookie single-season touchdown record is 26.

The Texans are tied for the NFL lead in fumbles forced this season with
nine (Jacksonville and New Orleans). Houston is the only team to have
forced at least one fumble in every game this season and tied a single-
game franchise record with four against New England in Week 3 (tying
Week 2 of 2014 at Oakland and Week 13 of 2005 at Baltimore).

The Texans forced six fumbles all of last season and 10 in 2015. The
single-season team record is 17, which was set in 2005.

Houston has nine players with one forced fumble this season: ILB Be-
nardrick McKinney, CB Kareem Jackson, S Andre Hal, S Marcus
Gilchrist, OLB/DE Jadeveon Clowney, DE Christian Covington, OLB
Whitney Mercilus, OLB Lamarr Houston and ILB Zach Cunningham.

Cunningham forced the first fumble of his career in Week 5 vs. Kansas
City when he also had a career-high nine total tackles (four solo).

HOLDING ON TO HALFTIME LEADS

Under Head Coach Bill O’Brien (2014-17), the Texans are 21-0 when
leading at halftime of a regular season game. Houston is the only team in
the NFL that has not given up a halftime lead since 2014.

Houston has scored 30-or-more points in four straight games for the first
time in franchise history and are the only team in the NFL this season to
score 30-or-more points in four straight games.

The Texans are third in the NFL in points per game (29.5) and tied for
second in touchdowns scored (21) this year. Houston has also has gained
340-or-more yards of offense in four straight games, which is tied for the
fifth-longest streak of 340-or-more yards gained in team history.

The Texans lead the AFC and are fourth in the NFL with a 65.0 percent
scoring rate in the red-zone this season, producing 13 touchdowns on
their 20 trips inside the 20-yard line.

The Texans scored five-or-more touchdowns in back-to-back games in
Weeks 4 and 5 and are one of two teams in the NFL with five-or-more
touchdowns in back-to-back games this season (Green Bay).

SCORING MACHINE

Texans WR DeAndre Hopkins is tied for first in the NFL
in receiving touchdowns with six in six games (Packers
WR Jordy Nelson and Raiders WR Michael Crabtree).

In Week 5 vs. Kansas City, Hopkins finished with four re-
ceptions for 52 yards (13.0 avg.) and three touchdowns.

Hopkins tied a franchise single-game high and set a
- single-game career-high with three touchdown receptions,
HOPKINS becoming the second player in team history with three

touchdown receptions in the same game, joining Andre
Johnson in Week 9 of the 2013 season vs. Indianapolis.

Hopkins’ 18 points scored are tied for the second-most points scored in
a single game in franchise history and tied for the most by a non-kicker
in team history. Hopkins also tied for the second-most points scored in a
game in the NFL this season and tied for first among non-kickers.

Hopkins now has 29 career touchdown receptions. He has scored five
touchdowns in his last three games for the first time in his career and has
scored a touchdown in three consecutive games for just the second time.

Hopkins tied Owen Daniels (29) for the second-most receiving touch-
downs in franchise history and third-most overall touchdowns in team
history. He also passed Daniels (174) for the seventh-most total points
scored in team history.

CAN’T STOP HOP

Texans WR DeAndre Hopkins is near the top of the NFL in numerous
receiving categories this season. He has compiled 37 receptions for 382
yards (10.3 avg.) and six receiving touchdowns on 65 total targets.

The Texans are averaging 137.7 rushing yards per game this season,
which is third best in the NFL in 2017 and Houston’s 4.39 yards per carry
is the fourth-highest mark in team history through seven weeks.

The Texans have rushed for 826 yards on 188 attempts (4.39 avg.)
through seven weeks in 2017. RB Lamar Miller leads the way with 372
yards on 98 carries (3.8 avg.) while RB D’Onta Foreman has 207 yards
on 50 carries (4.1 avg.) and QB Deshaun Watson has 202 yards on 28
carries (7.2 avg.).

CAN’T THROW ON J-JO

In Week 6 vs. the Browns, CB Johnathan Joseph fin-
ished with three tackles, one tackle for loss, three passes
defensed and a single-game career high two interceptions.
Joseph was named the AFC Defensive Player of the Week.

With the Texans up 10-3 in the second quarter, Joseph
intercepted a pass from Browns QB Kevin Hogan and re-
turned it 82 yards for a touchdown. The 82-yard return was
the fourth-longest interception return in team history and
the longest return of Joseph’s career (2006-17). It is also
tied for the third-longest interception return in the NFL this season.

Joseph'’s second interception of the game also came in the second quar-
ter and tied him for the second-most interceptions by any NFL player in a
game in 2017. It marked Joseph'’s first multi-interception game as a Texan
and second multi-interception game of his career. Joseph also had two
interceptions in Week 11 of the 2010 season vs. Buffalo on 11/21/10.

With his two interceptions, Joseph reached 14 career interceptions as a
Texan and passed Kareem Jackson and Dunta Robinson (13) for the
most career interceptions in team history. Joseph also has three intercep-
tions returned for a touchdown in his Texans career, which is tied for first in
franchise history with Jackson.

Joseph has been in the league since 2006 and now has 28 career inter-
ceptions and six career interceptions returned for a touchdown. He also
leads the NFL in passes defensed since entering the league with 165.

This is the first time Joseph has earned Player of the Week honors in his
career and the 40th time a Texan has been named Player of the Week in
franchise history. It is also the 14th time Houston has won the AFC Defen-
sive Player of the Week award in team history.

In Week 5 vs. Kansas City, Texans QB Deshaun Watson completed
16-0f-31 passes (51.6%) for 261 yards, five touchdowns, no interceptions
and a 119.8 passer rating.

Watson became the first rookie quarterback in NFL history with five-
or-more total touchdowns in back-to-back games and the fourth rookie
quarterback in NFL history to throw for five-or-more touchdown passes in
a game, joining Ray Buivid in 1937, Matt Stafford in 2009 and Jameis
Winston in 2015. Watson is also the second rookie quarterback in NFL
history to throw for four-or-more touchdowns in back-to-back games, join-
ing Robert Griffin Il in Week 11 and Week 12 of the 2012 season.

Additionally, Watson is the third quarterback in franchise history to throw
for five-or-more touchdowns in a game, joining Ryan Fitzpatrick (6) in
2014 and Matt Schaub (5) in 2012. Watson and Fitzpatrick are the only
quarterbacks in Texans history with five-or-more touchdown passes and
no interceptions in a game. This season, Patriots QB Tom Brady is the
only other player in the NFL with five touchdown passes in a game.

Watson became the first quarterback in franchise history to throw for
four-or-more touchdowns in back-to-back games. He threw for the sec-
ond-most touchdown passes in a single game in franchise history behind
Fitzpatrick's six in Week 13 of the 2014 season vs. Tennessee.

Since 2014, Houston ranks fourth in the NFL in opponent completion
percentage (59.8).

BACK IN FULLER FORCE

Texans WR Will Fuller V missed Weeks 1-3 with a
shoulder injury but has stepped up to make a major con-
tribution since his return. In three games, Fuller has eight
receptions for 154 yards (19.3 avg.) and five touchdowns.

Fuller became the second player in team history to re-
cord multiple touchdown receptions in consecutive games
in Weeks 4 and 5 (Andre Johnson - 2013) and has al-
FULLER V ready set a new single-season career high in touchdowns

by scoring in all three games he has played in this season.

Fuller finished Week 5 with two receptions for 57 yards (28.5 avg.) and
two touchdowns. In Week 4, Fuller finished with four receptions for 35
yards (8.8 avg.) and two touchdowns. He had two touchdown receptions
in his entire rookie season in 2016 while playing in 14 games (13 starts).

Fuller became the ninth player in franchise history to record multiple
touchdown receptions in the same game and is the only player this sea-
son to produce consecutive games with a 20-yard reception and a 20-
yard punt return.

Fuller now has seven career receiving touchdowns, 789 receiving yards
and 55 receptions since the Texans drafted him 21st overall in 2016.

DASHING DESHAUN

Texans QB Deshaun Watson leads all NFL quarterbacks in rushing
yards per game at 33.7 and is second in yards per carry at 7.21 among
quarterbacks with 20-or-more rushing attempts (Dak Prescott - 7.60).

In his first career start in Week 2 at Cincinnati, Watson scored the only
touchdown of the game on a 49-yard run in the second quarter. The run
is the longest rushing touchdown by a quarterback in his first start in NFL
history and the longest rush by a quarterback this season.

Watson’s 49-yard rush was also the longest run ever by a Texans quar-
terback and the 10th longest run overall in team history. Watson became
the first rookie Texans quarterback to run for a touchdown since 2002
(David Carr). The 49-yard touchdown run capped a 94-yard scoring drive,
the longest drive ever conducted by a Texans rookie quarterback.

In the game, Watson ran five times for a game-high 67 yards (13.4 avg.),
which is the most rushing yards by a quarterback in a game in Texans
history. Additionally, Watson’s 67 yards rushing against the Bengals are
the second-most by a quarterback in a game this season (Cam Newton
in Week 6) and his 13.4 yards-per-carry average is the second-highest for
a player with five-or-more carries in a game in 2017 (T.J. Yeldon in Week 7).

DYNAMIC DUO

Texans WR DeAndre Hopkins (tied for first in the NFL with six receiving
touchdowns) and WR Will Fuller V (tied for fourth in the NFL with five re-
ceiving touchdowns) have combined for 11 receiving touchdowns, which is
tied for the most of any duo in the NFL in 2017. Packers WR Jordy Nelson
(six) and WR Davante Adams (five) are the only other receiving duo with
11 receiving touchdowns this season.

In Week 5 vs. Kansas City, Hopkins (three) and Fuller (two) each had
multiple receiving touchdowns, marking the first time in franchise history
the Texans had two players with multiple receiving touchdowns in the
same game.

PICK-SIX AND SAFETY

In Week 6 vs. Cleveland, the Texans recorded a pick-six and a safety in
the same game for the second time in franchise history. CB Johnathan
Joseph had a career-long 82-yard interception returned for a touchdown
off Browns QB Kevin Hogan and ILB Benardrick McKinney led the way
forcing the safety on Hogan when he was called for intentional grounding
in the end zone.

The Texans had a pick-six by Joseph and a safety by OLB Connor Barwin
in Week 7 of 2012 vs. Baltimore for the only other occurance in franchise
history. The Texans last safety before Week 6 was in Week 15 of the 2016
season vs. Jacksonville and Houston now has 10 safeties in team history.

The Texans also had three interceptions in the first half against the Browns
for the second time in franchise history. Houston had three interceptions in
the first half vs. Miami in Week 1 of the 2012 season on 9/9/12.

Texans K Ka'imi Fairbairn has made 10 straight field goal
attempts this season, the most consecutive field goals made
to start a Texans career in franchise history. He is one of
three kickers in the NFL without a missed field goal in 2017
and has the most attempts of the three. Cowboys K Dan Bai-
ley is 7-for-7 and Dolphins K Cody Parkey is 8-for-8.

Fairbairn is the first player in team history to score 15 points

FAlRAlRN twice in one season, which is tied for the sixth-most points

scored in a game by a kicker in a game this season.

In Week 3 at New England, Fairbairn was 4-for-4 on field goals and 3-for-3
on extra points. In Week 4 vs. Tennessee, he was 3-for-3 on field goals
and 6-for-7 on extra points. Fairbairn hit a career-long 50-yard field goal
in Week 4 and recorded his first tackle.

Fairbairn has also been successful kicking off this season with 26 touch-
backs, the most ever by a Texans kicker through the first seven weeks of
a season and tied for the third-most in the NFL. He also has the highest
touchback percentage through seven weeks in team history (74.3%).

Fairbairn is the first undrafted kicker to make his NFL debut with the
Texans. He was born in Kailua, Hawaii and is the first kicker or punter from
Hawaii to reach the NFL. His full name is John Christian Ka'iminoeauloamek
a'ikeokekumupa’a Fairbairn. In Hawaiian culture, his name means ‘seeker of
knowledge.’ Fairbairn was a consensus first-team All-American as a senior
at UCLA and was awarded the Lou Groza Award as the nation’s top college
kicker in 2015.

OLB/DE Jadeveon Clowney is currently tied for second
in the NFL in defensive fumble recoveries with two and is
third in the NFL in fumble return yards with 71 this season.
The two recoveries are the first two of his NFL career.

In Week 3 at New England, Clowney recovered a fumble
from Patriots QB Tom Brady and returned it 22 yards for a
touchdown in the second quarter. OLB Whitney Mercilus
caused the fumble on a strip-sack to set up the first touch-
down of Clowney’s career. In that game, Clowney became
the third player in franchise history with 2.0 sacks and a fumble return for
a touchdown in a game, joining DE Mario Williams and DE J.J. Watt.
Clowney also scored the first defensive touchdown by any player off a fum-
ble by Patriots QB Tom Brady since Week 4 of 2009 against Baltimore.

In Week 2 at Cincinnati, Clowney recovered his first career fumble and
returned it 49 yards to the Bengals 20-yard line. Texans CB Kareem Jack-
son caused the fumble on Bengals WR John Ross. Clowney's 49-yard
fumble return tied for the fifth-longest in franchise history and is the longest
ever by a Texans player weighing 270-or-more pounds.

PEER PRESSURE

In Week 3 at New England, Texans OLB/DE Jadeveon
Clowney compiled six total tackles (six solo), 2.0 sacks,
three quarterback hits, four tackles for loss and a fumble
recovery that was returned for a touchdown.

Only one other NFL player has had five-or-more total
tackles, 2.0-or-more sacks, three-or-more tackles for loss,
three-or-more quarterback hits and a fumble returned for a
touchdown in the same game since all those stats became
officially tracked by the NFL: Texans DE J.J. Watt.

Watt accomplished the milestone in Week 6 of the 2014
season against Indianapolis when he compiled seven total
tackles (four solo), 2.0 sacks, four quarterback hits, three
tackles for loss and a fumble recovery for a touchdown.
Watt also added three passes defensed in that game.

Watt led the NFL in fumble recoveries in 2014 with five,
which were the most by a defensive lineman since Justin
Tuck had five for the Giants in 2010. Clowney is currently
tied for second in the NFL in defensive fumble recoveries with two and is
third in the NFL in fumble return yards with 71 this season.

CLOWNEY COMIN’

Since 2016, OLB/DE Jadeveon Clowney is tied for sixth in the NFL with
22 tackles for loss in 20 games.

The former No. 1 overall pick tied his single-season career high with four
tackles for loss at New England in Week 3 and had one tackle for loss at
Cincinnati in Week 2 and vs. Kansas City in Week 4.

Clowney led the team and tied for sixth in the NFL with a career-high
16 tackles for loss in 2016. He also posted single-season career highs
in tackles (52), sacks (6.0), quarterback hits (17) and games played (14),
while tying his career-best in forced fumbles (one).

Clowney registered four games with multiple tackles for loss last season
and two games with three-or-more tackles for loss. Only six players in
the NFL (Mario Addison, Joey Bosa, Chandler Jones, Lavonte David,
Whitney Mercilus and Clowney) recorded multiple games with three-
or-more tackles for loss last season. Houston was the only team in the
league with two of those players.

HAL ABOUT THAT

Texans S Andre Hal recorded his first two interceptions
of the season in Week 4 vs. Tennessee. It was his second
career multi-interception game and first since Week 6 of
the 2015 season at Jacksonville on 10/18/15.

Hal intercepted Titans QB Marcus Mariota on the open-
ing drive of the game and returned it three yards, which
led to a Houston touchdown just four plays later. Hal then
intercepted Mariota again in the second quarter for his
second pick of the day. Hal is tied for the team lead this
season with two interceptions.

Hal now has eight career interceptions and leads the Texans in inter-
ceptions since joining the team in 2014. He is also tied with ILB Brian
Cushing (eight) for the seventh-most interceptions in franchise history.

Hal also has the third-most passes defensed on the Texans since join-
ing the team in 2014 and passed Quintin Demps (24) for the 15th-most
passes defensed in team history in Week 5 vs. Kansas City.

Texans RB Lamar Miller is one of three players in the NFL to produce
60-or-more scrimmage yards in each of his team's games this season,
joining Chiefs RB Kareem Hunt and Saints RB Mark Ingram.

Miller leads the team in rushing with 372 yards on 98 carries (3.8 avg.)
and is second on the team in receiving with 175 yards on 15 receptions
(11.7 avg.). He also has a rushing and receiving touchdown this year.

Miller is on an eight game streak of 60-or-more scrimmage yards, dating
back to Week 14 last year (he missed Weeks 16-17 in 2016), which is the
second longest active streak in the NFL.

LUCKY NUMBER SEVEN

Texans WR DeAndre Hopkins opened up this season
with four straight games of seven-or-more receptions for
the first time in his career.

Including Week 17 at Tennessee last year, Hopkins had
recorded seven-or-more receptions in five straight games,
which was the first time in his career he has put together
five consecutive games with seven-or-more receptions.

Hopkins was the only wide receiver in the NFL this sea-
son to have seven-or-more receptions in each of the first

four games.

In Week 4 vs. Tennessee, Hopkins finished with a season-high 10 re-
ceptions for a season-high 107 yards (10.7 avg.) and one touchdown. It
was his third career game with 10-or-more receptions (first since Week

receiving yards (first since Week 17 last season at Tennessee).

THE YOUNG AND THE DEFENSELESS

The Texans are getting major contributions from their
2017 rookie class so far this season. Houston's 1,625 total
net yards (net passing yards and rushing yards combined)
are the most by a team’s rookies in the NFL in 2017. The
Browns are second at 1,038 total net yards produced by
rookies this year.

Texans QB Deshaun Watson has thrown for 1,297 pass-
ing yards and ran for 202 rushing yards while RB D’Onta
Foreman has rushed for 207 yards and has 68 receiving
yards. Watson leads all NFL rookie quarterbacks in passing yards and
rushing yards this year and is 11th among all rookies in rushing yards while
Foreman’s 207 rushing yards are the ninth-most by a rookie this season.
Foreman also has the fifth-most rushing yards by a rookie through the first
seven weeks of a season in franchise history and the seventh-most yards
from scrimmage (275) by a rookie in team history through seven weeks.

NEAR THE T.0.P.

The Texans are eighth in the NFL and fourth in the AFC in average time
of possession this season, holding the ball for 31:18 per game. Addition-
ally, Houston is third in the NFL in second half time of possession at 17:03
and third in the NFL in fourth quarter time of possession at 8:51.

Under Head Coach Bill O’Brien (2014-17), Houston is 24-9 when they
have a time of possesion of 30:00-or-more and 20-3 when they have a
time of possession above 32:00.

B-MAC’S SACKS

In Week 2 at Cincinnati, ILB Benardrick McKinney com-
piled six total tackles (four solo), including three tackles
for loss and 2.0 sacks. He became just the third Texans
linebacker and fifth player in team history to record six-
or-more total tackles, three-or-more tackles for loss and
2.0-or-more sacks in the same game.

Among all players with 2.0-or-more sacks in the NFL this
season, McKinney is tied for the seventh-most combined
tackles of the group with 39.

Last season, McKinney was the only player in the NFL and the second in
Texans history with at least 100 tackles and 5.0 sacks in a season (Jamie
Sharper, 2002).

Since 2014, the Texans are first in the NFL in third-down defense with a
33.7 opponent third-down percentage.

This season, Houston ranks sixth at 34.6 percent. In 2016, Houston fin-
ished 11th in the NFL (38.5%) in third-down percentage allowed.

In 2015, Houston led the NFL in third-down defense with a 28.5 percent-
age, which was the lowest single-season mark in franchise history by 4.5
percent. It was also the lowest opponent third-down percentage by any
NFL team since the 2003 Tennessee Titans (27.7%).

WATSON’S WORLD

In his third career start vs. Tennessee in Week 4, Texans
QB Deshaun Watson completed 25-0f-34 passes (73.5%)
for 283 vyards, four touchdowns, one interception and
a 125.0 passer rating. He also ran for 24 yards on four
attempts (6.0 avg.) and had one rushing touchdown. The
NFL named Watson the AFC Offensive Player of the Week
following his performance, making him the first rookie
quarterback in franchise history to win the award.

Watson’s five total touchdowns tied for the second-
most touchdowns scored by a rookie in NFL history behind Gale Sayers’
six touchdowns in 1965 and tied for the most touchdowns in a game
by a rookie quarterback in NFL history. He became the third rookie
quarterback with four-or-more touchdown passes and one-or-more
rushing touchdowns and first since Fran Tarkenton (1961). Watson and
Tarkenton are the only rookie quarterbacks in NFL history with at least
250 passing yards, four touchdown passes and a rushing touchdown in
a single game. Houston's 57 points were the third-highest single-game
point total in NFL history with a rookie starting quarterback (Tony Banks
- 1996, Russell Wilson - 2012).

Watson also became the third rookie quarterback in the last 15 years
to post three-or-more touchdown passes and one-or-more rushing
touchdowns in a single game (Cam Newton and Marcus Mariota). He
became the first quarterback in team history with three-or-more passing
touchdowns and one-or-more rushing touchdowns in the same game and
the first rookie quarterback in team history with three-or-more touchdown
passes in a game. He also became the third quarterback in team history
to post a 125.0-or-better passer rating in a game with 30-or-more pass
attempts (joining Matt Schaub in 2009 and Ryan Fitzpatrick in 2014).

Watson became the only rookie in NFL history with seven-or-more pass
touchdowns and two-or-more rushing touchdowns in his team’s first four
games of a season and joined Newton as the only rookies in NFL history
with nine total touchdowns through the first four games of a season.

WATSON
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OFFENSIVE EXPLOSION

The Texans set several offensive records in their Week 4 victory over the
Tennessee Titans. They scored the most points in a game in franchise
history with 57 (previous record was 45 points in Week 13 of 2014 vs.
Tennessee) and scored a franchise-record seven total touchdowns.

Houston won by the largest margin of victory in franchise history with a
43-point victory (previous record was 34 in a 41-7 win at Tennessee in
Week 7 of 2011) and the largest point differential of any divisional match-
up in AFC South history.

The 57 points were the most points in a game by an NFL team since Se-
attle scored 58 in Week 14 of 2012 vs. Arizona and Houston became the
first NFL team to score 50-or-more points in a game since Jacksonville
scored 51 in Week 14 of 2015 vs. Indianapolis. Houston's 57 points were
also the third-highest single-game point total in NFL history with a rookie
starting at quarterback (Tony Banks - 1996, Russell Wilson - 2012).

The Texans gained 445 yards on offense (173 rushing and 272 passing),
which is the most yards gained in a game for Houston since gaining 457
yards in Week 13 of 2014 vs. Tennessee. They also gained 33 first downs
(10 rushing, 19 passing and four by penalty), which is the second-most
first downs gained in a game in franchise history. Houston had 39 first
downs in Week 11 of 2012 vs. Jacksonville.

Since 2014, RB Lamar Miller has rushed for 3,416 yards,
which is the fifth-most in the NFL during that span, while
his 22 rushing touchdowns are tied for the ninth-most.

Miller racked up 1,073 rushing yards last season, which
ranked sixth in the AFC and 10th in the NFL. His 268 carries
set a single-season career-high and his 1,073 rushing yards
were the second-highest mark of his career. Miller posted
MILLER  four 100-yard rushing games last year, which was also a

career-high.

TURNOVER MACHINE

In Week 4 vs. Tennessee, Houston caused the second-most turnovers
in a game in franchise history with five total (four interceptions and one
fumble recovery). It was the first time Houston has caused five turnovers
in a game since Week 12 of 2008 at Cleveland. The Texans also tied a
franchise record with four interceptions. It was the third time in team histo-
ry with four interceptions and first since Week 10 of 2006 at Jacksonville.

Houston held the Titans to 195 total net yards (86 rushing and 109 pass-
ing) and just nine first downs (three rushing and six passing). They also
didn’t allow Tennessee to score in the second half.

FIRST HALF FIREPOWER

BY AIR & BY GROUND

In his second career NFL start at New England in
Week 3, Texans QB Deshaun Watson completed 22-of-
33 passes (66.7%) for 301 yards, two touchdowns, two
interceptions and a 90.6 passer rating. He also rushed for
41 yards on eight carries (5.1 avg.)

Watson is the first rookie quarterback with 300-or-more
passing yards and 40-or-more rushing yards in a game since
Colts QB Andrew Luck in 2012 and the first quarterback in

WATSON  Texans franchise history to do so. Watson became only the
seventh rookie since the merger to accomplish the feat and the youngest
of the seven rookie quarterbacks on the list. No rookie quarterback in NFL
history has done it twice.

Watson became the first Texans quarterback to throw for 300-or-
more yards in a game since Brian Hoyer (Week 5 of the 2015 season
vs. Indianapolis on 10/8/2015) and the first rookie Texans quarterback
to throw for 300-or-more yards since T.J. Yates (Week 14 of the 2011
season at Cincinnati on 12/11/11). Watson also became the first rookie to
throw for 300 yards against the defending Super Bowl Champions since
Panthers QB Cam Newton threw for 432 yards vs. Green Bay in 2011.

‘LEG’-LER NOT SLOWING DOWN

Texans P Shane Lechler has shown no signs of slowing
down in his 18th season in the NFL.

In Week 3 at New England, Lechler had a 68-yard punt in
the first quarter, which is the third-longest punt in franchise
history and tied for the fifth-longest punt in the NFL this
season. For the game, Lechler punted four times for 234
yards (58.5 avg.) and pinned two punts inside the 20-yard
line. His 58.5 punt average is the highest single-game av-
erage by a punter in 2017 (minimum four punts).

In Week 2 at Cincinnati, Lechler punted nine times for 440 yards (48.9
avg.), including a 59-yard punt, and pinned two punts inside the 20-yard
line. Lechler also had a special teams tackle in the game.

Lechler’s 440 yards punting in Week 2 are the third-most by any player
in a game this season and his nine punts are the tied for the second-most
by any player in a game this season. Through Week 7, Lechler ranks
fourth in the NFL in punting average (50.1).

Lechler played in his 244th straight regular season game, which is the
longest active streak in the NFL and tied with Chris Gardocki (244) for
the sixth-longest in NFL history.

LECHLER

The Texans had one of the best offensive first halfs in team history
against the Titans in Week 4. Houston scored points on five-of-six pos-
sessions in the first half for a total of 30 first half points, which is the
second-most points scored in the first half in franchise history (Houston
scored 34 points in the first half vs. Indianapolis in Week 1 of 2011). The
Texans’ 30 first half points are tied for the second most points scored by
any NFL team in the first half this season (New Orleans scored 31 vs. De-
troit in Week 6 and New England scored 30 at New Orleans in Week 2).

The Texans scored a touchdown on their first three offensive posses-
sions for the first time since Week 7 of 2008 vs. Detroit and scored a
touchdown on their first two offensive possessions for the first time since
Week 4 of 2016 vs. Tennessee.

Houston’s 289 yards in the first half are the fourth-most first half yards
gained by any NFL team this season (New England gained 369 at New
Orleans in Week 2, Jacksonville gained 342 at Indianapolis in Week 7 and
Arizona gained 303 vs. Tampa Bay in Week 6). The Texans first quarter
was especially impressive as they gained 179 total yards (44 rushing and
135 passing), which is the third-most net yards gained in the first quarter
in franchise history and third-most first quarter yards gained by any NFL
team this season (New England gained 217 at New Orleans in Week 2
and Arizona gained 181 in Week 6 vs. Tampa Bay). Their 14 first quarter
points tied for the third-highest-scoring first quarter in team history. Hous-
ton scored 17 in the first quarter in Week 14 of 2009 vs. Seattle and Week
1 of 2011 vs. Indianapolis.
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In Week 4 vs. Tennessee, Texans rookie ILB Dylan
Cole compiled five total tackles (three solo), 1.0 sack and
one interception returned for a touchdown.

Cole became the first rookie in NFL history with
five-or-more total tackles, 1.0-or-more sacks and one
interception returned for a touchdown in the same game.
He also became first rookie to record an interception for a
touchdown in franchise history and first Texans player with
a pick-six since CB Kareem Jackson in Week 10 of the

2016 season.

Cole, who the Texans signed as a college free agent following the 2017

NFL Draft, is also just the second linebacker in franchise history with a
pick-six in a game, joining ILB Brian Cushing.

In Week 4 vs. Tennessee, Texans RB Lamar Miller ran for a game-high
and season-best 75 yards on 19 carries (3.9 avg.) and had one rushing
touchdown. Miller also caught four passes for 56 yards (14.0 avg.) and
had one receiving touchdown in the game.

The performance marked the second time since Miller joined the Texans
that he had a rushing and receiving touchdown in the same game, with
the other being Week 6 vs. Indianapolis last season. In Houston's 26-23
overtime victory over the Colts in 2016, Miller ran for 149 yards on 24
carries (6.2 avg.) and had one rushing touchdown. He also caught three
passes for 29 yards (9.7 avg.) and had one receiving touchdown.

Miller is only the third player to have both a rushing and receiving touch-
down in multiple games as a Texan in franchise history, joining RB Arian
Foster and RB Steve Slaton. Foster did it six times in his Texans career
while Slaton accomplished the feat twice.

DOMINATING THE DIVISION

Under Head Coach Bill O'Brien (2014-17), the Texans are 15-5 against
the AFC South, including 6-1 vs. Tennessee, 6-1 vs. Jacksonville and 3-3
vs. Indianapolis. Houston's 15 division wins are tied with Kansas City (AFC
West) and Pittsburgh (AFC North) for the most in the NFL since 2014.

The Texans recorded a 5-1 record against AFC South opponents in
2016, which tied the best single-season winning percentage against the
division in team history. Houston also registered a 5-1 record against AFC
South opponents in 2012 and 2015.

Houston is one of two teams to win its division in each of the last two
seasons (New England), and the Texans have now won four of the last
six AFC South championships. With a division title this year, the Tex-
ans would become the first AFC South team to win the division in three
straight seasons since Indianapolis captured five consecutive division
crowns from 2003-07.

K-JACK & J-JO ON PATROL

Kareem Jackson and Johnathan Joseph are two of the
longest tenured Texans, having both played cornerback for
the Texans since 2011. In that time, the duo has combined
for 142 passes defensed and 25 interceptions, six of which
have been returned for touchdowns.

Since Jackson and Joseph have been in Houston togeth-
er, Texans opponents have the lowest completion percent-
age in the NFL at 57.4 and the second-lowest net yards
passing per game at 210.5.

Among active cornerbacks, Joseph ranks second in the
NFL with 610 total career tackles and Jackson is 10th with
429 total career tackles. No other team has two players in
the top-10. Also, their 1,039 combined career tackles is the
most of any cornerback tandem in the NFL.

Their performances have allowed the pair to ascend
some of the franchise’s all-time lists. Joseph is first on the
franchise’s passes defensed list with 89 and Jackson is
tied for second with 63 (Dunta Robinson). Joseph is also
first in interceptions with 14 while Jackson is tied for second with 13. Jo-
seph is the franchise’s all-time leader with 364 return yards on intercep-
tions, while Jackson is second with 310.

CAUSING PROBLEMS

In Week 3 at New England, the Texans defense had 5.0 sacks and forced
four fumbles. It marked the first time in franchise history that Houston had
5.0-or-more sacks and four-or-more forced fumbles in the same game.

The Texans are the only team in the NFL this season to have 5.0-or-more
sacks and four-or-more forced fumbles in the same game and just the
second team in NFL history to do it at New England (Seattle had 6.0 sacks
and four forced fumbles in Week 3 of the 1992 season at New England
on 9/20/92).

The four forced fumbles tied a single-game franchise record as the Tex-
ans also caused four fumbles in Week 2 of the 2014 season at Oakland
and Week 13 of the 2005 season at Baltimore.

Houston’s 5.0 sacks were the most in a game for the Texans since Week
1 of the 2016 season against the Bears (5.0 sacks) and four different play-
ers were able to record a sack in the game, the most players with at least
one sack in a game for Houston since Week 1 of 2016 against the Bears.
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Texans QB Deshaun Watson won his first NFL start on his 22nd
birthday with a 13-9 victory over the Bengals in Cincinnati in Week 2.

Houston traded up and made Watson the 12th overall pick in the 2017
NFL Draft after a successful college career where he led the Clemson
Tigers to the BCS National Championship in 2016.

In the BCS/College Football Playoff era, no quarterback has gone
fewer days between an NCAA Football Championship and his first NFL
win than Watson (248 days).

In Week 1 vs. Jacksonville, Texans WR DeAndre Hopkins compiled
seven receptions for 55 yards (7.9 avg.) and one touchdown, tying Kevin
Walter (24) for the third-most receiving touchdowns in team history. Hop-
kins has now caught a touchdown pass in four consecutive season open-
ers (2014-17), which is the longest active streak in the NFL.

Giants WR Brandon Marshall is the only other active NFL wide receiver
with a receiving touchdown in four consecutive season openers (2012-15
with Chicago and N.Y. Jets).

STARTING OFF STRONG

Texans QB Deshaun Watson won his first NFL start in Week 2 at Cin-
cinnati. The rookie from Clemson completed 15-0f-24 passes (62.5%) for
125 vyards, no touchdowns, no interceptions and a 75.9 passer rating.
Watson scored his first career rushing touchdown on a 49-yard run in the
second quarter, which turned out to be the only touchdown of the game
for either team.

Watson is the ninth different starting quarterback under Head Coach Bill
O'Brien since 2014 and Texans quarterbacks are now 8-1 in their first
start under O'Brien.

STREAK OF TIGERS

The Texans have the most players from Clemson University in the NFL,
with a total of five on the current 53-man active roster.

Houston has drafted four players from Clemson in franchise history. This
year’s first-round pick, QB Deshaun Watson, and fourth-round pick, DE
Carlos Watkins, join WR DeAndre Hopkins and NT D.J. Reader as
former Tigers drafted by the Texans.

Watson (2017) and Hopkins (2013) also join former South Caro-
lina Gamecocks CB Dunta Robinson (2004) and OLB/DE Jadeveon
Clowney (2014) as the only Texans first-round picks from the same
school. The Texans also added S Marcus Gilchrist as a free agent sign-
ing on August 1, who played at Clemson from 2007-10.

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KEEPING THE CORE

At the end of training camp, 34-0f-90 (37.7%) players on the Texans
active 90-man roster were new to the team in 2017. Of those 34 players,
25 were rookies (seven draft picks, 18 college free agents) and nine were
veterans acquired off waivers or through free agency.

In 2016, 29-0f-90 (32.2%) players on Houston's roster were new to the
team, the lowest percentage in Head Coach Bill O'Brien’s tenure (2014-
17). Of those players, 22 were rookies (six draft picks, 16 undrafted free
agents) and seven were veterans (all acquired through free agency).

In 2015, approximately one-third (33-0f-90) of the players on the Texans
roster were new to the team at the start of training camp. Twenty-three of
those players were rookies and 10 veterans were acquired through free
agency.

In 2014, over half (47-0f-90) of the players on the Texans roster were
new to the team. The 47 players included 30 rookies, 16 veterans ac-
quired through free agency and one through trade.

WINNING RECORD

With a 9-7 record in 2016, the Texans tied their third-best single-season
record in franchise history. They also posted their third straight winning
season for the first time in franchise history. Houston’s 27-21 record from
2014 to 2016 is the second-best record over a three-year span in team
history.

Texans Founder, Chairman and Chief Executive Officer Robert C. McNair
donated $1 million to The United Way of Greater Houston’s ‘Texans Helping
Texans’ flood relief fund. Dallas Cowboys Executive Vice President / Chief
Brand Officer Charlotte Jones Anderson subsequently announced a
matching donation from the NFL, and New England Patriots Chairman and
CEO Robert Kraft pledged to match up to $1 million donated to the American
Red Cross in support of the Hurricane Harvey Disaster Relief Fund.

Houston Rockets Owner Leslie Alexander and Houston Astros owner Jim
Crane also announced donations on behalf of their teams, and Major League
Baseball and the MLBPA joined forces to pledge $1 million of support.

In addition to support from the Lonestar State, sports teams, celebrities and
individuals across the country have generously donated money, supplies and
time to help Hurricane Harvey victims.

What do you think about T Duane Brown’s return?
“Good. Glad to have him back. He's in good shape and we'll just keep
working with him and see where it goes from here.”

Is there a possibility that T Duane Brown plays on Sunday at Seattle?
“Sure.”

Is it possible that CB Kevin Johnson will play this Sunday?

“Yeah, he looked pretty good. Looked like he was moving around pretty
good. I guess we'll see how it goes throughout the week, but | feel good
about it.”

How much can having T Duane Brown return help the offense?

“No question. You have a guy there — 10-year veteran, tough, athletic —
you said it all right there. It's good when you can add to what you already
have and it's good to have him back.”

What is it like to play the Seahawks in Seattle?

“Definitely one of the toughest places in the NFL to play. Very loud, great
fans, great team, great head coach. They're a team that's been to the
Super Bowl a couple times over the last few years. It'll be a big challenge
for us. Our guys are excited about it, but it's a very big challenge, and a
lot of it has to do with their crowd. Not only do they have a great team but
they have the home advantage with the noise.”

How do you prepare QB Deshaun Watson for that?
“Just crank the music as loud as it'll possibly go.”

Is that why you asked for louder music at practice?
“That would be the main reason.”

How do you feel about the music at practice?

“| love the music. | have different tastes in music and I love music, all
kinds of music. | don’t pick that music. | have a resident DJ named Jen-
erro (Wade) that picks it for me. He's a good guy. He does a good job. He
takes requests, so if you guys have any requests when you're out there
during stretch.”

What music would you pick?

“| would pick all different kinds. | really would. I'm being serious. Obvi-
ously, I would pick Rick Ross. | would pick country, | would pick some Irish
tunes. So, | have all different kinds of tastes.”

Do you play your playlist at practice?

“ haven't used my playlist in a long time, it's probably been about a year.
We had a guy last year named Dowell (Kendrick) who was awesome at
it, and now he left and he was replaced by Jenerro (Wade) and he does a
great job. So, | kind of let them handle it. They're a lot younger than me,
so they kind of know a lot of the music better than me.”

What are the challenges of the offensive line and moving players
around?

“| think any time that you have some moving parts, it's always the com-
munication. That unit has to be very, very cohesive in communication. So,
that's where - if you're moving a lot of guys around, which we haven't
really had to do that as much as we've had in years past. And Duane’s
(Brown) been here, look, he hasn't been here for a while, but he's been
there a lot next to Xavier (Su'a-Filo). That's not going to be an issue, but
that's where it has to come into play where, ‘How do you communicate?,’
‘How do you see this look?,’ ‘How are we handling it?,’ and it's got to be
done at a moment’s notice. So, that's what practice is all about, walk-
throughs, meetings, and try to get that down before Sunday.”

Is there more of a familiarity now among the offensive line as these
guys have been playing next to each other?

“Yeah, | think it's more, it's definitely all five playing together is a good
thing, but it’s definitely the guys that play next to each other when you
break it down from all five. So, when you have the, let's just say, the left
tackle (and) the left guard playing next to each other, they've done a good
job for a while. Xavier (Su'a-Filo) and Duane (Brown) have done that for a
while. Xavier and Chris Clark have done it for a while. Xavier and Kendall
Lamm have done it. Even though that looks like moving parts, they've
all had a lot of reps together. The right side’s been together quite a bit.
It's been Jeff Allen and Breno (Giacomini), or it's been Greg Mancz and
Breno, and then the center’s been in there quite a bit. So, the moving
parts really involve, basically, Greg Mancz, Kendall Lamm to a certain
extent, maybe Julién Davenport a little bit. But, it's been pretty steady in
there and | think it's pretty cohesive.”

Does T Chris Clark have a chance to return soon?
“| would say it's probably, in my opinion, day to day more than it is week to
week. So, that's the best answer | can give you on that.”

What do you think about the development of ILB Zach Cunningham,
OLB Brennan Scarlett and ILB Dylan Cole and the contributions
they’ve been able to make?

“Those guys, if you had to describe those group of guys — with the ones
that you mentioned, Ufomba (Kamalu) jumped in there (and) did some
nice things — I'd say they're tough. They're very, very active when they
play. They're very coachable. They try to do it the way that we're coaching
them to do it and | think they're going to get better and better. | think the
more experience you get when you're a younger player — the whole name
of the game, like I always tell you guys, is improvement. So, | think the
more experience they get, the more you'll see their improvement. As long
as that can be the case, they're not up and down, they continue to rise,
that'll be what we call an ascending player. That's good.”

How pleased are you with the offense’s improvement in the redzone?
“It had to get better. | mean, it was terrible. So, there was only one way to
go but up, you know what | mean? It wasn't very good. | think when you
get down in there, if you're kicking field goals versus most teams, you're
going to be in trouble. So, we've spent a lot of time on it. We work on it
almost every day during the week of practice this year relative to years
past. | think we put as much time into it in the meeting room as much as
we always have, but we practice it more. | think it has improved, but it has
to continue to improve.”

You've got to be happy that the New York Yankees lost to the Hous-
ton Astros, right?

“Yeah. | mean, | think what the Astros did was just awesome. That crowd
over there — (Jose) Altuve, the way that Charlie Morton pitched, (Jus-
tin) Verlander's a warrior, (Carlos) Correa, (Evan) Gattis. | mean, you
guys know by now my affinity with Gattis. That guy can play ball, man.
He's awesome. So, I'm looking forward to the World Series. | think A.J.'s
(Hinch) done a great job. It'll be a great World Series and | wish those
guys the best.”

Would you invite Astros Catcher Evan Gattis over here at some
point?

“Yeah, | mean we got some injuries at linebacker and that's what he looks
like. We got a fullback in Jay (Prosch), but he kind of looks like Prosch,
doesn't he, when he gets up? It's kind of how | envision Prosch in the bat-
ter's box. That was a joke.”

What makes your rushing attack, which is ranked second-best in the
league, so successful right now?

“Well, I think there’s a lot of different things that go into that. | think that our
backs and our line and our tight ends are doing a really good job. | think
they've really been coachable as to what we want them to do and | think
the addition of having Deshaun (Watson) — Deshaun’s rushed for a lot of
yards, so that helps that stat. | think that's a great stat, | think it's an ac-
complishment to this point in the season, but it has to continue. We have
to be able to run the football. This defense, Seattle’s defense, is obviously
a great defense. I mean, they have their own nickname, ‘Legion of Boom.'
They're a great defense, so we've got to be ready for what they do and we
have to continue to improve.”

Is this a critical point in the season to keep improving?

“When you come out of your bye week, you really have to show improve-
ment on the things that you've worked on, whether it's self-scout, things
that you need to improve upon relative to that. ‘This’ is something we're
not doing well, ‘'this” is something we have to continue to do well. | think
you have to show improvement after the bye week. That's why the bye
weeks to me are so important from a coaching standpoint. What have
you done to figure out the things that you need to continue to do well but
the things that you need to change? So, | think that's a big part of what |
always talk about, is it's an improvement league and it's a race to see who
can get better the fastest.”

Seven NFL teams did not score an offensive touchdown yesterday.
What does it say about your team that your offense has been click-
ing?

“ don’t know. That would be something | would have to study. | don't really
know. Actually it's interesting you asked that question because looking at
Seattle’s defense — some of these defenses, like Seattle being a great
example, they just have so many great athletes at every position. If you
look at all three levels of their defense, if you start with (Michael) Bennett
and Frank Clark up front, the inside tackles, then you look at Bobby Wag-
ner at linebacker then you look at obviously (Richard) Sherman at corner
and then Earl Thomas, Kam Chancellor, they have tremendous players
at every position. I'm leaving guys out. | could name everybody that plays
for them. I think it's very difficult in this league to move the ball, | really do.
| think that defenses are multiple, they do a lot of different things and they
have great players and you have to execute at a high level to be able to
score touchdowns, you really do, and you have to do it every week and
you have to come up with a new way to do it every week in my opinion.”

Does it take a while for an offensive system to jell with the players
and coaches for there to be success?

“| think that there has to be some sort of continuity. | think if you're chang-
ing systems every year, that's definitely a problem. | definitely think that
the continuity of the system and then the continuity at certain positions,
obviously quarterback, you want continuity at quarterback. We have that.
We believe now we have continuity. We've had continuity at tight end,
running back, wide receiver for a little bit now. So, I think that does have a
ot to do with it but again, it's really what have you done for me lately? You
can't rest on anything that you've done in the past. You have to continue
to get better every week and that's a big part of it.”

How much of a relief is it to get CB Kevin Johnson healthy?

“He looked good today out there moving around. It'll be great to have him
back. He's such an energetic player. He means so much to our defense.
I mean, he’s a first-round draft pick. He's played like that when he’s been
out there, so | think it will be good to have him back. It's going to be good
to have Duane (Brown) back. Those things are good things for this team.”

Is this a specifically challenging week for QB Deshaun Watson com-
ing off a bye week, facing a difficult team in Seattle and having film
of him out there?

“| think every week's a challenge for everybody, especially a rookie. |
think that every week you're going against these teams that have different
schemes, different great players, so you have to be able to compartmen-
talize. You have to be able to say, ‘OK, that's what we did against Cleve-
land, but that's going to change. We have to do this in order to move the
football and try to score against Seattle.” And so every week’s different.
It's just a totally different — it doesn’t mean that it's better or anything like
that, it's just totally different in college. Every week is a different chal-
lenge. It's 16 one-game seasons that you have to prepare (for), you have
to start over every week. So, | don't know whether it's coming off a bye
or whatever it is, | think every week’s a challenge, especially for rookies.”

You've had a lot of success with this team coming off the bye week.
Is there something specifically you’ve done to achieve that success?
“ don't really know. | think one of the things we are big on is that we're all
in this together, and I'm not trying to give you any type of coach-speak.
I'm just telling you we look in the mirror first during the bye week. OK,
what do we need to do better coaching-wise? Look at the self-scout, look
at these things. Why are we having trouble doing ‘this?" Why are we hav-
ing trouble doing ‘that?’ Let's figure out what we can do better. Is it about
putting a player in a different spot, is it about a better scheme, is it about
simplifying, what is it? OK, now let's look at the players. So, look at you
first before you start looking at the players. | think it’s very, very important
that in football, that players and coaches understand that we're all in it
together and if you start pointing fingers, ‘Hey, you got to do this better,’
that doesn't lead to successful football. So, | think that's one thing that we
try to do and hopefully we can be successful after this bye week.”

TEXANS HEAD COACH BILL O’BRIEN

Bill O'Brien was named the third head coach in Houston
Texans franchise history on January 3, 2014. O'Brien, who
owns 24 years of collegiate and NFL coaching experience,
led the Texans to a second straight AFC South Division
championship in 2016 and third straight winning season
for the first time in franchise history, which made O'Brien
just the 14th coach in the NFL since 1978 to begin his head
coaching career with three consecutive winning seasons.

In 2016, Houston also won its first postseason game and advanced to
the AFC Divisional Round for the first time since 2012. The Texans fin-
ished the season with the NFL's top-ranked defense for the first time in
franchise history, surrendering an average of only 301.3 total net yards

per game. The team also posted a
7-1 record at home during the regu-
lar season, which set a single-sea-
son franchise record and tied for the
best home record in the NFL.

In 2015, Houston became the first
NFL team since 1950 to earn a trip
to the postseason with four differ-
ent starting quarterbacks winning
at least one regular season game
and the Texans defense set the fran-
chise single-season record for sacks
(45.0).

Under O'Brien in 2014, Houston’s
seven-win improvement led the NFL
and made the Texans the sixth team
since 1978 to post a winning season
following a season in which it won
two or less games.

Prior to Houston, O'Brien was head
coach at Penn State from 2012-13
and led the storied program through
one of the greatest periods of strife
any major college program has
endured. He was named the Bear
Bryant, Maxwell Football Club and
ESPN National Coach of the Year
as well as the Big Ten Coach of the
Year by media and coaches.

From 2007-2011, O'Brien helped
lead the New England Patriots to
a pair of Super Bowl berths, rising
from offensive assistant his first sea-
son to wide receivers coach in 2008

and then quarterbacks coach from 2009-2010 prior to his promotion to of-
fensive coordinator/quarterbacks coach in 2011. That season, the Patriots
ranked third in the NFL in scoring, second in total offense and advanced

to Super Bowl XLVI.

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THE LAST TIME THEY MELT...

In a game that seemed in control with the Texans leading 20-3 at the half,
Houston ended the day with a 23-20 overtime loss to Seattle.

In two very different halves of football at Reliant Stadium, Houston scored
all 20 of its points in the first half. Seattle then reeled off 20 unanswered
points in the second half and overtime.

Houston lost its second game in a row and dropped to 2-2 on the season.
Turnovers continued to haunt Houston as the Seahawks put up 10 points off
of the Texans’ three turnovers.

Seattle scored first with a 48-yard field goal in the first quarter. After that,
the Texans offense scored 20 uananswered points to dominate early.

Seattle’s defense, ranked first in the NFL, had previously only allowed an
average of nine points per game, 146 passing yards per game, and 241.7
total yards per game. The Texans offense surpassed that before halftime
with 20 points, 226 yards passing, and 324 net yards.

After an early interception on a deflected pass intended for TE Owen Dan-
iels, QB Matt Schaub bounced back for two touchdown passes on con-
secutive drives. Schaub connected with TE Garrett Graham for a 31-yard
score. A 5-yard toss to RB Arian Foster extended the Texans lead to 14-3
following a 10-play, 80-yard drive in the second quarter.

ILB Brian Cushing’s hit on RB Marshawn Lynch on Seattle’s next series
caused a fumble, which was recovered by NT Terrell McClain. The Texans
converted the turnover into three points when Randy Bullock kicked a 22-
yard field goal. Bullock added a 42-yarder as time expired in the first half.
The Texans led by a score of 20-3 at halftime.

The Seahawks took over in the second half and overtime with 20 unan-

After a fumble by RB Ben Tate, the Texans defense held Seattle to zero
yards on four plays. The Seahawks settled for a Steven Hauschka 39-yard
field goal. Lynch, who had 17 carries for 98 yards on the day, added a 3-yard
touchdown run in the fourth quarter. Seattle trailed 20-13 with 7:43 remain-

ing in the game.

CB Johnathan Joseph's intercepted Russell Wilson’s pass intended

for Jermaine Kearse shifted the momentum at the 5:13 mark of the fourth
quarter. The shift was short-lived. After four consecutive carries by Foster,
Schaub’s pass on third-and-four, intended for Daniels, was intercepted by
Richard Sherman and returned 58 yards for a game-tying touchdown.

In a game dominated early by Houston, Seattle turned up the heat in the
second half and tied it 20-20 with 2:40 remaining in the fourth quarter.

The Texans headed to overtime for the second time in as many home
games. Houston received the ball first in overtime but was unable to score
on its first two possessions.

A 15-yard unnecessary roughness penalty on Kareem Jackson extended
Seattle’s second possession. Hauschka kicked a game-winning 45-yard
field goal on the eight-play, 42-yard drive to win the game 23-20.

Both Foster and Johnson eclipsed 100 yards in the game. Foster rushed for
102 yards on 27 carries and caught six passes for 69 yards and one touch-
down. Johnson had nine receptions for 110 yards on the day. Schaub was
31-0f-49 for 355 yards, two touchdowns and two interceptions.

Wilson, held to just 24 yards passing in the first half, finished 12-0f-23 for
123 yards, one interception and a 49.7 passer rating but scrambled for 77
yards on 10 carries. Lynch added 98 yards rushing on 17 attempts.

Texans P Shane Lechler has shown no signs of slowing down in his
18th season in the NFL.

In Week 3 at New England, Lechler had a 68-yard punt in the first quar-
ter, which is the third-longest punt in franchise history and tied for the
fifth-longest punt in the NFL this season. For the game, Lechler punted
four times for 234 yards (58.5 avg.) and pinned two punts inside the 20-
yard line. His 58.5 punt average is the highest single-game average by a
punter in 2017 (minimum four punts).

In Week 2 at Cincinnati, Lechler punted nine times for 440 yards (48.9
avg.), including a 59-yard punt, and pinned two punts inside the 20-yard
line. Lechler also had a special teams tackle in the game.

Lechler’s 440 yards punting in Week 2 are the third-most by any player
in a game this season and his nine punts are the tied for the second-most
by any player in a game this season. Through Week 7, Lechler ranks
fourth in the NFL in punting average (50.1).

Lechler played in his 244th straight regular season game, which is the
longest active streak in the NFL and tied with Chris Gardocki (244) for
the sixth-longest in NFL history.

The NFL named Houston Texans P Shane Lechler the AFC Special
Teams Player of the Week following his performance in the team’s 20-13
victory over the Detroit Lions in Week 8 in 2016.

Lechler punted four times for 203 yards, averaging 50.8 gross yards per
punt. Detroit's average starting field position following his four punts was
on their own 13-yard line. Lechler averaged 49.5 net yards per punt, which
led the NFL in Week 8 (min. 4 punts). He also pinned 3-of-4 punts inside
the 20-yard line, which tied for the second-highest total in the league that
week. Playing in his 262nd career game, Lechler tied Ray Brown for the
27th-most games played in NFL history.

This is the first time Lechler has earned Player of the Week honors as
a Texan and fourth in his career. It is also the 38th time a Houston Texan
has been named Player of the Week in franchise history. It is the 13th time
Houston has won the AFC Special Teams Player of the Week award in
team history and second this season (WR Will Fuller V, Week 4).

WR Will Fuller V recorded 47 receptions for 635 yards and two touch-
downs in 2016. He also notched a 67-yard punt return for a touchdown.

Fuller became the first rookie in NFL history with 300 receiving yards and
a punt return touchdown in his team’s first four games of a season. Former
49ers RB Hugh McElhenny is the only other rookie to produce over 300
scrimmage yards and a punt return touchdown in as many games to start a
season, when he did so over 60 years ago in 1952.

In the season-opening victory over Chicago, Fuller caught five passes for
a team-leading 107 yards and a touchdown. He became the first rookie
first-round pick to post a 100-yard receiving game in a season opener since
Louis Lipps in 1984 with Pittsburgh. He also became the first Texans rookie
with a 100-yard receiving game and a touchdown in a season opener.

Fuller followed his Week 1 output with four receptions for 104 yards in
Week 2 against Kansas City (9/18), making him the third player in NFL
history with back-to-back 100-yard receiving performances to open his ca-
reer, joining Don Looney (1940) and DeSean Jackson (2008). He is the
first player in NFL history to gain at least 200 receiving yards over his first
two games while winning both. He is also the first rookie drafted in the first
round with back-to-back 100-yard games in his first two games.

In Week 4 against Tennessee (10/2), Fuller paced the team with seven re-
ceptions for 81 yards and a touchdown, while also returning a punt 67 yards
for a score, becoming the first player in Texans history with a receiving and
punt return touchdown in a single game.

In his first career NFL start, Deshaun Watson led the Texans to a 13-9
road win over the Cincinnati Bengals on Thursday Night Football.

Watson, celebrating his 22nd birthday, scored the lone touchdown in the
win. The rookie quarterback completed 15-0f-24 pases for 125 yards and
added 67 yards on the ground, including and a 49-yard touchdown run.

The Texans offense, dealing with multiple injuries heading into the short
week, were without all three tight ends, starting right guard Jeff Allen
and wide receiver Bruce Ellington. DeAndre Hopkins had a team-high
seven receptions for 73 yards. Lamar Miller and D’Onta Foreman com-
bined for 30 carries and 101 yards rushing.

Houston’s defense recorded three sacks, including two by Benardrick
McKinney, four quarterback hits, three passes defensed and one turn-
over in the win. Bengals quarterback Andy Dalton was 19-of-34 for 216
yards and no touchdowns. Houston held the Bengals to just 82 yards
net rushing. Johnathan Joseph and Kevin Johnson both left the game
early with injuries and did not return to the game.

The Texans took an early 3-0 lead when Jadeveon Clowney returned a
fumble recovery 49 yards. Kareem Jackson’s hit on wide receiver John
Ross led to the fumble at Houston's 32-yard line. Ka'imi Fairbarn suc-
cessfully added a 26-yard field goal late in the first quarter.

Watson scrambled for a 49-yard touchdown run in the second quarter.
Watson's gain was the longest rush by a quarterback in Texans franchise
history. Watson'’s touchdown capped off a nine-play, 94-yard scoring drive
to give Houston a 10-3 lead with 0:50 remaining in the first half.

Randy Bullock kicked two field goals in the first half. His second kick,
from 29 yards, came with just 0:02 left in the second quarter. The Bengals
trailed 10-6 at halftime.

After a scoreless third quarter for Houston, Watson and the Texans of-
fense orchestrated a scoring drive that began at their own 10-yard line.
Hopkins caught three passes for 29 yards while Lamar Miller added
a 19-yard run. Watson’s 11-yard gain on third down set up a 42-yard field
goal by Fairbairn. The Texans extended their lead 13-9 with 2:00 left in
the fourth quarter.

With the win, the Texans improve to 1-1 on the season and will travel to
Gillette Stadium to face the New England Patriots in Week 3.

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The Houston Texans fell 36-33 on Sunday in a hard-fought loss to the New Eng-
land Patriots in Foxborough.

Despite five touchdown passes by Tom Brady, the Texans nearly pulled off an
upset against Bill Belichick and the Patriots, leading 33-28 lead with 0:29 remain-
ing. But, Brady’s final touchdown drive clinched the win for New England.

In his second NFL start, Deshaun Watson threw two touchdown passes while
Jadeveon Clowney scored his first career NFL touchdown on a fumble recovery.
Ka'imi Fairbairn was a perfect 4-for-4 on field goals for the day.

Watson completed 22-0f-33 passes for 301 yards, two touchdowns and two
interceptions, one of which came on the final Hail Mary play to end the game.
Watson also rushed for 41 yards on eight carries. DeAndre Hopkins caught a
team-high seven passes for 76 yards. Ryan Griffin and Bruce Ellington each
snagged touchdown passes.

The Texans defense recorded five sacks, eight quarterback hits, seven tack-
les for loss, four forced fumbles and had one fumble recovery. Clowney had two
sacks, three quarterback hits, four TFLs and one fumble recovery. J.J. Watt had
two quarterback hits and three TFLs.

The Patriots took an early 7-0 lead after Brady's five-yard touchdown pass to
Rob Gronkowski on New England’s first possession.

Two drives later, Houston’s defense pinned the Patriots deep in their own terri-
tory. Jadeveon Clowney was credited with a sack for a loss of nine yards and the
Patriots were forced to punt from their own endzone after a three-and-out.

Houston'’s offense converted the short field into points. The Texans took an early
10-7 lead after Deshaun Watson threw a 29-yard touchdown pass to Ellington.

Brady added his second touchdown of the day after the Patriots defense picked
off Watson. Cornerback Stephon Gilmore intercepted Watson's pass, intended for
DeAndre Hopkins and returned it 39 yards. One play later, Chris Hogan scored
on a seven-yard touchdown reception to give the Patriots a 14-10 lead with 12:33
left in the second quarter.

The Texans scored ten unanswered points in the second quarter. On the Patriots
ensuing possession, Whitney Mercilus recorded a strip-sack on Brady. Clowney
recovered the fumble and returned it 22 yards for a touchdown. The Texans took a
20-14 lead. Brady responded with a 47-yard touchdown pass to Chris Hogan and
New England regained its lead, up 21-20 at halftime.

Both teams scored on their first possessions of the second half.

For the Texans, Watson connected with Ryan Griffin on a 12-yard touchdown
pass. Griffin also made a 35-yard catch on 2nd-and-22 to extend the 10-play, 70-
yard drive. The Texans trailed 28-27 with 7:16 left in the third quarter.

In the fourth quarter, D’Onta Foreman's 31-yard catch-and-run put the Texans in
field-goal range. Watson escaped several defenders to make the play. Fairbairn’s
31-yard kick gave Houston a 30-28 lead with 12:17 left in the game.

The Texans defense did not allow a single first down in the fourth quarter until the
Patriots final possession of the game. Brady orchestrated an eight-play, 75-yard
drive that ended in a 25-yard touchdown pass to Cooks. The Patriots successfully
converted a two-point conversion on a pass attempt to Cooks and took a 36-33
lead.

Houston regained possession with 0:23 left in the game. Watson completed a
21-yard pass to Hopkins and ended the game on a Hail Mary pass in the endzone
that was picked off by Duron Harmon.

The Texans fall to 1-2 and return home to NRG Stadium for the next three games.
Houston will host the Tennessee Titans on Sunday, Oct. 1.

Mariota gave the Titans their first score of the day on a 35-yard touch-
down run. The Titans trailed 21-7 with 11:44 left in the second quarter.

Ka'imi Fairbairn’s 50-yard field goal capped off a 12-play, 43-yard drive
and pushed the Texans out to a 24-7 lead.

The Titans responded with their second touchdown of the day with Mari-
ota’s two-yard score.

On the ensuing kickoff, undrafted rookie Chris Thompson added a
42-yard return. A defensive pass interference call gave Houston posses-
sion at the one-yard line. Watson rushed for the score just one play later.
Houston took a 30-14 lead heading into halftime.

Watson threw two more touchdowns in the second half. Both Fuller and
Miller caught touchdown passes from the rookie quarterback. Fairbairn
added two more field goals in the fourth quarter, from 40 and 33 yards
respectively.

Dylan Cole scored on a 25-yard defensive touchdown after intercepting
Cassel to give the Texans a 54-14 lead. Tom Savage entered the game
after a strip-sack by Clowney with 6:03 left in the game.

The Texans recorded 445 net yards of offense and converted 33 first
downs in the win.

Houston improves to 2-2 on the season and will next host the Kansas
City Chiefs on Sunday Night Football in Week 5.
