In its last four games, the Rams defensive
unit has given up an average of 11 points
per game and recorded at least 2.0 sacks
in each contest in addition to at least one
| interception, dating back to L.A.'s last home
game against the Seahawks.

The 6-2 record is the Rams best start since
the team went 7-1 to start the 2001 campaign. The Rams have scored
263 points in eight games, already surpassing their point total from the
2016 season at the halfway point of the 2017 campaign.

QB Jared Goff had his best game as a professional as he dismantled the
New York Giants by a score of 51-17. Goff completed 14-0f-22 passes
for a new career-best 311 yards, recorded a career-high 146.8 and threw
four touchdowns in a game for the first time in his career. It was only the
fourth game this season an NFL quarterback has thrown for over 300
yards passing with four touchdowns this season without an interception.

The Texans enter the contest coming off a loss to the Indianapolis Colts.
Houston is the league's third-highest scoring team, averaging 28.6
points per game. Houston's only NFC contest so far this season was a
41-38 loss to the Seahawks at CenturyLink Field.

In the contest, Brockers posted his first multi-sack game with at
least 2.0 sacks, a feat he's accomplished twice.

K Greg Zuerlein connected on his only field goal attempt (42
yards) and all five PATs on the day.

* Through his first 37 NFL games, RB Todd Gurley Il has
rushed for 2,677 yards, he is 442 yards away from passing
former RB Cullen Bryant (3,119 rushing yards) for 10th in
franchise history.

» As of Week 8, K Greg Zuerlein has scored 99 points this
season, he is 30 points away from passing former RB Marshall
Faulk (128 points scored in 2001) for the fifth-highest scoring
output in a single season in franchise history.

» With his first sack of the 2017 season, OLB Robert Quinn
posted his 55th career sack, passing former DE Chris Long
(54.5) for fourth in the franchise's all-time sack leaders
category. Quinn recorded 0.5 sack in Week 2 against the
Redskins and a sack against the Seahawks in Week 5 bringing
his career total to 56.5. He needs six sacks to tie Kevin Carter
(62.5) for third in franchise history. [Leonard Little holds the
franchise record with 87.5 career sacks.]

* Rams K Greg Zuerlein passed former RB Marshall Faulk
(524) as the fifth-leading scorer in Rams’ history in a record-
breaking contest at Dallas in Week 4. Zuerlein now has 578
career points and ranks third in franchise history, trailing former
K Mike Lansford (789) by 211 points for second place in the
franchise's top-scoring column. Former K Jeff Wilkins holds the
Rams all-time scoring record with 1,223 points.

COACHES’ CORNER

On January 12, 2017, Los Angeles Rams Owner/
Chairman E. Stanley Kroenke named Sean McVay
the 23rd full-time head coach in franchise histo'r:y.
rl\]/.lct\/ay became the youngest coach in modern NFL
istory.

McVay completed his third season as the Redskins’
offensive coordinator in 2016 after initially being
promoted to the position on January 15, 2014. Prior
to his promotion during the 2014 offseason, McVay
spent three seasons as the team’s tight ends coach
and one as an offensive assistant.

The 2016 Redskins’ offensive unit broke many fran-
chise records and ranked in the top three in a number
of statistical categories. The Washington offense
became the first unit in franchise history to aver-
= age over 400 yards per game (403.4) and notched
a franchise record 6,545 total net yards.

Quarterback Kirk Cousins finished the year with single-season team records in
completions (406) and passing yards (4,917) and matched his team record for
300-yard passing games (seven). His 4,917 passing yards ranked third in the NFL
in 2016 and are the 15th-most in a season in NFL history. Cousins closed out the
season ranked second in the NFL in passin;l; yards per game (297.4), passing
yards per play (7.84) and yards per play (6.4), in addition to being the league’s
third ranked offensive team, averaging 403.4 yards per game.

From 2015-16, Cousins threw for 9,0837yards, the fourth highest output by a
?uade;back trailing only Drew Brees (10,078), Matt Ryan (9,535% and Philip Rivers
9,178).

The Redskins offense had eight plaéers finish the season with at least 500 yards
from scrimmage (DeSean Jackson, Pierre Garcon, Jamison Crowder, Rob Kelley,
Chris Thompson, Jordan Reed, Vernon Davis and Matt Jones), tying the 2011
New Orleans Saints for the most in a single season in NFL history.

McVay’'s group posted a breakout campaign in his second year as offensive
coordinator in 2015, including record-setting performances by quarterback Kirk
Cousins and ti%ht end Jordan Reed. McVay's scheme and tutelage helped
Cousins break Redskins records for attempts (543), completions (379), passing
gards (4,166) and 300-yard passing games (seven) in a single season. Reed has

een a direct beneficiary of McVay’s work, spending 2013 as a member of his unit
during McVay'’s time as tight ends coach and being a focal point of the offense in
2015, as Reed recorded 87 receptions for 952 ?/ards (both team records for a tight
end) with 11 receiving touchdowns (one shy of the team record) in 2015.

Collectively, McVay’s 2015 offense recorded top-10 rankings in third down per-
centage (43.5, fifth in the NFL), red zone scoring percentage (61.2, eighth), yards
per play (5.6, 10th) and points per game (24.3, 10th). The Redskins also led the
NFL with a team-record 69.5 completion percentage in 2015, leading the league
in the category for the 11th time in team history and the first time since 1970.

In his first season as offensive coordinator in 2014, McVay helped the offense
to a Top 10 league ranking?1 in yards per play (5.7) despite starting three different
quarterbacks. His work with the three passers was instrumental in setting a team
record for completion percentage (66.5 percent, later broken in 2015) and helping
facilitate the explosive debut season of wide receiver DeSean Jackson. Jackson
averaged a league-best 20.9 yards per reception and became only the fourth
player in team history to lead the NFL in that category.

In 2013, McVay played a crucial role in Reed’s development, as the then-rookie
compiled 45 receptions for 499 yards — both Redskins’ single-season rookie tight
end records — despite Reed playing in only nine games. Under McVay’s tutelage,
Reed joined Chris Cooley (2004) as the only Redskins tight ends named to the
PFWA All-Rookie Team. In addition, McVay helped tight end Logan Paulsen
from an undrafted free agent into a 30-game starter from 2010-13, with Paulsen
increasing his reception total each season.

During Washington’s NFC East championship season in 2012, McVay’s unit was
productive despite losing starting tight end Fred Davis to a torn Achilles tendon in
Week 7. Davis had led the team in both receptions (24) and receiving yards (325)
through seven games before being placed on the Reserve/Injured list. McVay
guided a unit that provided reliable receiving options on top of contributing signifi-
cantly as blockers to the Redskins’ league-leading 2,709 rushing yards.

In 2011, McVay played an integral role in Davis’ emergence, as the then fourth-

year tight end surpassed his previous career highs despite playing in only 12

games. Davis caught 59 passes for 796 yards, the second-highest total on the

team in both categories. Before missing the final four games of the season, Davis

was on pace to set a franchise record in receiving yards by a tight end and was

g_ntpace to post the first 1,000-yard receiving season by a tight end in Redskins’
istory.

McVay served as an offensive assistant to the Redskins in 2010 in addition to
working with the tight ends during the final four weeks of the season following
coach Jon Embree’s departure. The Redskins offense ranked eighth in the NFL in
passing yards per game (244.6) and tight end Chris Cooley ranked second among
NFL tight ends in receptions (77) and third in receiving yards (849). The offensive
unit also set a franchise record for completions in a season (349), and registered
a touchdown pass in 15 consecutive games for the first time in team history. The
Redskins’ offense led the NFL with nine completions of at least 50 yards, including
one in four consecutive games for the first time since 1987.

McVay joined the Redskins prior to the 2010 season after an undefeated regular
season with the Florida Tuskers of the United Football League (UFL). The Tuskers
finished a perfect 6-0 before losing in the UFL’s inaugural championship game.
McVay originally entered the National Football League as an offensive assistant
with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers in 2008.

McVa%/ 8raduated from Miami University %1Ohio) where he played wide receiver

from 2004-07, earning Miami’s Scholar-Athlete Award in 2007. His grandfather,

John, served in various roles — including vice president/director of football opera-

tions from 1983-94 — for the San Francisco 49ers from 1979-95, overseeing five

Euper.B%\gughampionship squads and earning induction into the 49ers Hall of
ame in .

In his first three years (2014-16), O'Brien has led the
Texans to three straight winning seasons for the first
time in franchise history and back-to-back AFC South
division championships. He is just the 14th coach
since 1978 to begin his NFL head coaching career with
three consecutive winning seasons and his 28 career
victories are the most by any head coach in franchise
history through their first three years.

In 2016, Houston defeated the Oakland Raiders in the
AFC Wild Card Round and advanced to the Divisional
Round for the first time since 2012. The Texans finished
the season with the NFL’s topranked defense for the
first time in franchise history, surrendering an average
of only 301.3 total net yards per game. The team also
posted a 7-1 record at home during the regular season,
which set a single-season franchise record and tied for the best home record in the
NFL. DE/OLB Jadeveon Clowney earned Pro Bowl honors for the first time in his
career after posting personal bests in tackles (52), sacks (6.0), tackles for loss (16),
quarterback hits (17) and games played/started (14). ILB Benardrick McKinney led
the Texans and finished 11th in the NFL (sixth in the AFC) with a single-season
career-high 129 tackles and 5.0 sacks.

On offense, the Texans finished with the eighth-most rushing yards in the NFL
in 2016, averaging 116.2 per game. RB Lamar Miller became the fourth player
in franchise history with a 1,000 yards rushing in a season. As a team over the
last three seasons, Houston ranks third in the AFC and sixth in the NFL in rushing
yards. Additionally in 2016, the tight end group of C.J. Fiedorowicz, Ryan Griffin and
Stephen Anderson posted the most receptions (115) and receiving yards (1,094) in
a single season in franchise history. Houston recorded a 5-1 record against AFC
South opponents in 2016, which tied the best single-season winning percentage
against the division in team history, and have 14 wins against their division since
2014, which is tied with the Kansas City Chiefs for the most in the NFL over that
span.

Under O’Brien (2014-17), the Texans are also 18-0 when leading at halftime of a
regular season game and the only team in the NFL that has not given up a halftime
lead since 2014. The Texans also finished the regular season with only 87 penalties
accepted against them, which was the lowest total in the NFL. In 2015, Houston
became the first NFL team since 1950 to make the playoffs with four different
starting quarterbacks winning a game during the regular season when they won the
AFC South division championship for the first time since 2012.

WR DeAndre Hopkins became the third-youngest player in NFL history to reach 200
receptions and 3,000 receiving yards for his career. That year, he earned his first
trip to the Pro Bowl after posting career highs with 111 receptions for 1,521 yards
and a franchise-record 11 receiving touchdowns. His receiving totals ranked among
the best in the NFL, as he finished third in catches and yards and tied for seventh
in touchdowns.

On the ground, the Texans averaged 108.2 rushing yards per game for the season
and 135.1 yards over the final seven weeks of 2015. After RB Arian Foster was
placed on Injured Reserve on Oct. 27, RB Alfred Blue stepped in to lead the team
with a career high 698 rushing yards, to go along with three 100-yard rushing
games. The Texans also received strong contributions from their defense in 2015
as they finished third in the NFL in total yards (310.2) and passing yards (210.4)
allowed per game, fifth in opponent completion percentage (59.0) and seventh in
points allowed per game (19.6). Houston set franchise single-season records for
sacks (45) and opponent third-down percentage (28.5), which was also the lowest
mark by any NFL team since the 2003 Tennessee Titans (27.7). DE J.J. Watt won
his third Associated Press NFL Defensive Player of the Year award after leading the
league with 17.5 sacks, 50 quarterback hits and 29 tackles for loss.

In 2014, O’Brien’s first year as the franchise’s head coach, Houston’s seven-win
improvement from 2013 led the NFL and made the Texans the sixth team since
1978 to post a winning season following a season in which it won two or less games.
The Texans just missed the playoffs as the last team out in the AFC and O’Brien
finished second in NFL AP Coach of the Year voting to Arizona Cardinals Head
Coach Bruce Arians.

O’Brien earned his first victory as head coach of the Texans with a 17-6 season-
opening win against Washington at NRG Stadium, ending Houston’s 14-game
losing streak in the process. Following a Week 10 bye, Houston went 5-2 with three
different starting quarterbacks leading the Texans to wins down the stretch. The
Texans also led the NFL in takeaways with a franchise-record 34 and became just
the third team in the last 20 years to lead the league in takeaways after finishing last
the year before. On offense, the Texans ran the ball a league-high 51.9 percent of
the time and posted an AFC-best eight individual 100-yard rushing performances in
2014. Houston’s 135.1 yards rushing per game ranked fifth in the NFL and was the
second-highest mark in franchise

history. Foster, who earned his fourth Pro Bowl honor, eclipsed the 100-yard mark
in seven of the 13 games he played in as he rushed for 1,246 yards and scored 13
total touchdowns.

Due to injuries, quarterbacks Ryan Fitzpatrick, Ryan Mallett and Case Keenum
each started at least two games under center for the Texans and combined to lead
the team to wins in five of the last Bill O'Brien's 28 career victories are the most by
any coach in franchise history through their first three years.

WR Sammy Watkins — Acquired by the Rams via a trade that sent CB

yards and two touchdowns, marking his 11th career game with over 100
yards receiving. Fourth on the team with 331 receiving yards and fourth-
most catches with 19. Averages 16.2 yards per reception in his career.

WR Robert Woods — The USC product has played in 65 games with
56 starts through Week 7 of the 2017 season. In Week 3 win over San
Francisco, tallied a team-best 108 yards receiving, his fourth career
game with over 100 yards through the air. Totalled 31 catches for a team-
best 451 yards through eight games. Recorded first touchdown as a Ram
on a third-and-33 play, a 52-yard screen pass, then recorded a 4-yard
touchdown later in the game, his first-career multi-touchdown game.

QB Jared Goff — Started all 15 games he has played in as a
professional. On the season, completed 147-0f-244 passing attempts
with 13 touchdowns, four interceptions and a 97.9 QB rating. Established
a career-best 311 yards passing and a career-high 146.8 QB rating in
Week 9 win at New York Giants, a game in which he averaged 22.2
yards per completion.

RB Todd Gurley Il — Posted 1,024 yards from scrimmage in eight
games this season with 10 total touchdowns. Recorded 161 rushing
attempts for 686 yards (4.3 yards/rush) with seven rushing touchdowns.
Ranks second with 29 receptions for 338 yards (third-highest total on the
team) and three receiving touchdowns. Has recorded 100-plus rushing
yards in four of the team's last six games. Named the NFC Offensive
Player of the Month for September and named NFC Offensive Player of
the Week for the team's Week 4 win at Dallas. Voted a team captain by
his teammates for a second-straight season.

K Greg Zuerlein
moved into eighth-place in Rams history in points scored,
passing WR Torry Holt. LS Jake McQuaide became the first
long snapper in franchise history to earn a Pro Bowl berth.

The 13th-year NFL coach served as the Los Angeles Rams
interim head coach for the final three games of the 2016
season.

Fassel is the son of former NFL coach Jim Fassel, a longtime
NFL coach who guided the New York Giants to the Super
Bowl during the 2000 season. John is a triathlete who has
finished three Ironman distance triathlons.

Wade Phillips, who is in his 48th
year of coaching, enters his first
season with the Rams and will
take on the defensive coordinator
roleffon Head Coach Sean McVay'’s
staff.

In his 40th NFL season, Phillips
owns 35 years of experience as
a defensive coordinator or head
coach. He most recently served
as defensive coordinator for the
Denver Broncos (2015-16), which
was his second stint with the club
after serving the same role from
1989-92, and also as head coach
from 1993-94.

PhiIIips has been a part of 21 Defensive Coordinator Wade Phillips
different top-10 defensive units

during his NFL career and has coached a total of 31 Pro
Bowlers, including Pro Football Hall of Famers Elvin Bethea,
Curley Culp, Rickey Jackson, Bruce Smith and Reggie White.

He is one of three individuals in NFL history to be named

The veteran coach has made quick work of improving
defenses that he’s inherited in his first season working with
the group.

Gurley rushed 63 times for 241
yards and four rushing touchdowns
and recorded 13 receptions for 140

touchdowns led the NFC and were
tied for first in the NFL in the opening month of the 2017 season.

A week after being named NFC Play of the Month for the first
three games of the 2017 season, Gurley led the team in rushing
(121 yards) and receiving (94 yards) to account for a career-
best 215 yards from scrimmage, earning a 35-30 win over the
Cowboys and his first-career NFC Offensive Player of the Week
accolades.

K Greg Zuerlein booted his way into the Rams franchise history
books in the 2017 Week 4 win over Dallas with a 7-of-7 showing
on field goal attempts, establishing a new franchise record for
single-game made field goals and posted 23 points en route to
his first NFC Special Teams Player of the Week honors since
the 2014 season. Zuerlein was named the NFC Special Teams
Player of the Month for October 2017, his first-career player of
the month accolades.

CB Trumaine Johnson earned his first-career NFC Defensive
Player of the Week award after recording a pick six, a forced
fumble, a fumble recovery, one PD and two tackles against the
Colts in Week 1 of 2017.

WR/Returner Pharoh Cooper earned his first-career Player of
the Week Accolades following the Week 6 win over Jacksonville,
taking the opening kickoff 103 yards to paydirt.

CB Nickell Robey-Coleman earned AFC Player of the Week
accolades as a member of the Buffalo Bills for his Week 5
performance against the Rams a season ago.

One of Head Coach Sean
McVay'’s first tasks was shoring
up the Rams offensive line -
a unit that saw six different
starting combinations during the
2016 campaign.

The unit has allowed only 10 [JESREN
sacks through eight games |
in 2017, tied for the second §
fewest sacks allowed in the
NFL through Week 9. The New
Orleans Saints have allowed the [
fewest sacks so far this season,
only allowing QB Drew Brees to
be sacked 8 times this season.

L.A. has two games this season
in which they did not surrender C John Sullivan

a sack, a feat they were unable

to achieve once during the 2016 season. The most sacks
surrendered in a game during the 2017 season was three
against the NFL's leading sack team, the Jacksonville Jaguars.

The franchise has not used a draft pick on an offensive lineman
since the 2015 draft, so McVay and Co. infused the existing
youth on the roster with a pair of veteran free agents in T
Andrew Whitworth and C John Sullivan. The duo has combined
to play in 300 career games with 268 starts. Additionally,
Whitworth and Sullivan have played in 10 postseason contests
with nine career playoff starts between them.

T Rob Havenstein, a massive 6-8 lineman from Wisconsin,
was the team’s second round (57th overall) pick in 2015.
Havenstein started the first 15 games of the 2016 season at
RT before suffering an ankle injury.

2015 third-round pick G Jamon Brown started five games in
his second professional season at both left and right guard
positions. He won the RG position heading into the 2017
campaign.

Selected in the fourth round (No. 119 overall) of the 2015 draft,
T Andrew Donnal, started the final four games of the 2016
season.

Since being drafted in 2014, Rams
newly acquired receiver Sammy |
Watkins has the third highest
average yards per reception
total in the NFL (minimum of 150
receptions). Watkins (16.2) trails
only WRs DeSean Jackson (18.5)
and T.Y. Hilton (16.7) for the top
mark in the league during that span
amongst all receivers with at least
150 receptions. WR Sammy Watkins
In 2015, Watkins was tied for first

in the NFL in average yards-per reception with Jacksonville’s
Allen Robinson. Watkins was also top-10 in the NFL in 25+
yard receptions in only 13 games played.

After enjoying a career-day in
the team's opening win over the
Indianapolis Colts, QB Jared Goff
established new career-highs in
passing yards (311), QB rating
(146.8) and passing touchdowns
(4) in a rain-soaked win over the
New York Giants in the team's
Week 9 win.

Goff became only the fourth QB this
season to pass for over 300 yards
with four passing touchdowns this
season.

Inhis firstroad start of his sophomore

campaign, a Thursday Night game at
San Francisco, the Cal product had his most efficient day in the
NFL, completing 22-0f-28 passing attempts (79 percent) for 292
yards, three touchdowns and no interceptions with a 145.8 QB
rating, earning his first road victory. It was Goff's second three-
touchdown game, both games came on the road in his first road
start of each of his first two seasons.

Against the Cowboys in a 35-30 win, Goff threw for two
touchdowns, his third-career multi-touchdown game. He
finished the game with 255 yards and completed 21-of-26
passing attempts.

In road games during the 2017 season, Goff has completed
103-0f-154 passing attempts (63.6 percent), for 982 yards with
10 touchdowns and no interceptions with a 124.4 QB rating
in four road games. Additionally, Goff has only been sacked
four times in four road games, which includes two road games
without allowing a sack.

Rams QB Jared Goff threw three touchdowns in the first half
of his first-career road start as a rookie in a Week 12 match-up
with the New Orleans Saints in 2016. Goff became the third
rookie to throw three touchdowns in their first-career road start
over the past 20 years.

Gurley rushed for 241 yards on 63
carries and four touchdowns and
hauled in 13 receptions for 140 yards
and two touchdowns in his three games
in September.

Award in Gurley's career. He is now the
fourth RB in franchise history to receive
the honor, joining Eric Dickerson,
Marshall Faulk and Steven Jackson.
