       Seattle (8-5) hosts division leader Los Angeles (9-4) this Sunday for a
chance to move in to first place and move in to the NFC playoff field.
       The Seahawks fell to Jacksonville last week, 30-24, but since 2012, they
carry a 23-4 record following an in-season loss. 
       Seattle’s record of 35-12 in the months of November/December is tops
in the NFL for wins and its 20-6 record in regular season games in
December/January ranks third in the NFL since 2012. Helping that cause, the
Seahawks are 47-0 when leading by four or more points at halftime, including
playoffs, since 2012.
       This will be the 39th meeting between the two clubs, with Seattle leading
the series, 23-15. The Seahawks got their first series win in Los Angeles facing
the Rams earlier this season, 16-10, on October 8.

* His 23-4 record following an in-season loss is the best record by
a quarterback since the 1970 merger. 
* At San Francisco (11/26), became the fourth quarterback in NFL
history to pass for at least 3,000 yards in each of his first six sea-
sons.

      Since the Seahawks trip to Super Bowl XL, NFC West crowns
from 2004-07, 2010, 2013-14 and 2016, a Super Bowl XLVIII
championship and Super Bowl XLIX appearance, Seattle’s fans do
not want to miss out on seeing their team in action. Since 2003,
all but one game has sold out, giving the team 129 consecutive
sell outs through Week 15 of the 2017 season, including playoffs.
      Fans set the CenturyLink Field attendance record (69,190) in
Week 11 vs. Philadelphia (11/20/16).
      For the fourth-consecutive year, Seattle posted at least a 99%
season ticket renewal rate while selling all 61,000 available sea-
son tickets.
      Training Camp presented by Safeway practices open to the
public also sold out. In all, more than 30,000 fans attended the
team’s 12 open camp sessions.

     One thing that has been a constant from the early days of the
Kingdome through the championship years of CenturyLink Field is
that the 12s have given that extra edge to the Seahawks when
playing in the Puget Sound.
      Seattle has the NFC’s best home winning percentage since
moving to the NFC in 2002 with an 89-37 record, and is one of
three teams with 80-plus wins during that span.

Aaron Rodgers caught the Seahawks in a substitution and
hit Jordy Nelson on a 32-yard touchdown pass to push the lead to 14-6. Seattle was forced to punt and the Packers added a Mason Crosby
40-yard field goal on the ensuing possession to go up 17-6. The Seahawks added a third Walsh field goal, this time from 41 yards, to bring the
score to 17-9, but the Packers were able to run the clock out on their final possession, sealing the Green Bay victory.

Down 15-10 at the half, the Seattle Seahawks outscored the Indianapolis Colts 36-3 in the second half, and were
helped by two defensive scores on their way to a 46-18 victory over the Colts at CenturyLink Field on Sunday Night
Football. Seattle scored first with a 44-yd. field goal by Blair Walsh. Russell Wilson was sacked in the end zone for a
safety, bringing the score to 3-2. Justin Coleman stepped in at cornerback after Jeremy Lane left the game with a
groin injury and intercepted Jacoby Brissett, returning it 28 yards for the TD and the 10-2 Seattle lead. The Colts

responded with a Robert Turbin 1-yard TD run, and Brissett hit Donte Moncrief for an 18-yard TD, giving the Colts the 15-10 lead at the half.
On the Seahawks opening possession of the second half, Wilson scrambled for a TD from 23 yards out, and converted the two-point try to
take the 18-15 lead. Adam Vinatieri tied the game with a 40-yard FG. But then the Seahawks took over as J.D. McKissic scored on a 30-yard
run before Bobby Wagner recovered a fumble and returned it 21 yards for a TD, giving Seattle the 32-18 lead after three quarters. Wilson hit
Luke Willson on a 6-yard TD in the fourth, then connected with McKissic on a 27-yard TD with 2:22 remaining, giving Seattle the 46-18 victory.

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The Seattle Seahawks and Houston Texans combined for 988 yards of offense, as both Russell Wilson and Deshaun
Watson passed for over 400 yards and 4 TDs, and Wilson completed his 23rd career 4th-quarter or OT comeback,
leading the Seahawks to a 41-38 victory when he hit Jimmy Graham for the go-ahead touchdown with 21 seconds
remaining. Wilson set a franchise record with a career-high 452 passing yards, while both Tyler Lockett and Paul
Richardson had over 100 yards receiving. Richardson and Jimmy Graham each caught two TDs. Deshaun Watson

threw for 402 yards, but threw three interceptions – two to Richard Sherman and one that Earl Thomas returned 78 yards for a TD in the first
quarter.
