DE KONY EALY ranks 2nd
among NFL DEs with 9 PD.

* PATRIOTS have 12+ wins for 8th consecutive season,
longest streak in NFL history. Won AFC East & secured 1st
rd. bye. Can clinch home-field advantage with win or Pit. loss.

* QB TOM BRADY l|eads NFL with 4,387 pass yards, his 9th
career 4,000+ pass yard season. Completed 21 of 28 (75 pct.)
for 224 yards with 2 TDs vs. 1 INT for 106.8 rating in Week
16. Has 11 TDs vs. 0 INTs & 95.8 rating in his past 5 at home
vs. NYJ. Has 100+ rating in 4 of past 5 at home vs. division.

* RB DION LEWIS had career-high 153 scrimmage yards
(129 rush, 24 rec.) & 2 TDs (1 rush, 1 rec.) in Week 16. In
past 5, has 505 scrimmage yards (101 per game) with 3 TDs
(2 rush, 1 rec.). Had rush TD in Week 6 meeting. RB MIKE
GILLISLEE had rush TD last week. Has TD in 2 of past 3
vs. NYJ. RB JAMES WHITE has TD catch in 2 of past 4
meetings. Since 2016, has 8 rec. TDs, most among NFL RBs.

e TE ROB GRONKOWSKI had TD catch last week. Has 464
rec. yards (116 per game) & 3 TDs in past 4.
